A Man Over the Falls. 

[From-the liitifelo Commercial Advocate.] 
Neither fiction nor fact furnish an incident of 

mure thrilline^nterest thau oue whicllfcoccurreii 
Inst evening aPthe Falls, anil is detailed below by 
onr correspondent. There is something terribly 
appaling, almost sublime, ia the struggles for life of 
a strong, self-possessed man, when drawn into the 
torrent that, with the speed of a race horse, sweeps 
him onward to certain destruction. A moment 
scarcely elapses between entire safety and a most 
fenrful death, yet ill that momant what a wealth of 
Ill's may be compressed. How like lightning must 
il ish through the mind, all the pleasant recollec­
tions of childhood, the firm resolves of vigorous 
manhood, the hope* of the future, the endearments 
of home and friends, repentance for past errors, and 
prayers for forgiveness in that dread presence to 
which he is RO awfully summoned Ï 

N IAGARA F ALLS,-Oct. 2d, 1848.—At about sun­
down last evening a man was carried over the 
Frills. WI»B he was is not know n. From his man­
agement of therfail-boat in which he came down 
the river, 1 think he was not well acquainted with 
the current or the rapids. His dress and appear­
ance indicated respectability, and after he got into 
the rapids his. self-possession was most extraordi­
nary. His boat was a very good one—decked over 
on the bow, and 1 should think would carry three 
or four torts. From what I learn of a sail-boat hav­
ing been seen below Black Ilcck, coming down, I 
think it is from there or Buffalo. No otiier than.a 
person unacquained with the current above the 
rapids, would venture so near them. 

f was on the head of Goat Island when I first 
discovered the boat—then near half a mile below 
the foot of Navy Island, and nearly two miles 
above the Falls. There seemed to be two in the 
boat. It was directed towards the American shore, 
the wind blowing from this shore, and still the sail 
was standing. Being well acquainted with the 
river, I regarded the position of the boat as extraor­
dinary and hazardous, and watched it with intense 
anxiety. Soon I discovered the motion of an oar, 
and from the changing direction of the boat, con­
cluded it had but one. While constantly approach­
ing nearerlind nearer the rapids, I could discover 
it vjgis gaining the American shore, and by the 
time it had got near the first fall in the rapids, 
about half a mile above Goat Island, it was directly 
above the Island. There it was turned up the 
river, and for some time the wind kept it nearly 
stationary. The only hope seemed to be to come 
directly to Goat Island, anil whether I should run 
half a mile to give alarm, or remain to assist, in 
the event the boat attempted to make the Island, 
was a question of painful doubt. But soon the 
boat was again turned towards the American shore. 
Then it was certain it most go down the American 
rapids. I ran for the bridge—saw and intormed a 
gentleman and lady just leaving the Island, but 
they seemed unable tqjreply or move. I rallied a 
man atlhe toll-gate—We ran to the main bridge in 
time t6:see the boat just before it had got Kit he 
first large fall in the rapids. Then I saw but one 
man—he standing at the stern with his oar, chang­
ing the course of the boat down the current, and as 
it plunged over he sat down. 

I was astonished to see the boat rise with _the 
mast and sail standing/ and the man again eoect, 
directing the boat towards "shore. As he came to 
the next and each succeeding fall he sat down, 
aud then would rise and apply his oar in the in-
term-diate current. 

îStttJitbere was hope that he Vü>"id-noma near 
onr>uj;h to the pier to jump, but in fr MKlMlm !T tvfts 
gone iniither that he might jump upon the rock 
near if~wbridge, but the current dashed him from it 
under the bridge, breaking the mast. Again he 
rose on the opposite side. Taking his >*r and 
pointing his boat'towards the main »höre, he cried, 
" had I hetMr jump from the boat ?" We could not 
answer, for either seemed certain destruction. 
Within a few rods of the falls, the boat struck on a 
rock—turned over and lodged. He appeared to 
crawl from under it, and swam with the oar in his 
hand till he went over the precipice. 

Without the power to render amy assistance—for 
half an hour watching a strong-man struggling with 
every nerve for life, yet doomed with almost the 
certainty of destiny to an immediate and awful 
death, still hoping vvith every effort for his deliver­
ance—caused an intensity of excitement I pray 
God never again to experience. 

I write too hurridly for publication, but l b,nve 
slated all we have seen or know respecting theman 
or boat, and from which I hope you will be able to 
glean so much for publication as will lead to the 
discovery of the man.

The Irish Rebellion—The Cholera—Excitement in 
France—Markets, etc. 

NEW YORK. ."Oct. 4, 11 p. g.—The American 
steamer Hermann haS reached her wharf, a her a 
passage of fourteen days from Southampton, whence 
she sailed on the '-iOth September. Tha following 
is a summary t>f the intelligencff-broughf by ker :
