PROCLAMATION. 
By ISAAC JOHNSON, Governor of the State of Louisiana. 

T17HEREAS, The failure to appropiiate specifically the 
V \ f und provided by law for the sappoitof the Free Pub­

lic Schools ot this State must exert, 
unless prevented in time, a highly 
prejudicial influence on the great 

_ cause of education, and the best in­
terests of humanity; and whereas, the importance of the 
matter, in this view of it, appears to call for the consideration 
of the Legislature at a period earlier than that of its next 
regular session in January, 1850, and to form an extraordinary 
occasion, such as. in my judgment, renders necessary the con­
vention of the two Houses a* soon as may l>e practicable; I 
do. therefore, by this, my proclamation, convene the two 
Houses of the Legislature, to meet at the State house in the 
city of NewOrleans, on the First Monday in December next 
being the fourth day of said month, and 1 require the respect­
ive Senators and Representatives then and there to assemble, 
in order that they may devise and adopt such measures to put 
in successful operation the Free Public Schools of the State 
as to them, in the exercise of their wisdom aud discretion, j 
may seem expedient and proper, and receive such informa- j  
tion, iu relation to the affairs of the State generally, as at that 
time may l»e deemed advisable to submit them.

THE COMPACT A LKOKUD OK FLANDERS-

In tht* middle of the seventeenth century there 
was at Brussels, in a street leading from La Hue 
Notre-Darae-des-soraraeit—which they still call 
" The Devil's owner "—a small house of neat and 
nnxlest appearance, the inhabitant of which was a 
celebrated architect, whote history contains a sage 
lei-on and useful moral.

asl; you what motive has brought you hither." 
i iiore was a ^omeiita.-y silence. The candle, 

which the servant had left behind, threw around a 
pale and sickly light, but the eyes of the unknown 
(lathed and glistened, and lighted the spot where he 
sat." Iiis features were coarse, and a smile, the 
bitterness of which he tried to dissemble, displayed 
itself upon hi- thin and parched lips. After he had 
looked for some minutes at the excited architect, he 
slowly said, " I feel interested iu your welfare."

you to my rescue." 

No, not heaven," said the green man, with a 
wrinkled brow, " but you cannot comply with con­
ditions of the nature of which you are ignorant. 1 
have*Yome a considerable distance to see you. I 
appreciate your great talents, and am desirous that 
you should belong to me, both in life and in death." 

The architect started. 
'• Let us understand each other perfectly," said 

the unknown, " I give you ten years, at the expira­
tion of that term you must follow me; I shall bring 
you where 1 choose , I must be master, you shall 
be my property." 

'"Olivier, surprised, without being able to ana­
lyze the sensations he experienced, and fearing to 
admit what he was beginning to suspect, looked 
sadly and uneasily at his guest. His heart heat 
with violence when he saw the stranger coolly 
draw from his pocket the bill for one hundred thou­
sand florins, to be paid at sight, upon the first house 
in Brussels. 
" Remember, " he emphatically articulated, 

without my assistance you must perish. Sign, 
then, this engagement." At the same time he pre­
sented a sheet of parchment, and with his right 
hand he drew forth a gold pen.

The priest making a sign, a hoy appeared, carry­
ing with him a vessel filled with holy water, and 
sprinkling what remained in the measure with the 
holy water.

THE ANCIENT MANHATTAN .—We find the fol­
lowing happy translation of a description of the 
aboriginal inhabitants of Manhattan Island, in the 
Literary World.
