Blackwood's Magazine. 
Unquestionably the ablest poriodical published in 

the world, at this time, is Blackwood's Edinburg 
Magazine. As the great exponent of Toryism in 
the ranks of periodical literature, it-has acquired 
and sustained a reputation co-extensive with the 
civilized world ; and its authority, in the high posi­
tion which it holds, must be regarded with respect 
and consideration even by the opponents of the ideas 
to the support of which all its great energy and 
ability are directed. Thes inking cause of Conser­
vatism, in truth, needs a strong support to sustain its 
tottering fortunes, and in Blackwood it has founi! 
an organ to which every one must be willing to 
accord the praise of exalted literary merit. At this 
epoch in the history of society, when old forms and 
dynasties are fading away before the breath of 
popular impulse, it is to be expected that all the 
subtleties of Tory logic and sophistry will be 
brought to bear, and accordingly we find that almost 
every number of Blackwood contains an article 
expressly appropriated to some of the Continental 
•States which are now struggling to reform their 
institutions. In the September number we find an 
article with ihe rather inharmonious title—" What 
would Revolutionizing Germany be at?"' It i-
written with the elegance of diction and diffuseriess 
of style which characterizes articles from the same 
source ; yet, notwithstanding the harmony and 
mellifluous flow of its sentences, it can hardly con­
vince any one that the people of Germany are not 
right in the war they are waging against the super-
anuated institutions which should have passed 
away with the feudalism of the middle ages. 
"What would revolutionizing Germany be at!" 
says the author. "In spite of all one sees and 
hears, or rather does not hear, it is impossible not 
to recur to the question again and again ; for, after 
all, in Germany we are among thinking men, and 
children as they may be in political life, thinking 
men they are " There is a kind of conceited igno­
rance about this, which is very characteristic of 
the Englishman—an ignorance affected, because 
unreal ; and conceited, as it contains the assumption 
very natural to the Island monarchists, that in com­
parison with them the people of all nations are 
children in political life ; from which it is to be in­
ferred that, with nations as with individuals, the 
ignorant must of course defer in all things to the 
instructions of the more experienced, who assume 
to point out the true path to be followed. But this 
would be rather a one-sided bargain, and tlie Eng­
lishman seems to forget that one can never learn 
without at sometime making a commencement; arid 
it appears to us, that the more nations progress in 
political knowledge the less will they be inclined 
to follow the example of Great Britain. Yet not-
withstanding his ignorance, the writer, in the para­
graph next succeeding that we havequoted, himself 
points out one of the things which " revolutionizing 
Germany would be at." He says, "All the Utopian 
schemes—all the impractical theories of all parties, 
who put themselves forward in the revolutionary 
movement, be their tendencies monarchic, constitu­
tional, or republican, aspire then, to the setting up 
of an ill-defined idol of modern German political 
fancies—' German unity—one great and powerful 
Germany united—one great united German Em­
pire.' " Tnis is the great bugbear which has af­
frighted the Englishman from his propriety, and 
driven his pen to the writing of so many consecu­
tive sentences of harmonious nonsense. It is not 
German republicanism which he fears—it is not 
German constitutional liberty that he dreads ; but 
it is the spectre of " the great and powerful United 
Germany" which weighs heavily upon his mind, 
and tortures him with visions of the prospective 
overthrow of British power whenever it shall come 
in contact with this great " German unity." 

The Germans are a thinking |>eople he says, and 
the admission is fatal to his argument. They are 

a thinking people, and the result of their deep reflec­
tion has been to convince them that only a combi­
nation of the elements of popular strength, through 
the whole of Germany, is necessary to enable the 
people successfully to combat their oppressors. 
The ambition of kings and princes, each of w hom 
seeks only his own personal aggrandizement, may 
for some time prevent the consummation of Ibis 
cherished project ; but their resistance w ill only 
precipitate their fall and hasten the triumph of De­
mocracy, and the establishment of Republicanism. 
Even now the thrones of Germany are trembling, 
and their occupants barely tolerated. The spirit of 
hereditary loyalty is gone, the people no longer re­
spect the name of king, while the divine right of 
princes to sway the destinies of mankind is openly 
denied. The Republican idea, produced by serious 
reflection—for Blackwood says the Germans are a 
thinking people, is deeply impressed U|ion the Ger­
man mind, and its effects are daily manifested by 
insurrection and revolt in every part of the Empire. 
The barricades, the fortresses of democracy which 
have so often of late arisen in the streets of Vienna, 
Berlin and Frankfort, are evidences that only con­
cert of action is wanted to insure the demolition of 
royalty. The calm, serious temperament of the 
German people, the advanced state of education 
which exists in many of the provinces, and particu­
larly in Prussia, are guaranties that whatever 
liberal institutions may lie produced from Ihe pres­
ent universal confusion, will be established upon a 
permanent basis. The writer in Blackwood has 
asked a question, and we'think we can answer it. 
To get rid of thrones and kings and princes, to 
achieve the triumph of democracy and the estab­
lishment of republicanism, and to improve the so­
cial condition of her people, these are the things 
which revolutionizing Germany would be at.

Correspondence of the Crescent. 
NEWYORK, Oct. 9,1848. 

Something that troubled Presidents Washington and 
Adams fifty years aico—an article called 44 Red Republican 
u>m" now-a-days—has been paraded at Tammany Hall 
lately. 1 mean, of course, the meeting last Saturday night, 
to compiiment Mr. Jiecker, and listen to a speech from him 
and other ultra radicals. All day long the great fold-» of the 
flag of " g"ld, red and black," had been flaunting from the 
staff at the top of old Tammany, joined with our own 
"Star-Spangled;" aod at night, the immense room was 
an absolute jam of human beings. The Socialists, National 
Reformers, and Free Söders, gathered in great force; Old 
Ilunkerism, and all sorts of Conservatism, looked on with a 
sour face, and retreated from the scene. ït was a ga'a time 
for all the highest and most enthusiastic doctrines of" Liberty. 
Equality, Fraternity !" I, too, caught the enthusiasm, and 
though 1 understand German about as much as Choctaw, 
found myself cheer.ng the Herr as loudly as the rest. Ah ! 
there is something in the breast that bursts all control, in re­
sponding on such occa>ions to high and lofty dream* of 
political perfection—the wish to stab ail sorts of tyranny that 
have for so many ages enchained the physical and mental 
powers of the 44 lower orders" of human kind ! The popu­
lar feeling in NewYork would, even now, receive such men 
its Rollin and Blanc with joy. We do not so much wish 
their doctrines tried here in America, for we are doing well 
enough ; and every successive ten years shows an opening 
still wider of radicalism—about as fast and as far as the j»eo 
pie can stand it. But there is a deadly hatred toward the 
oppression and misery v>hich the continent of Europe has 
received as its black legacy from the past. Devastation and 
blood seem horrible enough, but folks think they are not 
much worse than the wretchedness of stagnation, poverty, 
and death, for the millions of the old world. 

Theatrical goers here are falling into the Macready current 
with a loo»ene*s. It is singular—perhaps it might be called 
absurd—for Macready is little better than the " remains" of 
a good actor. The Literary World hits the truth of the 
thing in the following paragraph :

At one t ime it is the domesticity ol 
Miss Bremer, then it is the diabolism of Sue, the drollery of 
Dickens; one day it is all nature, the next day it is all art 
On the very heel of a successful engagement of that 
*' natural actor," Forrest, we have the whirlwind rai>ed to 
fill the sails of that great. " artistic performer," Macready. 
Six months ago, Mr. Macready might have whistled for a 
hearing on the merits"—six months hence his chances 
might be equally slender.

Destruction of Messina—French Affairs—The 
Vienna Insurrection. 

We make the following extracts from a letter to 
the N. Y. Tribune. AH the events to which they 
refer are of the greatest importance, we doubt not 
they A ill be found of interest : 

PARI», Sept. 21,1848. 
Messrs. Greclry and J)IcFJratk—The history ot this 

week comprises tlie d struct ion of Messina, after five day»' 
(icspente ii^lrintr ; th* eection of Louis Napoleon and 
Ra pail to tlie French Assembly; an outbreak at Vienna; 
the defeat ol' the Hungarians in another battle with the 
Servians, and the progress of Je'iajhich and his Croats 
towards Peslh ; the continuance of the Ministerial crisis at 
Be.hn; the acceptance of the Armistice ai Frankfort; the 
renewal of the trjuhles iu Ireland ; the commencement of 
the trial of Smith O'Bnen ; and the triumph of Prussian 
diiroaiacy in the provinces of the Danube. 

The destruction of Messina is one of ihe most heroic, des­
perate and bloody affairs thar ever occurred iu wars of inde­
pendence. The Neapolitan forces bombarded the city tor 
five days, and on theöth and 6th of September attempted to 
carry it by storm, but were repulsed, though the discharges 
iron the citadel, which has throughout been held by the 
troops of Ferdinand, were iucesaant and terrific, and were 
aided by the mortars and cannon of tlie fleet and the 
entrenchments without the walls. On the 7th, with their 
city almost in ruins, the Messinese attempted to negotiate 
an armistice; but, faithful to the spirit of the people, the 
leaders would not accept the conditions that the Neapolitan 
commander offered. On the 8th the final assault took 
place ; the majority of the inhabitants had left the city 
the night before ; o »ly the lighting men remained to resist 
to the last moment.. The Sicilians held 'heir positions 
moat gallantly, and retreated fighting. The Neapolitans 
entered the city, which was little more than a mass ot' 
ruins already. As its defenders withdrew from street to 
street, indomitable in the midst of their battered and smoking 
homes, tluy set tire to what was le t undestroyed. Their 
antagonists followed tHem into a quarter of the city which 
had suffered the least in the bom bard ment, when suddenly a 
mighty expies on, like au earthquake, completed tr.e ruin, 
and buried in one destruction the remaiuing edifices of Mes­
sina and thousands of tiie mercenaries ot the tyrant. The 
city had b*en conquered, but in its stead the conquerors held 
only a blackened and worthless mass of devastation. 

In this struggle I grieve to say that outrages were committed 
by soaie of the defenders of liberty which should not have 
stained so heroic a resistance Wrought up to the extremest 
fanatical hatred of the assailants, a portion of the most ig­
norant class of the population mutilated the i/odies of the 
fallen Neapolitans, carried their heads on pikes through the 
streets, and perpetrated other horrible excesses, which at such 
a moment the authorities were unable to prevent. But thes* 
th*ntfs, à hliould be remembered, were not the work of the 
people of Messina, but only of the worst part of them, and 
can slridow but not obscure the courage and persistance in 
spite of which they were vanquished. The King of Naples 
fniy now be able to conquer the whole of the island, as he 
ha* in his possession its main fortress, but he will conquer it 
only by exterminating the inhabitants and devastating their 
fields and villages. Conquer them lie cannot. 

In Paris the matter echoed by all voices and filling all ears, 
h the election of Louis Napoleon to the Assembly. He is 
chosen iu five Departments certainly, and probably six, every­
where by large majorities over all competitors. In Paris he 
distances Fould, tlie second choice, by above 30,(XK) votes, 
and Raspail the third by inoie than 40,000. All the moderate 
Republicans regard the result as a severe blow at the Repub­
lic, and lament it ; the Legitimists rejoiceatit: "A Napo­
leon was fatal to the Republic of'93—a Napoleon will he 
lata I to the Republic of '48," and a second Re.>toration will 
be, they think, more fortunate than the former. The Red 
Republicans are not sorry ; they regard it as a blow not at 
the Republic but at the ail minist ration of Cavaignac, and 
the state of siege of which they are impatient to be rid. 

I heoutbreak at Vienna wasof asocial character. Indeed, 
next to 1 aris, Vienna is the chief centre of that misery and 
disquiet among the working population which do not allow 
social ideas to develope themselves pacifically, but force them 
to become the watch-words of revolt. A certain Herr Swo-
boda had established there a society something on the princi­
ple ot M. 1 roudhon's Exchange Bank, which loaned its bills 
to the ourrters on the pledge of their labor. Each borrower 
was to repay the loan made to him iu moderate installments, 
and wi h tlie funds thus received the notes were to be finally 
canceled. The base oi the operation consisted in the confi­
dence placed by the public in Herr Swoboda and his estab­
lishment ; but as the present crisis is not lavorable to confi­
dence in anything, the biils became a drug iu the market, 
and no longer answered their purpose. This left the ouvriers 
without rc-ources, and the demonstration was the conse­
quence. They demanded that the Mm stry should enarantee 
the bills, and thus restore them to credit ; the Ministry re­
fused. saying that Herr Swoboda's Bank was a private es-
tabiishmtat with which they could not med.lie one way or 
the other. The people, desperate and impatient, attacked 
Un Hotel ot the Minister of the Interior, ami broke into it. 
rhe Minister ordered a body of regular troops into the city, 
barncades w ere raised, and a repetition of the Paris insurrec­
tion was feared. The difficulty was however appealed for 
the moment w it bout blood>hed. 

With the entry of the soldiers the students came forward 
to take part in the difficulty ; they claimed 'he right to main­
tain order in the city, and called for the withdrawal of the 
troops. Tiie Assembly declared iiself in permanence- it 
wa» reported in the Hall that the troops were advaneing'to 
wards the University—the public were greatly excited--the 
Na ional Guards were doubtful, and several companies of 
the line were about to join tiie students in the c ollision that 
seemed at hand. Xhe Assembly sent a Commission to the 
\ ni^ersi'y, which was received with all honors—the students 
guaranteeing that they would maintain order without tlie 
presence of the troops. The A«*embly. on the retnrn of the 
Commission, passed a vote ordering them to be withdrawn 
in an hour. This satisfied the peopie who greeted tlie repre­
sentatives with loud applause as they eameontafter tl eclose 
of the session. The next day, (tiie 14th,) two millions of 
florin* wore voted by way of assistaftce to different branches 
of ind u#»ry. • 

THE FIRST TEMPERANCE SOCIETY .—A corres­

pondent of the Charleston Mercury gives the fol­

lowing account of the establishment of the first 

temperance society : 
It may be interesting to the friends of the cause 

to know, as a mere matter of history, that the first 
temperance society on record was established by 
the Freemasons of Italy, just a century since. On 
tlie '28th April, 1738, Pope Clement XII issued his 
celebrated Bull forbidding the practice of Freema­
sonry by the members of the Roman Catholic 
Church. Many of the Masons of Italy continued, 
however, to meet ; but for the purpose of evading 
the temporal penalties of the Bull, which extended 
in some instances to the infliction of capital pun­
ishment, they changed their exoteric name, ami 
called themselves Xeropliagitts. This is a com­
pound of two Greek words signifying "those who 
live without drinking." This title they selected, 
because they then introduced a pledge of total ab­
stinence "into their bye-laws ; and hence the Free­
masons of Italy may claim the. honor of having 
taken the initiatory step in that great reformation 
which has since done so much good to mankind.

The drawback hereafter to be al owed on due exportation 
of foreign sugar refined in the United Slates, imported since 
the 1st day of January, 1848, under the present tariff, if ex­
ported within three years next preceding the day of impor­
tation, is fixed at 1>2 cent, per pound, subject to the deduc­
tion from said drawback ot l" : per cent., prescribed by the
