HEALTH OF NATCHEZ.—From all we can learn 
from our practising physicians, says the Natchez 
Courier of the 17tli inst., the health of Natchez 
may l)e considered as fully restored. There are 
very few new cases of the " dengue," or yellow 
fever, or whatever else it may be termed, and the 
sick ones are all convalescent or very nearly so.

THE KENTUCKY SLAVE LAW.—The question of 
the con*titutionality of the law, in Kentucky, by 
which free negroes coming into the State are ar­
rested and sold for one year, after remaining thirty 
days, (unless they give bond to leave,) has just been 
decided upon by Judge Bullock. In the case of 
Turner Roberts, from Indiana, he decides that the 
law was valid and binding, and R. having violated 
it, must submit to its penalties.

Very Important from Tampico. 

The Ar CO Iris of the 17th has the following im­
portant news frotiî Tampico : " By an express which 
arrived yesterday morning from Tampico, we are 
informed that a pronunciamiento has taken place in 
Tampico, proclaiming independence and annexa­
tion to the United States. We have not procured 
the particulars, but the fact is positive. In conse­
quence, three hundred guns and other implements 
of war, which by order of the government had been 
placed upon a vessel destined for Tampico, were 
disembarked." 

This event may produce the most fatal conse­
quences to the Republic, on account of the paucity 
ot' resources at the command of the government. 
Notwithstanding, should some sacrifice be made to 
arm two or three vessels which should cut off their 
communications by sea, while at the same time the 
insurgents should be attacked by land, a new dis-
»uemberment of the country may be prevented. It 
is believed that the samt Illing has laken place in 
Matamoros as in Tampico. 

LATER FROM YUCATAN.—The Arco Iris of the 
17lh is informed by the captain of a vessel just ar­
rived from Campeachy, that the Indians, to the 
number of ten thousand had again attacked Yax-
caba, and obliged it« garrison, composed of 1400 
men, under the command of D. José Dolo red Paso, 
to retire to Tolula. The whites lost over 200 men 
in killed and missing. Among the first was Capt. 
Acosta, who directed the military operations of the 
troops, although they were under the orders of Sr. 
Paso. The government had sent from Merida Col. 
D. Eulogio Rosado to take command, having with 
tiim a reinforcement of 200 men. 

SANTA ANNA.—The Arco Iris says that letters 
likve lieen received from this illustrious individual, 
in w hich he savs that he could not think of return-
lag te the republic at present; that he is very well 
ta kia re(iit*ment, and that he would only leave it. 
in ctua the Dation should unanimously call upon 
Ii im, or if tb« territory of the republic should be 
fovadod by a foreign enemy.

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From Mexico. 

By the brig Titi, Captain Roderick," we have re­
ceived pafers from the city of Mexico to the 7th, 
and from Vera Cruz to the 11th. Every thing ap­
pears quiet in the country, and we see no mention 
made of pronunciamientos or revolutions. 

The Arco Iris is informed by a private letter from 
Guadalajara, that the quarrel between the Govern­
ment and the Commandant-general of that State 
has occasioned the Commandant to leave for the 
capital. " Are not these examples," says the Arco 
Irin, " enough to make the government abolish the 
Cornmandancies ? Is it not to be hoped that the 
[leople will deliver themselves from this plague ' 
The State of Guadalajala remains tranquil. 

D. Santiago Rodriguez has been chosen Governor 
of Coahuila, and V. José Maria \ iezca, Vice 
Governor. 

A number of inhabitants of VeraCruz, who had 
lieen suspected of being implicated in a conspiracy 
to restore Santa Anna, have denied it over their 
own signatures. 

Oil the 7th instant, our Minister, Mr. Clifford, 
presented his credentials to the President. He 
made a short address upon the occasion, to which 
Ilerrera replied. Mr. Clifford's speech will be 
I'onnd below. 

El Monitor says that the soldiers composing the 
garrison of Vera Cruz, arc ready at any moment to 
pronounce in favor of Santa Anna. 

Some of the prisoners who had heen condemned 
to death on account of the late disturbances, have 
been reprieved. 

The Arco Ins of the 8th says, that a revolution 
in favor of Santa Anna had been contemplated in 
Guadala jara ; but the Governor having immediate­
ly sent the disaffected regiment, the 14th, out of the 
city, the design was frustrated. 

The Government is actively engaged in taking 
measures for the security of Tamaulipas and the 
other States menaced by the Buffalo Hunters. 
General Minon had been ordered to take command 
of the Department, and Bustamente was to be 
placed at the head of the troops destined for Tam­
pico Generals Aralos, Amador, and Mijia were to 
occupy other points. El Noticioso, of Tampico, 
Rays that that place is well prepared to resist the 
invaders. The same paper sav« that a vessel had 
arrived at the Rio Grande with arms for the Buf­
falo Hunters. [Doubtful.] 

The ravages of the Indians have not at all 
ted. They do not confine their depredations to 
frontier states, but have made incursions into 
Luis and Zacatecas, and have committed many 
outrages in the neighborhood of Saltillo. 

We find in the newspapers reports of movements 
iu -favor of Santa Anna in various parts of the 
country ; but they appear to have been generally 
trifling affairs, and easily suppressed. 

On the 30th ult., the Chamber of Deputies pro­
ceeded to the election of a President and Vice Pre-
f ident. Senor Aranda was chosen for the first, and 
Senor Macedo for the second place. 

The Congress of Mexico has decreed that there 
I hall be an annual celebration to the memory of 
Iturbide, the Liberator of the Republic, to be cele­
brated in every part of the country with the great­
est splendor. 

The Government has officially informed Congress 
that the three million dollar« received from the Uni­
ted States by way of indemnity, and the amounts 
received from Tampico and Vera Cruz are exhaust­
ed. Senor Riva Palacio, in giving up the ministry, 
had announced that there were resources for four 
months. 

The elections for the legislature of the State of 
Mexico, have resulted in a majority of Monarclu»ts 
and Moderates over Federalists, 

GUATEMALA.—The news from Guatemala is to 
the 23d of August. On the 16th, Congress accepted 
the resignation of Carrera, and chose D. Juan An­
tonio Martinez Provisional President. He is one 
of the first merchants of Guatemala, and well known 
for his integrity and liberal opinion. Carrera left 
for Chiapas with an escort of an hundred men. 
" The insurgents of the mountains," say« a letter 
dated Guatemala, August 23d," are in the immedi­
ate vicinity of this city. A committee of Congress 
was sent to them to make some arrangement for the 
settlement of their grievances, and was very well 
received. The State of " los Altos," which had 
submitted to the forces of Carrera, has declared for 
separation, which will be decreed by Congress. If 
new disorders do not take place, the Central Ame­
rican Federation will be reestablished, together with 
the lilieraî institutions abolished by those w ho ele­
vated Carrera to power, in spite of somtfroinisters 
of religion, w ho are endeavoring to excite distrust of 
the government, by trying to make ihe insurgents 
of the mountains to believe that the Congress is 
composed of heretics. 

Speech of Mr. Clifford, presenting his Credentials 
to the Government of Mexico. 

SIR—Having fulfilled the duties which devolved upon me 
as s member of the Special Commission, aud which I have 
exercised until this moment, I come to present my creden-
lials as Envoy Extraordinary and Minister Plenipotentiary 
of the United States, near this Republic. 

In continuing ray relations with the Government of Mex­
ico, it is highly satisfactory to me that the past differences 
between the two countries have been so happily arranged, 
and that there remains pending no qnes'ion to disturb the 
hope that peace and friendship may be lasting. Permit me 
to assure you that I will always have a sincere pleasure in 
cooperating with yonr Excellency and the respected mem­
bers of yonr Cabinet, in whatever may tend to preserve and 
strengthen the good feeling which has so happily been rees­
tablished. If the recent events are examined, it is worthy of 
observation, that a'though sonie of the aristocratic govern­
ments of the old world have fallen to pieces through the 
multitude of evils inherent in their systems; the two Repub. 
lies of Northern America have finished a contest without any 
injury having been inflicted upon their institutions, and with-
out having prejudiced the guaranties of the people, who in 
both plentifully enjoy civil liberty and constitutional rights, 
giviug a new proof of tbe value and efficacy of Republican 
Institutions, and their superiority in whatever exigency 
may arise. 

Mexico and the United States separated only by an imagi­
nary line, with institutions similar in many respects, should 
lie political anil commercial friends, not only now but for all 
future time. Such, I believe, to be the sentiments of the 
people and the government of the United States, to which 
those of your Excellency and a vast majority of the People 
of this Republic assuredly correspond. 

The method of carrying out these sentiments is a practical 
question of the highest importance. 1 believe there are few 
who deny the maxim of modern times, that the bonds of 
commerce are those most proper to preserve friendship be­
tween nations. Let liberal relations be once established be­
tween Mexico and the United States, and I venture to prog­
nosticate that it will never again be necessary to resort to 
arms. The opinion is gaining ground that commercial re­
strictions belong to a past age, and should never again find a 
place in the republican creed. 1 sincerely desire to see them 
abolished in the two countries, as well for the advantage 
which result to consumer», as for tue guaranties it would 
give that peace and friendship b. tween the two Republics 
would lie perpetual. 

Animated with these sentiments, I place my credentials 
in your hands. »•#- —

From the Rio Grande. 

AVio Paper—From Chiahuahua—March of American 
Troops for JVeio Mexico and California—Exciting .id-
venture—Review of American Troops and Mexican 
Hospitality—Murder—Murders—Indians, Ac. 

We received yesterday files of the American 

Flag up to the 9th inst., from which we make the 

following extracts : 

LATE FROM CHIHUAHUA .—The Flag of the 9th 

says : " Mr. Henry Love, well-known as having 

proved himself a good and faithful soldier and fear­

less express-rider, arrived at Fort Brown on the 4th 

inst. from Chihuahua, which place he left on the 

7th September. Our troops [for New Mexico and 

California] left on the same day, the 7th. Col. 

Washington, with Bragg's battery and Company 

H, 2d Dragoons, for Santa Fé. Mai. Graham, 
with four cempanies of dragoons, took the northern 
route, passing the copper mines, through the State 
of Sonora to California. The troops were all in 
good health and fine spirits, and were getting along 
well. Com, throughout the entire route is very 
scarce, selling at 88 the fanega, being at least four 
times the usual price. Horses, mules and cattle are 
scarce—occasioned by the ravages of the Apache 
Indians, who are continually committing depieda-
tions and making inroads upon the settlements. 
The ranchos and haciendas through that country 
have been abandoned—the inhabitants congregat­
ing in the larger towns for safety. 

This side of Parras, Mr. Love was detained for 
24 hours at a rancho, being surrounded by a band 
of Camanche Indians, who, after stealing a lot of 
horses and mules and wounding several Mexicans, 
finally retired. He, also, in company with Mr. 
Sherman, came across a party of Apache Indians, 
in the desert known as the Travesia, at about 8 
o'clock on a dark night. They hailed these Indi­
ans, supposing them to be Mexicans, and were in 
lurn saluted with a shower of arrows. They re­
turned the fire and retreated on the same road a 
short distance ; then, by taking to the mountains, 
they avoided the Indians during the next day ; but, 
on returning to the r.iad1, the Indians took their 
trail and followed them to an arroyo, or ravine, 
swelled by recent rains and of difficult passage. 
Here they made a stand, and when the Indians 
arrived within reach of their rifles, fired on them, 
killing their chief, whom they saw fall ; they then 
dashed across the arroyo. In crossing, Mr. Sher­
man's horse, which had been wounded by the In­
dians the night before, and being too weak from 
loss of blood to stem the current, was instantly 
swept from under him, and was dashed over a fall 
of about 70 feet. Mr. Love threw his lariel over Mr. 
S. and brought him safely to the shore. 

Mr. Love, who has made several excursions on 
this route, as also others, states that he has uni­
formly met with kind and hospitable treatment from 
the higher classes of the inhabitants. 

REVIEW—Mexican Hospitality.—Col. Washing­

ton gave a splendid review at Chihuahua, before 

marching for Santa Fé. It was attended by an 

immense concourse—the review ground was sur­

rounded by carriages filled with Indies. Gov. Trias, 

in return, gave a dinner to Col. Washington and 

all the American officers. Much good feeling was 

exhibited, and the utmost harmony prevailed. 

There are seven or eight hundred Mexican regular 

troops in Chihuahua. 

K?" A letter from Parras, mentioned in the 

Herald of Saltillo, says that a gang of thirteen rob­

bers, under the disguise of Indians, had been at­

tacked in the vicinity of Aguachila, by the inhabi­

tants of that place, and that three of the band were 

killed and several wounded. 

FROM SALTILLO—Horrid Murders.—El Heraldo 

of Saltillo,relates the assassination of one Don Fran­

cisco Parras, a lieutenant in the old company of 

Bejar, who was murdered at a rancho near Guilota, 

by a man who occupied a house in that rancho, and 

who had been a friend and comrade of the victim. 

The Herald says the authorities were diligently 

pushing the trial of the murderers ; and adds, that 

in the same week the bodies of four persons, mur­

dered in the neighborhood, had been carried to that 

place. 
THE INDIANS .—A ! îeeting of delegates from the 

neighboring towns h;r been recently held in Mon-

clova, to devise effic nt means of defence against 

the Indians, and also to carry against them, in their 

own strongholds, aggressive war, which alone, it is 

deemed, will put an end to their hostile incursions. 

The Government of Coahuila has appropriated 

$3000 for the purpose ; but that sum being deemed 

insufficient by the meeting, additional funds are to 

be collected from contributors. The organization of 

a force to consist of 800 men, well mounted and 

armed, is contemplated. 

RICE GARLAND .—We observe the card of Rice 

Garland, ex-Judge of the Supreme Court of Loui­

siana, in the Flag, in which he offers his services 

to the citizens of Cameron and adjoining counties 

in the State of Texas, as an attorney and counsel­

lor at law.

Eds. Cresccjit: Last evening, by dint of ah early appear­

ance on the ground, and waiting resolutely amid those an­
noyances and commonplace» that fill up the first hour of a 
" m^ss meetiug," I got a first-rate \iew and hearing of John 
Van Buren—saw him in the strong glare of a thousand fire­
work lights, and heard every word that he uttered. This was 
my best sight yet of Prince John; and I tugged the matter 
through on purpose to give your good Crescent a full descrip­
tion of the great Barnburner. As to the meeting, (it was on 
the old spot, in the Park,) it was one of the big ones. Stand­
ing on the front steps of the City Hall, the most vitreous ot 
moonlight bathing the whole scene, 1 stretched my eyes in 
vain to mark the confines of the mighty crowd. Lord, what 
a lovely night it was, though ! And the great roar of Broad­
way and Chatham street—the darfc and dim trees of the 
Park—long row of printers' lights in the top stories from 
Tammany Hall to Spruce street: know you not. those features 
from your own remembrance ? Surely you do. 

The personal appearance of Van Buren would hardly 
warrant one in expecting from him any high evidences of 
intellectuality. His complexion is light; hair ditto; nobeard; 
full and placid blue eye; frame tall enough and stout enough, 
and with an evidence of youthful freshness and vigor that 
would attract nineteen women's eyes out of twenty:

A softer tone for lady's ear, 
A daintier lip for syrup. 

Or a ruder grasp from an axe or spear, 
Or a firmer foot for stirrup."—Praed. 

With his pink color, rather expressionless visage, aud no 
earthly means of telling from his manner what tack he is 
going to take, John Van Buren gets small good from any 
earlier impressions on his audience. The matter is not 
mended either by the quality of his voice, which, neither 
deep nor sonorous, strikes you at first like the chromatic notes 
after hearing regular ones. But that voice reaches and 
pierces clearly to a remarkable distance in the largest and 
most noisy assembly. Mr. Van Buren has probably syste­
matized his pitch of voice on acoustic principles, and from 
close experiment and practice. Nor would it be unprofitable 
for public speakers generally to follow his example; for some 
of the loudest and showiest speakers can neither be heard 
distinctly by those near them, or the rest at a distance. Not 
so with Mr. Van Buren. You have the comfort of losing not 
a word—not the inflexion of a syllable even. By-and-by, 
too, the voice becomes more agreeable, and you find it inimi­
tably fitted te the dry and crispy humor that makes so large 
a portion of his address. 

The fire of oratory, as we are accustomed to picture it to 
our minds in the historical exemplars of that divine art—the 
sweeping train of regal ornament—the impassioned appeal-
graceful and dignified gestures—such a grand temper and 
port as we would identify with Cicero, or such lightning 
breath as in Demosthenes, or such molten scorn and persua­
sion as in Patrick Henry or Clay in his best days—all or ei her 
of these, in any excellence, Mr. Van Buren does not possess. 
His manner, on the contrary, is serene and smooth: not like 
the ponderous smoothness of Silas Wright, that carried with 
it the signs of depth that common plummet hardly co Id 
sound; but a calm complacency more like that of an indif­
ferent, heedles« child. He uses very little gesture; when he 
bends down it is almost a sure thing that he gives one of 
tho»e sarcastic bits of humor that cut to the very hearts of 
his victims. And yet all seems done in good humor. There 
is not a particle of malignance or spite. 1 question, indeed, 
whether any one of John Van Buren's speeches shows a jot 
of those qualities. Honored be he, for this, at any rate! 
We have too much, among our politicians, of personal bit­
terness, and its exposure in their public proceedings. Even 
tho»e at whose expense he launches his jokes may generally 
laugh with the rest. 

If I were asked to give the leading peculiarities of Mr. Vau 
Buren's style and matter, I should say they were conden>a-
tion, clearness and wit. He often presents no very new ar­
guments; but he invariably presents them in a new and 
clearer light—so clear, indeed, that they come upon your mind 
like an explained problem in mathematics. This is assisted 
by his slow and deliberate manner ; no hurry, no feverish 
pushing forward, but every thins in its due order. The dif­
ference between him and other speakers is a good deal like 
the difference between a man working by the day, and 
another working by the job. John Van Buren never tired an 
audience in his life, I am sure ; and never worried them by 
his rapidity. His wit is of the purest sort in the world. It 
would extort a laugh from the most morose anchorite. Noth­
ing artificial, nothing strained; but it comes into the body 
of his remarks apparently just as much a matter of course as 
the prepositions and conjunctions. No words can describe 
the droll way in which he now and then turns off a sentence 
on some of his opponents—thousands, meanwhile, shaking 
with laughter, foes as well as friends. He posses.es that rare 
faculty of appearing perfectly unconscious of his own wit; 
he never uiters the poin1 of a joke with an air which seems 
to demand, " Is n't that a good one ?" While others laugh, 
he is cool, dry and caustic, changing not a muscle ; and not 
a put on gravity, either. 

Perhaps some free and easy spectator takes advantage of 
his right of " free speech" to utter a criticism or a question. 
He never does it a second time, however. Mr. Van Buren 
seizes upon the interpolation, and turns the laugh so totally 
upon the offerer of it, that he is fain to clinch his tongue in 
his teeth for the rest of the evening. His sarcasm has no 
venom, however ; it is the edge of the keenest razor, not the 
tooth of the snake. It cuts so clean and clear, that you won­
der for a moment whether there be any cut at all. Polished 
and vulgar, educated and ignorant, alike appreciate John 
Van Buren his humor, his logic, and his aim. There is a 
charming abandon about him ; you are fully convinced that 
there are no hidden motives, no finesse, no clap-trap or mean 
selfishness, behind what he has arrayed before you. Right 
or wrong, whatever the man and his mind may be, there 
tkey are, without any tricks of curtaining or shading. 

You have doubtless wondered that such a.man as Martin 
Van Buren should have such a son as Master John. Well, I 
have had the same wonder. For John has utterly thrown over­
board and set at defiance all the old rules and observances 
among professional politicians. The young men, here, would 
almost lay down their lives for him. He will prove the type of 
a thousand,before ten years are past. He will, in all likelihood 
start a newer and better school of political speech-making ; 
which heaven help forward ! The turgid and flippant man­
ner, the senseless and stale matter of the w hig and démo­
cratie spouters, of late years, had grown vile beyond en­
durance ! 

Newspaper reports of Mr. Van Buren's addresses, unless 
they are strictly verbatim, contain but a faint copy of his w it. 
The latter consists generally in the turn of a sentence, con­
veying a^contrast or an image so irresistibly comic—so Ho-
garthian—that you cannot for your life help laughing. It is 
not the broad humor of puns and distortions ; it is fine and 
diffused. It is not farce, but the highest and most intellect­
ual comedy. It is not an idea, one of whose parts is very 
funny ; it is the whole idea, so ludicrous. It is not a dashy 
stroke of color in the picture, making a novel effect ; it is the 
general color, pervading the whole work. 

>n England such a man as John Van Buren would com­
mand any gifl the government had to bestow. Perhaps it is 
not that his aid would be invaluable ; but that his enmity 
would have to be bought off at any price. He could do more 
than argue down the First Lord of the Treasury and his 
measures—he could make him and them ridicnlous. If I 
were a near friend bf the President, I wouldn't have John 
Van Buren in the opposition, and in Congress, for the Presi­
dential salary. Randolph's attacks had so much acerbity 
that there was a rebound after them ; but where, in a differ­
ent and purer vein, John Van Buren's lampooning paiut 
has once touched, there remains such an appearance of the 
preposterous in him whose garments wear the mark, that 
neîther high station nor erasive soap will ever get it out. 

Some of the papers will probably furnish you, if you have 
a curiosity of seeing them, a tolerable report of Mr. Van Bu­
ren's remarks of last evening; a correct report, as I have 
said, is almost out of the question. The sentiments of the 
Radical leader, here, however, are not likely to be preserved 
long, as he gives them in these addresses. They are for lis­
tening audiences not for the pages of books. They will not 
be preserved. His merit is, in some sort, more the actor's 
merit than any other. Whether the sentiments will tell in 
future upon the action of government, time will show. 

Will you allow me, ([ am sure you will) to say one word 
of justice to the New York Free-Soilers, for publication in a 1 

region where their movements are too often unfairly repre­
sented ? Not a breath, not a thought, of unfriendliness, 
exists in the Van Buren party of New York, toward the 
South, or Southern men. From what I have heard and seen, 
I believe that the fraternal bond of union and good will, 
from this section toward the South—toward Louisiana and 
Texas in an especial manner—holds its brightness and its 
warmth unabated. At this very moment, should danger or 
wrong threaten any of the Southern States, or any general 
harm to life or property, thousands of those great masses 
who form the Van Buren phalanx here, would rush to your 
aid, and fear neither for comfort or life in giving it, as brother 
should give aid to brother. If I know any thing of my native 
State and her people, (and I have lately had an opportunity 
of observing them nearly all) the general heart holds this 
faith and love toward the South, with as true and steady a 
truth as human natura can know. But the democracy of 
New York believe in the great principle promulgated at Buf­
falo ; and the democracy of New York were virtually ex­
cluded from the Baltimore Convention. While they live, 
they will adhere to that principle ; nor will they submit to 
any injury from other portions of their party. Let a few 
years hence decide the right or wrong of the dispute ; they 
are content to leave it so. 

Certain persons, either in error themselves or from the worst 
of motives, are in the habit of painting the Van Buren party 
of the North as identical with the " Abolitionists." A great­
er or grosser untruth was never written. Nearly every doc­
ument emanating from the Free.ßoilers, recognizes the well 
understood constitutional guarauty, that over all »ubjects not 
expressly reserved to the General Government, States, whether 
they be North or South, have sovereign jurisdiction within 
their own limits. Of the remainder of the points at issue, I 
presume you do not desire any labored disquisition, Com­
mon justice, however, demands that no one in the South 
should charge th® Radicals of New York with enmity toward 
their Southern fellow countrymen, as no one will make that 
charge who knows NewYork. As to any danger, f*om this at 
present warmly conducted dispute, to our Republican Union, 
we laugh the idea to scorn ! The acorn has not yet germi­
nated. whose product oak shall be ruftkd by winds thai howl 
the tidings of her dissolution. The man is mad, or worse, 
who^talks of it, in the same hour with his talk of evenly 
either probable or to be endured. MANHATTAN.
