On Bain's system,
the mesiage enn be cut into one or two hundred
parts and pot into the hands of as many men. It
can thas be mnde ready, wonrnd upon the cylimder
and wound ofl again, most instantly. This is the
theory of the instrument : whether K will be fully
sustaine| by pmcm'al mnllo rvmmm to be seen.
