Arnold, cannot bat movs our
deepest sympathy. | —Noal's Philadelphia Suturdoy
te. ——
s wife of Benediet Amold was Margarot
Shippen, of Philndelphia.  One of her ancestors—
Edward Shippen, who was Mayor of the city in
the heginning of the eighteanth century, suffered
severe persecution from the zealots in authority at
Boston, for his Quukerism , snceessful
business, e amassed 8 large fortune, and, sccord-
ing to tradition, was distinguished for * being the
biggest man, haviog the higgest house, and the
higgent carrisge in %’hilmlcl;-lun"' His mansion,
calied * the governur's house,” ippen's great
house,” and * the fumous house and orchand out-
side the town,” was built on an eminence, the
orchard overlooking the city : yellow pines shaded
the rear, a green lawn extended in froot, and the
view was unobstructed to the Delawares and Jersay
shores, A princely place, indeed, for that day—
with ity summer honse, and gardeny sbounding with
tulips, roses and lilies! It is said to have beou the
residence, for n few weeks, of Willian Penn and
his family, An acconot of the distingaished por-
sons who were guests there at difforent times, would
be vurious and interesting.

Edward Shippen, afterwnrds Chief Justice of
Pentsylvanin, was the father of Margaret. His
family, distinguished among the aristocracy of the
day, was prominent afler the commencement of the
contest, among those known to cherish loyalist prin-
ciples—his danghters were educated in these, and
bad their coustant associntions and sympathies
with those who were opposed 1o American inde-
pendence. The youngest of them—only eighiesn
years of age—beautiful, brillinnt, and fascinating,
full of spint and gaisty—the toast of the British
officers while their army occupied Philadelphia—
bacame the object of Arnold’'s admiration. She
haud been * one of the brightest of the belles of the
Mischinnza ;™" and it is somewhat curions that the
knight who sppeared in her honor on that oocasion,
chose for his devies o hay-leaf, with the motto,
“Unehangeable.” This gay and volatile youn
ereature, ncenstomed o the display ronnerle§
with ** the pride of life," and the homage paid to
beanty in high station, was not one o resist the
lure of ambition, nnd was captivated, it is probable,
tirough her gidish fancy, by the splendor af Ar-
nold’s equipments, and his military ostentation.
Thew appesr 10 have had their effect upon her
relutives ; one of whom, in nmanuseript lettor still
extant, mys: ** We understand that Gen. Arnold,
a fine gentleman, lnys close siege 1o Pegay *—thus
noticing his hrilliantsnd imposing exterior, without
a wonl of information or inquiry as 1o his churacter
or principles,

A letter from Arnold to Mise Shippen, which has
beerr published—written from the Camp at Raritan,
Febroary Sth, 1779—not long befure their marringe,
shows the discontent and rancor of his heart, int
allusions 1o the Prexident and Council of Pennsyl-
viin. Theso feclings were probably expressed
freely to her, ne it was hiv plensuce to com) nin of
injury and persecution ; while the darker designs,
of which no one suspected him till the whole com-
munity was startled by the news of his treason,
were doubtless buried in his own bosom.

Some writems have taken delight in representing
Mrs. Arnold as another Lady Macheth—an unscru-
lous and artful ssductress, swwhose inondinate vanity
and ambition wene the canse of her hushand’s
erime ; bt thers seame no foundation sven for the
supposition that she wis acquainted with his pur-
pose of betraying his trust.  She was npot the being
e would have chosen ns the sharer of a secret so
perilons ; nor was the dissimulation attributed to her
consistent with her chameter.  Amold’s marriage,
it is troe, brought him more continually into fami-
liar association with the enemiss of American liber-
ty, and strengthened distroxt of him in the minds of
those who had seen enough to cundemn in his pre-
vious condoet ; fnd it is likely that hie propensity
to extravaganoe was encournged by his wife's taste
for luxury amd display, while she exerted over him
no saving infloence. In the words of one of his
best biographers: * He had no domestic securnity
for doing right—no fireside guardianship to protect
him from the tempter.  Rejecting, as we do utterly,
the theory that his wifis was the instigator of his
erime—all common principles of human action be-
ing opposed 10 it — we still believe that there was
nothing in her inflaence or amockations to countar-
vauil the persuasions to which he ultimately yielded.
She wiw young, gay and frivolous; ford of display
and admiration, and used to luxury ; she was ut-
terly unfitted for the daties and privations of a poor
