By ISAAC JOHNSON, Governor of the State of Louisiana. 

VITHEREAS, The failure to apf*<*yi&te specifically the 
w \ fund provided by law for the sigfJbit of the Free Pub­

lic Schoolsôf this S;ate must exert, 
unless prevented in time, a highly 
piejudiciai influence on the great 
cause of education, and the be»t in. 

terests of humauity; and wherea?, the impoitance of tiie 
matter, in this view of it, appears to call for the consideration 
ot" the Legislature at a period earlier than that of its next 
regular >e^ion in January, 1850. and to form an extraordinary 
occasion, such as. in my judgment, renders uecessary the con­
vention of the two Houses as <oon ae may be practicable; I 
do, therefore, by this, my proclamation, convene the two 
Houses of the Legislature, to iueet at the State house in the 
city of NewOrleans, on the First Monday in December next 
being the fourth day of said month, and I require the resist­
ive Senators and Representatives then and there to assemble, 
in order that they may devise and adopt such measures to put 
in successful operation the Free Public Schools of th- State 
as to them, iu the exercise of their wisdom and discretion, 
may >eem expedient and proj>er, and receive such informa­
tion, in relation to the affairs of the State generally, as at that 
time may be deemed advisable to submit ihem.
