The Mississippi River. 
The report of Mr. Dickenson from a committee 

on the Mississippi river, made before the American 
Association for the promotion of Science, contains 
many very curious (acts and speculations. It esti­
mates that of the rain which falls on the surface 
drained by the Mississippi, only one part out of 
twelve passes off by the river, the rest being evapo­
rated. This leads the committee to suppose that as 
the lands are cleared and the evaporation thereby 
made more considerable, the lloodsofthe river will 
beeome less so. The committee state the follow­
ing curious facts : 
" There is not by twenty or twenty-live per cent, 

as much water now jtasis down the Mississippi 
annually as there was twenty-five years ago. This 
conclusion is not. arrived at hastily, but by patient 
observation of the circumstances in connection 
therewith during all that lengthy period, at whoft 
Is'ginning there were annual inundations of almost 
all the low or bottom lands, and lor very lengthy 
periods of si Emergence of almost all the bottom 
lands, from the Itlntls or Highlands on one side ol 
the river bottom to those on the other side, and to 
such a degree that but little or no hopes «ere en­
tertained of the practicability of their redemption 
by any artificial means, that is, on any scale. But 
sin Ii has lieen the dimunitiou in I lu? annual qtian-
tity of water discharged from the Valley, that those 
lands have lieen progressively and rapidly re­
deemed from overflow, until very great imrtions of 
them are now in the highest stale of cultivation, 
and with buJrcomparitiveiy slight assistance from 
art, in the way of embankments, anil these such as 
would not have lieen at all available against the 
overwhelming effects of former floods, and the 
lengthy and annual inundations, both deep and ex­
pansive, of the waters over almost all the bottom 
lands; but now the river seldom rises to the same 
elevation as formerly, and when it does, it is of 
much shorter duration, and the waters are almost 
diisivelv confined lo the channel of the river, in 
place in being spread over almost all the bottom­
lands the whole spring and early part of the summer. 
All the advantages are progressively and rapidly 
extending themselves, w bile the causes remain un­
suspected or overlooked, but not the less secure. As 
a further evidence of the altered condition of this 
river, we inav mention the circumstance, that in 
former times the steamboats ascending or descend­
ing the river were detained about half of their time 
by dense fogs, while now hardly any such obstruc­
tions prevail, so that packets succeed iu making 
their trips to an hour, with no fears of such a retard­
ation. Assuming that the dimunition of the wa­
ters will continue in somewhat the same ratio they 
have recently done, the time cannot be very far 
distant when all apprehensions from inundation 
will have in a great measure passed away. We 
will further remark, as an ev idence of change, that 
the quantity of floating timber or drift-wood pass­
ing annually down the river, has diminished in a 
far greater ratio than thai of the water, so that the 
aggregate quantify cannot now be over 50 per cent, 
ofthat which formerly passed down. 

TUT OL IHK HIVER. 
We will now give you (proceed the f'ommittee) 

the quantity of solid mailer with which the waters 
of the Mississippi are annually charged, together 
with its effect* in ihe formation of lands or filling 
up of depressions. In order to arrive al tlies& re­
quired facts, the following methods were adopted : 
First, a series of glass vessels of cylindrical form 
was procured, to one end of which was attached a 
tin tube of the same cylindrical diameter as that of 
the glass vessel to which it was attached in the tin 
tulie ; immediately above ils junction with the glass 
cylinder there was inserted a small glass cock, by 
which the tin tube could lie conveniently dis­
charged of its contents at pleasure, without caus­
ing any disturbance to the contents of the glass ves­
sel below : this tin tulie was in length 18 inches. 
The tulie was charged with water from the Missis­
sippi River, and this water was allowed time to 
de|iosit ils content* into the glass vessel below ; 
that being accomplished, the water was drawn off 
and the tulie re-charged by water from the river, 
each particular charge being noted. This was 
successively re|>eated from the different conditions 
and stages of the river's height anil velocity, which 
very materially affects Ihe quantity of suspension, 
and by a succession of such charging* and dis-
chargings of the tin tube, amounting in all to 18-1 
limes, or in the aggregate to a column of water of 
1Û36 feet, from which column of water there was 
deposited a column of sediment, inclosed in three 
tulies, of 41 inches. Assuming that, therefore, to 
be the true quantity anil Ihe true product of a col-
uuia of river water of 23,2&! inches, it necessarily 
follows that as .">1 is to 23,232, so is the quantity of 
sedimentary matter contained in the water to the 
volume of the river, or, in other figures and words, 
the mean proportional quantity of sediment to the 
river is as 1 to 528. We have already ascertained 
the quantity of water annually discharged by the 
Mississippi River to be 14,883,360,636,880 cubic 
feet : there must, then, lie deposited from that quan­
tity of water 28,188,053,8i>2 1-6 cubic feet of solid 
matter. There can lie no question but that much 
matter in the character of coarse sand and gravel 
is transported by the river current. Of the quan­
tity of this your Committee could have no possible 
opportunity of estimating the value. 

ile.ing in possession of the data by which maybe 
computed, with some approximation to certainty, 
the effects of the Mississippi deposits in the form­
ation of land, or in filling up the Gulf, into which 
it is emptied, we will avail ourselves ol such data, 
and endeavor to present the quantities deducilile 
therefrom. In estimating the. delta ol the Missis­
sippi, we have adopted for it the superlices assumed 
by Dr. Lyell in bis investigation ol this subject, 
and will say, with that gentleman, that the delta 
of the Mississippi River comprehends all that great 
alluvial plain which lies lielow or to the South ol 
what, until recently, was the first branching-oil, or 
highest arm of the river called the Atchafalaya. 
This delta is computed to contain a superficial area 
of 13,600 square miles. In deciding on the depth 
of this quantity, we will adopt that which was 
assumed by Prof. Riddell on this subject, arid say 
that it is of the average depth of one-filth ol a mile, 
or 1050 feet—inferred from that lieirig the average 
depth of the Gulf of Mexi-o from the Balize to the 
Gulf of Florida. We find by computation, agree­
able to the above data, that it would require a 
quantity not less than 100,378,429,1111,1 MHJ cubic 
feet, or 2720 cubic miles of solid matter, to consti­
tute this delta, having ascertained the quantity ol 
solid matter annually brought down by the Missis­
sippi River to be 28,188,053,802 cubic feet, which 
would lie eqnal to one square mile of the depth of 
1056 feet in 381 1-5 days, or one cubic mile in 5 
years and 81 days. It therefore follows that it 
would require a series of 14,303 4-5 years for the 
river to effect the formation of the present delta.

NEWS BY THE STEAMER NIAGARA, 
\\ e have one week's later news from Europe. It 

comes on the heels of that by the Britannia. 
The steamer Niagara, Capt. Ryrie, made a splen­

did run of twelve days, and reached Boston at 
half-past 3 o'clock yesterday afternoon. She sailed 
from Liverpool on Saturday, the 7tli insl. 

The news was immediately transmitted over the 
wires to New York. 

The steamship Niagara arrived at Halifax at 4 
A. M., and left at 7; A. M. yesterday. 

One of the passengers in the Niagara, from Li-
Verpool, Mr. John Doyle, slates that Fie was arrest­
ed on his arrival at Halifax, on suspicion of being 
an Irish sympathizer. lie was taken by a soldier 
attached to the regiment of Fusiliers, Halifax, but 
as no ground appeared for the charge, he was re­
leased, and he came to this city. 

The Chartist trials in London have been conclu­
ded ; conviction has lieen the uniform result. Dow-
ling, the Irish confederate,Cuffey, Lacur, Fayand 
Muliugs were sentenced to transportation for life. 
Several of the less prominent conspirators pleaded 
guilty, and were subjected to fine and imprison­
ment; against others ihe Attorney General aban­
doned tiie prosecution, contenting himself with 
binding them, in their own recognizances, to lie 
forthcoming when called upon by the authorities. 
The main feature of these trials consisted of a mer­
ciless exiiosure of the infamous spy system. 

Her Majesty-returned from Scotland by railway, 
with the Prince and her family. 

The trial of Mr. Smith O'Brien, at Clonmel, is 
still uncoucluded. An application was made to 
have the case postponed, on Ihe ground that Mr. 
O'Brien had not received, previous to his trial, a 
copy of his indictment, and a list of the witnesses 
to lie produced against him. 

In Kngland a man on trial for his life has a right 
to lie informed on both these iioinls, but according 
to the decision of th«j court at Clonmel, in Ireland, 
no such right exists. Another point of dissatisfac­
tion was ihe great disproportion existing between 
Protestants and Catholics on the jury panel. After 
sundry attempts on the part of prisoner's counsel lo 
gain some tiling for his client on these points, the 
trial was proceeded with. Saturday, Monday and 
Tuesday were fully consumed in examining witnes­
ses on the part of the Crown. As usual in political 
conspiracies, traitors have been found amongst the. 
Irish, who have given evidence which will go far 
to support the indictment against Mr. O'Brien. 

On Wednesday, Mr. Whiteside, counsel for the 
prisoner, entered upon his defence. 

The Hibernia, which left Boston, 20th ult., reach­
ed the Mersey on Monday, after a passage of eleven 
and a hall'days. 

The Washington, which left New York the same 
day, arrived at Southampton on Thursday night, 
after a passage of sixteen days. 

The United States will sail from Southampton on 
the 10th inst., for New York. 

The St. Lawrence, 44 guns, ("apt. Paulding, ar­
rived on the :td inst., off I'owes, in twenty-four 
days from Norfolk, (the St. Lawrence is on her way 
to Germany,) to communicate with Mr. Bancroft, 
the American Minister, and the Consul for the 
United Stales at Cow «s. She sailed on the follow­
ing day. The St. Lawrence is to be stationed in 
the Weser during the winter, for the protection of 
American interests in the present unsettled stale of 
Northern Europe. She was visited by Mr. Ban­
croft and the American Consul. The Portsmouth 
correspondent of the Times says the SL Lawrence 
passed through ^ Spit head this afternoon, the 4th. 
She did not salute the flag of the commandcr-iri-
chief, or the union jack of the King's bastion. 

F R A N  U t .  
In France, on Saturday, a scene of confusion oc­

curred in the Chamlier* almost unparalleled in 
the history of that assembly. 

One of the members having commented in severe 
terms upon some late republican banquets, and 
condemned the apathy of the Government in rela­
tion thereto, the memfiers of the Republican party 
were thrown into such a rage that they almost 
simultaneously rushed lo the tribune, which they 
attempted to scale on all sides, but were prevented 
hy the officers of the house. At length the Presi­
dent was obliged to put on Iiis hat and ruspend the 
silling. 

It is currently reported that in consequence of 
the opposition given to the pro|iosal to elect Ihe 
President of the Republic by thé National Assem­
bly, the Government has resolved lo leave the 
choice of a President to he decided by universal 
suffrage—but that an amendment is lo be intro­
duced into the constitution deferring the election 
until the organic laws have been voted upon—in 
the meantime, the Kxecutive Government is to re­
main as it is al present. 

The Paris papers of Thursday say, that after 
much hesitation, as it ap|**ars, the Government, at 
a cabinet council, has resolved to support, by all its 
available means, the amendment lo the article of 
the constitution resjiecting the election of President, 
to be proposed hy M. Flocon, which is to the fol­
lowing effect : 

" The National Assembly delegales the executive 
power to a citizen, who shall receive the title of 
President of the Republic." 

The Government has, therefore, taken up defini­
tively its position iu direct hostility to the moderate 
|iarty in the chamber. 

[From Pontscriptof European Time«.] 

Some of the Paris journals mention the report, 
that Austria has definitively rejected the Anglo-
French mediation. We have not been able, how­
ever, toascertain what the foundation for the report 
is. Advices have arrived to-day of serious disturb­
ances w hich have broken out at Lyons. It appears 
that early on Tuesday morning, the Gardes Mobile 
of Lyons, whose corps have lieen recently dis­
solved, presented themselves at the Prefecture, to 
demand the month's pay which had, they said, been 
promised them. Being allowed lo enter the hotel, 
they possessed themselves of it, and kept the Pre­
fect in custody for three quarters of an hour. 
Crowds assembled around the building, but a regi­
ment of dragoons, reluming from exercise, charged 
tliein and drove them away, also clearing the hotel 
and releasing the. Prefect. The vicinity of the Pré­
fecture was then occupied by the military. The 
alarm caused was so great that the sho|is in the 
vicinity were closed. At half-|iast 'J o'clock a group 
of twenty Gardes Mobile disarmed the iwo senti­
nels of the Monte-de-Piété. They then attempted 
to force themselves into Ihe guard-house, but the 
men occupying it having barricaded themselves in 
it, they did not succeed. They, however, broke all 
the window's. At 10 o'clock, two hundred Mobiles 
presented themselves at the Hotel de ^ ille, with a 
red flag—lieing charged by the soldiers, they imme­
diately dispersed. Another account says, that no­
tice of what was passing having been given to the 
military authorities, the'Jth Dragoons were sent to 
occupy ihe Place de la Prefecture. After having 
cleared the place and its approaches, and having 
charged their carbines, the company dismounted, 
and entering Ihe Prefecture, cleared the interior 
court of ihe insurgents without resistance. At half-
past 12 o'clock, a battery of artillery had arrived 
uIs*fi the Place de la Prefecture, and cannon was 
planted so as lo sweep all the approaches. At the 
departure of the last accounts, the insurgents were 
endeavoring to erect barricades in the Rue Mercier. 
Singular reports are circulated this evening, ol a 
plot that has lieen detected against the National 
Assembly. TRUSSIA. —_
