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.Switzerland i« virtually in a plate of war with Ana-
tria. It IN generally believed tliat Swii/.wrlaiid will 
depart from her slate of neutrality ; that 10,000 nn-n 
win be immediately sent to the frontier, and a re­
serve of 30,(XK) called out. Several thousand Ans-
triant* are Btalioned between Lucerne and I ggiaie. 

INDIA. 
A further overland mad has arrived trom India, 

bringing dates from Calcutta to the 20th, Madras 
the 25th, and Bombay the 31st of August. Majt.r 
Edwards and his troops were still encamped before 
Moultan. The reinforcements despatched from 
Ferozepore had not yet joined them, but were hour­
ly expected. In the line of one of the columns ad-
.. anf ing a heavy fire hail been heard in the direc­
tion of Moultan. 

A Sikh auxiliary force was also on the mardi 
from Lahore. The insurgent inhabitants were at­
tempting to quit Mnullaii, having heard of the ap­
proach of the British anil the Derwan, to prev ail 
thera building up Ihe gates. In spite of the un-
hettllby season, the. march of the reinforcements hail 
not I wen attended with any remarkable casualty. 

An outbreak has laken place in the Hazerah dis­
trict*, in which Attock is situated —the key to Ihe 
northwestern frontier of India ; and Col. Canara, a 
Kuropean officer in the Sikh service, had been mur­
dered! We are afraid that the delay caused in de­
spatching troops to succor Major Edwards has in­
duced the insurgents to make this movement, pre­
suming upon our inability to suppress the rebellion.

We learn from Vienna, that Count Lamberg, who 
had been appointed by the Emperor of Austria 
commander-in-chief of his troops in Hungary and 
Croatia, was assassinated on the 29th tilt., on the 
bridge of Pesth, by a student. Gellachich, the 
Ban of Croatia, was continuing his march, in spite 
of the injunctions to ihe contrary of the Ein|>erur. 

Continental Intelligence. 
The news front the continent continues to betray 

considerable want of political composure. 
In France much excitement and alarm conlintie 

to prevail. The Assembly have decided, by a con­
siderable majority, after a very able discussion, in 
which Lamartine took a prominent part, on having 
but one Legislative chamber. The Committee of 
the Constitution have also decided, by a vote of ten 
to four, that the President of the Republic shall lie 
elected by universal suffrage, and not by the Assent 
bly itself. Socialists banquets, after the example of 
the'Re form banquets held ail over the country last 
autumn, are too frequent to favor an expectation of 
coming quietude ; and the speeches and cries which 
have characterized more than one of them, are of 
the most treasonable and incentliary nature. Noth­
ing is yet definitively known of Jie stale of the ne­
gotiations relative to the affairs of Northern Italy, 
but from the remarks of (ien. t 'avaignao, in the 
French National Assembly on Monday, as well as 
from the rumors that are afloat, there is good ground 
for hoping that a pacific solution of the question is 
near at hand. 

In Southern Italy, matters do not look so promis­
ing. The King of Naples refuses the mediation of 
France and England between himself and his former 
subjects in Sicily, and threatens an immediate re­
sumption of hostilities. 

Germany is still in an unsettled state ; the stand­
ard of revolt has been again raised in the Southern 
provinces, and again the rebels have been signally 
discomfitted. 

Pro sia has escaped the danger of another revo­
lution, by the submission of the King, at the 
eleventh hour, to the wishes of the National As­
sembly. 

The anarchy of the Austrian Empire appears to 
lie nearly complete. In Vienna, we have a specta­
cle of a reactionary court waiting for Ihe concen­
tration of a large military force around the capital, 
to carry ont its retrograde policy, and of a triumph­
ant National Assembly.™ 

One district of Hungary, dependency, is almost 
overrun with the troops of another \tistrian pro­
vince. The Ban of Croatia, elated oy his success, 
is no longer willing to act as the tool of the Central 
Government, but threatens toset upon his own 
account. The Vienna cabinet, alarmed at the new 
turn of affairs, has sent, perhaps too late, a commis­
sion to stop the further progress of the victorious 
barbarians. 

The Regent of Germany has issued to the Gov­
ernments of all the German States, a circular man­
ifesto, officially recounting the facts of the rising in 
Frankfort, on the 18th, and ils prompt suppression 
by hiuGoverninent. 

In the sitting of the Constituent Assembly of 
Prussia on the 2i], the Minister of Foreign Affairs 
declared that he fully expected that the negotiation 
with Denmark would lead to a peaceful arrange­
ment. 

The Frankfort Journal of the 3d inst., says that 
the diplomatic relations between the central pnwe»-
and the French Republic are now completely regu­
lated, at that at Frankfort, as in Paris, permanent 
ministers will represent both countries. 

AUSTRIA. 
The Vienna correspondent of the Kolena Z if lung 

asserts that Russia and Prussia have promised their 
assistance on the Italian question. 

The Paris Presse slates the reply of the Austrian 
Government to the offer of mediation by England 
and France, in substance as follows : 

First, Austria denies that the war undertaken by 
Charles Albert can establish any pretensions over 
liombardy; that the guarantee of the trealy of 
Vienna, in favor of Austria, finds a new support in 
the right of conquest established by Marshal Ra-
detsky. and that no alteration of territorial equ illi-
brium can be justly nade by two only of the seven 
powers who guarantied the treaty of Vienna. Aus­
tria, however, proposes the convocation of a gene­
ral congress of the powers of Europe at Inspruck, 
with the view to concert measures for the indepen­
dent administration of the Lombardo-Venetian 
Territory, and the durable tranquility of the pen­
insula beyond the Appenines. 

HUNGARY. 
The Pest her Zeitung of the 20th ult., contains a 

detailed account of the battle between the Hunga­
rian and Croatian forces, which was fought ort the 
18th ult., in the vicinity of Szala Egerszegh. 

The Hungarians, under Count Terek, mustered 
18,000 men ; the division of the Ban's army, which 
attacked them, amounted to 20,000. The Croa-
lians were completely routed, and lost 3,200 men, 
17 pieces of artillery, and 13 standards. The loss 
of the Hungarians is quoted at -123 killed, and 192 
wounded. 
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FROM C'AMPEACIIY.—The schooner Florinda, 
Capt. Thompson, from Campeachy, which plai 
she left on the 12th inst. Capt. Thompson reports 
everything quiet when he left. The sehr. Cadmus 
and French sehr. Dolphin at that port, condemned;

self. We find the following in an exchange : 

" Judge Dickey, of Chicago, has decided on the 
authority of the Preggs' case (16th Peters' Rep.) 
that a master or owner of a slave escaping into Illi­
nois, has a right to remove said slave without regard 
to the Illinois statute on the subject. The Illinois 
statute was pronounced unconstitutional, as the 
owner can reclaim his property at once." 

THE IRISH PATRIOT, DUFFY. — The London 
Times says : " We are positively assured that Mr. 
Duffy, the great literary support of the Nation news-
paper, has made an unqualified submission to the 
Government, and intends to plead guilty, and throw 
himself upon the mercy of the crown." 

COT" By the foreign news which we publish this 
morning, it will lie seen lhat the French Assembly 
has, after some debate, decided upon having but 
one legislative chamber. We presume this has bt\u 
determined upon as a concession to the radicals, 

who, in France, have alw ays been infatuated \v 
an idea that executive u>urpation is more to be 
feared than legislative. It may be that the French 
radicals are right ; but we think it will not be very 
long before they discover their mistake, and they 
will then demand an additional chamber to the le­
gislative branch of the government. Our expe­
rience teaches us quite a different policy from lhat 
which the democrat! of France consider the liest. 
The conservatives it seems have not lieen able t> 
repress their hostility to the people ; but have openly 
advocated the election of the first President by the 
Assembly, thus depriving the victors of the revolu­
tion of all participation in the fruit of their victory. 
Fortunately they did not succeed in their design ; 
not because the majority of the Assembly was too 
conscientious, but because it feared that such a step 
woultl cause another revolution against themselves. 
Besides, they think that by the influence of capital 
and wealth they produce the desired effect, and in 
reality deprive the people of pou c:r, while they seem 
to enjoy the fullest exercise of their rights. We 
hope the bourgeoisie and their leaders, Thiers, Bar-
rot anil others of the same class, will fail in their 
projects ; but we fear that the people of France 
have yet a hard task to accomplish, though we are 
confident they will achieve it in the end. 

The administration of Cavaignac has for some 
time given evidence of approaching dissolution. It 
cannot exist much longer, because, in its effort to 
steer a middle course, il has become unpopular with 
all parties,and especially wttli the radicals. As usual 
the conservative papers are filled with reports of 
pretended conspiracies discovered, and attempted 
assassinations frustrated. Nine-tenths of these 
have no foundation in truth, and are only reporteî! 
to bring the popular party into disrepute. The go­
vernment has been very zealous in circulating these 
rumors, and has consequently incuired the detesta­
tion of the republicans. Democratic banquets, in 
imitation of the celebrated reform festivals, are now 
being held all over the country, and will probably 
lead to the same result ; the government of Ca­
vaignac- will be overthrown and a more liberal one 
substituted in its place. The Napoleonist move­
ment we do not consider of so much importance as 
it is generally thought. Should Prince Louis offer 
himself as a candidate for the Presidency, we think 
he would have no earthly chance of an election. It 
is true that he was chosen to the Assembly by the 
people of Paris ; but it must be /ecollected that 
there are there a great number of Napoleon's old 
veterans, who voted for the Prince as the only 
means left them of testifying their respect for the 
memory of his uncle. Among the people too, his 
name kindled a temporary enthusiasm, which will 
rapidly subside when the true measure of his intel­
lect is made evident by contact with such minds as 
those of Lamartine and Thiers. The Napoleonist 
excitement will die away as rapidly as it has arisen. 
Something of vastly more importance to humanity 
than elevating to office the nephew of a great man, 
now agitates the mind of France ; it is the recon­
struction of society upon new bases, and in the con­
fusion and turmoil to which so vast a change must 
give rise, Louis Napoleon will be lost sight of like 
a shipwrecked bark upon a stormy sea.

GERMANY.—There has l»ean a successful revolution in 
Vienna, and a Republic proclaimed. A Provisional Gov-
ernment has been appointed. One of the late Ministry-
