The Cabinet of St. Petersburg having lieen con­
sulted to the [iroposed med iation, respond s that the 
victories of Marshal Radelzky, of themselves, en-
Ibrcc the Justice of the Austrian rule, and the right 
of Austria to Lombard y is the same as that of Rus­
sia to Poland, Isith having their origin in the treaty 
of ^ ienna. That treaty, assented to by the Eu-
ropean Powers, Russia insists, shall be fulfilled 
,-uid has so informed the Cabinets at LonJon and 
Paris. A new European Congress i« talked of. 
Russia is thus committed both to Austria and Na­
ples. to stand by old boundaries, and is ready, no 
tloiibl to back lier pa|»-r edicts by bullets. In the 
meantime, Austria seu lier claim to Lombardy, not 
only in virtue of the treaty of 1815, guaranteed by 
the Allied Powers, but in virtue also of the treaty 
ut l7\!". The Cabinet of Vienna have also put-
lisheil a decree, in which lliev affirm that the war 
of Charles Albert cannot be justified, and that no 
F.urot>ean Mediation will l>e acceptable, which in­
fringes upon the treaty of Vienna.

THE BONAPARTES IN PARIS.—Of the tact and 
conciliatory spirit exhibited by Louis Napoleon in 
taking his seat in the French Assembly, our readers 
are already informed : " The successes of Louis 
Na|mleon have taken the Government by surprise, 
and it is now said that, should there lie an incon­
venient demonstration by the Parisians, or soi-dis-
tuiit partisans of the Prince, there will be an im­
mediate eoup-d'etat. The Prince, his uncle, (the 
ex-King Jerome,) and his cousins. Napoleon and 
Pierre, notwithstanding that the two last-mentioned 
are like himself representatives of the people, will 
lie seized and sent to Havre, and there shipped for 
New Vork, while a decree of banishment against 
them will be demanded of the National Assembly. 
This determination of the (üovemment was com­
municated to Prince Napoleon, to be conveyed to 
his cousin Prince Loius Napoleon, and it is reported 
that in consequence the latter determined as quickly 
as possible to enter Paris." 

THE CHOLERA.—Extract from a private letter, 
dated Hamburg. Sept. 19 : "About the cholera you 
need not be fearful. It sounds much worse than it 
is, anil the newspapers make a great ileal of it. 
People who eat plums and no solid food have had 
it, but considerably more than half of those who 
have caught the disease have recovered, and it is 
now gone or going, for since last Friday I am told 
there has not lieen a single case." 

LOLA MONTES AGAIN.—A letter from Herchtes-
gadem, in Bavaria, of the 20th, says : " Yesterday 
morning the Countess de Landsfeld ' Lola Montes) 
arrived here, where the King, Louis I, has been re­
siding for six weeks. Mme. de Landsfeld was in a 
magnificent travelling carriage, and accompanied 
by two females. A great many persons of both 
K:xes assembled, and, uttering insulting cries, pelted 
her carriage with stones and mud. Lola went to a 
modest hotel, w hich was immediately surrounded 
by a detachment of troops. Several persons were 
arrested in the evening for having insulted her."
