of its inhuman provisions. Another name »added 
to the list of martyrs in the cauue of Irish liberty— 
another name is engraven in deathless characters 
upon the Irish heart. Smith CTBrien, the last 
victim of British tyranny, has gained a place in 
liistory by the side of Emmet. WAat more exalted 
station could his fondest hope desire ? Let the two 
rest together, and no epitaph be written upon their 
tomb, until that freedom is obtained which their 
efforts were u4tt>le to achieve. When that is done, 
a monument will have been elected to them, more 
enduring than the sculptured marble, and, mure 
worthy of the admintiun of the world. 

O'Brien is sacrificed ! he is condemned to a 
felon's fate, though guiltless of a .felon's act. But 
he has committed what the law of Britain holds 
more criminal that felony ; he liwfîtarcd to let his 
tongue give .utterance to the wier.es of his heart, 
and has avowed that his arm was ready lo strike 
for 4>e liberty of his country For this his mxly 
is to grace the hangman's rope, after which, its 
four quarters are to be exposed to the people, as a 
warning to them, what they may expect should the 
noblest impulses of humanity induce them to follow 
his example. Will they be deterred ? Though un­
successful now, will they submit to eternal tyranny? 
The experience of the past, and a just appreciation 
of the causes which may be productive of particular 
effects would lead to a negative reply ; while the 
same things might induce us to thjnk that all future 
attemps to overthrow the authority of England will 
terminate as fatally and disastrously as the last. 
Vet we do not give up all hope. The hour of retri­
bution must come, though it be not this day, this 
month, or this year. It is a common saying, that 
virtue is its own reward ; must not vice, then, pro­
duce its own punishment ; and the very existence 
of tyranny bring into action the means of its 'own 
successful resistance ? Experience teaches us this, 
and if we apply those teachings to Ireland, we 
shall cease to despair of her final emancipation. 
The American people, ever lavish of their sympa­
thies with the oppressed, have watched with the 
most intense interest, the late events in Ireland. 
Their money has been'freely given—words of kind 
encouragement have been spoken, and their hopes 
were great that the moment had at last arrived, 
when the Irish people were to achieve their deliver­
ance. In proportion to elevation of the hopes thus 
entertained, the disappointment is great. Many, 
who in their enthusiasm, expected with the advent 
of every steamer to hear of the complete annihila­
tion of the British forces, and perhaps even dreamed 
of the establishment of a Republic, have now be­
come cold and*indifferent. This should not be so. 
Success is not always the test of merit; if it were 
so, the British Government would at this day be 
acknowledged as the purest and most liberal in the 
world. Neithèr is failure a sure indication of the 
injustice or a cause. The Irish are not less de­
serving of our sympathy because they have been 
crushed by superior power. Ireland, in hertleep 
distress, needs more of our encouragement, and 
deserves more of our pity, than if she were "tri­
umphant over foes and happy in prosperity.

We received yesterday evening full files of Texas 

paprs. The Houston Telegraph learns from Mr. 
McKenzie, of Dallas, that the French emigrants, 
or communists, who comtftenceJ a colonial set­
tlement atjove the Cross Timbers, a few months 
since, have all become discouraged with the diffi­
culties they have encountered, and the privations 
they have suffi;red, and are preparing to return to 
France. Some^ have returned, and the rest will 
follow as soon as the invalids can travel. 

LATER FROM THE INDIAN CAMP.—We received 
On Thursday night, says the Ilonsion Telegraph of 
the 26th ult, a letter from oil* correfondent at Vic­
toria, dated October 15th, in which he states that 
the party of Indians which defeated the company 
from the Cuero settlement, at the mouth of the Ci-
bolo, after passing down the San Antonio river 
near to Refugio, turned towards San Patricio, 
closely pursued by a force of 100 volunteers, who 
had collected from the settlements on the Guada­
lupe, the S:in Antonio and Mission rivers. The 
Indian force was supposed to number 300, all war­
riors. The pursuing force was pressing them close­
ly, and a runner from camp, who arrived at Victo­
ria late on the night of the 15th, stated that the In­
dians were preparing for battle on the afternoon of 
that day. Our troops were holding-Ahem at hay, 
waiting for more reinforcements, and jf none'ar­
rived before evening, they intended to charge into 
the Indian camp- Nearly all the men of Victoria, 
able to hear arms, had gone in pursuit of the Indi­
ans. The runners reported that twenty-two persons 
had beçp killed by these Indians, on their route 
from tnfe upper settlements on the Sandies, to the 
Mission. 

It appears that they came down between Austin 
and New Braunfels to the head of the Cibolo, down 
that river to its mouth, and then followed the west 
bank of the San Antonio river to the Mission. If 
the citizens of Bexar and the upper settlements of 
the Guadalupe have received intelligence of their 
movements, they may lràve taken measures to in­
tercept them on their return to the mountains. 

INDIAN INVASION.—We just now4earn by a gen­
tleman direct from the West, says the Colorado 
Tribune of the 19th, that a large body of Indians 
have made an incursion into the country situate 
between San Antonio and Goliad, within the fast 
two weeks, committing every species of robbery 
and murder upon the defenceless inhabitants 
within ^heir reach. Almost within the imme­
diate vicinity of Goliad, a Captain York, his 
brother and a negro, were found murdered by them 
a short time since, besides a number of others 
whose names we coul4 not learn. They are sup­
posed to be the Camanches, and were trailed head­
ing in the direction of the lower country, and fears 
are entertained for a reënactnient of the Lynville 
affair on some of our isolated villages on the route— 
or at least an attempt at it. It will be recollected 
that a short time since, this tribe, in a " talk " with 
Major Neighbors, expressed much dissatisfaction 
and restlessness at tlie killing of one of their war-
rii'rs, which they charged upon the Rangers, and 
they have now most probably availed themselves 
of the opportunity, on the discharge of the Texas 
troops, to wreak their vengeance upon the frontier 
inhabitants. Gov. Wood has ordered the immedi­
ate raising of three companies of Rangers, which 
will go far towards quelling the savages, though 
such a force is much too small. 

CAVE IN TI£AS.—The Austin Democrat learns 
from Mr. J. C. Lee, that a cave was discovered a 
shift time since by Capt. Harrell, on theDry Prong 
of the Brushy. The chamber of this cave is about 
thirty feet wide, by sixty or seventy feet long. The 
height is not Stated. The opening of the top is only 
large enough to admit the body of a man ; and the 
distance from this opening to the bottom of the 
cave is about thirty feet. Mr. Lee and several 
others visited it a few weeks since, and found the 
shaft of a large spear with an iron ferule at the bot­
tom, and a rattle-snake. A similar cave was found 
about three miles above Austin, on the west bank 
of the Colorado about ten years since# These caves 
were probably formed by streams of rqju water, 
which, penetrating crevices in the soft limestone 
rocks, have gradually wom away low narrow-
caverns, uHHi communicate by subterranean pas­
sages with the copious fountains, like Barton's 
Spring, and the Comal, which gushes out in large 
streams at the foot of the hills, between broad lay­
ers of limestone.

DISTRICT OOURT—'The District Court for the 
county of Cameron commenced its sitting on 
Monday, the 9th inst, Judge Norton presiding. 
On Saturday, the 14th, the trial was had of the 
State of Texas against Thomas Lewis, for shooting 
S. J. B. Rhine, on the 13th of June last, of which 
notice was made in our paper at the time. The 
evidence in the final trial was the same as was 
published in the Flag after the examination of Mr. 
Lewis before Thomas B. King, who was the ex­
amining magistrate, arid who hound Lewis to ap­
pear before the District Court at the present term. 
After the trial concluded the jury relived, and in 
about an hour returned with a verdict of man­
slaughter; but as the constitution and statutes of 
this State requires, in the trial of criminal cases, 
the jury trying the same to find and assess the 
amountof punishment to be inflicted, or fine im­
posed, except where the punishment is specifically 
imposed by law, and as the statute makes the 
punishment for manslaughter not less than one, nor 
more than ten years imprisonment in a common 
jail, the court directed the jury to return and assess 
the punishment, whereupon they returned a verdict 
of manslaughter and imprisonment for one year, 
the shortest period fixed by law, with their unani­
mous recommendation to the Executive of the 
State to pardon. Cornelius W. Peterson, District 
Attorney, for the State—and Rice Garland, Volney 
E. Hov ard and Israel B. Bigelowfbr the defence. 

THE FERRIES.—A difficulty has occurred in re­
gard to the rights #f the American and Mexican 
authorities in relation to the ferries. It appears 
that the authorities of Cameron county first rented 
their ferry privileges. Some dissatisfaction on the 
part of the Mexicans, growing out of the then st jte 
of things--being manifested, an arrangement was 
entered into that seemed fair and unobjectionable— 
which was that the authorities on earn side should 
grant the privilege to both sides of the river, and 
thus have independent ferries. It seems, however, 
that the gentleman who purchased the privilege 
from the Mexican authorities, at a most exorbitant 
price, has within a few days f.,und that the Ameri­
can ferry monopolized the chief part of the busi­
ness, whereupon he attempted, with the aid of the 
police, to force passengers from the Mexican side to 
cross at his ferry.

Considerable time has now elapsed since the burning of 
this boat, and yet no correct or satisfactory statement of tacts 
and particulars respecting this sad catastiophe has been made 
by any one. Mention was made of it in several of the public 
journals in this city, on the 9th and 10th ult.~little more than 
simply stating that the boat had accidently caught on fire and 
burned to the waters edge. It has been stated that a strong 
breeze prevailed at the time; and the very fact of Mr. Har-
vey's little son swimming and floating on the surface of the 
waier as long as he did, shows plainly the contrary. The 

' question now ames, were the officers on board the boat at­
tending to their duty at their respective places ? If they were, 
why was not the fire extinguished immediately, before it 
had time to envelope the boat in one blaze 1 Had they !>een 
in their proper places, no fire could have originated in that 
part of the boat (which a previous partial statement says it 
did) withont its being timely discovered. The rapid iate at 
which the boat was propelled, must have fanned the flames, 
and caused its speedy destruction. Had the person in com­
mand of the boat exercised the leaar. presence of mind, he 
conld have saved all ; but alas ! telf preservation must have 
been uppermost in his mind in the earliest stage of this awful 
scene, for, iifttead of stopping the boat, and resorting to 
means (of which he had ample 011 board) necessary for the 
rescue ot' his passengers, he abandoned all, the innocent an<l 
helpless, to their aw'n! and their inevitable fate, and betook 
himself to a rope which he had previously fastened to the 
rudder or iteriy>f the hoat, and called for those on board to 
follow him ; tint while in that position, he found himself 
dragged too mnch under water, and afterwards caught ho'd 
of a plank which chanced to near him, and thereby saved 
himself.

It is to be regretted, that owing to the intensity ot public 
excitement, statements and ruimtijhhould be received with 
credit, which, in a few weeks hence, the good sense ol 
every intelligent citizen will pronounce, not only incredible, 
but impossible. In collecting, and in commenting upon the 
evidence which we lay before the public, the Committee 
have no disposition to fix upon the Whig party, a responsi­
bility for eicesses and outrages, committed by individuals ; 
they can only deplore, in common with all who value the 
peaceful character of the city, that excesses, which, it is be­
lieved, are withont precedent in its history, should have oc­
curred in the prosecution ol a political canvass, which, on 
all previous occasions, has been conducted, not only with 
good order, but with good feeling. 

We now call the attention of the public to the following 
statements and affidavits of respectable citizens, ^oma^of 
whom are of long standing, and of the highest respectability 
in tlie community, who were eye-witnesses of the affray :

house when the Democratic procession 

khirt sleeves, and taking his stand at the verge of tiie ban­
quette, near the cntb-stone. He commenced flourishing his 
hand around his head, and cheering—could not hear what 
he »aid. A man belonging to the procession swung his 
torch at him, but did not strike him with it; this person 
must have contiuued mo ing. as the torch disappeared from 
my view. At thi* mpment, the man standing near the curb 
stone, drew a pistol, which he tired several times at the pro­
cession. The procession scattered—those opposite the house 
ietired to the other side of the street ; some up the street and 
others down. The man who first commenced the fire, then 
retired into the house, when another person, standing in the 
door of ffte house, commenced firing anew at the proces­
sion, in the direction which 1 was, before any assault had 
been made upon the house ; and about the same time a third 
person came to one of the doors, and fired several times into 
the procession. I then retired with my family.

Bernard Gilhoo'y being duly sworn, deposes, that on the 

night of Saturday night last, he was marching in the Demo­
cratic procession, wiih the Third Ward Club of the Second 
Municipality, that whe» the part of the procession which he 
was in, came opposite to filly's cofl'ee-houte, on the corner 
of Circus and Perdido streets, he saw a collection of persons 
m front of the coffee house, ranged along Circus street, 
shouting for Taylor and FiUmorp ; the procession cheered for 
Cass ana Butler. The persons in front of the coftee-bouse 
made use of abusive language toward those in the proce*-
sion-*one person standing on the side-walk, with his coat olf, 
held openly in his hand a revolving pistol, and called 
upon the persons in the procession, in an insulting manner, 
and with offensive language, "to come on, that they were 
piepared for them." Up to this time the order of the pro-
cession remained unbroken—an individual immediately in 
the rear of me moved out towards him with a lighted torch, 
which he either swung or threw towards the man wi'h the 
pistoi, the tor h, however, fell harmlessly in the gutt» r, as 
deponent believes : some of the sparks may perhaps, l.av-e 
strttcK. him ; not. however, in such a manner a* to have 

•inflicted any persona injury on the man witn the pistol, who 
iced firing in the crowd in every direc-B immediately comamiflHPHBHHHSiRH 

lion : discharging, as deponent thinks, all the barrels of his 
revolver. Mr. James Dunn was moving between the pro­
cession and the banquette, enforcing order, when the indi­
vidual *11 uded to shot in the direction where he was. The 
procession in.mediately scattered, but soon rallied, other* 
filing still continued from the house, in such rajiid succession 
as to induce the belief that the fifing was from revolvers. 
A^out this time the crowd had made its way to the house 
and soon after set it on fire ; deponent was abont ten teet 
from the banauette, immediately in front of the house, at the 
time of the anray.

The undersigned states, that he was standing in comi any 
with Col. tfiscoe, on the corner Of Circnsand ferdido st.eets, 
at tally's, on Saturday evening, observing the procession ; 
the pavement was crowded with spectators, some of whom 
were cheering for Taylor and Fillmore, at the saine time 
using very insulting language to the procession, which was 
peaceably pessing about the middle of Circus street. They 
were »hooting for Cass and Butler, and some, bearing 
torches, would wave them as they cheered. Standing near 
me was a nun. in bis shirt-sleeves, who was cheering very 
loudly for Taylor. At this t-me, some of tlie torches in the 
procession Were waved towards Lilly's, the bearer« of them 
being about six or e»gbt feet from the pavement • but I saw 
no one struck with a torch, or burnt with sparks from them. 
Suddenly, a pii'ol was fired near me, and I instantly turned, 
and saw ir had been done by the man who stood near me in 
his shirt-sleeves; there were two meu between him and my­
self ; he fired, in rapid succession, upon the procession, three 
t'me«, I thing, with a revolver. Upon his firing the prcces-
siou broke, and ret.eated t'df a moment toward! the lower 
side of the street ; the man fired upon the retreating men ; 
the men in the procession then rallied, and rushed towards 
the place where the man was, and a gene ai melee took 
place, blows were struck with torches ; the man who had 
fired the pistol, togetlier with some three or f our others around 
him, stood their giouud for a moment, and then retreated 
into Lilly's hon&e ; as soon as they got in, a man appeared 
at each of the doors on Circus street, und commenced firing 
raoidly on the crowd outside. I think eighteen or twenty 
shots were tired ; I had then got into the middle of Ciicus 
street, and saw distinctly what wen going on ; I had tern 
men fall at the ûme the torches were used ; after the men in 
the dcors had fired, as above stated, the men with the 
torches got into the house, and the men who had used the 
pistols seemed to have fled, and the house was instantly 
fired ; I did not observe any man in the procession or those 
who came from it, with pistols or other arms.

Personally came and appeared before G. Y. Bright, J. P., 
Joseph H. Moore, a merchant of the city of New Orleans, 
who being duly sworn, deposes and says : That on the night 
ot the 28th inst., he ^as in the Democratic procession, march­
ing at the head of the Fourth Ward Club, up Circus street. 
He was below the intersection of Perdido and Circus streets, 
when he first heard the report of a pistol which wan fired 
several times; he was then abnot twenty yards from the 
house of Lilly ; but many persons stood between him and 
the house, and be could not see what was then goinsr on at 
or near the house before or during the first firing. The pro­
cession, however, continued to advance a few seconds longer, 
when a good many shots were again fired, in such rapid suc­
cession that they could not be counted by the deponent ; 
whereupon, that portion of the procession now immediately 
opposite the house-the Third Ward Club-dispersed ; the 
Fourth Ward Club halted at the intersection of Perdido and 
Circus, streets, and for the most part retreated to the opposite 
side of the street or dispersed. The head of this latter Club 
remained standing in the middle of the street a short time, 
when Capt. Sterling and others called upon them to pioceal! 
Supposing the firing to be over, the procession again moved 
onward. When deponent got immediately opposite Lilly's 
house, he saw a person approach the door from within, with 
a revolver in his hand ; he presented his pikol obliquely to­
wards |the intersection of Perdido and Circus streets, where 
the procession was again rallying, and its ranks appeared 
thickest, and discharged it at the crowd. At this moment 
the part of the procession fired at was forty or fifty feet from 
the house, from tlie time the second firing took place, ail 
the persons standing bet wan deponent, the procession and 
the house, had retired in different directions and left the field 
between the house and deponent entirely open to deponent's 
observation. Whilst the firing was going on for the third 
time, some person from the procession behind deponent, 
rushed to the houie, with a torch in his hand, whrh he 
pushed in the face of the person firing within the house. 
Almost at the same time several other persons rushed from 
the procession with torches, and fired the house through the 
windows. 

When 1 came in front of the house, and from tlie time of 
tlie second firing^* procession stood at a distance from the 
house, ami no attempt was made to attack ihe house or mo­
lest any of its inmates, until the last firing Deponent did not 
at any time while in the neighborhood of the house, hear any 
remarks or cries from the procession as to the character of the 
house or those who occupied it.

1 was in the piocession of the democratic par y of New 

Orleans, he'd cn Saturday evening, the 28th Octo^-er. 1 
marched with the democrats of the Fourth Ward, Second 
Municipality, where I reside. When the band of music 
which headed this portion ot the procession had reached the 
intersection of Perdido street with Circus, I was some thirty 
yards in the rear, and not more than forty yards from Lil y's 
coffee house. The uotoriety which attached to the establish 
ment, being the headquarters of the "Union Rough and 
Ready Club," had drawn my eyes toward it some minutes 
before ; aud until the music|an^were about crossintr Perdido 
f-treet, I saw nothing to cause apprehensions of a difficulty. 
The procession was moving at this time, about the centre of 
Circus street, and the intervening space, bet ween the line of 
the procession and the side-walk fronting the coffee-house, 
was free from people. This part of the side-walk was occu-
pied by a number of men, some of them in their shirt-sleeves, 
inost of whom I perceived were gesticulating violently and 
offensively toward the procession. Tue distance and the 
noise Dre vented me from hearing what they »aid. All at 
once I heard four or five shots fired in rapid succession. For 
a moment, mo»t of the people in the neighborhood of the 
attack, were panic-stricken, and they fled in every direction; 
notwithstanding which, the firing was kept up from the 
house ; and, judging from the direction of the flashes the 
discharges were aimed both up and down Circus street, and 
down Perdido street. Very soon, however, the people rallied, 
r our or five resolute men, in disregard of the firing that was 
still kept up, rushed to i he doors of tlie house, which had 
now been closed, and broke them of>en. The people, be­
lieving that the attack was «npievoked, and that several of 
their numbers were killed and wounded, were wild with ex­
citement, and tlie general crv »rose to set tire to the building 
In a few minutes afterwards the building was in flames. 
The procession having re-formed, I moved with it np Circus 
street to Julia. 

There were from twenty to twenty-five »hots fired on the 
proce-sion, four or five from theside-walk fronting the coffee­
house, and the remainder from 'he doors and windows of 
the bui ding. 1 saw no assault mado upon the house or its 
inhabitants until the firing wa< nearly over. 1 do not believe 
that any offenee was offered to either by the people in the 
procession until after the firing commenced. The latter 
were evidently unarmed, for no shot was fired by them in 
return for those from the coffee-house, as would obviously 
have been the case had any of them had arms.

From the foregoing statements, which were furnished by 

persons, who were for the most part, previously unknown to 
each other, and which concur in every particular, it is 
manifest : 

1st. That the procession, while passing Lilly's corner, was 
insnlted by abusive and offensive tannts, calculated to pro­
voke an assault. 

2d. That the persons offering these insults were inmates or 
frequenters of Lilly's coffee-honse, and that they were armed 
beforehand for a desperate conflict. 

3d. That some person from the procession, provoked at the 
abusive langnage, waved or threw a torch at the person 
most prominent in giving provoeation, but that the torch fell 
harmlessly in the gutter ; that it was not " thrust ialis face," 
as has been alleged. 

4th. That the peoon at whom the torch was thrown im­
mediately fired five or six time«, with a revolving pistoi, in. 
discriminated into the crowd, scattering the procession. 

5th. That after the procession rallied, the firing continued 
from the interior or from the threshhoid of Lilly's house, the 
person who firs; fired having retreated within the house. 

tith. That it was not until fifteen or twenty shou had been 
ïîred at the procession—and there was every reason to believe' 
with fatal effect—that any attack was made upon Lilly', 
premises, whew#- no doubt, the building was intentionally 

The high morality —. H 
resistance is orten forgotten in an hour of excitement, even 
by those who approve ot it Whatever violations of law 
may have taken place, on either side, « ih, no doubt, be pun­
ished by the I*w. U is useless, however, to contend that an 
attack was premeditated on Lilly's- premises. No express-
ions manifesting such an intention were u*cd. Had such an 
act been contemplated, some preparation would have been 
made lor a conflict ; #ierea--., the persons engaged even in 
firing tlie premises, wéîe unarmed, and the occupants of the 
house, it appears, wore armed to the teeth. If the charge of 
an intended assault is to be made against either partv, it 
would seem most reasonable and. proper to make it against 
those who were prepared foi it, and who commenced lk 

The statement which appeared in a morning paper, that 
no personal injury was inflicted upon those belonging to the 
procession, is erroneous. It is By no means certain, that the 
injuries sustained in the affray may not yet result in the loss 
both of life and limb. The committee, in conclusion, 
would 'rpeat, they do not intend to hold the »vliig party re­
sponsible for an occurrence, which every good çitize n must 
deplore. No party, as such» can be justly held responsible 
for individual acts of violelfce and brutality. Against or­
ganized ruffianism, we have, however, a right to complaiu ; 
and it is to be regretted, that during the present canvass, or-
ganizatious not corresponding to the goopgraphic: divisions 
of the city, and not officered by responsible men, have been 
formed, it is to this circumstance alone, that we attribute 
all the disturbances, which have hitherto been unknown in 
New Orleans, ami which have contributed so much to com­
promise the character of its citizens, for good order and pro­
priety.
