York on the afternoon of the 25th ult. at 3 o'clock, 
after a passage of but eleven days from Liverpool, 
having sailed from that port on the 14th. Tiiis is 
one of the greatest trips ever made at this season of 
the year. The following summary is made up .'rom 
Willmer <fc Smith's European Times : 

Trial of Mr. Smith O'Brien—The Verdict. 
On the 7th the court sat at 9 o'clock, and the 

Lord Chief Justice proceeded with his charge till a 
quarter past ten, when an adjournment took place 
in consequence of the arrival of Mr. Darlton, a 
Prolestant student of Trinity College, Dublin, to 
prove, it was said, that Dobbin, the informer, had 
jierjured' himself, and told him of his intention to 
convict Mr. O'Brien by this course if no other of­
fered. The evidence was heard by the judges in 
chamber, and afterwards reheard in court, the in­
tended effect being to demonstrate the alleged per­
jury of the approver, and thus render his evidence 
unworthy of belief. A few observations having 
been made by counsel on both sides, the judge re­
sumed his charge, at the conclusion of which, about 
4 o'clock, the jury retired to their room. 

At twenty minutes past five their lordships re­
sumed tiieir seats in the court house. A profound 
silenpe, lasting for a few minutes, succeeded their 
entrance, but was soon broken by a slight rustling 
noise near the door of the jury-room, from whence 
the jury entered, headed by the foreman, who held 
the issue paper in his hand. 

When the jury were seated the foreman handed 
the verdict to Mr. Pedder, Clerk of the Crown, who 
commenced calling over the names of the jury. 

The clerk having completed the calling of names, 
asked, in rather a nervous and indistinct tone, 
manifestly sensible of the painful effect about to 
follow, " Gentlemen, have you agreed to your 
verdict?" 

The Foreman—" Yes." 
Clerk of the Crown-—" How say you ? Is Wil­

liam Smith O'Brien guilty or not guilty 
After a considerable lapse of time, the foreman, 

in a low, suppressed murmur,pronounced "guilty." 
Tears might lie seen and sobs heard in every part of 
the court. Mr. O'Brien alone maintained a com­
posed aspect, and acknowledged the verdict by 
slightly inclining his head to the jury. 

The foreman of the jury essayed to »ay something, 
but his self-possession seemed to fail him, and he 
said, in a harsh under tone, to the Clerk of the 
Crown, " Mr. Pedder, can't you read the rest ?" 

The clerk then read from the paper what follows : 
" We earnestly recommend the prisoner to the mer­
ciful consideration of the Government, the jury be­
ing unanimously of opinion that, for many reasons, 
his life should be spared." 

The Clerk of the Crown then resumed his seat ; 
and for about five minutes an unbroken silence pre­
vailed, the eyes of all being fixed on the calm self-
possessed countenance of the prisoner. At length 
Chief Justice Blackburne said in a low voice, " Ad­
journ the court to 10 o'clock on Monday morning." 

Proclamation to this effect w as made. Mr. O'Bri­
en was then removed from the dock, and the build­
ing was soon empty. 

At a quarter past 10 o'clock on Monday morning 
the judges entered the court. The court house, from 
an early hour, was densely crowded in every part, 
and great anxiety was visibly depicted on every 
countenance, as it was rumored that Mr. Smith 
O'Brien was to be brought up for judgment. The 
only gallery vacant was that in which the friends of 
Mr. Smith O'Brien were accustomed to sit during 
the protracted trial. That gallery was entirely 
empty, and formed a melancholy contrast to the 
other portions of the court. 

The Attorney General entered the court about 
five minutes after the sitting of the court. All eyes 
were directed towards the learned functionary, who 
said—" My lords, I have to move that in the case of 
her Majesty against William Smith O'Brien the pri­
soner be called up for judgment." 

Chief Justice—" Very well." 
N Soon afterwards Mr. Smith O'Brien made his ap­

pearance in the dock. His manly bearing, his 
calmless, composure, and firmness, as he stood in 
front of the dock, were the theme of observation 
throughout the court. 

The Clerk of the Crown was about to read over 
the indictment, and to ask what the prisoner had 
to say, why sentence of death and execution there­
on should not be passed upon him, when Mr.White-
side, Q. C., said that that was the proper time to 
make application to the Court for arrest of judg­
ment. According to the words of the statute, the 
proper period for that purpose was " after the con­
viction of the prisoner." There were three ques­
tions on which he grounded his application : First, 
whether the account of the meeting of the 21st of 
July was admissible against Mr. O'Brien, on two 
grounds—first, that Dobbin's evidence had not been 
confirmed ; and the Becond was the admissibility of 
the consents of the portmanteau, as there was no 
proof that they were traced to the possession of the 
prisoner. These were some of the grounds on 
which he ^iled for arrest of judgment ; but the 
principal grmind on which he rested his application 
was this—Mr. O'Brien was indicted for levying 
war against the Queen, within her realm, and for 
compassing the Queen's death. Ile (Mr. O'Brien) 
had beerf acquitted of compassing the Queen's 
death, and hail been convicted of the other offence. 
But he (Mr. Whiteside) would show that there was 
no such thing as levying war against the Queen in 
Ireland contemplated in the statute of Edward III., 
under which his client was indicted. To levy war 
there were three essentials demanded ; first, to levy 
war; second, against the Queen ; and, third, with­
in the realm. The learned gentleman then urged a 
number of authorities, with the view of showing 
that the prisoner had not intended to commit the 
crime of high treason, and therefore could not le­
gally be found guilty. Mr. O'Brien had lieen ac­
quitted of compassing the Queen's death, because 
the jury were not of opinion that he had diiectly 
levied war against the Queen—that, in fact, having 
only levied war constructively, he was not guilty 
of compassing the Queen's death. W hat followed 
from this result ? It could not appear from the in­
dictment whether the levying of war was direct or 
constructive. Now the Court had decided that the 
levying of war in this instance was constructive, 
and he apprehended that their lordships would not 
hold that a constructive levying of war still re­
mained a crime punishable with death, in a case 
where, if the prisoner had been indicted for having 
compassed the Queen's death, and intended to levy 
war against the Queen, and these five counts were 
set out in the indictment, he must have been 
acquitted. 

The Attorney-General, in reply, submitted that 
no doubt whatever existed but the levying of war 
was still a distinct treason. 

Mr. Fitzgerald followed on the same side as Mr. 
Whiteside. He contended that the crime of levy­
ing war was not indictable in Ireland as treason. 

The Solicitor-General replied that the form of the 
indictment in Lord George Gordon's case was that 
which led to his acquittal. 

The Chief Justice, after consulting for some min­
utes with his brother judges, pronounced their lord­
ships' decision. The motion, he«aid, was for an 
arrest of judgment founded on two objections to the 
indictment. That indictment, or the substance of 
it. was under the statute of Edward 111., and 
charged a levying of war against the Queen. The 
first "objection was, that the act of Edward the 
Third was not the law of Ireland, and in reply to 
that objection it was contended by the Crown that 
it was extended to this country by Poyning's Act. 
It was admitted that that statute referred to that of 
Ednanl III.; but it was contended that its construc­
tion was confined to persons committing treason in 
England, but not in Ireland. 

It appeared to him, however, that the meaning of 
the statute was, that the same law should apply to 
lioth countries, and thai, which was treason in Eng­
land was also treason in Ireland. The next objec­

tion was the construction of the 11th Vic., cap. 12. 
The treason created by the statute of Edward III. 
was the actual levying of war. Then came the 
statute of 36th George III., which included the com­
passing the death of the Sovereign by writings and 
publications, and declared fuch acts high treason. 
The statute of Edward made the actual levying of 
war high treason, and the statutes he had just 
named made the intention of levying that war high 
treason. The act did not extend to Ireland, am! 
that which did extend it, it was contended made 
the treasons created by that of Edward III. merely 
felony. It did no such thing. The statute of Ed­
ward still confines itself to the levying of war ; but 
the act Util of-Victoria made the intention a felony. 
The two offences were perfectly distinct, and the 
two statutes created two distinct crimes—one the 
actual commission—the other the intention, so that 
the objection urged could not he maintained. With 
respect to the objections made during the trial, the 
court had considered them over anil over again, 
and convinced themselves that the judgment they 
pronounced was quite correct. It was not their in­
tention, therefore, to reserve them for the opinion of 
the twelve judges. 

The Clerk of the Crown then asked Mr. O'Brien 
what he had to say why the sentence of the law 
should not lie passed upon him. 

Mr. O'Brien said—My Lords, it is not my inten­
tion to enter into any vindication of my conduct, 
however much 1 might have desired toavaii myself 
of this opportunity of so doing. I am perfectly 
satisfied with the consciousness that I have done 
my duty to myMBPuntry—that 1 liave done only 
that which, in my opinion, it was the duty of every 
Irishman to have done, and I am now prepared to 
abide the consequences of having performed my 
duty to my native land. Proceed with your sen­
tence. [Cheers in the gallery.] 

The Sentence. 
The Lord Chief Justice then proceeded, amid the 

most profound and painful silence, to pronounce the 
extreme sentence of the law upon the prisoner. lie 
said : 

William Smith O'Brien, after a long, painful and 
laborious trial, a jury of your countrymen have found 
you guilty of high treason. Their verdict was ac­
companied by a recommendation to the mercy of 
the Crown. That recommendation, as is our duty, 
we shall send forward to the Lord-Lieutenant, to 
whom, as you must know, exclusively belongs the 
power to comply with its prayer. It now remains 
for us to perform the last solemn act of duty which 
devolves upon us—to pronounce that sentence by 
which the law marks the enormity of your guilt, 
and aims at the prevention of similar crimes, by the 
example and infliction of a terrible punishment. 

Oil ! that you would reflect upon that crime, and 
dwell upon it with sincere repentance and remorse : 
Oh ! that you would regret it as it is regretted by 
every rational being—that you would feel and 
know that it is really and substantially as repugnant 
to the interests of humanity and the precepts and 
spirit of the divine religion you profess, as it is to 
the positive law, tlie violation of which is now at­
tended by the forfeiture of your life. The few words 
you have addressed to the court, however, forbid 
me proceeding any further with this subject. It 
now only remains for the court to pronounce the 
sentence of the law. 

Here his lordship assumed the black cap, and, 
amid a silence at once solemn and painful, proceed­
ed as follows :—That sentence is, that you, William 
Smith O'Brien, be taken from hence to the place 
from whence you came, and be thence drawn on a 
hurt) le to the place of execution, and be there hanged 
by the neck until you be dead ; that afterwards 
your head shall be severed from your body, and your 
bodv be divided into four quarters, to be disposed of 
as Her Majesty shall please, and may God have 
mercy on your soul ! (The most profound sensation 
followed the conclusion of this sentence, and con­
tinued to manifest itself for several minutes after-
wan is.) 

The passengers by the Europa report that it was 
rumored in Liverpool, that a warrant for the execu­
tion of O'Brien had been issued, arid that he was to 
be hung on that day at Clonmel. 

Trial of Mr. McManus. 
Shortly after sentence had been passed on Mr. 

Smith O'Brien, the court proceeded with the next 
case, namely, that of Terence Bellew McManus, 
for high treason. 

The prisoner was accordingly placed at the bar. 
He is a nun about 35 years of age, and exhibited 
great unconcern. 

Mr. Butt, Q. C., and Mr. Calligan, are counsel 
for the prisoner. 

The Clerk of the Crown, having read the ar­
raignment, called upon the prisoner to plead. 

Hereupon an argument took place on Mr. Butt 
applying that the arraignment of his client should 
not take place until the list of witnesses and the 
names of the jury were given to the prisoner, as 
required by the statute of Anne. The court re­
fused the application, and a jury was then empan-
nelled, the prisoner challenging twenty of the 
names called over peremptorily. It ought to be 
stated that eleven of the jurymen had been sworn 
before the prisoner's right of peremptory challenge 
was exhausted. The Clerk of the Crown formally 
arraigned the prisoner for high treason. Mr. Lynch 
opened the indictment, and the Attorney General 
stated the case, which was similar in its tone and 
tendency to that delivered on the trial of Mr. 
O'Brien. After a number of witnesses had been 
examined, whose evidence went to show that Mr. 
McManus went to Mullinahorte and Ballingarry, 
and took part in the insurrectionary movement 
there, under the command of Smith O'Brien, the 
case for ihe Crown closed. 

Mr. Butt opened the defence on Wednesday morn­
ing. The learned counsel, after a few introduc­
tory remarks, in which he implored the jury to 
dismiss all that they had heard of the circum­
stances which gave rise to the prosecution before 
they came into the box, and to find a verdict ac­
cording to the value of the evidence as laid before 
them, he said they might believe his client's con­
duct wicked, or worse ; they might believe that 
acts were committed which amounted to an evi­
dent indication of treasonable or disaffected prac­
tices, but until they could say, on the oath they had 
taken, that he was guilty of the precise charge in 
the indictment, they could not find him guilty. 
The learned counsel here referred to the indjet-
ment, and proceeded to address himself to the sev­
eral counts which it contained. After quoting a 
portion of the statute of Edward III, he proceeded 
to contend, at great length, that the charge of levy­
ing war against the Queen had not been made out ; 
that all he had done was to prevent the arrest of 
Mr. O'Brien ; that lie never entertained any gen­
eral project of revolt, and that the speech at Liver­
pool, reported by an illiterate policeman, must be 
left wholly out of the question. 

A number of witnesses were called, who gave 
the prisoner an excellent character, and proved 
that the uniform found in Iiis tin box was that of 
the '82 Club. 

The Solicitor General was about rising to address 
the court and jury, when 

The Chief Justice said that was the time for the 
prisoner to address to the court any observations 
which he might desire to make. 

The prisoner said—I have nothing to Bay to the 
jury, my lord, but to endorse all that has been al­
ready said by both my counsel. All I desire to say 
is, that I did not belong to any Chartist society. I 
pledgemy honorasainan.thatlneyerdid. Inever 
attended any of their meetings, nor was I connect­
ed with them in any shape or form. 

The Attorney Oeneral. Allow me to say, that I 
would not have stated that the prisoner had attend­
ed a Chartist meeting, had it not been that the po­
liceman mentioned that the speech attributed to 
him had l>een spoken at one. 

The Chief Justice. That was understood by the 
court. 

Tlie Solicitor General postponed his reply on the 
part of the crown until yesterday, and the court 
adjourned. 

On the following day, (Thursday,) the Solicitor 
General replied on the part of the crown. 

Chief Justice Dogherty « barged the jury, who af­
terwards retired to consider their verdict ; when 
Mr. Butt, Q. C., submitted to the court that the 
jury should have been told that they must be satis­
fied that the prisoner knew of. anil concurred in 
the general object attributed to Mr. O'Brien, before 
they could assume his guilt. The court, however, 
refused to call back the jury for^that purpose. Mr. 
Butt insisted with much firmness, and sat down, 
telling the bench that he it ft* I done his duty, and 
the court should do theirs. 

The jury, after being closeted for three hoars, re­
turned into court with a verdict of guilty. The 
prisoner bore the announcement with great firm­
ness. The jury have recommended him to the mer­
ciful consideration of the Crown. 

After Mr. McManus was removed, the court pro­
ceeded with the 

Trial of Mr. C'Donohue. 
After a jury had been sworn, and the formali­

ties adopted, as in the other cases, the Attorney 
General briefly stated the case. Towards the con­
clusion of his speech he observed that there being 
no evidence of any declaration by the prisoner of 
Iiis motives and intentions in joining the rebels, it 
might be argued by his counsel that his object was 
not revolutionary. He (the Attorney General) con­
tended that he, having joined the ranks of the rebel 
army, was equally guilty with the leaders,and must 
be supposed to have had the same objects in view, 
anil to have adopted their plans. 

Prisoner. It is right my lord, to say that I don't 
wish Jp escape upon the poor miserable pretext 
which the Attorney General would put into my 
mouth. 

Chief Justice Blackburne. You had better leave 
your case in the hands of your counsel. 

Mr. Meagher.—It is right to say, my lord, that it 
was not intended to put the defence of my client 
upon that ground. 

Prisoner. I will not escape upon such a misera­
ble pretext. 

Chief Justice. You have very able counsel, and I 
would adviso you to leave your case with them. 

Prisoner. I say I will not be made the miserable 
creature of, described by the Attorney General, the 
better to give him an opportunity of swaggering. 

A Hornel/ General. My Lord— 
Ciiief Justice. You had belter not mind the pri­

soner. 
Mr. Meagher advised his client to remain silent. 

The court then adjourned. 
Petition for Mercy to O'Brien. 

A most important meeting was held in DuSlin, 
on Thursday, for the purpose of promoting a feel­
ing in accordance with the recommendation of the 
jury, in the case of Mr. Smith O'Brien. The at­
tendance was numerous and respectable. Mr. 
Sharman Crawford, M. P., was called on to preside. 
A memorial to his Excellency, the Lord-Lieutenant, 
was agreed to. The following is a copy : 
" To His Eictllrncy Earl Clarendon, T.ord JÀmUnant 

and Gurimor-Qmerul of Ireland: 
"May it please yoor Excellency—We. the undersigned, 

consisting principally of inhabitants of llu bien and its vicin­
ity, address your Excellency as the representative in Irelrnd, 
of her most gracious Majtsty the Queen. We fully concur 
in 'he recommendation of tlie jory by whom William Smith 
O'Brien has been lound guilty, and wehumbly and earnest­
ly entreat the exercise of her Majesty's gracious prerogative 
of meroy in his favor." 

The following deputation to wait on his Excel­
lency the Lord-Lieutenant in furtherance of the 
object of that meeting was then appointed : Hon. 
Mr. Lawless, M. P., Colonel Dunne, W. Sharman 
Crawford, Alderman O'Brien, M. P., Francis Scul­
ly, M. p., James Houghton, and the Lord Mayor. 

At 4 o'clock the deputation returned. Mr. Craw­
ford announced that when he received the deputa­
tion, he (Mr. Crawford) explained that the reason 
of their having come so promptly was, that a re­
port had been mentioned at the meeting that a war­
rant had issued for the execution of Mr. O'Brien^ 
for which reason the meeting requested that the 
deputation should immediately wait on his Excel­
lency for the purpose of inquiring, first, whether 
there was any truth in that report with regard to 
the warrant, and secondly, whether his Excellency 
would be pleased to receive a deputation on a fu­
ture day to present the memorial after it had re­
ceived more extensive signatures. His Excellency, 
in reply, said, first he had no hesitation in stating 
that the report of any warrant having been sent 
down was entirely false and unfounded ; and, 
secondly, that he should be happy to receive the 
deputation to present the memorial a? soon as it 
was signed to the extent that was desired ; and 
when he should be informed of its being ready for 
presentation, he would himself name the time. 

The Cholera in England. 
Willmer & Smith's European Times, of the 14th 

instant, says : 
We regret to state that the scourge which, during 

the last few months, has desolated the eastern parts 
of Europe, spreading its ravages from Cairo to St. 
Petersburgh, and lingering within these few weeks 
at Hamburg, has at length, as anticipated, reached 
the shores of Great Britain. It is now officially de­
clared by the Registrar General that the Asiatic 
cholera has appeared in the metropolis, and well-
authenticated cases of the malady are reported from 
Sunderland, Shields, Hull and Edinburgh. 

The disease made it« appearance almost contem­
poraneously in Sunderland, and in the low lying dis­
tricts below London Bridge. In both places, the 
first cases were those of intemperate sailors, who 
came from Hamburg, and were attacked by the 
malady on the voyage. As regards Edinburgh, the 
origin of the disease is left in doubt. The official 
report of thellegiBtrar General in London reported 13 
cases up to Saturday last. 

In Edinburgh, up to the latest report, there had 
been 25 cases, 20 of which had proved fatal. Up to 
Wednesday, in the present week, the number of 
cases in London is alleged to be about 20, but a 
daily official report is not yet issued. The authori­
ties in all parts of the country seem to lie taking the 
most zealous precautions to counteract, prevent and 
remedy this dreadful malady, which we earnestly 
hope will make but a brief visit to our shores. 

Sanguinary and Successful Insurrection in Vienna 
—Flight of the Emperor—Murder of the Minister 
of War—The Diet En Permanence. 
Tlie German mail has brought tidings of another 

insurrection and revolution in Vienna, which has 
terminated like the first, in the defeat of the military 
and the flight of the Emperor. The signal for the 
present uprising was given by the attempt of the 
government or the War Minister to remove from the 
capital certain regiments which hail shewn sympa­
thy with the popular party. 

The [leople prevented the departure of these regi­
ments, which finally joined them, and for the first 
time in the revolutionary events of Germany, a body 
of soldiers were found on the side of insurrection. 
The Minister of War, Count Latour, has shared the 
fate of Count Lamberg and the two Zichys ; and 
Vienna was in the possession of the insurgents on 
the 7th. The honors that have been conferred on 
the Ban have been revoked, and it is now to be 
seep whether he will act up to his asserted inten­
tions—to replace the Emperor firmly on hia throne. 
His army is nearer Vienna than Pesth. 

Vienna, Oct. 7.—Two battalions of grenadiers 
had received marching orders for Hungary ; a por­
tion of the men refused to obey. They were, there­
fore, escorted by a regiment of cuirassier*. As 
they approached the bridges over the Danube, they 
were received by armed peasantry, who prevented 
them from proceeding further, fraternized with 
them, and commenced demolishing the bridges. 
The national guards arrived and sided with tlie 
military. The cuirassiers, who could not re cross 
the bridge, were obliged to retire. A fight soon 
ensued between the grenadiers, national guard and 
people, on the one side, and a battalion of fusiliers, 
of the Polish regiment of Nassau, on the other, 
supported by troops recently arrived from Prague. 
The struggle lasted till mid-day in the Leopold­
stadt, and then spread to the city, where a division 
of national guards fought against the students and 
the country people. 

Between the hours of 4 and 5 in the afternoon, 
the Ministry of War, which was only guarded by 
thirty men, was stormed and ransacked, and the 
Minister of War, Count Latour, murdered m the 
most barbarous manner by stab* in the body and 
blows of a sledge-hammer or axe on the head, and 
then hanged on a lamp-post in the court-yard. The 
arsenal was defended during the night by the mili­
tary and a body of the national guards, but fell into 
the hands of the people toward* morning, who im­
mediately armed themselves. A rejiort of cannon 
and musketry continued all yesterday and during 
the whole of tlie night ; the alarm-bells in the city 
and surrounding villages never ceased ringing. 

The murderers of the Count Latour declared that 
tbey would serve all those who shared his views in 
the same manner. The Ministry is dissolved ; the 
Minister of Justice is said to have fieen seized 
while endeavoring to leave the city, and is locked 
up in the Aula. The other Ministers, with tlie 
exception of Dobblhoff aud IIomboHtly have se­
creted themselves. 

All the milititry have left tlie city, and the fight­
ing has «eased. 

Diet declared itself in permanency, and a 
deputation was sent to the Kmperorat Schonbrunn, 
demanding a popular Ministry, and the revocation 
of the decree appointing the Ban Royal Commis-
sanr of Hungary. 

This morning at 8 o'clock, the whole imperial 
family left Schonbrunn, in the direction of Linz. 
All the troops on duty at Schonbrunn have followed 
them. The castle at Schonbrunn is unguarded. 

Various proclamations were issued during the 
day in the name of the Diet. 

Deputy Scherzer, by one, is appointed pro tempore 
Commander-in-Chief of the national guard. 

A second decree, signed by Franz Sraolka, Vice 
President of the Diet, announce* that measures 
had been taken to clear the town of the military, 
and to declare a general amnesty for all persons 
concerned in the insurrection. 

A u s T r. I A . 
" In Austria the terrible tragedy of war is being en­
acted with deadly effect. The Emperor of Austria 
lias thrown off the mask ; aud maddened with the 
murder of his brave lieutenant. Count Lamberg,who 
hail been sent to compose the differences between his 
own subjects, he has dissolved the Hungarian Diet ; 
has appointed anew Baron Jellachich, Commander­
in Chief of all tile armed troops in Hungary and the 
Allied Kingdoms, with despotic powers; and has 
placed Hungary under martial law. 

F R A N C K .  
Paris, Thursday < vetting.—The greatest agita­

tion has prevailed to-day respecting the ministerial 
crisis, and very various reports have been prevalent; 
one of the most generally received is, that the execu­
tive have asked M. Armand Marrast to take the 
leadership. We believe that these are only rumors, 
and are in hope that the best course that can hap-
[>en will happen, and that the present ministry will 
struggle on till the appointment of a President, 

It is thought that King Charles AJbert will avail 
himself of the catastrophe at Vienna to recommence 
the war in Italy. Several of the generals in garri­
son at Paris have been ordered to-day to join the 
army of the Alps. A report prevails late this after­
noon that a great number of the German cities ara 
in insurrection. These and similar rumors have 
however, little foundation better than conjecture. 

In the National Assembly, after the President had 
rectified the error in the numbers on the division 
yesterday, the discussion on the Constitution wast 
resumed. The Assembly adopted all the articles 
from the 4Gth to the 50l h, without any discussion of 
interest. Upon the ariicle which fixes the salary of 
the President, M. A. Thouret, proposed to reduce it 
to 400,000 francs. The left demanded an open vota 
by division, the majority a vote by ballot. The 
amendment, however, was negatived by a majority 
of 519 against 182. 

There lias been a slight disturbance at Florence, 
which, however, had been suppressed without dis­
order, by the firmness of the military and police. 

We learn that in the insurrection at Vienna 150 
were killed, whilst the wounded were 500 or 600 
in number.

DEATH OF DIXON H. LEWIS.—The N. Y. Ex­
press, of the 25lh ull;., gives the following account 
of the death of this distinguished gentleman : 
" Dixon II. Lewis, U. S. Senator from Alabama, 

died at noon to-day at the National Hotel, in this 
city. He arrived in New York two or three weeks 
since with his wife, and has been ill most of the 
time. Mr. Lewis ww elected to the Senate at tlie 
last session of the Legislature, for the term which 
expires in 1853, and had previously held a seat in 
that body under the Governor's appointment. He 
was Chairman of the Finance Committee in the 
Senate during the 29th Congress, and in that capa­
city reported the tariff of 1846, after it hail passed 
the House. He was an amiable and able mari, and 
shared largely the respect and confidence of those 
who knew him best. 

"A few days after his arrival, he was seized with 
a slight attack of inflammation on the chest, from 
which he partially recovered. A relapse then took 
place, ana he became quite sick, but not to excite 
any fears on the part of his family or friends, until 
Sunday and Monday, when his disease took an un­
favorable turn. Up to a few hours of his dissolu­
tion, however, a sudden change took place, and 
without any apparent pain he expired. Fortunately, 
Mrs. Lewis and his son, with several friends, were 
at his bed-side when the thread of life was severed. 
" We understand, that the Mayor has called the 

Common Council together to pay a proper respect 
to so distinguished a stranger. ' 

The Journal of Commerce says Mr. Lewis' dis­
ease was an affection of the kidneys. His age IH 

stated at 46 years. 

EMIGRANTS FOR. TEXAS.—A Dublin letter in the 
London Chronicle announces the approaching de­
parture of an emigrating body of a superior class 
for Texas, including " some persons in the rank of 

fentpr," one gentleman who has been a member of 
'arliament, three justices of the peace, persons 

heretofore connepted with mercantile arid banking 
establishments, and a number of well-to-do far­
mers. A clergyman of the established church will 
accompany the pirty, with the design to become 
their pastor in the new home to which they are 
going, where tlie lands intended to be occupied 
have already been purchased. This movement 
seems to attract some attention, as the beginning of 
a " breaking up " among the gentry and the middle 
class. 

EFFECT OF FRENCH ABOLITION.—Notice is 
given to all whom it may concern that, by virtue 
of a decree of the Government of the French Re­
public, dated April 27, abolishing slavery in French 
colonies, all slaves carried to said colonies, as sail­
ors or otherwise, will lie considered free wlien once 
on the soil, and their landing must therefore be at 
at the risk of their owners. 

-WEIGHTY CAUSE FOR A REBELLION.—The peo­
ple of Nehoul, India, lately rebelled against their 
King, and if the statement of the cause is correct, 
were 'abundantly justified in so doing, as it was evi­
dently with them a case of " neck or nothing." It 
seems that the king bad been ill, and the ranee pro­
mised that if he recovered she would sacrifice li 
lac (150,000) human heads in honor of her favorite 
deity. The king got I letter, and her highness at 
once proceeded to fulfil her vow. But the hundred 
and fifty thonsand heads not relishing the summary 
mode of proceeding proposed to be adopted, did 
their best to resist the execution of the decree.
