This day is a festival which is hald in honor of all the
the Salnts, [t was finst estabiished by the tyrant Phooas, in
o7, when he took powsssion of the Roman Fantheon,
which till then had remained in the hasds of the pagsss, and
been appropristed to the service of el the gods. AllSaints’
Dy is, thesefors, the lineal suocomor of Al the Gods' Loy,
and consecrated o Bt. Mary Ia Rotanda and all the blessed of
bothk sexes. as the heathen festival was consecrated 1o Cyhele,
the mother of all the gods. Mary is the Christina Crbele,
the Qoeen of Heaven, the Mother snd Bride of God, s re-
presentative of Natare, our common mother, Mary signifies
& lady, or the sia, which s the mother of diy land, the
womb of creation.

This festival was held by the Romant on the fist day of
May, snd the Christinns rotained the same day of celebra.
