H. Watson, now lie in Green-
mount Cemetery, without a record to notify the 
stranger whose dust the green sod covers, the mem­
bers of the Baltimore Battalion, which he com­
manded at the assault on Monterey, have started 
the project of erecting a suitable monument to his 
memory, to be placed over the grave. The Inde­
pendent Grays, one of our most spirited volunteer 
associations, have announced their approval of the 
measure, and appointed a committee to act with 
others. It is hoped that the other military associa­
tions of the city will also take speedy measures to 
forward the obje ct contemplated. Col. Watson was 
truly a Baltimore volunteer—a soldier at home, and 
a soldier on the far off battle-field, in an enemy's 
country. Accomplished and brave, he died a sol­
dier's death. Let a monument be raised to his 
memory.

SHIPWRECK AND Loss OF TEN LIVES.—The fol­
lowing to the New York papers, dated Boston, Oct. 
27th, gives a more particular account of the wreck 
mentioned by us a day or two since : 

Bark Carmelita, of Bangor, Captain Cole, from 
Fayal, 9th Sept., for Boston, with cargo, 1800 bar­
rels sperm oil, wines, etc., and 13 passengers, was 
abandoned at sea, 29th Sept, in a. sinking condi­
tion, having been boarded by a sea while scudding 
in a gale on the 23d, in lat. 36° 40'N., Ion. 53° 30' 
W., which swept the decks and broached the vessel 
to. She got before the wind again, leaking badly, 
soon became unmanageable, and broached a second 
time and capsized. 

Capt. Cole, two mates, five seamen, and four pas­
sengers, succeeded in regaining the vessel ; rrne 
passengers, three of them females, and one seaman, 
were drowned. About one hour after, the vessel 
righted. At daylight next morning, the vessel was 
a complete wreck, the sea making a clear breach 
fever her. Both mates totally disabled—crew wholly 
exhausted, and one passenger with a broken leg. 
They succeeded in cleaning the wreck of broken 
spars; they had a small quantity of beef and wine, 
on which they subsisted till the 29th, when they 
were taken off by the British bark Castries, Capt. 
Hinds, from St. Lucia, bound to Dublin. On the 
3d October, spoke Swedish brig Marie, Capt. Wai-
ltff, from Bordeaux, for New York, who took on 
board Capt. Cole, eight of the crew, and two pas­
sengers, leaving one passenger, Samuel Parsons, of 
Connecticut, with his leg broken, and two seamen 
on board the Castries. 

Oct. 18th, lat. 42° 20', Ion. 50° 32', fell in with 
bark Velocity, Capt. Atkins, from Liverpool for 
Alexandria, Va., who received on board Capt. Cole, 
his first mate and two men, leaving on board the 
Marie, the second mate, two passengers, and two 
seamen. Capt. C., hi* first mate, and one man, 
landed at Chatham, from the Velocity, yesterday, 
and arrived in this city. 

The following are the names of those drowned : 
Charles McDonald, of Philadelphia ; George Chase, 
John Jacent, of Nantucket ; John Santos, of Wes­
tern Islands ; Manuel Enos, do.; Manuel and wife, 
do.; Mary , who came on board at Fayal with 
John Jacent; Maria, a child, 11 years old, taken 
on board at Fayal, by Capt. Cole ; James Clark, 
seaman, of Maine. 

THE HUDSON RIVER RAILROAD.—The Pough-
keepsie Eagle gives the following account of the 
progress of this great work : 

The new contractors have commenced work upon 
the 51st or upper section of the Hudson River Rail­
road, which passes through this village, with a far 
more powerful force than has yet been engaged, 
and are driving ahead in fine style. All the sec­
tions below are now progressing rapidly, and as 
soon as the right of way is obtained for less than one 
mile, the cum pan y will have possession oi the entire 
line to New York, and every part of each section 
going ahead rapidly to a completion. No part of 
the road will be put in operation this fall, on 
account of the deep cut through Fort Washington 
Point near New York, and the great amount of 
labor required there. But by spring it will be nearly 
complete to Fishkill Landing, and in May the cars 
will come up to Peekskill. Before the 1st of July 
they will reach Fishkill Landing, and we have posi­
tive assurances that they will reach this place be­
fore the close of that month. When they come 
hers, we calculate the business will pay the interest 
on the cost of the road below. In the spring the 
route is also to be put under contract to Hudson, 
and the cars ought to reach that place by the close 
of next season. Perhaps they will. 

LAKE COCHITUATE WATER WORKS. — Lake 
Cochituate, the waters of which now glide by in­
numerable conduits through the city of Boston, is 
part of a body of water known as Long Pond, 
lying in the towns of Natick, Waland and Fra-
mingham, about twenty miles from the city. The 
lake covers an area of 659 acres, and drains a sur­
face of 11,400 acres. In some places it is 70 to 80 
feet in depth. The works have been two years and 
three months in the course of construction. The 
expense was originally calculated at about $1,600,-
000. Drafts for the work have thus far exceeded 
$3,000,000, and further expense will doubtless be 
incurred. 

MORE TROUBLE IN WALL STREET.—A secret 
interview was held on the 27th ult., says the New 
York Herald, in the private or " star chamber," at 
the police office, between the magistrate and two 
influential brokers of Wall street, respecting cer­
tain forged paper now afloat in that vicinity, said 
to be a very large amount. The exact sum we are 
unable to state ; but, from what we learn at present, 
we should say about $20,000. It may possibly ex­
tend to near double that amount. If the develop­
ments are made as it is supposed they will be, 
several men of heretofore respectability will be in­
volved in this financiering operation. 

ROTTEN BUSINESS SYSTEM.—The N. Y. Herald 
says : " There are at this moment in this city hun­
dreds of houses which are daily in the habit of 
paying at the rate of 12, 18 and 24 per cent, per 
annum for money to meet their daily payments, 
to sustain a credit based upon nothing—to sustain 
their position in the commercial community at the 
expense of their creditors. Thousands of dollars 
are in this way daily paid into the hand« of the 
note-shavers which should have gone into the hands 
of their creditors ; and bankruptcy exists, but it is 
disguised, sometimes for years, before it becomes 
known to those most interested." 

OT" The rumors of forgeries in New York arose 
from the discovery of two notes forged by the 
party who recently absconded from Lowell. He 
disposed of them in New York at the enormous 
shave of 2 per cent, a month. The loss—about 
$3000—falls upon parties who charge excessive 
rates of discount. 

0T" An important decision was made by the 
Court of Errors in New York on the 27th ult. The 
suits against the Mayor and Corporation of New 
York for blowing up houses in the great fire of 
1835, were finally decided against the city, thus 
reversing the decision of the Court below. There 
are thirty-three suits, all of which are to be settled 
by this decision. 

AN INDIAN LECTURER.—The Norfolk Beacon 
says the " Indian orator," Kah-ge-ga-gah-bowh, 
was to lecture at the Norfolk Academy on the 31st 
ult., on the subject of the Origin, History and 
Tradition of the North American Indians. 

GIN HOUSE BURNT.—The Albany (Ga.) Cou­
rier eays the gin house belonging to Mr. William 
Hampton, living near that place, containing about 
70,000 pounds of cotton, took fire from the friction 
of the gin and burnt down, consuming, of course, 
most of the cotton. We understood, however, that 
seven or eight bales will be saved. 

AN IMPOSTOR.—The New Haven Courier gives 
a long account of the tricks of an impostor who is 
traversing the country, and under pretence of be­
ing a student in Yale College, he quarters himself 
on families who have friends in college, and under 
the plea of having unfortunately lost his purse, bor­
rows money or gets drafts accepted, for the pay­
ment of which the parties are left to whistle. He 
passes under various names, as Campbell, McMinn 
McMahan, and others. "• This," says the Norfolk 
Beacon, "ia most probably the individual who 
was here last summer, and aftewaids had to quit 
the White Sulphur Springs on a short notice." 

MINESOTA.—The inhabitants of Minesota have 
held a convention, at which sixty-one delegates 
were in attendance for the purpose of memorial-
ilizing Congress to give them a Territorial Govern­
ment. H. H. Sibley was selected as a deîtgate to 
visit Washington City, and urge their views. Re­
solutions were passed thanking R. H. Cheeger, for 
his exertions at Washington in their behalf. 

SEVERE SENTENCE.—Kroth.convictedat Brook­
lyn, N. Y., of an attempt to kill Mr. and M: s. BE-
ham, has been sentenced to 17 yean and 6 months 
in the penitentiary. 

EMIGRANT FRAUDS.—'p>e western papers tare 
frequent notices of frauds upon emigrants, of the 
most shameless description. In a late number of 
the Buffalo Advertiser we find the following : "We 
were called upon this morning by a widow,with four 
children, who have been left here |ienniless and 
friendless, through the imposition of one of these 
emigrant contractors. She had the following ticket, 
for which she paid twenty-five dollars, with the 
assurance that she would reach the place of her 
destination in nine days .from the time of leaving 
Albany : ROBERT L. NOYES.

Thus she has been swindled out 
of her money, and been left destitute to the charity 
of strangers." 

INFAMOUS PRACTICES—A Doctor in Trouble.— 
Preliminary investigations were held in New York 
on Saturday, the 23th ult., in a rather mysterious 
and infamous case, in which a Dr. Cheetbam, of 
that city, is charged with causing the death of a 
Miss Sarah E. Collins, either by design or culpable 
mismanagement, she being at the time in an ad­
vanced state of pregrtancy, suffering with other dis­
ease also, and attended professionally by Cheetham. 
After her decease Cheetham wrote several letters to 
a young man named Turner, residing in Newark, 
N. J., threatening him with exposure in connection 
with Miss Collins, if he did not call on him and 
pay a large bill due him for professional services to 
the lady. Turner, it appears, allowed himself to 
be represented as the lady's husband at the time of 
the doctor's attendance upon her, though T. says 
his interest in her behalf was simply from her being 
his cousin. Turner's father wishes the case fully 
investigated, and has had Cheetham arrested. 

CARRIER PIGEON.—A letter from the Boston 
Journal's Norwich (Conn.) correspondent says that 
a carrier pigeon was found in that city on the morn­
ing of the 28th, having a paper attached with the 
following inscription :

sin, Pennsylvania and Missouri. In sixteen States 
full electoral tickets have been nominated, and in 
five a Gerritt Smith or liberty ticket. In Maine, 
Connecticut, Rhode Island and Vermont the elec­
toral ticket which receives the greatest number of 
votes will be successful. In Massachusetts and New 
Hampshire there must be a majority over all, or the 
State Legislature will make a choice. In most of 
the States the highest number of votes secures the 
success of the electoral ticket. In South Carolina 
the old Legislature makes choice of electors, or 
rather casts the electoral vote of the State.—New 
York Express.
