WHEREAS, The failure to appropriate specifically the 
fund provided by law for the Munpoit of tue Free Pub-

h lie Schools ot this State must exert,

• prejudicial influence on the great

teres!•> ui liumauity; and whereas, the importance of the 
matter, in this view of it, appears to call for the consideration 
ol the Legislature at a period earlier than that of its next 
regularse»»ion in January, 1850, and to form an extraordinary 
occasion, such as. in myjudgmenl, renders necessary the con­
vention of the two Houses as soon as may be practicable; 1 
do, therefore, by this, my proclamation, convene the two 
Houses of the Legislature, to meet at the State house m the 
city of NewOrleans on the First Monday in December next 
being the fourth day of said month, and I require the respect­
