the movement is going forward without any fixed
oliject in view, directed by no particular theory,
but merely animated by a hatred for existing insti-
tutions, and a desire for their destruction. In Ger-
many, in particular, the revolation seems to be of
this character. There the peopls, as yet, under.
stand little of the sclence of social organization ;
but merely feel the evils under which they Inbor,
and which result from the present system., They
have formed no plans—they bave no theories—
but sesm impelied by a vaguo and resistless desire
to puil down and destroy without knowing what
kind of & structure they are going to erect upon the
ruins of the prostmte edifice. From this state of
things there is no knowing what may result, but it
in cortain that from the universal confusion some
change must be produced, and where only evil is
destroyed there is at least soma chanes of good
taking its pince. This, we bolieve, is what the
German reformers desire. Their present sim is
only 10 freo themselves from the corrupt and time-
worn institutions which oppress ther, and then Jet
things take thelr course, adopting only such re-
forms &s may be suggested by the people.

In France, where for many yeam the most en-
lightened philosophers of the nation have bestowed
their attention upan the problem of social organi-
zation, the people have udopted parficular theo-
ries which they desire to ses placed in peactical
operation. These theories are bused upon different
principles, and, therefore, are widely diflerent
in their natures. In fact, the two principal sects
of sovialists are diametrically opposed 10 each
other in the bases of the systems they wish to estab-
lish, althongh they buth attack the present unequal
distribution of property, and both, we belisve, pro-
fess to ba opposed to the purely commercinl spirit
of civilizntion. The people of France are possess.
