From our Correspondent. 
Galveston—Gen. Twiggs and His Movements—Im­

migration—Politics, etc. etc. 
GALVESTON, Texas, Nov. 5, 1848. 

Eds. Crescent—Y on have heard of Galveston ? And 
your readers? Or, shall I, afler the manner of modern 
tourists and book-makeis, who "every year and month 
send forth a new one," descriptive of those hitherto unez-
plored countries—England, and France and Italy—inform 
you that Galveston is situated on an island of the same 
name, which latter is upon the great Mexican Gulf? The 
curious, in geography, may now study the map for further 
information. 

We arrived on the morning of the 1st inst., after a pleasant 
passage in the Portland. Gen. Twiggs was received with 
the proper salute fired from the ordnance depot, and was 
immediately called upon by hundreds of the citizens. All in 
this portion of Texas seem highly satisfied with his assign­
ment to the command of this Department (No. 8.) They 
have the impression that his presence and energy will give 
security to the frontier, whose quiet has been so seriously 
threatened within a few days. In testimony of their appre-
cfttion of his services in the Mexican war, and their gratifi. 
cation at his arrival among them, the citizens yesterday ten­
dered him a public dinner, which he declined in a neat and 
modest note. It is his intention to proceed immediately on 
the arrival of the dragoons, hourly expected from Pasca-
goula, to San Antonio via Austin and other points of the 
western frontier, to inspect his Department, and to establish 
posts for the troops—both infantry and dragoons. His Head­
quarters, it is understood, will henceforth be in this city. 

It is gratifying to learn, through that remarkable man, 
Ben McCulloch, who seems to penetrate the thoughts of 
both Mexican and Indian, and like Natty Bumpo, " sar-
curifvent " their wicked designs, that the late disturbances 
in the neighborhood of San Antonio are not likely to con­
tinue. It appears that a party of Rangers, about to be dis-
banded, made an incursion into an Indian camp, committed 
violence even to bloodshed, under the mistaken belief that 
the tribe had stolen their horses. The late murders are re­
garded as the natural result among a people with whom 
lex talionis is supreme. It is thought the presence of troops 
at San Antonio will secure future quiet. 

I would not say a word in disparagement of this goodly 
metropolis of the Lone Star ; yet, I but repeat wbat every 
man here affirms daily, and what is confirmed by the most 
careleis observation, that business has gone to de 'ay. There 
appears no activity, and the houses and shops begging for 
tenants on almost any terms, are numberless. Though there 

a desponding tone among the business men, 1 cannot but 
believe that Galveston ha* seen her darkest hour, and is des­
tined soon to outstrip all former prosperity Whatever her 
enemies may stereotype, as they have done almost every 
slander against Texas, she must inevitably become—and 
that, too. with a rapidity scarcely paralleled in our own his­
tory—a great, wealthy and prosperous State. Yesterday I 
observed a large numbei of Germans, just arrived, with bag­
gage enough to fit out a colony, and I doubt not, money 
enough in good hard change to buy the land of a whole 
county. They come thus in crowds, both direct from Eu­
rope and through our ports. These are the imports we most 
need. * * * They bring wealth into the country ; 
they dig more out of the bowels of the earth ; they are not 
drones or idlers ; they seek not to live on the toil of others ; 
they are producers, and if we are wise thef will be joyfully 
welcomed to our shores. 

Before my arrival, I had supposed there was but one side 
politically, in Texas. This indicated a mistaken notion of 
the state of feeling hereabouts. In this city I find that there 
is really to be a contest, as the friends of Gen. Taylor are 
zealous. To-night, mass meetings of both parties are called, 
at which the orator will tell us and " prove to the satisfac­
tion of every reasonable man " that our glorious institutions 
will be prostrated, and the country totally ruined and deso­
lated if the man whom the orator aforesaid opposes, should 
be elected. Indeed, having'read with some care the leading 
papers on both sides during this campaign, my heart has 
sunk within me at the mournful sight of my suffering and 
bleeding country. Take your own leading opposition prints : 
both are edited by far-seeing politicians and profound states­
men—Solomons in wisdom—whose prophetic vision cannot 
be obscured ; each knows what he asserts—there is no quali­
fication. How then can we hope that our country is to es-
cape the overwhelming calamity to be brought upon it on 
Tuesday next, by the election of either Lewis Cass or Zach-
ary Tayloi ? Alas ! alas ! that tlie beautiful fabric should be 
endangered, if not shattered and broken every four years. 
But 1 will cease this strain, into which I have been tempted 
by the exaggerated and ridiculous language employed by 
peakers and writers m the progress of a political campaign. 

The duty to be performed two days hence by every citizen, 
is indeed a solemn one. The performance of this duty by 
3,000,000 freemen—sovereigns—who in their right to think 
and act and vote, according to the dictates of an enlightened 
conscience, the mightiest earthly potentate may not control, 
will be as sublime as the duty is sacred. For I hold it the 
duty of every good Citizen to entertsin, and at the proper 
time express at the polls, certain opinions or preferences on 
political subjects. The absolute neutral—the man, for exam­
ple, who at tliis moment has no choice between Cass and 
Taylor, is, in the humble opinion of this humblest of writers, 
hardly worthy to continue in the enjoyment of the sacred 
privilege of citizenship he so wickedly neglects to exercise. 
He is an anomaly—he is the original now as in all time, of 
Swift's picture of the " no-party man,"—and though I am 
a little ultra in my notions of free thought and free speech, 
I have little consideration for no thought and no speech. 

One word more and I close this stupid epistle. However 
we may differ about the effect of measures, we have the con­
solation to know that in the brief period of four years no 
man or party can control the destinies of this country or re­
tard her onward and upward career. The constitution 
affords us every safeguard. The President, the Judge, the 
Legislator, the Cabinet officer, are citizens like the least of 
us, and are accountable to us for the rectitude of their con­
duct. Let us do ear duty—be watchful of our public ser­
vants. It is not from them, but ourselve», that we have to 
apprehend the real danger. RAMBLER.

Latest European Intelligence. 
FURTHER NEWS BY THE HIBERNIA. 

I R E L A N D .  
A memorial in favor of extending the royal cle­

mency to Smith O'Brien, signed by 25,300 people 
in Dublin and its suburbs, was presented to the 
Lord Lieutenant on the 16th October. Iiis answer 
was equivocal, but we need not give it, as we now 
know the result of the application. 

Tlie Orangemen also petitioned for his life and 
urged clemency in very strong terms. We have 
room only for the following extracts : 

3. That the feeling is very general among all 
classes of Protestants that several Roman Catholic 
priests and bishops, whose names we believe to be 
well known to the Government, were leaders of the 
disaffected party, and that these men have not been 

f>rosecuted by the authorities, while Smith O'Brien 
las been singled out, and the strongest measures 

adopted to bring him to justice. 
4. That we have reason to believe from the former 

conduct, character and station in life of Wm. Smith 
O'Brien, that he was actuated by motives very dif­
ferent from those who havejheretofore traded upon 
agitation for their own sordid purposes ; and that 
deeply impressed as we believe him to have been 
with the unfortunate position in which tliis other­
wise favored country has been placed by misgov-
ernment, he allowed himself, in a moment of ex­
treme excitement, to be urged on and encouraged 
by a party of men, who, although more criminal 
than himself, but possessed of less honesty of pur­
pose, have been permitted to escap3 the just pun 
ishraent which we conceive they merited. 

6. That notwithstanding the great guilt of the 
prisoner, (and we have no desire to underrate it,) 
there are redeeming qualities in the man which 
command respect ; for instance, his desire to keep 
a'l persons free from the consequence of his own 
acts, 1ÛB deep sense of personal honor, and his 
anxious endeavor to restrain from pillage and vio 
lence those persons over whom he had influence. 

V.scape of O'Mahony.—lt is said that Mr. O'Ma-
hony, the rebel leader, escaped from Boumahon, 
county of Waterford, on Wednesday, the 18th ult., 
and that he effected his escape by means of one of 
the vessels employed in taking away the produce 
of the copper mines in the neighborhood. 

Attempted Escape.—On Monday, the 10th i>'t., 
about 12 o'clock, the governor of Newgata prison, 
John Smith, Esq., in consequence of private infor­
mation which he received, accompanied by Mr. 
Bell, the registrar, John Carter, turnkey, and con­
stable B 42, John Daragh, proceeded to the room 
which has been occupied by Mr. Gavan Duffy since 
his arrest, and found there a valise. On its being 
opened Carter found it to contain a well-constructed 
rope ladder, and in the top compartment a new 
rope, all about forty feet in length. These articles 
were taken away, and three of the prisoneia, 
Messrs. Duffy, Doherty and Williams, were re­
moved to the criminal side of the prison, where ad­
ditional precautions have been taken to prevent 
their escape. The room occupied by Mr. Duffy 
looked into Green street, and the window onens 
into the street for the purpose of ventilation. This 
room had been previously allotted for the use of 
debtors. There was nothing of the kind found in 
the apartments of the other prisoners. 

The Prisoners. — The city calendar contains the 
following names, from which it will be observed 
that Mr. Gavan Duffy is to be tried for felony, and 
not for high treason : 
" Charles Gavan Duffy, aged thirty-two, felony, 

by publishing the Nation ; Richard Dalton Will­
iams, twenty-seven, felony, by publishing the 
Irish Tribune ; Kevin Izod O'Doherty, twenty-
four, felony, by publishing the Irish Tribune." 

Yesterday the Board of Superintendence of New­
gate met, and issued an order prohibiting all inter­
course with those prisoners, with the exception of 
their nearest female relatives. 

Mr. John Lawless, one of the State prisoners, 
was yesterday removed from Newgate, to give evi­
dence at Clonmel on behalf of Mr. Meagher. 

The Writ of Error.—The Freeman's Journal, 
alluding to the writ of error, contains the follow­
ing : " We have already informed our readers that 
the necessary certificate preliminary to the issue of 
a writ of error was lodged on behalf of Smith 
O'Brien. A certificate has been filed on which to 
ground the writ of error in the case of T. B. Mc-
Manue, Esq." 

F R A N C E .  
The New yiinistry.—At the sitting of the Assem­

bly on the 16th, the debate was commenced by M. 
Dnfaure, who demanded the sum of 1C0,000 francs, 
as a supplementary grant of secret-service money, 
and who, under the guise of an exposr des motifs 
for that demand, read a programme of the princi­
ples and plans of the Ministry. A very strong de­
bate ensued, in the course of which some of the 
principal members, both of the Government and 
the opposition, spoke, bul ultimately the Govern­
ment ctyried the day. The 100,000 francs of se­
cret-service money was granted, on a division, by 
a majority of 570 votes to 155, which leaves the 
Government a majority of 415 votes. From this it 
appears that consideiably more than one-half the 
whole Assembly supports the Government. 

The Moniteur publishes the list of members who 
voted for and against the new Ministry in the di­
vision. as well as the names of those who were ab­
sent or declined voting ; and the result shows that, 
large as the majority in fav*r of the Government 
was, it did not poll its last man. The ten members 
of the Cabinet (including Gen. Cavaignac) declined 
voting. M. de Lamartine was absent by permis­
sion of the Assembly, and on his private affairs. 
Several members of the Provisional and Execu­
tive Governments, who were present, declined 
voting. Count Molé was absent, or at all events 
did not vote. The three Bonapartes declined to 
vote ; but their cousin, Lucien Murat, voted for 
Government. MM. Thiers and Odillon Barrot vo­
ted for the Government, as did also MM. Beth-
mont, Carnot and Trelat, who were Ministers un­
der the Provisional Government ; and M. Armand 
Manast, the President of the National Assembly. 
Among the Montagnards who voted against the 
Government are two memliers only of the Provis­
ional Government, MM. Ledru Rollin and Flocon. 
M. Etienne Arago, the Director of the Post-office, 
voted against the Government—a vote which, it is 
to be supposed, will cost, him his place. M. Du-
coux, the ex-Prefect of Police, as a matter of 
course, is BISO in the majority ; and so is M. Cle­
ment Thomas. 

Prefect of Police.—Gen. Cavaignac has complied 
with M. Ducoux's request to give him a successor. 
The Moniteur announces that M. Gervais (de Caen) 
has been appointed Prefect of Police. lie was a 
co-laborer with M. Marrast in the Tribune news-
taper, and Iiis fellow prisoner in the prison of St. 
relagie, during a six months residence in that local­
ity for a libel on the Government 

M. Duconx, the ex-Prefect, has openly declared 
that, knowing the state of Paris, he can affirm that 
the Communists are stronger than they are sup­
posed to be, and that whenever the insurrection 
shall break out, he is himself ready to join the in­
surgents to overturn a Government which itself de­
sires to overturn the Republic. 

At the " rennions" ol the Montagnards the cry of 
alarm is everywhere heard, and menaces are openly 
uttered against what they call the reactionary Go­
vernment, which they declare intends to smother 
the revolution. Gen. Cavaignac is charged with 
using the moderate party to help him to the Presi­
dency, having attained which, he will grasp at an 
arbitrary power. 

A democratic banquet was held at Montpelier a 
few days since, at which the most execrable doc­
trines were promulgated. When concluded, the 
assistants paraded the streets, singing the Carmag­
nole and Cairo, and shouting " Down with the Ar­
istocrats," " Vive Barbés," " Vive Ras pail" " Vive 
Robespierre," " Vive L'Enfer." 

Tlie annual printers and compositors'dinner took 
place on the 15th, at the barrier of Sevres. About 
nine hundred persons were present, and a place was 
kept vacant for Louis Blanc, who had attended 
these dinners on former occasions. Several Repre­
sentatives of the people, who had been connected 
with the printing business, as well as a number of 
delegates from all the trades, were present. M. 
Corbin, Vice President of the National Assembly, 
proposed as a toast, " Success to completers and 
printers." He concluded an address which he ut­
tered on the occasion with the word*, " \ toe la Re-

publique Democratitfue ?" " El Sociale," said a 
voice, " Et Sociale" was heard on all sides. " I do 
not think it necessary to employ a pleonism," said 
the honorable gentleman, " as I cannot comprehend 
a republic being democratic without beiug social." 
These words were much applauded. 

It is now said to be generally understood that the 
Princess of the house of Orleans renounces all pre­
tensions to the throne of France, even if the mon­
archy should be reestablished in favor of the Duke 
of Bordeaux. 

As yet Prince Louis Napoleon has decidedly the 
best chance for the Presidency. The legitimists 
would vote for him from hatred to the Republic, 
and many of the Socialists would give him their 
vote in expectation that he would be induced to 
favor that party. 

Tlie decree of banishment against the Bonaparte 
family has been abrogated. 

A new circular of the Minister of the Interior to 
the Prefects repeats previous instructions with res­
pect to the measures ordered to prevent workmen 
without employ from coming to Paris. In conse­
quence of the non-execution of those measures, a 
multitude of persons without resources have flocked 
to the capital, thereby adding to the elements ofdis-
order which exist. The Prefects are directed to 
cause all individuals without papers, vagabonds, 
etc., proceeding towards Paris to return, and no 
workmen to be allowed to come unless they posi 
lively prove that they are certain to obtain well-
paid work in the capital(. 

Eight hundred colonists left Paris on the 15th for 
Algeria. They departed amidBt the cheers of thou­
sands. Two bodies of colonists are to leave each 
week. 

Abd-el-Kaker lias lost another of his children, a 
little srirl, two years old, who died on the 15th inst. 
Abd-el-Kader will remain another month at Pau, as 
the preparations for his removal to Amboise cannot 
be finished in less time. 

It was currently rumored that the municipal com­
mission of Paris, intended to offer a grand f£te to 
those National Guards of the departments who had 
repaired to the capital in June last, to preserve so­
cial order ; and that a formal invitation would be 
addressed to the Lord Mayor and Aldermen of Lon­
don, as an acknowledgment of the hospitable recep­
tion experienced in that city by the National Guards 
who lately visited it. 

It appears that since the announcement of the 
late events at Vienna, orders have been given by 
the Government to concentrate, on the Rhenish 
frontier, forces and munitions of war to meet every 
eventuality. One hundred tons weight of powder 
nave been sent to Metz, and thirteen tons to Stras 
bourg. 

Laier from France. 
The postcript to the European Times contain the 

following : 
PARIS, Thursday Evening, Oct.. 19.—In the As­

sembly, to-day, M. Bouvet wished to interpellate 
the new ministry as to the foreign relations of the 
country, but was stopped by exclamations from all 
parts of the Assembly. _ M. Bastide said that no 
change had taken place in the foreign policy, as he 
still continued Minister of Foreign Affairs. He op­
posed any day being fixed for such interpellations, 
as it might be very dangerous just now to enter on 
such a discussion. The Assembly then passed to 
the order of the day. M. Goudchaux asked that 
to-morrow night be fixed to present several projects 
of law, amongst others, on the income tax, the tax 
on salt, on successions, and on indemnity to the 
colonies ; but on some observations of M. Dupin, 
they were deferred till afler the debate on the con­
stitution shall be terminated, which would be either 
to-hiorrow or Saturday. M. Pascal Duprat pro­
nounced a long address on the excess of centraliza­
tion. He was not, he said, a Girondin, but he 
thought that local powers should be increased. The 
result of the vote for President, which took place to­
day, was then declared, by which it appeared that 
M. Marrast was re-elected by 485 votes, being a 
very considerable majority over the other candi­
dates, M. Senard, M. Lacrosse, and M. Bac, the 
largest number of votes given for either of the latter 
being seventy-two. M. Aylies, the reporter of the 
Committee of the State of Siege, presented the re­
port, which stated that the President of the Coun­
cil, the Minister of the Interior, of Justice, and of 
War, having spontaneously and plainly declared to 
the commission that, in their decided opinions, the 
state of siege might be raised, not only for the pre­
sent, but the future, the state of the country allowed 
the discontinuance of this measure. The moment 
was favorable and opportune, and, consequently, 
the commission propoised a decree abrogating that 
which declared Paris in a state of siege. This de­
cree was immediately adopted almost unanimously. 

M. Flocon, Sr., has been re-appointed Superin­
tendent of Telegraphs at Paris. It will be remem­
bered that he held this important office in June last, 
when strange things were said about the suppression 
of important telegraphic dispatches. 

N O R T H E R N  I T A L T .  
Tlie Opinione, of Turin, of the 9th of October, 

states from Alexandria, 8th inst., that the warlike 
preparations are proceeding with more alacrity than 

r. The fortifications are nearly completed. At 
Turin, on the 9th, a grand review of the National 
Guard was held, when the King was greeted with 
long cries of " Death to the Austrians ! Long live 
Charles Albert, King of Upper Italy !" 

The Austrian army, under Radeizky, at present 
consists of 130,000 men, of whorft 100,000 are ready 
to take the field. The effective force of the Pied-
montese army, at present, does not much exceed 
40,000 men, 20,000 of which are under the com­
mand of the Duke of Savoy. Tlie field artillery of 
Radetzky amounts to 200 guns ; that of Charles Al­
bert to only 40. 

Charles Albert has notified to the French and 
English Governments, his intentions of resuming 
hostilities forthwith, in case the mediation does not 
produce immediate results. He has received very 
cold replies from both governments, sufficiently so 

cause him to hesitate before again assuming 
the offensive. 

La Concordia, of Turin, of the 11th, contains an 
account of the first sitting of the Federal Congress 
of Italy, at which Andrea Romeo Vincent, Gioberti 
and Terenzio Maniani were elected Presidents 
amidst enthusiastic applause. 

On the name of Romeo being hailed with cries of 
Viva Romeo !" he responded, " Viva Italia !" 

Perez (of Palermo) and Lucien Bonaparte were 
named Vice Presidents. A speech of Maniani, in 
which he said : " War is our diplomacy—war our 
only means of safety !" was applauded to the echo. 

The Corner Livornese says : " On the 8th inst., 
in the public square, Montanelli promised a Con­
stituent Assembly to Leghorn. He was frequently 
interrupted in his address by cries of " Down with 
the Ministry !" " Long live Guerazziand Monta­
nelli !" The people had decided to march on Flo­
rence if the ministry was not changed. Three days 
were allowed to make this change. Montanelli 
promised to present the demand of the people to the 
Grand Duke." 

Later and Important.—The postscript to Will-
mer and Smith contains the following : 

The Corriere Mercantile, of Genoa, of the 14th 
inst. says : The news from Vienna has acted like a 
thunderbolt upon Radetzky and his army. The 
troops are aware of their awkward position, in not 
knowing to what power they now belong. The 
same paper adds, from Turin, that the last impor­
tant news from Vienna haB given an immense ad­
vantage of strength to the war party, and that the 
resumption of hostilities may be hourly expected. 

Piedmontese troops have, it is said, received or­
ders to lie in readiness for the field by the lfUh. 
Lorenzo Pareto has been named general of the Na­
tional Guard. Gen. Durando has been ordered to 
proceed to Turin without delay. 

The rumor is reported in Paris, that Charles Al­
bert does not intend to renew the armistice, but 
will commence hostilities on the 22d. 

Letters from Milan of the 12th, mention a con­
flict which has taken place between the Hunga­
rians and Croats in that city. Four hundred Hun­
garians had deserted from Milan, and uere pro­
ceeding towards Switzerland. Gen. Oudinot had 
left Milan. 

The Florence Gazette of the 13th, announces the 
resignation of the Capponi Ministty, which lias 
been accepted by the Grand Duke. Tliis news 
was immediately posted up at Leghorn by Gen. 
Montanelli and caused immense agitation. At 10 
A. M., of lite 13th, a demonstration was preparing 
there in favor of a Montanelli Guerazo Ministry, 
and the convocation of an Italian Constituent As­
sembly. 

The journals of Genoa announce that letters had 
been received from Venice to the 10th, with intel­
ligence that the blockade of that city had been 
raised. I he Florence papers quote letters from the 
same city, which say that an insurrection hail ta-
ken place, and that a republic had been proclaimed 
at Trieste. 

A report that a republic had been proclaimed at 
Trieste was prevalent at the Paris Bourse, but as it 
was stated to have come through Florence, it was 
not generally credited. 

The Bologna Gazette states that passengers had 
arrived at Venice from Trieste, wearing tri-color 
scarfs.

It appears certain that Cabrera has succeeded in 
establishing ramifications and opening communica­
tions with the Carlists of Navarre. Gen. Cabrera 
had addressed to Gen. Elio the most pressing exhor­
tations to raise the standard of revolt, and that with 
the least possible delay. With this view he has 
promised to place at his disposal the half of the cre­
dit of twelve millions of reals, which he has recently 
obtained. Gen. Elio has replied to Cabrera that 
his fixed intention is to penetrate into Navarre with 
the forces at his disposal, and that before the lap«e 
of a fortnight," his determination, which is un­
changeable, will ceriainly be put in execution. 
On the other hand, the report is current, and ob­
tains more and more belief every day in Navarre, 
that the Progressistas are associating with the Car-
lists to assist this movement, which will soon be­
come most extensive. There can be IJO doubt that 
Bayonne and its neighborhood are inundated with 
Spanish refugees, and especially with members of 
the Progressiste party. The leaders of the Pro­
gressistes, however, deny the alliance with the Car-
lists. They have even done so publicly in the 
journals of the place. Another thing certain is, 
that the Carlists and Progressistas cannot remain 
long assembled together, as they are at presen», on 
one frontier. The Government cannot permit it, 
and they must, therefore, in a short time either en­
ter Spain at once or disperse. 

I he Madrid Gazette of the 12th publishes a dis­
patch from Gen. Cordova, announcing that twenty-
seven Carlists had surrendered ; thht much rivalry 
existed among the chiefs, and that the republican 
band had dispersed. In Arragon the Queen's 
troops had obtained a slight advantage over the in­
surgents. Cabrera had notified to the authorities 
of Barcelona, that if any of the conspirators then on 
trial were put to death, he would retaliate on the 
eighty prisoners taken in the engagement of Coll de 
David. 

The Very Latest Hews by the Hibernia.

I R E L A N D .  

LIVERPOOL, Saturday, Oct. 21—l\ial of Mea­
gher.—An extraordinary express from Dublin has 
just this instant (half-past 1 o'clock) reached the 
wharf, with business letters, reports, etc., from opr 
Irish reporters and correspondents. 

The State trials at Clonmel proceed very slowly. 
The case of Meagher has occupied the whole week, 
and cannot, it is said, go to the jury before a late 
hour this Saturday night. The only chance the 
Attorney General has of convicting the prisoner is 
by making him responsible for the acts of Mr. 
O'Brien. This, although a dangerous doctrine, is 
held by some to lie law! undoubtedly it is not 
justice ! 

Whiteside, at the date of our last letter from 
Clonmel, has opened up the defence, and in a truly 
masterly style exposed the hollow case made out 
against his client. Yesterday he was to finish his 
address to the jury, when witnesses for the defence 
will be called. Mr. Butt will then sum up, after 
which Meagher will have an opportunity of ad­
dressing the court. If he does so, a long and bril­
liant speech may lie expected, as he is among the 
foremost of Ireland's spirit-stirring orators. The 
Solicitor General will reply, ;and Lord Chief Jus­
tice Blackburn charge the jury. 

Departure of Clarendon.—The Lord Lieutenant 
has just set off for London, to consult with the 
Government respecting what course will lie adopted 
with Mr. O'Brien and his fellow-convicts. That 
no capital punishment will ensue is now considered 
certain. 

We have nothing definite respecting the writ of 
error in these cases. The probability is that it 
will be allowed to issue, and tlie chances are that 
the House of Lords will allow the prisoners the 
benefit of the objection. 

F R A N C E .  

Provision Riots at Havre.—By a letter from our 
correspondent at Havre, received this morning, via 
Southampton, we learn that very serious riots have 
occurred there in consequence of the mob inter­
fering to prevent English and other vessels loading 
potatoes and other articles of food from that port. 
It appears that in consequence of the violence ex­
hibited by the mob at Fecamp in preventing tho 
shipment of provisions a few days since, the Pre­
fect spread a decree prohibiting the exportation of 
all articles of food ; the decree, however, being 
illegal, the Custom-house authorities refuse to obey 
the oider and compelled the Prefect to recall it. 
The lower orders became greatly excited at this 
step, and having assembled in a large body, pro­
ceeded to attack two English and two French ves­
sels lying near the quay arid unloaded their cargoes. 
The National Guard were then called out to the 
number of 800. Upon arriving at the quay they 
were assailed with a shower of stones. After some 
parleying, the mob having in the meantime pre­
pared for resistance and armed themselves with 
such weapons as were at hand, the guards charged 
them at the point of the bayonet. The people, who 
were aided by a vast number of women, fought 
desperately, but were at length forced to retreat. 
The émeute commenced at 10 o'clock in the morn­
ing, and order was not restored until 6 o'clock in 
the evening. Fourteen soldiers and about double 
that number of the people were carried to the Hos­
pital wounded—some of them seriously.
