Steamship United States. 
This splendid vessel, under ihe command of 

Captain Hackslaffi arrived at this port yesterday 
morning at 7 o'clock, with a large number of pas­
senger*. say about one hundred and sixty, most of 
whom were our fellow-cit'zens returning after a 
mmmer'» trip to the North, and whose familiar faces 
were most agreeable to our sight. Tiieir trip was 
somewhat prolonged by the delay in Havana, but 
spoken of as pleasant and comfortable by several 
with whom we have conversed ; they all unite in 
one general expression as to the sea-worthiness of 
the United States, and approbation of the courteous 
treatment received from hercommanderand officers 

We visited this " Leviathan of the deep" yester­
day evening, and were much gratified in her in­
spection. In size she is something under two thou­
sand tons register, but about twenty-two hundred 
tons carpenter's measurement ; her length is two 
hundred and forty-five feet, with a breadth of beam 
of forty and a half feet ; her upper or promenade 
deck is large and commodious ; the two main 
cabins are aft on the second and third decks ; the 
second cabin is forward on the second deck—all 
three of which are very comfortable; the state 
rooms and berths are of a good size and comfortable. 

The machinery of this steamship is a curiosity of 
its kind, being the most massive and complete of 
any we have ever seen. We visited this vessel one 
year ago in New York when she was receiving her 
boilers and machinery, and were struck with their 
immense size. The four boilers which she carries 
appear large enough to freight an ordinary sized 
Vessel ; her timbers we also noticed were of unusu­
ally large size, of the best kind of material, and well 
fastened. 

We advise all of our citizens who feel an interest 
in seeing a fina specimen of American naval archi­
tecture to visit this noble vessel, as she is to leave on 
her return trip to New York in a few days. 

AMERICAN THEATRE.—Last evening Mr. George 
Jamison made his first appearance for the season, 
as Othello.

In fact, the whole play was enacted 
in a style which reflects much credit upon all parties 
concerned, especially Mrs. Pope, as Desdemona, and 
Mr«. J. Greene, (who made her first appearance 
tili« season,) as Emilia. At the conclusion of the 
tragedy Mr. Jamison was called before the curtain. 
In the farce of the "Spectre Bridegroom," a Mr. 
Keller, a new face on the New Orleans boards, ap­
peared as Paul, and bids fair to be a valuable acqui­
sition to the company... .To-night an attractive 
bill is offered, which contains poorTobin's "Honey 
Moon," in which Mr. Jamison, Mr. Charles, Mrs. 
Coleman Pope, and the whole strength of the corps 
dramatique, will appear. A variety of singing and 
dancing, and the always acceptable comedietta of 
" Perfection," in which our old and established 
favorite, Miss E. Petrie, appears. Such an enter­
tainment as tili«, placed upon the strtge in the able 
manner which seems to be the order of the day at 
the American this season, cannot fail to attract.

The jury, indignant at 
the oppression of the landlord, tlte ignorance of the 
auctioneer, and the desecration of the arts, gave 
the sculptor £550 damages. 

THE RIVERS.—The St. Louis Republican of the 
6th inst., furnishes the following river intelligence : 

" Yesterday the weather was wet and disagreea­
ble, but to-day it has cleared off, and, with the 
exception of being rather cool, it is again quite fa­
vorable for the transaction of out-door business. 
The recent reins have caused a slight swell in all 
the upper streams. Boats down from the Missouri 
report three and a half feet in the channel above, 
and four feet below Brunswik. The Upper Mis­
sissippi has risen several inches in the vicinity of 
the Lower Rapids, and the last boats down report 
thirty-two inches on them, and from thence to this 
city six feet in the channel. The Illinois has four 
feet in the channel to Peru. Opposite here the 
river has «wollen from eighteen to twenty inches 
within the past week, and there is now full seven 
and a half feet water in the channel to Cairo." 

STORM AT THE NORTH.—There was a heavy 
storm at New York on the 4th and 5th inst., the 
wind being very severe from the southeast. Sev­
eral trees and chimneys were blown down, and the 
awnings suffered terribly. Such was also the case 
in Philadelphia. There were, too, some disasters 
pn the coast.

UNITED STATES FRIGATE ST. LAWRENCE — 
Extract of a letter tffthe N. Y. Herald, dated Bre­
men, Oct. 14th : 
" The United States frigate St. Lawrence, Capt. 

Paulding, arrived ofl' Bremerhaven on the eve of 
the 7th, and was towed to her anchorage on the 
morning of the 8th. Upon anchoring, the St. 
Lawrence saluted the Bremen flag with twenty-one 
guns, and a like number were immediately re­
turned by the Bremen batteries. The Hanoverian 
fort also saluted the St. Lawrence with twenty-one 
guns. The utmost enthusiasm prevailed among 
the good people of Bremen, on account of this, the 
first arrival of an American man-of-war at their 
port. All classes and persons seemed to vie with 
each other in making Capt. Paulding and his offi­
cers welcome, and their visit pleasant and agree­
able. From no people in the world, probably, 
would they have received so kind and flattering a 
reception. On the evening of the 12th, a public 
dinner was given in their honor, at which a large 
company sat down, composed of the officers of the 
St. Lawrence, the American sea captains in port, 
the commander of the steamer Washington, the 
Senators and officers of the Bremen government, 
and the principal merchants of the city, numbering 
in all, three hundred persons. 
" "Hie dinner was worthy of those who gave it, 

and most magnificently served. The best of humor 
and good feeling prevailed on this occasion. 
" On the 17th, a splendid ball will be given in 

honor of the Americans, which will be attended by 
the beauty, wealth and fashion of Bremen. 

" From Bremen, the St Lawrence will proceed 
to Southampton, England, at which place prepara­
tions are being made to give Capt. Paulding and 
officers a public reception, dinner, <fec."

Havana—Venezuela. 

Wo received yesterday by the steamship United 
States, Havana papers to the lltli inst. The only 
news of interest they contain is from Venezuela, 
which is copied by the Diariu de hi Marina, from 
El Redactor de Cuba of tlte 26th ult., which says : 
" The forces in the castle of San Carlos, which 

as we have informed our readers is occupied by the 
partizans of Gen. Paez, resolved to make an expe­
dition against the ports of Altagracia where there 
were some of the troops of Monagas. After a com 
bat the attacking party was forced to retire with 
great loss. 
" On the 9th it was known in Curaçoa, by the 

Venezuelian schooner Detuocracia, that on the 8th 
the squadron of Monagas was to leave Puerto 
Cabello. It was composed of twelve vessels, in­
cluding a steamer. This force passed in sight of 
Curaçoa on the 10th, on its way to introduce sup­
plies into Maracaibo, which stood greatly in need 
of them. 

" President Monagas has convoked Congress for 
the 15th of November. The elections for members 
to take the place of those whose terms expired in 
August have been for the most part concluded, and 
resulted favorably to the adminstration, and ad­
versely to the oligarchical patty. 
" Monagas has recommended that some plan be 

suggested by Congress for tranquilizing the country. 
" Gen. Paez remains at Curaçoa, not being able to 

return to Venezuela, for want of resources. It ap­
pears that he counted upon assistance from some 
of his partisans, who have now failed him. He 
has dispatched a commission to Santa Marta, 
composed of Srs. Ustariz and Mugica ; but he will 
not be able to procure much aid from that quarter, 
as the province is menaced by a movement to sepa­
rate it from Bogota. Paez has also sent Srs. Gar­
cia and Martin to San Domingo to purchase a 
corvette belonging to the Haytiens, for which they 
ask $70,000. They give it so cheaply because in 
this miserable country, once so flourishing, nothing 
circ ulates but paper—a doubloon being worth $300. 
If the commissioners succeed in procuring this 
vessel, it will go to reinforce the squadron at Mara­
caibo, and perhaps things will then present a more 
favorable appearance for Gen. Paez. 

"A letter from Bogota, dated September 17th, 
says : ' Flores has entered Gnyaquil, and on his 
entrance found 500 men at his disposal. It is as­
serted that the capitals of Cuenca and Imbera have 
pronounced in his favor. An attempt was made to 
assassinate President Mosquera, but he miracu­
lously escaped. The capital was generally sur­
prised at the attempt. It is said that the perpetra­
tor belongs to the party of Orando. This province 
and those of Carthagena are menaced by insurrec­
tionary movements.' " 

THE SEA SERPENT.—We copied a paragraph 
from the London Globe, last week, alleging the ap­
pearance of a huge sea serpent to persons on board 
the British frigate Dtedaltis. The following official 
announcement of the fact is copied from a late paper 
brought by the Hibernia :

serpent, with head and shoulders kept about four feet con-

through the water, either by vertical or horizontal undula 
tion. It passed rapidly, but so close under our lee quarter, 
that had it been a man of my acquaintance, I should have 
easily recognized his features with the naked eye ; and it did 
not, either in approaching the ship or after it had passed our 
wake, deviate in the slightest degree from its course to the 
S. W., which it held on at the pace of from twelve to fifteen 
miles an hour, apparently on some determined purpose. The 
diameter of the serpent was about fifteen or sixteen inches 
behind tiie head, which was, without any doubt, that of a 
snake, and never, during the twenty minutes that it cont inued 
in sight of our glasses, was below the surface of the water ; 
its colora dark brown, with yellowish white aboat the throat. 
It had no tins, but something like the mane of a horse, or 
rather a bunch of sea-weed washed about its back. It was 
keen by the quartermaster, the boatswain's mate, and the 
man at the wheel, in addition to myself and officers above 
mentioned. I am having a drawing of the serpent made 
from a sketch taken immediately after it was seen, which I 
hope to have ready for transmission to my Lords Commis­
sioners of the Admiralty, by to-morrow's post.
