Though 
well deserving a place anywhere, by virtue of the depth and 
purity of her genius, her fervid and o ermasterinr worship of 
the beautiful, and the sincerity and classic simplicity of her 
soul, yet »he a I too seldom strays from home, and TEEMS EVEN 
now to lie uneasy and restless, as if she fancied the room 
about to compress aud flatten everybody in it—and she de-
lests flat people." 

WHOLESALE EXTERMINATION.—!! was stated 
recently, BY Rev. Mr. Chiniguy, in a public meet­
ing at Montreal, that he had a list of fifteen fami­
lies, once among the wealthiest of Montreal, who 
have all been destroyed by intemperance. Their 
air?regale fortunes, a few years ago, amounted to 
$800,000. Now they have disappeared entirely, 
root and branch, solely through the influence of in-
loiicating liquors. He had another list of fourteen 
families, of various occupations, whose aggregate 
fortunes amounted to $1,200,000, who have also 
disappeared, from the same cause ; and another list 
of five hundred and seventeen families, who re-
side.il in fourteen frarislies, and were all once com-
|iaritively wealthy, but are all now destroyed by 
liquor, except remnant« scattered through the States 

and elsewhere. It is thus that intoxicating liquors 
destroy the human race. 

THE CHOLERA. — We have been permitted to 
copy the following extracts from a letter addressed 
to a friend by Charles T. Jackson. It will be seen 
that he thinks NewEngland will again escape, and 
the reasons he gives for this expectation will be 
read with interest at this time : 

I do not lielieve that the Asiatic Cholera will prevail to any 
considerable entent in the NewEngland States, for the L'eu 
luitiral character of the country appear* to be opposed to it. 
I lielieve I made reference to tho influence of calcareous soils 
in the milnction of Cholera in my letter» to Dr. James Jack­
son on the Cholera in Vienna, which letters were pablislted 
in the Autumn of 1832 in the Boston Medical Magazine. I 
here send you an extract from a lecture which 1 delivered in 
llosion on the 31st of December. 1834, and have several timet 
rrjieuted in this and other places where I have lectured: 
" The progress of the Asiatic Cholera shows also that there 

is such a thing as medical geology, for the cities situated on 
limestone or tertiary soils have always suffered most severely 
from that scourge." 

I have repeatedly advi'ed that on the occurrence of the 
Cholera in this country persons w|,o might be fearfnl of that 
diaea« would find a safe refuge in the primary regions of New 
England. We have a right to infer that, since it never has 
visited 1 tie granite countries of Switzerland or Tyrol, in 
Europe, while it folio ved the calcareous districts around, and 
since it did not occur in the primary districts of Maine, New 
Hampshire, Vermont or Massachusetts, while it did follow 
the calcareous formations through Canada, New York, Ohio, 
and along the Mississippi, that the calcareous soil or waters 
liail ninch to do with the production of the disease. We 
know that tfie bowels of any Eastern man who travels 
through the calcareous districts of the Western t-'lates are 
much disturbed hy the action of bicarbonate of lime, which 
is continued in the water, and hence we might naturally 
infer thai such a disturbing cause might render the oocstitu. 
tion more liable to the Cholera, which ha* its seat in the 
stomach and small intestines. Take a map of the globe and 
irace the course of the Asiatic Cholera, and then examine 
into the geological character on its track, and you will find 
that it is calcareons. and that the principal "niduses' ' (if I 
may so call them) of the diseases were on tertiary bottoms, 
where the springs and well-waters are highly charged with 
the salts of lime. Vienna and Paris are the two best known 
of the calcareous tertiary basins, and in those cities 'on know 
the Cholera commuted its most fearful ravages. It is to be 
hoped that the introduction of the Cochituate water intj» 
Boston will prove salutary to the people in more ways than 
have been generally thought of. I would observe that, al­
though Boston well-water contains salts of lime in large pro-
i to riions, there are hut few wells that contain much of the 
In. arhnnato; and the muriate of lime and sulphate of lime 
do not cause the peculiar disturbances resulting from what 
are called calcareous waters.

Latest European Intelligence. 
•••—-

News by the Steamship America. 
The steamship America arrived at New York on 

Wednesday night, the 8tli instant, thus making the 
passage in a little over eleven days. We give a 
summary of the news, made up from Willmer's 
European Mail of the 28th ult., by the New York 
Courier and Enquirer. Further detail« we will 
give to-morrow : 

Cotton and breadstuff« have experienced a decline. 
In England, the most important political even is 

the canvass for the coming election in the West 
Riding of ^ orkshire, to fill the vacancy occasioned 
by the resignation of Lord Morpeth, now Earl of 
Carlisle, who lakes his seat in the House of Lords. 

From France the news is gloomy, and the diffi­
culties of the Government are on the increase, and 
the Paris correspondent of the Times describes the 
condition of that city as nearly akin to what it was 
previous to the revolution of February. The elec­
tion for President of the republic is to take place on 
the 10th of December next. 

The position of Austria is as critical as at the last 
advices. 

FRANCE. 
The new Cabinet of Gen. Cavaignac has already 

sustained a signal defeat. Upon an amendment to 
the constitution by it for the purpose of abolishing 
the privilege of purchasing substitutes for the army, 
the Assembly defeated the Ministry by a majority 
of 523 votes. 

The discussion on the constitution was termina­
ted on the 22d. It will undergo a revision before 
being proclaimed, and this revision would occupy 
five days. 

The contest for the Presidency has been very 
keen, and the ultra-democrats of all shades are 
making desperate efforts to produce unanimity 
among their partisans as to their candidate for the 
Presidency. The friends of M. Raspail are earn­
estly solicited to support M. Leilrti Rollin. Lamar­
tine has, it appears, declined being considered a 
candidate. 

On the 25th, M. Marrast presented a decree for 
the election of a President. The following day 
was fixed for its discussion. On that day a division 
was had, after a brief discussion, and the result was: 
Number of votes, 819. In favor of the decree, 587 ; 
against it, 232 ; majority, 355 ; consequently the 
election wijl take place on the 10th of December. 
The result éxcited the greatest surprise. 

The proposed banquets, which have been the 
cause of so much agitation, are not to be prevented, 
but no public functionary is to be permitted to at­
tend them. 

The Government wished to introduce a bill pro­
roguing the Assembly till after the presidential 
election, but public sentiment was universally 
against it. 

It is stated that an important change is about to 
be introduced into the French infantry—all the 
soldiers are to be trained to artillery service. 

The correspondent of the Daily News says : 
"Another scene of tumult and disorder wps exhibited in the 

Assembly to-day. M. Dofanre, Minister of the Interior, in 
answering the questions put by M. Grandin. in relation to 
the banquet of Sunday last, alluded to the letter addressed 
to him by Prince Louis, on the subject of theexpected émeute: 
and intimated that there were no grounds for any apprehen­
sions This called up M. Pierre Napoleon, who wps suc­
ceeded by M. Clement Thomas, and a scene of confusion 
and uproar ensued. Several members of the Assembly now 
expressed their  misgiv ings  about the policy of mainta in ing  
the Assembly so long a time as will be indispensable to pass 
the organic laws. It is, therefore, probable that a proposi­
tion will be made to dissolve the Assembly as soon ps the law 
of elections and the judiciary system shall have been passed, 
leaving the test of the organic laws to be decided by the re­
gularly constituted legislature of the Republic." 

AUSTRIA. 
The Viennoise are in possession of an artillery 

park of one hundred and fifty guns. Windischgralz 
has been appointed commander-in-chief of all the 
imperial forces. Auersperg was at Ingersdorf, on 
the Gloggnitz railway line ; Jellachich's headquar­
ters were at Schonbrunn ; their combinetl forces 
are estimated at 36,000 or 38,000 men. Windisch-
chgratz was understood to have left Olmulz, and to 
have sent troops from that town in separate parties. 
But some accounts impute the imjieTial forces near 
Vienna at 98,COO men. Part of the force under 
Windischgralz had arrived on the 17th at Lunden-
burg, a station on the Prague and Vienna railway. 
It was said that he would move towards Presburg. 
Should this turn out to be his intention, his only 
object would be to cross the Danube, not to march 
toward Pesth. Already encampments for his troops 
were being prepared in the vicinity of Vienna, be­
tween the Northern railway and the road to Brunn, 
near the villages of Wolkendorf and Stammersdorf. 
The total number of troops to be concentrated there 
was to amount to some 28,000 men. 

According to intelligence from Cracow of the 
17th inst., in the Ii restaur Zeitung, orders had been 
received there on the 15th„ to send all the artillery 
and cavalry from Lemburg, Przeschow and Tar-
now, to Vienna. It was lurther asserted that in 
consequence of an agreement with Russia, the 
Russian army under Gen. Parintin would march 
into Cracow as soon as the Republic should be pro­
claimed in Vienna, or a rise should take place in 
Galicia. 

The commandant of the National Guard at Vien­
na issued placards on the 16th, announcing that the 
Hungarians, under Gens. Czani and Monza, had 
crotted the frontiers, and that they were in full 
march against Jellachich. The placard adds that 
there were would be a sanguinary contest near 
Vienna, and that the commandant had on that ac­
count posted a strong force near the Belvidere. The 
advancing Hungarian army was set down at 65,000 
men. Vienna is now surrounded on all sides except 
one, the Nussdorf line. The Russian Ambassador 
has left that city. Near the entire population of 
the capital are resolved to hold out to the last, 
come what may. It is calculated that 100,000 per­
sons have quitted Vienna since the 6th inst. It is 
asserted, in a correspondence from Gurserndorf, 
t hat there are still 40,000 guns in Vienna ready for 
distribution. 

Jellachich was still posted at Luxenburg, and his 
troops are now united with those of Gen. Auers­
perg. Olmutz is full of troops. 

The latest date from Vienna is to the 21st. At 
that time the city was completely surrounded, antl 
it was rumored that the Hungarians who were ad-
vanrmjfto the relief of the rity, had retreated in 
consequeuce of the desertion of two Hungarian 
rejriments of Hussars to Windishgratz, who, it is 
added, has taken possession of the Island of Lobau, 
and placed a force of 2600 men there. Provisions 
were becoming very scarce in Vienna. 

The Emperor, in his flight from Vienna, reached 
Olmutz on the 16th, and had refnsed audience to 
the special messenger and to the deputation of the 
Diet sent to confer with him. It is said, however, 
that the deputation was assured by the Emperor's 
chamberlain that Baron Jellachich, the Ban of 
Croatia, was only to act on the defensive—not to 
attack Vienna ; that he was only to fight against 
Hungary; and that "circumstances" would reg­
ulate the Ban's ultimate position. The Diet had 
adopted an address to the Emperor, saying : 

"The people still trust their Constitutional Monarch, and 
confidently expect that your Majesty will prêter a peace 
Congress to the bloody appeal to arms. * vve 
wisli, therefore, your Majesty to convoke such a tongress, 
assisted hy an international committee from the Austrian 
Diet, with the cooperation of the two responsible Ministers, 
to meet as soon as possible at Vienna. We also wish repre­
sentatives of the Ï .oinbardo. Venetian kingdom to participate 
in that Cong ess." 

The deputation of the Diet had, however, inter­
views with the Emperor, and in reply to the ad­
dress he is re|torted to have said, on the 16th : 
" I t  is with much satisfaction that I learn from the address 

of the DÛT presented to inc. that it lias at heart the common 
weal  of  a l l  coun ' r i e s  belonging  to  the Aust r ian  empire ,  a n i l  
III« endeavors of the Diet to suppress the threatened anarchy 
deserve my most cordial acknowledgments. I will, on my 
part, concede every thing in order to reestablish the I>eace 
and security of my capital, and to guaranty to the constitu-
tioual Diet the utmost security for its future undisturbed de­
liberations." 

Meantime the citizens of Vienna continue to 
strengthen ihe defences of that city, and the coun­
try people are flocking into it in large numbers. 
No engagement between the Hungarians and Croats 
has taken place. . 

PRUSSIA. 

The King of Prussia celebrated the anniversary 
of his birth-dav on the 14th inst. It was antp-
itated that it would be a day of reconciliation, but 
it was not so. The congratulatory deputations 
were ungraciously received, and the King harped 
oil récent events. .. . 

Fresh disturbances occurred at Berlin on the 
16th, which were renewed on the 17th with con-

siderable loss of life, the people taking shelter again 
behind barricades. The cause was an attempt on 
the pari of some mechanics to break tip machinery, 
which attempt the Burgher Saand reflsted. 

On the 22d, (Jen. Pfuel tendered his resignation 
and that of his colleagues, to the King, who re­
quested him to withdraw it; he positively refused. 

ITALY. 
The latest information from Turin states that the 

Chamber of Deputies at Turin decided on the 
21st in favor of a motion for the prolongation of the 
armistice with Austria. The Central German 
power has, it is said, proposed the following as a 
settlement of the. Italian question : That Lombardy 
remain-attached to the Imperial Crown of Austria, 
but that it might at the same time form part of the 
Italian Diet which the King of Sardinia wishes to 
create, in conjunction with the Pope and the Grand 
Duke of Tuscany. In this way Lombardy would 
hold the same relation to Italy that the Duchy of 
Luxembourg holds to Germany. 

SPAIN. 
The Madrid mails of the 20th state that the min­

isterial crisis was for the moment solved by the re­
turn of Narvaez to power, and Ihe establishment of 
the King consort at the head of the household. 

HUNGARY. 
The following is the latest information and is con­

tained in a letter dated Pesth, October 17th : 
" News has just reached us that the Hungarians 

have seized the fortresses of Leopoldstadt and Mun-
gatz. The revolt of the Valaques in Transylvania 
lias lieen put. down by the Tscheches. Urban 
lias fled and three noblemen and a bishop have been 
hung. The rebel Raetzes has been defeated near 
Neubesec. Kossuth will depart to-morrow for the 
army, with a powerful lar.dstrum as a reserve. 
Gen. Simowitz, who had come from Galicia, is 
fled, antl more than half his army were slain by the 
peasants." 

IRELAND. 
The special commission for the trial of ihe 

State prisoners adjourned to the 5th of December 
next, on the 26th. Mr. M-agher has I teen found 
guilty of high treason, and before the adjournment 
was. with Messrs. McManus and O'Donohue, sen­
tenced to the same barbarous dealh as lliat im-
jxtsetl on Smith O'Brien. There is no other news 
from this country.

EUROPEAN FEUDAL PRIVILEGES.—Berlin, Oct. 
10.—The republicans and progressive men of all 
shades here are socialists, and the universal opinion 
is, that the great question to be decided is that of 
the land. The great estates of the feudal proprie­
tors must be got out of their exclusive possession 
and given to the people, as all the men I have 
talked with declare : the problem is whether this 
shall be done by an agrarian law taking the feudal 
estates from their owners without compensation, or 
by associating the peasants with the proprietors. 
The former measure is the one more likely to pre­
vail. An entering wedgé into the whole system of 
feudal privileges was driven yesterday in the As­
sembly here. It consists in the abolition of the 
exclusive right of hunting which the nobility have 
hitherto enjoyed. They tried hard to gel a money 
compensation for it, and failed. The principle thus 
being formally adopted that the holders of these 
privileges shall receive no compensation on their 
being taken from them, the radicals regard it as a 
logical consequence that they should receive no 
compensation for their landed estates, to which it is 
said they have no better claim than to the exclu­
sive privilege of hunting, both lieirig alike the fier-
petuation of robberies committed by the robbers of 
the middle ages against the people.—Extract from 
Boston Chrunotyjje.
