ORIGIN or RKHI.ECTINU LIGHTHOUSES.—In the 
last century , at a meeting of a society of mathema­
ticians at Liverjiool, one of the members pro|xwed 
to lay a wager that 4ic would read a |>arugr;iph of a 
ne.vspaper at ten yards' distance, with the light of 
a farthing candle. The wager was laut, and the 
proposer having covered the inside of a wooden 
dish with pieces of looking-glass, fastened in with 
glaziers' putty, placed his reflector behind the can­
dle, and won his wager. One of the company 
marked Ibis experiment with a philosophic eye. 
This was Captain Hutchinson, the dockmaster. 
with whom originated the reflecting lighthouses 
erected at Liverpool in 1763.—London Anecdotes. 

THE TUBULAR BRIDCK.—The latest railway 
novelty is the great tubular bridge over the Con­
way Straits, in Wales, through which pass the 
trains from ljondon to Holyhead. This is consi­
dered one of the greatest works of modern engineer­
ing skill, and is tlie .joint production of Messrs. Ste­
phenson, Fairbairn, Hodgkinson, and Clarke. 

Tlie leviathian tube was lifted upon the pier* 
under the superintendence of Capt. Claxlon, jl. N., 
noted for his exertions in raising the unfortunate 
(treat Britain steamer. To form some idea of the 
huge iron fabric which now spans the Conway, you 
have only to imagine the Thames Tunnel trans­
posed—that is to say, suspended eighteen feet over, 
instead of |musing so many feet under the Thames, 
with no midway support, resting solely upon piers 
four hundred feet apart. 

This immense tube is composed of a series of iron 
plates riveted together, lu entire length is four 
hundred and twenty-four feet—its inside width is 
fourteen feet throughout, its height twenty-twoand 
a half feet at either end, but rising to twenty-five 
feet in the centre. The weight of each tube is thir­
teen hundred tons, (there are two,) so that the 
weight of the whole is 2600 tons burthen from 
hank to bank. The elevation of the, tube is about 
eighteen feet above high water mark. The wrought 
iron plates of which tliey are composed vary from 
half an inch to seven-eighths of an inch in thick­
ness. On the iron floor of the tube about seventy 
solid transverse beams are laid about twelve inches 
square find five feet in the clear part; upon these 
cross beams are laid longitudinally, and to these 
the cradle that secure the rail* for the trains to pafs 
upoii are screwed. Each tube has cost about 
£60,000, or $300,000.—JV. Y. Commercial.
