LEGISLATURE.—Mr. Smart (dem.,) is elected to 
tlie Louisiana Legislature, from the Parish of Sa­
bine, to supply the vacancy occasioned by the re-
«ignation of J. B. Elam. 

FROM PORT-AU-PR INCE.—Advices from Port-
au-Prince t%the 18th ult., show coffee declining in 
price, and logwood in the same condition. Every 
kind of business was dull. The country was quiet. 

LATER FROM BUENOS ATRES.—Accounts to Sep­
tember 9, say that Rosas had taken offence at the 
conduct of the Sardinian charge d'affaires, and 
ordered him to leave the country within thirty days. 
After the capture of Colonia by the Buenos Ayreans, 
the intrusive Government and the foreign armed 
rabble in Montevideo appear to have become seri­
ously alarmed lest President Oribe should storm the 
town. They haveaccordingly applied to the French 
for assistance, ami Admiral Le Predour, complying 
with their request, lias caused several of his vessels 
to take up positions nearer shore, so as to be able to 
fire upon tlie besiegers in the event of an attack ; 
and has, besides, landed all of his disposable 
marines, in order to reinforce the lines. 

CURACOA, Oct. 11, 1848. — Aßtriri in Venezuela. 
Genetai Pae* is still here, and the government ap­
pear to tieat him with great respect. Tluaie 
evening* past, the Monagas or Venezulean fleet, 
passed the island. When directly opposite the har­
bor they fired a few guns and rockets, and made 
qu«e a commanding appearance. They consist 
of about five square-rigged and five fore-and-aft 
•esse«, and we understand they are now laving in 
the port of Cora.

'ft'n that the next House of Representatives will be 

whig. The gain of 10 members for that party in 

New York is enough to secure the majority, unless 

the democrats ̂ ata much more in the States yet to 

elect than thffre is any reason to believe. We may 

therefore set the House down as whig. But the 

Senate will as certainly be democratic, and tilings 

being in this condition it will be next to impossible 

for any party measure to pass Congress, so that the 

policy of the country can scarcely undergo any 

radical change. Whether this is desirable or not 

is riot for us to decide : we leave that task to fte 

people and the politicians.

I R E L A N D .  

LIVERPOOL, Saturday, 10i A. M., Oct. 23,1S48.— 
The Irish intelligence has lost its inter«t and 
importance, at least for the present. The commis­
sion now sitting in Dublin are about to try Mr. Ga-
van Duffy for treason, felony—not high treason, as 
previously repdHed. It is not a city, but a county 
grand and petit jury before whom his case is to be 
investigate^, The foreman has already returned 
true bills, and yestërday the "preliminary proceed­
ings were commenced, but they did not contain 
any matter of importance. Tha prayer of the peo­
ple to spare the "ves of the convicted traitors, at 
Clonmel, has been grqlited. At a meeting of the 
Privy Council held on Sunday, it was resolved 
they should not be hanged, drawn and quartered. 
It is ayd that they will all be sent to spend the re­
mainder of their days in Bermuda. 

N<Rning definite has been determined upon as re­
gards ths writ of error. The Attorney General is 
said to be unwilling to grant his-certificate, lest the 
House oi Lords should agree to the views pro­
pounded by the prisoners' counsel. Should the 
writ not be allowed to issue, it will create more 
dissatisiaction, and evep prove to a demonstration, 
that Ireland is not governed by the same laws as 
England. This will, should it go forth, undoubt­
edly lend to an explosioivthat will be very difficult 
to subdue. 

The mission of Dr. McHale, Roman Catholic 
Archbishop, of Tuam, to Rome, has been success­
ful, The Pope has issued a rescript against the 
Irish College, and recommends the erection of a 
Catholic University in that country. This will 
cause great annoyance to the Government. 

The internal slate of Ireland is far from being 
satisfactory. Opposition to the payment of reut 
a»d poor rates is now the;<pder cf the day.

standing the price agreed on was nearly four times as much 
as that low contracted for by the editor of the Crescent, Mr.

lation and character to which it conld never have attained in 

your very valuable but nnappreciated »he» t. I have done so, 
my dear sir, because there are some efforts of genius, which 
seen only in no«ks and corners, pored over by the ignorant, 
and criticised by the unskilful, are never sufficiently under 
stood to rec*iv#lhe laudation which they merit, but which, 
when brought to the light of day, like the dew-drop of the 
morning, the sun no sooner shines upon them, than their 

surpassing beauty strikes every ̂ ehokler. There is another 
reason', sir, more personal to yourself. You deserve high 
rank among your Jellow-men for your ingenuity, poetic 

fancy, and correct taste, and I am desirous of securing to 
you the station to sfthich yon aspire, by exposing the un­
doubted excellence of this intellectual gem. 

1 am%ot suipiilpd, eir, at the confession with which you 

begin your essay. You have not had many opportunities of 
becoming acquainted with tlie laws, and that yon should not 
have understood the one governing a contract which you 
were desirous of making, will not astonish any of your 

friends. You doubtle» believed, that the competition was 
limited to your own paper, the Bee, and the Courier, and—as 

it is thought that the thing has been done Wore—you may 
havemiftilged the hope that, by uniting with them in an 

exhorbitant bid, you might all have made a very fine specula­

tion out of the contract, at the expense of the people. If any 
»uch airaagement had been made, it explains the surprise 

and mortification with which you saw me at the state-house. 

I am not sorry that I thwarted your views ; indeed, candor 
compels me to confess that to do so was the main object ol 
my bidding at, all.
