The Impending Commercial Revulsion. 

The revolutions in politics which are now taking 
place in Europe, must necessarily produce revolu­
tions in commerce. Trade in all its relations is so 
intimately connected and interwoven with the po­
litical systems of the day, that the slightest disturb­
ance of their equilibrium produces a corresponding 
tremor in the funds, and in fact in all mercantile 
affairs. The events of the last few months have 
exemplified this truth, and accordingly we find the 
commercial classes in Europe, who are most affect­
ed by revolutions and insurrections, generally ar­
rayed against popular right«. But the storm which 
they have so long endeavored to avert has come, 
and its effect must follow. The consequence will 
be a commercial revulsion such as the world lias 
seldom witnessed. This fact is perceived by the 
statesmen of England, the leading commercial na­
tion and the London Times, with its usual sa­
gacity, perceives that the effect of this commercial 
pressure must be an extension of popular rights in 
Great Britain. That paper, of Oct. 18th, publishes 
an article in which the subject is treated with all 
the ability characteristic of that journal. From the 
tone of the article, it is plainly to be seen that the 
privileged classes of England look to the future 
with fear and trembling. In the great event« which 
are passing around themi upon the theatre of Eu­
rope, and the consequent effect upon their own 
people, ihey see the foreshadowing of their own fate. 
It is true that the Irish insurrection is suppressed, 
the threatened rebellion of the Chartists effectually 
crushed, and to all appearance the government 
more secure in its triumph than ever, but however 
they may be able to subdue the open efforts of their 
own subjects they know that it is impossible to 
avert the consequences of a derangement in trade.-
The crops are short, the people are hungry, and 
they must be fed. The corn which is necessary to 
supply the deficiency in their own crops, exists as a 
surplus abroad. It can be had, as any other article 
of trade, by paying for it, and tliis payment must be 
made in the products of the industry of the country. 
It is therefore evident that in order to preserve a 
healthy equilibrium, the exports of the nation should 
pay for its imports. But the statistics of this year, 
compared with those of tHe last, show that the ex­
ports have diminished £6,587,732, while the imports 
have increased in more than a corresponding ratio. * 
The industry of the British nation is now taxed to 
its utmost, and in fact a large portion of the popula­
tion cannot find employment, although to feed them 
a large amount of grain must be imported, for which 
they in return yield nothing, and they thus become 
a burden and a tax upon the producers. And there 
is no prospect that this state of things will be altered 
for the better. The present year will add a quarter 
of a million non-producer« to the population of the 
inland, and they must also be provided for, so that 
bad as things are now, they are likely to become 
much worse, before they improve. The picture is 
truly a melancholy one, but to show that we do 
not exaggerate, we quote the following passage from 
the article in the Times : 
" In other respects, the winter is not setting in with the 

most agreeableauspices. Non-employment, with its attend, 
ants, vagrancy and crime, is on the increase in the metropo­
lis and tne country. Local bnrdens are becoming into'erable. 
The pressure of rates and taxes is closing second-class houses 
by scores. The people can j>ay one rent, but not two. Vet 
it is impossible in this Christian land to close or obstruct the 
fonnt of public benevolence ; and w. would rather that ten 
impostors should be relieved than one genuine unfortunate 
should be sent away. The question is, what to do beyond 
the present hour. It is the summer, not the winter that we 
fear,—for seasons of distress and privation must be borne— 
but when much has been suffered, more remains to bedone." 

The English government is very sagacious—it 
knows the crisis which is impending—it hear» al­
ready the mutterings for repudiation of the national 
debt, and it is already preparing to make those 
concessions to the people which alone can prevent 

bloody and disastrous revolution. Torvism, 
however it may clamor for the conservation of old 
abuses, is always ready to yield a part gracefully, 
in order that the remainder may be saved. The 
passage of the reform bill, and the triumph of the 
free trade principle, are cases in point; and if the 
commercial revolution which is about to take place 
will result in the concession of grater privileges to 
the people, it will not be so bail an affair after all. 
That the Government is preparing for some change, 
and that the privileged classes have come to the 
conclusion to adopt a more liberal line of policy, 
we infer from the following passage in the article 
above quoted : 
" We will not insist on what is «till impending—the visita, 

tion of a terrible epidemic. So far we are happily distin­
guished from our neighbors, in being allowed some breath­
ing time—perhaps to prepare. Wiln sedi'ion and insurrec­
tion put down, and with the lesson of continental ruin deep 
ly imprested upon the mind of the people, we seem to be in 
the still and solemn eve of important events, the good or evil 
of which will depend on our own preparations. Should the 
storm reach us, no policy bnt the popular policy will stand. 
That principle may not be interpreted here as in France, but 
it must at least mean the well-being of the people, without 
whose gratitude and affection our boasted constitution will 
not long survive." 

fty- The new St. George's Church, now near 
completion in the city of New York, is said by the 
Commercial Advertiser to be the largest and most 
substantial house for Protestant worship in the 
United States, having an extreme exterior length of 
one hundred and seventy-two feet, while the width 
in front is ninety-four feet. The order of architec­
ture is the Byzantine, the earliest style of the Chris­
tian era. The clear length of the body of the build­
ing, within the square, is one hundred and thirteen 
feet. To this are added a recess of twenty-eight 
feet for the chancel, and one of twenty-four feel for 
the organ gallery, making the entire interior length 
one hundred and sixty-five feet. The church con­
tains three hundred pews and a farther provision of 
free benches, and will without difficulty accommo­
date a congregation of twenty-five hundred per­
sons. The aisles are flagged with diagonal blocks 
of marble, and the chancel with variegated encaus 
tic tile. The latter is elaborate and beautiful. 
The wood-work is of oak and pine grained in imita 
tion of oak. The Rev. Stephens H. Tyng is the 
Rector of this church. 

Later from Mexico. 
By the arrival of the British mail steamer from 

Vera Cruz, we have received our files of Mexican 
papers to the llth inst., being five days later than 
previonsly received. 

There was a rumor current among the passengers 
on board the Great Western, that the illustrious 
General Parcdes, of revolutionary notoriety, had 
come on board at Vera Cruz. This is in some de­
gree corroborated by a report which existed in the 
city of Mexico, to the effect that Paredes had asked 
and received a passport and $20,000. This report 
was, however, formally denied by the press. 

Revolutionary projects are still hinted at in the 

newspapers, but they have not yet assumed any 

definite shape. 

INDIANS.-^Various parts of the country continue 
to be disturbed by Indian insurrection«. A party 
of 200 Camanches had attacked the mine at Cone-
ta, but retired after having committed some depre­
dations. 

AOUASCALIENTEB.—This spunky little depart­
ment lias been getting itself into hot water again. 
A serious disagreement has occurred between the 
ayuntamiento of the city of Aguascalientes and the 
Lieutenant-Governor of the State of Zacatecas, in 
consequence of which Ihe corporation is about to 
impeach the functionary before the legislature of 
the State. 

CHIAPAS.—The " Guardia National," in an ed­
itorial, announces that serious evils had existed in 
the government of the State under its new admin-
t ration. 

GUANAJUATO.—The Congress of this State was 
to assemble on the 1st inst. 

SAN LUIS POTOSI.—On the 1st instant, the Con­
gress of this State proceeded to count the votes for 
Senators—D. Francisco Estrada and D. José Gua­
dalupe de los Reyes, were declared elected. 

DURANGO.—This State is more than ever ha­
rassed by the savages. These barbarians are con­
stantly committing the most horrible outrages ; 
burning ranchos, murdering the men and carrying 
tne women and children into captivity. The in­
habitants of the frontier departments are not able to 
protect themselves from the incursions of the In­
dians, and it appears that the general government 
is not able to help them. 

The Siglo of the 8th says that a rumor was in 
circulation the day previous, to the effect that a 
revolution in favor of Santa Anna had broken out 
in San Luis, and that it weis seconded by General 
Minon in Guanajuato. The Siglo pronounces the 
rumor destitute of truth. In Orizaba, something 
more definite had taken place. It was known that 
a revolution in favor of Santa Anna was to break 
out on the 1st, but the diligence and activity of the 
authorities frustrated the designs of the conspirators, 
who were arrested and imprisoned. 

OAJACA.—Almonte and Villada have been elect­
ed Senators from that State. 

POLITICAL ECONOMY.—This beautiful and in­
teresting science seems to be progressing backwards 
in Mexico. The Siglo announces that the fact of 
the government having shown a disposition to take 
off the prohibitory duty from cotton, had created a 
great deal of dissatisfaction among the planters in 
the State of Vera Cruz, who had sent a deputa­
tion to Congress to insist on their interests being 
protected. 

The Great Western arrived at Cat Island on the 
19th, having left Tampico on the 13th, and Veia 
Cruz on the 15th. She has on freight, specie to 
the amount of t jvo millions two hundred and ninety-
eight thousand and seventy-five dollars, of which 
two hundred and two thousand one hundred and 
twenty dollars are consigned to New Orleans. She 
brought the following passengers for N. Orleans :

ANOTHER DESTRUCTIVE FIRE AT BROOKLYN.— 
A fire broke out about 4 o'clock on the moming of 
the lllh, in the cotton factory of William Greene, 
which was entirely destroyed. Besides the factory 
of Mr. Greene, were the embossing works of Mr. 
Abbott ; the sash and blind factory of Mr. Trum­
bull; also the moulding factory of Mr. Van Devin 
& Co. ; the saw mill of Mr. Carey ; the cotton fac­
tory of Mr. Noyes. The principal portion of the 
machinery in the building belonged to Mr. Greene, 
whose loss is supposed to be about $35,000. The 
whole loss is said to be about $100,000, upon which 
there was a very trifling insurance. About one 
hundred and twenty persons are thrown out of em­
ployment. The building, it is said, belonged to
