BROOKLYH, N. Y.. NOT. 16.1848. 

Ed*. Crescent Oar city ii fait returning to it« compact 
form, the large waste in the centre, made bj the great fire, 
growing smaller daily. The number of buildings going up 
is a matter of iurprise, even to a Brooklynite, who cannot 
but join with the stranger in wondering where all the mo­
ney comes from to pay for so many, and such fine houses. 
The great fire will be of material advantage to Brooklyn, as 
the buildings destroyed will, in almost every instance, be re­
placed by much better ones. Our principal business street, 
too. which has hitherto been about as crooked as the Rio 
Grande, gets a very ugly kink taken out of it in exactly the 
right place, while a large angular space is formed at the 
junction of three or four important streets, which will give 
abundant turning room for the numerous vehicles traver»ing 
the city, and prevent accidents. 

At the Presidential election just put, Brooklyn polled 
9,752 vote?, almost one-fifth of the vote of New York city, 
and it will titke but a few years to increase their proportion 
to one-half. The population now falls but little short of 
80,000, and increases with great rapidity. The city of New 
York is very ill-natured towards us, and takes every occasion 
to show her bad breeding, but that fact will not retard the 
growth or the improvement of Brooklyn. She is bound to 
shine, and eventually to 44 take the shine" off of her elder 
sister. • 

We are badly supplied with water, although that which 
we have is of au excellent quality. Our authorities are in a 
quandary in that behalf, and are losing themselves in expeii-
menu and investigations daily. Whether we shall have 
water from theCroton, or from a big pump, or Mount Plea­
sant, or Fort Green, is a question that time has to solve ; and 
while our City Fathers are talking about it, the city stands a 
fair chance of being burned down, as our fires are remarkably 
frequent and destructive. It is to be hoped that a decision 
will soon be made, even if it should be to bring our water 
from the Mississippi, which would cost probably less than 
the delay we are likely to suffer under. Speaking of long 
aqueducts reminds me that a company is formed in New 
York for the purpose of ieading the Saratoga and Ballston 
Springs into that city, with a view of saving to New York­
ers the expense of a yearly trip to those places. The whole 
affair has, of course, been so far managed without the know­
ledge of the ladies, but it « now, or soon will be, divulged, 
and all stock heretofore subscribed will probably be a dead 
loss, as success depends entirely upon secresy. 

The recent death of Mrs. M&ffit has furnished an extra 
supply of garbage for a portion of our press to batten upon ; 
and such papers as the Police Gazette, Ned Buntline'i Own, 
the Sunday Morning News, and the Scorpion, which con­
tinue to disgrace the city of New York, are crowded with de­
tails of the revolting subject. In these papers they do but 
little injury, as very few people of any pretensions to respecta­
bility see either of them ; but other papers contain references 
to the matter, borrowed, in sentiment at least, from these 
filthy source*. We shall now in all probability, soon have the 
whole subject spread out in the columns of the 44 Herald' 
and 44 Sun," in the shape of 44 Law Reports," for it is al 
ready before our Courts in two or more forms. 

At the office window of one of the papers that I have 
named, is a display of interesting memorials connected with 
the comical part of this tragedy, one of which purports to be 
*4The Identical Bag which contained the Poudre Subtile 
used by the Rev. J. N. Maffir the night of his marriage, he 
being then 59 years and 10 months old." Another, attached 
by pins to a sheet of paper, is composed of two or three pieces 
of black Pommade, or Hair-dye, surrounded with an inscrip­
tion in large letters, declaring it to be '4 The Identical Pom 
made Divine which blackened the Rev. Mr. Maffit's gray 
hair and whiskers during his courtship and marriage, he 
being then," etc. 

Every thing of this kind takes in New York, and " puts 
money i" the purse" of the unprincipled panders to the taste 
which adopts it. The city is cursed with a host of such 
wretches, some of whom bestow their talents upon the Sun­
day press, and others upon the 44 yellow covered literature" 
which floods our streets and penetrates with its infection our 
very nurseries. Within the past few days the authorities 
have pretended to find an interest in the city morals, and 
commenced the work of reform by the mockery of ordering 
indecent paintings to be removed from the bar-rooms of two 
or three of the three thousand and one grog-shops of the place. 
Within these rooms such pictures could do but little injury, 
as few persons whose morals are likely to suffer from such^ 
sights, fiequent them. Besides, these pictures are not a whit 
more indecent than a hundred of the attractiou^>f our gal. 
leries of the Fine Arts, frequented by the youn^ind the sus­
ceptible, without warning, or whisper of impropriety. They 
are generally pictures of naked women, but few of them de­
fine matters more closely than is done in the Circassian Sla4B^ 
of Dnbeuff, or in the Greek Slave of Powers, the finely 
drawn limbs of which form the pretext for the admiration 
created by her nakedness. And I doubt whether there is one 
of the proscribed pictures asshamefully indecent as the statue 
of the Indian Girl whose bareness and posture insult every 
lady that passes through the Eastern door of the Capitol at 
Washington City. 

*4 To the pure all tilings are pure." and hence I suppose is 
derived the consistency of the distinction observed between 
these bar-room paintings on one side, and these 44 beautiful 
works of art," our Sunday press and oar44 yellow covered 
literature" on the other. And hence also, I suppose, the 
44 Herald" is permitted without molestation to send its in­
decent police reports in every quarter ; the 44 Sun" to issue 
its 44 55,000 copies" of Restell and Costello advertisements, 
and assignation invitations ; the 44 Police Gazette" to revamp 
and republish the most atiocious of the seduction, rape, and 
murder cases reported in the past and present ; and papers of 
the*'Scorpion" order to feed on private character to repletion. 

It is strange that no politicians are to be found in New 
York, except a few whigs. There is certainly not a man in 
the Customhouse that ever heard of Gen. Cass, and the same 
may be said as a general thing of the Navy Yard. The 
44 democrats" who used to be found in those parts in large 
numbers, seem to have stepped out, and tl ose now to be 
seen there seem to be 44 strongly impressed with the opinion 
that a great change has been going on in the public mind," 
which will probably have the effect, amongst its conse­
quences, to shut them out of the public crib. Those who 
expect Gen.Tay lor to endorse the politician's creed, that44 To 
the victor belong the spoils," and build high hopes upon 
&ch expectations, are doomed to disappointment ; and those 
also, who hold their present fat offices by the tenure of dirty 
political services, and who count upon continuing to hold 
them undlt an honest administration, will be just as badly 
disappointed. Gen. Taylor has not been indebted to politi­
cians for his elevation, and owes them nothing on any score, 
so no offices will have to be given as rewards for political ser­
vices. Some will have to be given for military, and perhaps 
personal services, but as a general thing he will be perfectly 
free to bestow all offices upon the competent and the deserv­
ing. No president has been thus free since 1824. 

We are very 4> lively" in both cities. Brooklyn has no the­
atre or other place of amusement, but New York has enough 
for both herself and us. The Astor Place, the Park, the 
Bowery, the Broadway, the National and Burton's thea­
tres, are all open, and all doing a fine business, while all sorts 
of minor exhibitions, such as circuses, concerts, museums, 
panoramas, etc., etc., are scattered over the city with a lib' 
eral hand. The ball season will now soon be with us also.

AUSTRIA.—Further particulars of the news by 

the Acadia have been received. There had been 
a bloody struggle at Vienna, in which the Imperial 
troops liai^nuffered so severely as to be unable to 
take possession of the city. Jellachich was com­
pelled to retire from his position, as the citizens 
were determined to destroy the city and themselves 
rather than surrender. 

The latest intelligence states that four of the 
suburbs of the city were in flames, burning rapidly. 
The cannonading was tremendous on both sides. 

Barricades had been erected in the city which 
were mounted with cannon and manned by the 
Burgher Guard ; the suffering was severe. 

The citizens having suspected the captain of the 
Burgher Guard of an intention to betray them to 
the enemy, they inflicted summary punishment 
upon him, by hanging him. There had been no 
plundering in the city ; even the Bank of Vienna 
had not been disturbed. The defence of the city 
was most heroic, but the distress was intense. 

F RANCE.—Some riots had taken place in Paris. 
The clubs were extremely violent on the subject of 
the Presidency. It was Changarnier, and not Ca-
vaignac,who had declined to run for the presidency.
