OLD*!* TIME.—A portion of the dwelling-house 
of the late Mr. Wade, on the corner of Butler and 
Congress streets, Cincinnati, (as we learn from the 
Commercial of thatcity,) built in 1791, is composed 
of the timbers.of the flatboat in which the family 
descended the Ohio river in 1787. The gunwales, 
ujHin which the structure is built, are yet sound, and 
portions of the timbers are marked with bullet 
holes, and yet contain the lead—the boat having 
been attacked by Indians during the passage of 
the family to Losantiville—that oasis in the great 
desert wilderness of the West.

The Vermont Central Railroad is in full opera-
lion 52 miles, from the Northern Railroad terminus 
tu K'txbury, not far from Montpelier, the capital of 
the State.

The Vermont and Massachusetts wad has made 
arrangements to secure the iron necessary for the 
whole line clear to Connecticut river.

Who is General Taylor? 
A man mar slip altrog in the world without any one in­

quiring who and what lie is: but the moment he is placed 
or plaoes himself in a conipicnons position, which has pa­
tronne* in its gift, inqa:ries are made whether he ever had a 
grandfather. We are very happy to state that General Tay­
lor's lather came from old Virginia, and thai he served with 
credit during the revolutionary war. Of coarse he was a 
whig, and he must have been an ultra whig, as all the pa­
triots and soldiers of that war were. After the war. Col. 
Richard Taylor (that was his name) moved to Kentucky, 
then terribly annoyed by the Indians on the frontier, lie 
went in for a campaign or two against the red skins, and 
was subsequently a membei of the convention which penned 
the Constitution of that State, and held many civil offices. 

Colonel Taylor married MH* Strother and had five SONS— 
Hancock, Zachary, Georg». William, and Joseph. Han. 
cock, after serving against the Ohio Indians, died a fainter 
near Ixtuisville. Zachary is the President elect, known as 
"old Rough and Ready." Geo ge died a farmer at the 
homestead. Wil'iam died a surgeon in the army. Joseph, 
the only brother alive, is a lieulenant-colonel in the armr, 
and distinguished himself at the battle of Okeechobee. 
Elizabeth and Emily, two daughters, died, leaving families; 
and Sarah, the only sister of General Taylor alive, now re­
sides near ix>ui>ville. 

GeneraJ James Taylor, who recently died at Newpott, 
Ky., was a cousin of General Zachary Taylor's fatherland a 
noble specimen of the old Kentucktan. President Taylor 
married a daughter of Major Smith, of the army, of Miry-
land, and has three daughters and a son. His eldest daugh­
ter marred Dr. Wood, a surgeon in the army : the second, 
Sarah, married Col. Jefferson Davis, now a senator from 
Mississippi ; the third daughter is unmarried, and the son 
graduated a year ago at Yale College. General Taylor is a 
widower—a fact of some consequence in going into the White 
House. We are happy to state for the information of the 
nobility and gentry, who are carious in such matte», that. 
General Zachary Taylor is connected with some of themrst 
distinguished families in Virginia—the Madisons. Lees. Bar-
bours. Pendletons, Conways, Taliaferros—all democrats of 
the old school. 

We extract the above frwn Noah'» (N. Y.) Sun­
day Times. We must be permitted to correct one 
thing contained in it—that part which relates to 
Gen. Taylor's matrimonial history. The General 
is not a widower, but is fortunate enough to be still 
rendered happy by his amiable consort. 

EGYPT AND ITS NEW RULER.—Ibrahim Pacha, 
now virtually Viceroy of Egypt, continues to suffer 
from illness, and is at present slaying at Cairo. 
His medical attendants have a great deal of trouble 
with his Highness, for it is with reluctance that 
he abides by their prescriptions, and, whenever 
he feels at all better, tlieir entreaties are of no avail 
in keeping him from committing excesses. His 
Highness has also been in a very bad humor for 
some time, and devotes his attention solely to re­
trenching the salaries of the Government officers 
and reducing the expenses of the country—all for 
his own private benefit From his intolerance of 
advice, no one ventures to give to Ibrahim Pacha 
an opinion, unless it coincide with his own, for he 
has been known to get into a violent passion when 
contradicted, and always fancies he knows more 
than others. 

The Nile has this year risen to an unusual height, 
and has committed considerable havoc in the coun­
try by wasiiing away fields of Indian corn and up­
rooting trees, and, as it has flooded a much greater 
extent of land than is under cultivation, the water 
will occupy a great length of time in returning to 
its natural channel, and next year's crop will con­
sequently be retarded and impaired. Fortunately 
the water, which had risen to the extent of 26 feet, 
has been subsiding during the last few days. 

The English Consul, Mr. Gilbert, seems deter­
mined upon discountenancing the possession of 
slaves by British subjects residing in Alexandria, 
and has issued a notice to the effect that if all 
those who hold slaves do not.give them their liberty, 
they w ill be prosecuted according to British law. 

Ibrahim Pacha baa declared the trade in Gum 
Arabic and senna, from the upper country, lo be 
free.—London Times.

A LÉGISLATURE IN A QUANDARY .—Tlie Legis­
lature of North Carolina assembled at Raleigh on 
Monday week, and both branches were employed 
two days in efforts to elect a Speaker, but could not 
succeed in either branch, and therefore adjourned 
over to Wednesday morning. In the Senate 011 

Monday two ballolings were had, between An-
drev Joyner, of Halifax, and Calvin Graves, of 
Caswell, each receiving 24 votes, the candidates 
themselves declining to vote. On Tuesday three 
more ballotings were had, resulting in peecisely 
the same manner. . 

In the House of Commons, on Monday, Robert 
B. Gilliam, of Granville, and James C. Dobbin, of 
Cumberland, were the candidates for Speaker, and 
two ballotings took place, Mr. Gilliam receiving 59 
votes and Mr. Dobbin 58. The two candidates on 
the first ballot voted for other gentlemen—and on 
the second ballot one voting as before for on» not a 
candidate, and the other declining to vote alto­
gether. On the following day four balloting^ took 
place, resulting precisely as the last one on the pre­
ceding day. 

The Speaker of the Senate, in the event of the 
death of the Governor, becomes the Executive of 
the Slate, and this fact probably causes each party 
to struggle more determinedly for the success of 
their candidate. 

The Governor of North Carolina has, by pro­
clamation, summoned the Electors of President 
and Vice President to assemble at Raleigh on the 
6th December. 

RKLIGIOUS—Baptists.—Our denomination, dur­
ing this fall, has been more than usually blessed 
w ith the outpourings of God's spirit in the conver­
sion of sinners. A large number have been added 
lo the churches throughout the State. It would 
be interesting to all to know what has been the in­
crease in each Association, and the total increase 
in the State.—New Orceans Baptist. 

Pastors in Connijcticut The average pastoral 
age of all the congregational ministers in Connec­
ticut, is ten years. This the land of " steady 
habits," and its ministers live long. There are 
eleven pastors now living in the State whose aver­
age pastoral age is a little less than forty-nine years. 
Dr. Nott, of Franklin, has been settled for sixty-
six years.—N. O. Presbyterian. 

I)r. Nathaniel Kendrick.—This verferable and 
highly esteemed minister closed his useful course 
on the 11th October. He was extensively known 
throughout the Union as the President of the Ham­
ilton literary and theological institution, now Mad­
ison University, over which he has presided for 
many years, and which, under his judicious man­
agement, had been raised to the foremost rank of 
Baptist colleges. Hundreds of young men have 
been trained up under his care, and now fill re­
sponsible stations in the churches of our land. For 
two years Dr. B. had been confined to his room, 
and had tendered bis resignation, but the Board of 
Trustees declined the appointment of a successor.— 
Religious Herald. 

ALABAMA MANUFACTURERS.—A second manu­
facturing company has been organized in Autauga 
county, with a large capital. It is to be located 
within four miles of Vernon, and the machinery is 
to lie propelled by water. An agent has already 
been to the North after machinery. The fabrics 
designed to be manufactured are osnaburgs and 
other coarse cotton goods. In connection with cot­
ton factories in this State, and to show the complete 
success which attends proper management, we may 
mention that recently 103 bales of cotton osnaburgs 
were sent from the Prattville factory to New York 
and sold in that market half a cent per yard higher 
than the Lowell goods. We have heard a good 
joke connected with the shipment of osnaburgs, 
which we are unwilling should he lost. A Mont­
gomery merchant, doing business within twenty 
miles or less of Prattville, bought a portion of the 
goods in New York for the Montgomery market!— 
Mobile Tribune.
