From 
these he learns that the Secretary will ask from 
that body additional appropriations for the fiscal 
year ending 30th June next, to the amount of 
$3,744,000—part of which is for payment to Mexico 
under the twelfth article of the treaty made with 
that country.

He estimates that new appropriations will be re­
quired to the amount of $24,153,000, making, with 
the nine millions and a half of permanent appropria­
tions for that year, #33,200,000 as the entire sum 
that will be required.

DEATHS OF PUBLIC MEN.—Colonel Andrew A. 
Kincannon, a conspicuous democrat, died at Colum­
bus, Miss, on th« 18th ult.,aged fifty-one years. A 
native of Virginia, he removed to Lincoln county, 
Tennessee, at an early agi, and was elected sheriff", 
and member of the convention which formed the 
present constitution of that State. In 1838, he was 
appointed Indian Commissioner, in Mississippi, and 
removed to Columbus. In 1840, he was a member 
of the Mississippi Legislature; anil in 1845, received 
from President Polk the appointment of United 
States Marshal for the Northern District of Missis­
sippi. He was highly esteemed in all the relations 
of private life.—Mobile Register. 

We are pained to Announce to-day, the melan­
choly intelligence of the death of Mr. George W. 
Creagh, Esq , of Clarke county, Ala. He died on 
the 24t.h November, and was one of our oldest and 
most estimable citizens. In the war of 1813, with 
the Creek Indians, he rendered good service in 
protecting the pioneer settlements of Alabama. 
He had served often and most usefully in the Legis­
lature of the State.—Ibid.

MEXICO. 
By the ship Lemuel Dyer, we yesterday received 

papers from Vera Cruz to the 21th, and from the city 
of Mexico to the 18th ult. 

From EI Monitor Rcpublicano, of the 16th ult., 
lje learn that the Minister of Relations, Sr. Otero, 
had resigned his office, and that Sr. D. Louis Cue-
vas had succeed him ; " but," says El Monitor, " it 
is not known why the first has resigned, nor why 
the second has succeeded. These sudden changes, 
which seem to be made without sufficient reason, 
are very prejudicial to the nation, and for this rea­
son wfe have p-iipn ed that Ministers should not be 
free to rr.-i^it ilieir offices whenever they c h nose 
but should remain during the term of the President, 
or until he may dismiss them. We suppose (con­
tinues El Monitor) that the Government became 
disgusted with the Minister because he did not 
wish to lend his cooperation to some unjust pro­
ceeding. On account, therefore, of his resistance, 
and to procure a more willing agent, the Govern­
ment desired to rid itself of the Minister who op­
posed it, and to procure another who would serve 
as the blind instrument of its pretensions." 

El Siglo denies that the Government connived 
in any manner at the flight of Paredes. Bodies of 
soldiers were sent in all directions to intercept him, 
but without success. 

The rumor that Gen. Minon had resigned his 
command, proves to have been without foundation. 
It was put in circulation by the discontented in 
San Luis, in order that they might take advantage 
of the alarm, and get up a pronunciamiento. The 
prudence of the Governor, however, prevented the 
consummation of the conspiracy. 

The Legislature of Nuevo Leon had accepted the 
project of Gen. Arista in regard to the organization 
of the army. In writing to the General concerning 
it, a committee informs him of the good wishes of 
the people of the State towards him, and their dis­
belief in the calumnies which had been circulated 
respecting him by interested parties. 

El Siglo announces that Santa Anna's daughter 
died recently in Jalapa. ' 

The French Minister was entertained, on his 
arrival in the city, with a dinner given by Mr. 
Gowry, his countryman. The members of the 
diplomatic corps and various other distinguished 
persons participated. 

El Zacatecano, a newspaper published in the city 
of Zacatecas, complains bitterly of Gen. Arista, 
ànd asks his dismissal from the Ministry. 

On the 3d ult., the troops destined for the defence 
of the frontier arrived at the city of Monterey.
