A greU, free snd happy oeople cannot give higher evidence 
ol their intelligence, sound morality and virtuous apprecia­
tion of their privileges, than by enteraining the most lively 
sentiments ol gratitude to their D<vine Benefactor ; throu 
the year Ood has manifested his mercies *o the people oftl 
State ; good health ha* prevailed, and our cities and towns 
have been preserved from fatal epidemics. The reasons have 
be^n generally propitious, and although the labors of the 
husbandman may not have been rewarded by remunerating 
prices, yet we have abundant reason to rejoice and to hope, 
in humility, to deserve better of the future knowledge and 
the blessings of education are widely diffused.

And, in ca*e 
of the death of the wile before her husband, the amount of 
the insurance may be made payable, after her death, to her 
children, or their guardian, for thfir use.
