Louisiana Legislature. 
TUSBDAY, Dec. 5. 

SENATE.—The first bue-iness of importance that came 
before the Senate, was a resolution offered by Gen. Martin, 
instructing the State Engineer to revnove the present obstruc­
tions in the Bayou Lafourche, as soon as it can be done 
wit hont interfering with other works already oidered.— 
Passed! 

A bill was then introduced providing for the correction of 
the assessment rolls of the State. This bill indicates the man­
ner in wbioh persons erroneously assessed, can obtain a cor 
rection. It was finally adopted. 

Mr. Sell, of Orleans, then introduced a bill appropriating 
to persons $30,000 for the reimbursement of taxes erroneously 
assessed. Passed. 

Mr. W aâéill then introduced a bill making an appropria­
tion of $50,000 for the relief of teachers in the public schoo's 
during the years 184« and 1848. The bill passed to its second 
reading and was referred to the Committee en Education. 

Mr. Reil then stated that the bill did not make any sjiecial 
provision for the city of New Orleans, as had originally been 
contemplated. Mr. D. offered a hill-appropriating $50,000 
for the country, and making a further appropriation of $15, 
00U for the city. Mr. B. dW not offer this as a substitute for 
the first Util; but would merely ask that it be referred without 
reading, for the consideration of the Committee on Educa­
tion. Referred. 

Mr. Bryce's resolution fixing Saturday next for the 
adjournment, sine die, was adopted. 

The Superintendent of Public Education submitted a re­
port, which was referred to the Committee on Education. 

Some other bills and resolutions were read and referred, 
when the Senate went into executive session. 

HOLHK or REPRESENTATIVES.—7%« Speaker la:d be­
fore the House a communication from P. K. Wagner, State 
Printer, rela ive to the non-payment ot his accounts, which 
wa* referred to the Committee on Printing; also a commu­
nication from the Secretary of State, and another from the 
Auditor of Public Accounts. The latter was referred to the 
Finance Committee. 

Mr. Bullitt presented the memorial from the masters and 
owners of sea-goiug vessels, asking for a modification of the 
laws relative to free persons oi color employed on board of 
snch vessels. Referred to tha.Com m it tee on Commerce 

Mr. Larue presented a memorial from Harrod. Darling 
& Co., and another from P. Maxwell it Co., complaining of 
the manner in which the assessment of their capital ein 
ployed in trade had been made, and arking for the return of 
the amount of taxes by them paid under the assessment, 
above what should have been legally col'e^ted from them. 

In presenting the iietitions, Mr. iAirue remarked that 
these were but two of many instances of hardship—that, in 
fact, the whole assessment was erroneous as far as related to 
the tax upon capital, and, witïi a vi-w not only to afford 
relief in the cases now presented, but in all similar ones, he 
moved that the memorials be referred to the Finance Com­
mittee, with instructions to report a b'll affording a genera] 
remedy in like cases. The motion was carried. 

Mr. liante presented a petition from the members of the 
Mechanics' Association of New Orleans, asking for the do 
nation of a lot of ground on the Statehouse Stjna^e, for the 
erection of a Mechanics' Institute. He moved lhat the peti 
tion should be referred to a special committee. The motion 
was earned, and Messrs. Larue, Bullitt, Pilié, Wilder and 
Warfiekl were appointed on the committee 

Mr. IVarßeld offered a resolution instructing the Com­
mittee on Printing to inquire into the propriety of changing 
the law relative to judicial adverti.ements in the Pari»h of 
Orleans. Adopted 

Mr. Half am pr?sented a bi I to change the time of holding 
the terms of the Supreme Court at Opelonsas and Alexandria 
—making both terms in September—which, the rules being 
suspended, wa» read three limes and pas-sed. 

Mr. Clarke presented a bill to amend the Constitution in 
ie!ation to the right of suff rage. Referred to the Committee 
on Constitutional Amendments.

Resolved, That it is with profound sentiments of regret 
that ilio House has heard of the death of the Hon. Alex­
ander Mather, of St. James. 

Resolved, further, That as a tribute of respect for his 
memory, and as a sincere manifestation of the feelings of hi» 
colleagues, the members of this body will wear the usual 
badtreof mouning for thirty day«. 

Resolved, further. That a« an additional mark of respect 
for the memory of the dead, this House do now adjourn until 
to-morrow. 

In offering these resolutions. Mr. Duplantier made a few 
appropriate remarks, in which he was followed by Jlfr-
Winchester. 

The resolutions were unanimously adopted, and theHouse 
adjourned till 10 o'clock to-morrow.
