After these resolutions were passed, several 
amendments having been rejected, the name of Col. 
Joyner was withdrawn, and Mr. Graves received 
41 votes, several members refusing to vote at all. 

Mobile Mcnicipal Election.—The Munici­
pal election of Mobile was held on the 4th insL. 
and created quite as much interest, says the Tri­
bune, as did tbe Presidential election. The result 
may be briefly told, as follows : A whig Mayor, 
eight whig Aldermen out of the fourteen, and the 
entire whig Council ticket. The party feeling was 
mainly confined to the Mayor's election. McAlpin. 
it will be seen, came very near being successful, 
hut to a philosopher a " miss is as good as a mile."

Patent Office Report—Ac^rding to the 
report of lite Patent Office, the number of stents 
issued in 1647, is 572, including 14 re issues. 3 ad­
ditional improvements and 60 designs. The receipts 
of the office amount to 963,111 19, the expenses to 
*41,878 3j, leaving a balance of $2fr242 84. The 
whole amount now standing to the credit of the 
Patent Office Fund is $207,747. The whole num­
ber of patented inventions belonging to agriculture 
is 2,043.

Louisiana Legislature. 
-— JPnsDAT, Dec. 5. 

Mr. Bell mowd a reconsideration of the bill passed yes­
terday, providing for the correction of tbe assessment roll of 
1847 and 1843, for tbe purpose of imposing the dnties therein 
specified on the Mayor, instead of the Recorders. The re-
consideration was granted ; the amendment made, and tbe 
bill passed. 

Mr. Hertford gave notion of a bill prescribing the manner 
of makiug dotations to Public Institutions. 

Notices of several bills for the relief of individuals were 
give«. 

A bill to amend the act incorporating the town of Farmers-
vilie, in the Parish of Union, was read a third time and 
passed. 

The House bill fixing the time of holding the Supreme 
Court at Opeiousas and Alexandria, was finally passed. 

Mr. Dial introduced a bill appropriating $100,000 for the 
payment of the members of the Legislature, and contingent 
expenses of both Houses. It was amended by substituting 
$:Z5.000 for $100,000, and passed. 

The School bill was then called np for discussion. After 
remarks from various members, it was moved thaï the bill 
be made the order of the day for to-morrow. The motion 
prevailed. 

An act was introduced authoriaing the State Register to 
sell small facts of the land donated to the State by Congres», 
to Directors of the Public Schools. 

Hoi ss or REPRESKNTATivnA.--The Speaker presented 
several petitions and communications, which were referred 
to appropriate committee». 

A message from the Governor was received, transmitting 
to tbe House the report of the Bank Managers in relation to 
the Citizens and Consolidated Banks. Referred to Commit­
tee on Finance. 

A report from the Superintendent of Public Education, 
detailing his proceeding* for the last jear, and another in 
auswer to the resolutions passed yesterday, were read and re­
ferred to the Committee on Education. 

Sundry memorials were presented by different members, 
and referred to the appropriate committees. 

Mr. Bodin offered a resolution that no new business 
sliould be taken up after Saturday, the 9th instant, except 
bills received fiom the Senate. The resolution, after some 
discussion, was paised over informally. 

Mr. Duncan offered a resolution instructing the Judiciary 
Committen to inquire into the propriety of repealing the law 
to purchase certain copies of Martin's Reports. Adopted. 

Mr. Scarborough offered a reioluticg, instructing the 
State Engineer to survey a road from Monroe, on the roost 
direct route to Vicksburg, as far as the Arkansas Une. Read 
fir*t time. 

Mr. fVüder offered a joint resolution, instructing our 
Senators and Representatives in Congress to use their efforts 
to prounre the establishment of a National Foundry and 
Armory at Algiers : which, the rules being suspended, was 
adopted. 

Mr. Phillips offered a resolution to have 1,000 copies of 
the laws relative to Public Education printed under the 
direction of the Committee of Education. Adopted. 

Mr. Smith, of New Orleans, introduced a bill allowing 
the Second Municipality to bave the assessment rots col 
lected for the purposes of Municipal Taxation. After being 
amended to as to apply to all the Municipalities, tiie rule* 
were suspended and the bill passed. 

— ***• Unfit** introduced a bi l to reoeaJ the law relative to 
the interchange of Judges in thel4th and I5tn JuuicidJ D*— 
tricts- Referred to the Committee on the Judiciary. 

Mr. Bullitt, from the Committee on Public Charities 
ported several bills for the relief o indigent veterans of 1814-
15. Referred to the Committee of the Whole. 

The same member reported a bi'l for the relief of the Or-
phan Asylom of Free People of Color in the city of New 
Orleans. Referred to Committee of the Whole. 

Mr. Duncan, from Committee on Education, reported a 
bill to amend the act to establish Free Public Schools, which 
was read for the first time and ordered to be printed. 

Mr. L*ru*> from the Committee to which was referred 
the peti'ion of thlT members of the Mechanics' Society of 
the city of New Orleans, reported a bill granting to said 
Society a lot of ground on the State Ilonse square, eighty 
feet front on Philippa street, by 120 feet in depth, on condi­
tion that the Society should erect a suitable Hall thereon 
within three yean, aad cause annually to be delivered a 
course of lectures on agricultnial and mechanical science.

The Constitution of the Daninh Monarchy. ! 
Eds. Crescent —Referring to an article in the " Weekly 

Crescent" of last Saturday, concerning the altered Constitu 
tiou of the Danish Monarchy, I beg leave tooiïer a few re­
marks for your publication, if they be acceptable. 

It must be observed, that the " Constitution*' in question 
was promised to the Danes and the German inhabitants of 
the Duchies Schleswig and Holstein, by the present King, 
when ascending the throne, after his father's death, at the 
commencement of this yeàr. It was long previously known 
among the people that he would doso, and accordingly lie 
made the promise^of his own will and freo resolution. By 
this a'l parties inl>enmark were united, and the nation be 
came harmonious, when almost all other contries in Europe 
were divided within themselves. Stifl. the accomplishment 
of tbe projected alteration in the Constitution was deferred 
by the growing trouble in Holstein and Schleswig, principally 
caused by the ambitious intentions of the Duke and the 
Prince of Augnstenboorg, the German Prelates and Knight­
hood of the Duchies, the character of which movements 
sufficiently indicated by the course of subsequent events. But 
the Danes have happily escaped the influence of these power­
ful and designing parlies, and now they are, in fact, about 
to form a New Constitution ; so that we cannot, with pro­
priety, say that Denmark has ofc ein H her New Constitution 

Now, in consequence of his promise, the Kmf of Den 
mark, on the 23d of October, opened an Assembly of one 
hundred and fifty-three elected representatives of the people 
and of the realm, and ordered his Ministers to lay before the 
Assembly a draft of a Constitution, which is now about to 
be discussed by the representatives. Here it must be ob 
served, that it was only as a representative of the people that 
the King of Denmark.in the revolution of 1660, was offered 

the hereditary right to the crown : and farther, under the 
main and powerful restriction of the Kingslsw.(Kongeloven 
44 to rule as a Christin% King" v* ÄSS0,ne 

the powers of sovereignty, by which he nimse^and the }*-o 
pie, were ransomed from the ruiuous despotism of the nobil 
ity. Now, it is evident that the power of the Danish nobility 
is broken down, and as royalty itself is sepaiated from any 
influence of German Prelates and Knights, it is a shadow 
without the substance, except m its interest in the public 
welfare. Thus-" God is in history," and though Denmark 
has not yet obtained her New Constitution, and the final stip 
uiatiüns are not yet ascertained, theie is no doubt that the 
Danes will see the regeneration of their old institutions, and 
the monarchy again united. The King of Denmark, a» a 
democratic King, has justly said, in his speech from the 
throne, " that by this new Constitution it is my wish, my 
hope, and pride, to consolidate the ancient glory and happi 
ne»» of Denmark." And for this result the love and unani 
mity. of which the Danes recently have given such evident 
proofs, are his best and most secure guarantee. Events wi'l 
speak further as they have spoken. Along with the move 
ments in Sweden, where peasants and burghers contend 
against nobles and priesthood, and the strong affinities 
from that side, tbe discussion of the Danish Constitution 
sûmes an interesting character, and though we know but the 
propositions, and not the final stipulations, we believe it to be 
framed on the broadest scale of libérai principles. We also 
know how it was before theOcrman feudal inßuence was 
crushed. It is evideat, too. that the Danes know what they 
desire ; tbey are aware of their i osition, and not only prepa 
red, but anxious to fight out tbe condition sine qua non for 
Danes in Denmark—and they make no secret of their opinion 
of the armistice, which has continued to be violated during

the appropriate committees, and which will be noticed whea 
acted on. Among tbe others, Mr. Bodin introduced one to 
amend the Charter of the city of New Orleans, which was 
referred to the whole delegation from the city. 

A bill from the Senate, authorizing tbe amendment of the 
Assessment RoHs for 1847 and 1848, so far as related to errors 
committed in assessing tbe tax oo capital employed in trade, 
and to refund any sums which had been over-paid, come np 
up in order, and was read for the first time. Mr. J^aruc 

moved to suspend the roles in order to pass the bill at once. 
The motion wa* opposed by Mr. Pil e, and four-fifths not 
voting for it, the motion was lost. The bill was then ordered 
to be printed. 

Tbe Senate bill, making an appropriation of money to 
carry the foregoing act into effect, was read the first time. 

The resolution of the Senate, fixing Satniday next as the 
day for the adjournment sine dit, was, on motion of Mr. 

CUrke, of Natchitoches, postponed till Friday. 
The bill making appropriations for the support of Free 

Public Schools was then taken up, read the second time and 
referred to tbe Committee of tbe Whole. 

The House then went into Committee of the Whole on 
the bills committed, and after some time spent in their con­
sideration, in which nothing particular happened, all of lhe 
bills were reported as adopted by the Committee. A number 
of these bills, granting pensions, etc., were parsed without 
debate. 

The bill giving a thousand dollars yearly for the support of 
the Free Colored Orphan Asylum met with some opposition. 
Mr. Hunlev moved to lay it on the table, which was lost-
Mr. Wilder made a speech in favor of the bill. Mr. Qibson 

was rather strong in opposition to it. Mr. Duncan, of Or-
leans, was pathetic and logical in it% defence, and Mr. Bui 
litt, who reported it, became argumentative and witty in its 
behalf. The Bill passe;'. 

The biQ making appropriations for Free Pubiic School* 
was then taken up. when Mr. Duncan, of St Mary, having 
expressed his desire to address the House against the bill and 
against tbe School system generally, the House adjourned to 
give him an opportunity to-morrow.

They, themioie. feïusëdTïr 
surrender the Isle of Als and Arse to tbe new Government 
formed for the Duchies daring the duration of tbe armistice. 
They retained these isles and! the Danish Government shall 
obtain a full guarantee for the protection of its rights—as the 
Isle of Als is the private property ^of the Duke of Augusten 
bourg, it might with safety be surrendered. 

This angurs not peace, as is evidenced by the result of the 
armistice and continued negotiations, especially if it is true 
that Palmereton takes tbe same view of this case as the Danish 
Government. And again, became the Duke of Augusten 
bourg has so unfortunately staked his " Princely existence" 
on this false card, which will compel him to try by all means 
in his power to sustain his 44 Princely influences," for if he 
fails as Prince, what then remains? In tbe meantima, the 
Provisional Government of Rend/.bourg having moved from 
its 44 stronghold" to Schleswig, ceased operation on ilte23d of 
October. The Frankforth Post Zeitung remarks : *4 The 
members of tlie new appointed Government have promised 
to be exceedingly good and kind to the inhabitants of the 
Dnchies, without in the least losing sight of their *acred du 
ties towards ».he King of Denmark.1' Here the curtain drops. 
"After which, Stedman. the German Commissary, goes 
with Reedtx, the Danish Minister, on his special invitation, 
to Copenhagen to be presented to the Danish King, and to 
enjoy the hospitalities of this very hospitable place. All this 
certainly looks better and more cheerful than lighting for 
nothing/' 

In the meantime the Dario* will discuss their New Consti­
tution according to their old principles of democracy, and its 
regenerated spirit, in tbe friendly union of the Scandina-
vian nations, among whom time itself will further prove the 
true national affinities of the blood.
