STB^MSHIP CRESCINT CITY VS. THB BALIZB PILOT 
ASSOCIATION.—Captain Charle» Stoddard, master and part 
owner of thealeanjship Crescent tyty, for himself, and in be­
half of the other owners, and to tbe use and benefit of the 
underwriters of the vessel, her carpo, etc.. has libelled the 
Pilots' Benevolent Association, at the Balize, for damages 
lastained while the vessel was ashore ip October last, at the 
Southwest Pass, on her pastage from this city to New York. 
The libellant avers that the vessel was driven hard and fast 
aground on the night of Oct. 19, in the mod banks, in seven 
to eight feet water, (when her draoght was fourteen feet wa­
ter,) while in charge and nnderthe direction of the pilot, Jo­
seph Dunham, a member of the Association, through his 

incompetency, carelessness, and want of skill," and that 
although every effort was made by the libellant to get her off, 
sometimes having six tow boats engaged in pulling her, she 
could not be got off until he obtained assistance from New 
Orleans to lighten her, and thus she remained aground until 
the 27th, eight days. The following is the bill of damages : »

— Patriek alias Pierson Miller, accused of 
stealing a horse from VVm. Burns, last month, was yester­
day tried before the First District Court, and acquitted. 

THE RIOT IN TREME STREET.—Benj. Leggett, Joseph 
Jacobs, Robert Campbell alias Cheshire Bob, David Brad­
bury and James Brooks, accused of being engaged in a riot 
and beating severely several firemen belonging to Fire Com­
pany No. 10, one of whom it is alleged is not expected to sur. 
vive the injuries he received, at the fire on Treme street, on 
the 30th ult., were yesterday examined before Recorder 
Génois. Leggett and Jacobs were sent l>efore the First Dis-
triot Cou it, and the others were discharged. 

SUSPECTED OF DROWNING A MAN.—Gilbert Coûtant 
and John Johnson, were arrested an Thursday evening by 
the Third Municipality police, at Lake Pontchartrain, on 
suspicion of having drowned the man named James Hunter, 
whose body was found in the Lake on Thursday morning. 
The prisoners and'the deceased, it appears, were a'l on board 
a schooner belonging to the former ; and there is yet no other 
ground for suspicion. They say he fell overboard and was 
drowned. He was an Englishman by birth ; arrived here 
from New York about two months since, and has left a wife 
and family, residing in Lafayette. 

FOUND GUILTY or ENY.—WM. Vauderlip, accused 
of laroeny in appropriating to hi«own use the sum of (2148, 
entrusted to him for delivery in May last, was yesterday tried 
before the Fint District Court, Judge Mcllenry presiding, 
und was found guilty. The evidence showed the following 
facts : Joha M. Martin on the 9th or 10th of May last, then 
clerk of the steamboat General Lafayette, was handed by 

Buwen, cleik of A B. Shaw it Co., in Memphis, Tenn., 
a package marked Valuable, which, be was informed, con­
tained'bank bills to the amount of 42C48 and a draft for 
4100—in all 42143, and was requested on his arrival in New 
Orleans to deliver to Messrs. Payne ki Harrison. The boat 
arrived at this city on the 15th, and on the morning of that 
day Mr. Martin met Vanderlip, whom he had kuown several 
years as a steamboat clerk and for some time as captain. 
Vanderlip said he wished to go up on the boat on her return 
trip to Louisville, and offered to collect Mr. Martin's freight 
bilis and do whatever other running he may have to do about 
town. As Mr. Martin had full faith in his honesty, aud the 
boat was leaving the same Evening, he accepted the offer ; 
save him his freight bills for collection, and the package for 
de.ivery tu Messrs. Payne & Harrison, stating to him that it 
contained mon-y, and requesting him to be particular about 
it. The boat left that evening and Vanderlip went passen* 
ger on her. On the way np the river he handed the moneys 
he had collected, less töO lie had appropriated to his own nse, 
to Mr. Martin. On Mr. M. speaking of the deficit, Vander­
lip teok a hundred dollar bill of a New Orleans Bank from 
his pocket and paid the deficit. The boat on arriving at Lou­
isville left Vanderlip, and Mr. Martin on his return heard at 
Memphis and at this city that the package had never been 
delivered. Mr. Martin, sensitive of any suspicion resting 
upon his integrity, immediately gave up his employment 
andstartedin pursuitofVanderlipath'sownexpense. After 
much travelling in the North he received information that 
led liim to suppose he might be found about Saratoga 
springs. He went there Lut did not find him ; pursuing his 
search he left that place, taking the precaution of making au 
affidavit of the facts before a Magis'rate, and leaving a de­
scription of Vanderlip with the police. Mr. M. left on the 
23d June, and in three days after Vanderlip was arrested from 
the description left with the police. In July he was brought 
to this city by the requisition of the Governor, and as we have 
already stated, was yesterday tried and found guilty.

SIIRBVEPORT.—The population of Shreveport is 
increasing so rapidly (says the Gazette) that we 
are quite unable to " keep the run " of the new-
comsrs. There once was a time when we found no 
difficulty in knowing everybody here, but that time 
has passed, and we now meet a new face at every 
turn. We wonder where this is to stop ? There is 
a nuisance here, for the abatement of which we 
call vigorously upon the town council. We, in 
common with other denizens, ha\e hitherto been 
enabled to diminish the distance between two given 
j»oints by going across vacant blocks, but so many 
houses have been put in the way that we are now 
compelled to go all the way around corners, and 
the fact ia, it is constantly getting worse. 

The same paper states that navigation has opened 
on Red River as high as that place, and says that 
tlio Violet took down as much cotton as she could 
carry at $1 a bale, through to the city. This will 
afford some little relief to the warehouses, as they 
are not full, but running over.

THI OTHER SIDE OF THE QUESTION.—The fol­

lowing is from the Washington correspondence of 

the New York Journal of Commerce : 
WASBIKOTOK, Nov. 28, 1848. 

The production of gold in California is so abundant, it is 
said here, that it will affect the market value ol that mineral, 
tiuch an idea is, however, very idle. It appears from all ac­
counts. that it costs nearly as much to produce the gold in 
California, at present, as it is worth—labor, provisions, and 
ntensils being extravagantly dea'. Labor is vom ten lo 
twenty dollars per dar, according tosome account... Gold is 
no doubt prodnoed much cheaper in the Ural mountains than 
it ever wdl be in California. The richness of [he surface in. 
dications affords no test of the value of the mines. Where 

Sold is fonnd in boulders there is generally but little below 
îe surface. A lump of gold was found in North Carolina, 

some years ago. that was worth 420,000. A New York com­
pany bought the land where it was found at a high price. 
They spent forty thonsand dollars in sinking a shaft, and 
never obtained but three pennyweights of go!il. The place 
was abandoned, and has never been worked since. 

The tract of country which forms the gold region of Cali­
fornia is said to be fifly thousand square miles in extent. 
Most of the land was public, and, of course, now belongs to 
the L nited States. What the Government will do with it 
remains to be seen. I presume they will order it to be sold 
at a minimum price of 42 SO an acre, as they did tbe coal 
and copper lands of the northwest. 

Speculation will be very active in these lands, when they 
shall be brought into market, and most of the buyers will 
burn their fingers. Perhaps the Government will grant leases 
to individual of tracts of this gold region, at a rent of ten 
per cent, of the amount of gold obtained, as they did with 
the copper region. But they never got any copper rents, and 
would not receive any gold rents. Tliey must sell the lands, 
and as soon as possible. 

I learn that a company has been formed for the purchase 
of San Diego, with a view to build up a great commercial 
town there. It is a New York speculation. Town lots will 
soon be sold there at a high price. 

THE INTRODUCTION OF CHOLERA INTO NEW 

YORK.—The New York Courier, alluding to the 

cases of Cholera on board the Havre packet New 

York, «ays there is something mysterious in the 

manner in which the disease has been brought to 

this country in that vessel, and it is accounted for 

only on the supposition that the vessel on her pas­

sage must have passed through a current of atmos­

phere tainted with the Cholera, or some similar 

disease : 

" The ship sailed from a port perfectly healthy, 
and where not a case of Cholera had been heard of. 
The ship was as clean as sand and water could 
keep her, and all who know Captain Lines, know 
that he always brines his ship in clean and his pas­
sengers healthy. Trie passengers were far above 
the average of ordinary steerage passengers in point 
of health and attention to personal cleanliness, and 
up to the fifteenth day of a passage ending in 
twenty-two days, not a single person had been sick 
on board. On that day the thermometer fell from 
60° to 42°, a difference of eighteen degrees in one 
day, and this great change was accompanied by 
heavy squalls of snow, to which many of the pas­
sengers were exposed. If this change in the tem­
perature was not an attendant of all voyages across 
the Atlantic at this season of the year, he would be 
inclined to attribute the sickness on board to that, 
but it does not seem sufficient to have caused such 
sudden and great mortality. 

" It will be seen in the letter, that thus far the 
disease has been confined to the steerage passen­
gers who came in the New York, and that no cases 
have as yet reached the other parts of the Quaran­
tine establishment,nor has any person been attacked 
outside of the Quarantine walls. It is to behoped that 
by proper care its ravages may be confined to the 
buildings in which it now prevails, and that we shall 
not be called on to record its presence among us."
