SENATE.—Mr. Calhoun appeared and took his 
«eat. 

The Report of the Superintendent of the Coast 
Survey was presented by the Vice President, arid 
ordered to be printed. 

A great number of memorials and petitions were 
presented. 

Mr, Dickinson submitted a resolution of inquiry 
in reference to advertising for mail contracts.— 
Adopted. 

Mr. King gave notice of his intention to intro­
duce a bill providing ijy the payment of interest on 
the advances made to the General Government for 
the suppression of Indian hostilities. 

Mr. Westcott offered a resolution, which was 
agreed to, instructing the Committee on Finance to 
inquire into tiie expediency of repealing existing 
laws imposing tonnage duty on Spanish vessels, in 
certain cases. 

Mr. Niles submitted a resolution, instructing the 
Committee having control of the Contingent Fund 
to inquire and rejwrt in reference to the operation 
of the resolution of last session, providing for the 
publication of the debate«, etc., of the Senate, by 
the Union and Intelligencer. 

The Standing Committees of the Senate were 
appointed, on motion of Mr. King. The Chairmen 
of all the important Committeesare the same as at 
last session, and but fast chanaijWiave been made 
at all. 

The unfinished business of the last session was 
taken up, in order. Mr. Bayley's resolution,decla­
ratory of the powers of the General Government, 
under the Constitution, on the subject of internal 
improvements, was laid on the tablé for the present, 
as were also one or two unimportant resolutions. 
On motion of Mr. Yulee, the bill providing a retired 
list for the Navy, was made the special order for 
Tuesday next. 

HOUSE.—Mr. Evans, of Maryland, moved a re­
consideration of the vote by which the House yes­
terday ordered to be engrossed the resolution of 
Mr. Cobb, requiring that all expenditures from tha 
Contingent Fund of either House shall be made by 
joint resolution. The House reconsidered the voté 
—97 to 80—and the resolution was then, on motion 
of Mr. Pollock, referred to the Committee on Ac­
counts. 

On motion of Mr. Rockwell, of Conn., the bill to 

Provide for the punishment of false swearing in re-
ition to claims before Committees and the Depart­

ments, was taken up and passed. 
A resolution by Mr. King, of Mass., from the 

Committee on Accounts, authorizing the purchase, 
for the members, of a pocket map of California and 
the Pacific Coast, was agreed to, after several ef­
forts to defeat the smue. 

A resolution of inquiry was adopted in reference 
to a survey of the mineral lands on Lake Superior. 

Mr. Stuart, of Michigan, offered a joint resolu­
tion providing that neither House shall dispose of 
any portion of' its contingent fund without the con­
currence of the other. 

Mr. Rockwell moved to lay the resolution on the 
table. Lost, 80 to 87. Laid over. 

A bill to continue in force the act providing pay­
ment for horses lost in the Florida war, etc., was 
read twice and referred. 

Mr. Green, of Missouri, offered resolutions of in­
quiry as to the expediency of establishing an addi­
tional land office north of the Missouri River, and 
of a geological and mineralogical survey of the 
public lands in Missouri. Adopted. 

On motion of Mr. Gayle, the bill g'anting the 
right of way, etc., for a railroad from Mobile »o the 
Ohio River was taken from the files and committed. 

Mr. Wentworth offered a resolution instructing 
the Judiciary Committee to inquire into the expedi­
ency of making all government officers elective by 
the |>eople. Adopted. 

A resolution of inquiry was adopted as to the ex­
pediency of a survey of New Mexico and California, 
and securing by law the application of the mineral 
w ealth of those territories to the extinguishment of 
the public debt. 

Mr. Meade offered a resolution instructing the 
Territorial Committee to iuquir* into the expedi­
ency of reporting a bill transferring to Texas, agree­
ably to the terms of Annexation, the territory lying 
east of the Rio Grande. Adopted. 

Mr. McLane, of Maryland, offered a resolution 
for the appointment of a select committee of five 
to ascertain and report how far the House lias exer­
cised its constitutional obligations in regard to the 
publication of the Journal. 

A warm debate ensued, in which Mr. McLane 
(of Mil.) and Jones (of Tenn.) took part. Düring 
the debate the merits of various papers in the Dis­
trict, as well as in neighboring cities, were dis­
cussed, and, without a vote on the resolution, on 
motion of Mr. Vinton, the House adjourned.

The Cholera in New York—Gold Fever—Doings in 
General. 
Naw YORK, Saturday, Dec. 9. 

Eds. (yreteent—Yout friends here—and you may be satis, 
fied you have " some " in these diggings—are delighted at 
beholding such an evidence of prosperity as the advent of 
yonr large and beautiful Weekly—which 1 submitted this 
morning, to the inspection of a knot of our craft, and of 
journalists, who ail pronounced it a model newspaper. 1 
hope you will keep up the character of varitty which ap­
peals in it, and which is as much the spice of a newspaper, 
as of life. Yon need n't blush w hen I tell you that among 
good judges here, the Crescent is considered to be the best 
Daily in the south-west. Moreover, you know, print people 
are not over-foul of praising their contemporaries ; and 
do n't do it without .trong cause. 

The great topic of interest here (since the election is settled) 
appears to proceed from the existence of the cholera, which 
has arrived at last, sure enough. Thus far it has been kept 
at the Uuarantine station on Staten Island, about seven 
indes below the city. Some three or four case« were landed 
from the Liverpool liner New York, a week ago; they 
were bedded in a large loom, where there were sevetal other 
sick persons. As others were landed, they went in the same 
room. But not many hours elapsed before some of the other 
sick persons exhibited symptoms of choiera too. The doc­
tors, however, (who, as a class, are the most self opinioned 
creatures under the sun.) would n't Beparate the original pa­
tients, till the spread of the Un ease threatened alarming con­
sequences. They did separate them, though, at last, and 
put tlie cholera patients in an isolated place, by themselves. 
Since that time, the disease has spread little or none. From 
the best information, there have been about twenty cases ; 
and half of these have resulted fatally. It must be borne in 
mind, at the same time, that most of these cases were of per­
sons who were in all likelihood debilitated by disease or dis­
sipation, and their systems sank under the exhaustiug drain 
of cholera. The weather, too, has been remarkably bad, for 
health. For the last three days—during Wednesday, Thurs­
day and Friday—the atr has been filled with a heavy, stag, 
na'ed, foggy wetness, and the streets with mud and filth, 
and every object covered with clammy moisture. Ol course, 
too, nearly every disease is now, through the popular alarm, 
converted into cholera. 

We shall soon see how all this will change when there 
comes a dry, keen frost. I know the cry is that weather 
makes no great dtlferenne in the spread of the dreaded dis­
ease ; but that is nen»ense. Wnen the natnre of the atmos­
phere is completely changed, and exhalations are not de­
veloped, it looks likely that the same effects will ensue as 
from totally diffèrent causes ! 

Oar young men ate in some commotion, induced by the 
golden realities of California ; and there is talk of fitting out 
ships, and much people going in tliem, to hoe up the gold. 
What splendid visions I and how TOuUi more reliable, too, 
than splendid visions usually are I flSv n't you felt a "call" 
toward those shores which so 

" Pour down their golden sands," 
that people gather them by the tin cup-fuil ? 1 must say I 
should have no sort of objection to go if 1 were lit "tied 
down," in New York. .Let us hope that the yellow tide 
will have to set this way, (through New Orleans, of'course,) 
and titat editors and printerSiand newspaper correspondents, 
may get some of it, with the rest. 

As the river continues navigable, ami the canals ditto, 
produce ol* all kinds remains tow in price and plentiful in 
quantity. Tue latter part of yesterday afternoon was op­
pressively warm—and this on tiie8th of December ! One of 
the papers wittily says the telegraph has brought on a dis­
patch of Southern weather.,..
