STEAMBOAT SUNK.—The clerk of the steamer 
Homer, from Louisville, arrived yesterday, reports 
the steamer Car of Commerce from Cincinnati for 
this port, with a barge in tow, struck on the rocks 
coming over the Falls at Louisville on the 17th 
inst., knocking a hole in her and causing her to 
sink in a few minutes in about twenty feet water. 
The barge was cut loose and saved. Her cargo 
consisted of pork, lard, flour, etc., a portion of 
which was thought would be saved—the boat a 
total loss—no lives lost. The Homer was but a 
few minutes behind her, and took her passengers.

HOWARD ASSOCIATION.—It will be seen, by 
reference to another column, that the Howard As­
sociation met on Saturday evening last, and organ­
ized for active duty. The members are constituted 
as relief committees; and that portion of them 
whose names and residence are given, can be ap­
plied to by all who stand in need of aid. The 
prompt action of this Society, in coming to the 
relief of suffering humanity at this time, is worthy 
of all praise—which must also be accorded to the 
members of the Second Municipality, who have 
taken the responsibility of appointing, in advance 
of their next meeting, one physician and two drug­
gists for each ward, and placed them at the dispo­
sal of the Ho ward'Association. Alderman Mon-
tanye has been particularly active in bringing this 
about, and we doubt not his colleagues will re­
spond unanimously to his generous efforts. We 
learn that committeee were appointed by the How­
ard Association to solicit the same action on the 
part of the First and Third Municipalities—and we 
sincerely hope the request will be accorded to them.
