The Epidemic.

Let any one look over the lists of mortality 

which we daily publish, and he will perceive the 

names of precisely the persons who would be likely 

to pay no attention to the disease in its first stages> 

who would pursue their usual occupations in de­

spite of a complaint looked upon as an ordinary re­

sult of some aber&tion in diet, or the consequence 

of a cold caught during the recent extraordinary 

and changeable weather; they have neglected 

themselves until the diawhoea assumed an alarm­

ing form, and terminated in unraistakeable cholera 

with its rice-water discharges, its spasms, coldnei 

and death. Go to the Charity Hospital and con­

verse with the patients who are brought there 

afflicted with the cholera, and we will venture to 

say that in not one instance will you hear of a sud­

den attack, or of the individual being struck down 

without having had days of neglected disease which 

was never attended to at all, or for which some 

remedy has been taken that in its nature could only 

accelerate the progress of the complaint Let any 

one look around him among the few in easy and 

comfortable circumstances, who could commftnd 

proper attention, and still have died, and upon in­

quiry the same state of facto will be discovered a 

disregard of the symptoms of the disease, and a 

heedless inattention to the use of proper remedies. 

We have foryeare past been convinced that the 

yellow fever was really not more dangerous than a 

common cold, if the patient were timely and 

properly treated—and we have now come to the 

conclusion, physicians and alarmists to the con­

trary notwithstanding, that the cholera is far less 

dangerous than the yellow, fever—and in both that 

the worst symptom is the general fri|ht which 
attends their appearance. 

Under this belief, we must reiterate what we 

have said more than once before that the extraordi­

nary alarm shown among our citizens is without the 

slightest foundation in the nature of things, and 

that the sooner they return to their senses and busi-

nesa the better for all parties.

George W. Heeder. 
Nothing that has happened during the course of 

the present epidemic has given us more pain than 

the death of George W. Reeder. No one in the city 

was more generali/known. For a long time con­

nected with the Stage, and the Press, in each ca­

pacity his ability was unquestioned, and his excel­

lent heart and amiability of character always 

made him a favorite fvith his associates. Among 

the journals in this city with which he was con­

nected, we may mention our contemporary of the 

Delta, and our own paper. In each, his sketches 

which frequently appeared, were favorably re­

ceived by the public, and were extensively copied 

throughout the Union. Possessed of real genius, 

he was upright in his dealings with his fellow-men, 

and had a heart overflowing with charity and be­

nevolence ; but he has gone to an early grave, 

"truck down in the prime of life by a merciless 

disease. On Monday afternoon, he attended the 

death-bed of his brother, W. G. Reeder, who expired 

of Cholera, and on the next morning was himself 

cold in death, a victim to the same destroyer. He 

was a native of the western shore of Maryland, and 

for the last eight or ten years had been a resident of 

this city. At the time of his death he had attained 
the age of about twenty-six years. 

THE DRYADES STREET MARKET.—Wo perceive 

that the Second Municipality Council last evening 

granted an extension of ten days to Mr. P. Irwin 

for the completion of his contract for building the 

Dryades street Market. The structure was to have 

been opened on the 1st of January ; but the inces­

sant rains which have prevailed during the last 

month have rendered it impossible to complete it by 

that time. Had it been possible to do it, we are 

sure Mr. Irwin's energy would have effected it. 

PIRACY—The English brig Three Sisters, which 

left Gibraltar October 30, with gunpowder, for 

Malta, was becalmed off Cape Très Foreas on the 

coast of Morocco, when she was attacked by six 

piratical boats armed with Moors. The captain 

and his crew, eight in lidmber, escaped in their 

boat, and were picked up by an English brig, and 
carried to Gibraltar, Nov. 7. The steamer Po­

lyphemus returned and recaptured the Three Sis­

ters on the 10th, after an action in which Lieut. 

Wasey and three men were severely wounded. 

The Moors had mounted a gun on the brig, and de­
fended her with that and muskets. 

DEFAULTER BROUGHT BACK.—Young Beach, 

who embezzled $30,000 or $30,000 from the Bridge­
port (Conn.) Bank, and escaped to Europe was 

arrested in Paris and brought back in the steam­

ship Niagara. About $16,000 was recovered. 

THE TYPHOON IN CHINA.—An extract from a 
private letter, received in Boston from a lady in 

Hong Kong, dated Sept. 9, says : " We have had 

a terrific typhoon. It commenced on the 31st ult., 

and was attended with an immense loss of both 

live« and property. Several vessels were driven 

askore, and some of them completely wrecked. 
The garden of Mr. Drinker (with whom we are 

staying) was nearly destroyed. It is supposed that 

at least one thousand lives were lost in Canton 
river." 

WRECKED.—The U. S. steamer Dragon was 

wrecked at the mouth of the Rio Grande, on the 
26th ult. Crew and cargo saved. 

VIRGINIA RAILROAD.—Another section of the 

Louisa Railroad was opened on the 18th inst.

AMERICAN BLOCKADE or CANTON THREAT­
ENED.—A letter from Canton, of 27th September, 

narrates a disagreement between the Imperial Com­

missioner at Canton, and Mr. Davis, the American 

Envoy there. The circumstances are as follows : 

The new Governor of Canton, who affects a 
supercilious bearing towards all foreigners, and 
refused, some months ago, to grant an interview to 
the Spanish Ambassador, lias contrived to get into 
an awkward squabble with the Minister of the 
United States. For some time the Governor re­
fused to fii a day for receiving Mr. Davis, and 
when he at last appointed one he did so while that 
gentleman was absent in Macao. Mr. Davis, as 
soon as the information was conveyed to him, sent 
word that he would wait on his Excellency at the 
time appointed, and left Macao without delay, but 
was retarded in his progress up the river by con­
trary winds, and reachea Canton a day too late, 
He sent an explanation and expression of his regret 
to the Governor, (Seu,) requesting that another day 
might be fixed. To this application an answer was 
returned of so insolent a tenor, that Mr. Davis 
deemed it inadmissible, and returned it with a note 
to the following effect : " I shall wait a few days 
more for an apology, and, if that is withheld, it re­
mains for me to decide whether at once to blockade 
the river, or proceed to the northward to see what 
I can do there. The Plymouth and Preble, (ships 
of war) now here, and the Ohio, line of-batt!%ihip ; 
the Dolphin, 10-gun brig; and the Princeton, 
steamer, shortly expected, afford ample means to 
enforce my demands."—London News.
