Congre»»—The Slave Question. 
Three days ago our good people were thrown 

into an excitement but little inferior to that caused 
by tiie advent of the cholera, on account of a tele­
graphic communication to our neighbors of the 
Picayune, announcing tlie fact that the House of 
Representatives had, by a vote of 98 to 87, in­
structed the Committee on the District of Colum­
bia to bring in a bill to prevent the buying and 
soiling of slaves in that District—that the Southern 
memtars had withdrawn in a body—that a meet­
ing of all the Southern members except those from 
Delaware had been held on Friday evening last 
over which Gov. Metcalfe had presided, at which 
Mr. Morse had made a flaming speech, and by 
which a committee was appointed to report suita­
ble resolutions on the 15th of January next. At 
any other time such intelligence would have caused 
intense feeling ; as it was, the feeling was by no 
means trifling. , Our contemporaries became patri­
otic and valiant—even our amiable friend of the 
Picayune talked of taking a stand aud risking 
every thing upon a collision, and after having 
cleanly wiped and newly pointed his pen, annouced 
that before the measure should become a law 
" something more than ink would be shed." Be­
ing the friends of peace and good order, and de­
votedly attached to the Union, we thought it our 
duty to say a word in behalf of itR preservation, 
before hot blood had reached the boiling point and 
headstrong men had begun to break things. Our 
efluru were, we have some reason to believe, pro­
ductive of good—they led men to inquire into the 
policy of " biting off their noses to spite their 
faces," and induced some to arrive at the conclu­
sion that the operation, however picturesque and 
patriotic it might be, would cost more than it came 
to. ' But we suspect that the alarm of the timid, 
the valor of the brave, and even the counsels of 
the peaceful, were altogether out of place. We 
have strong doubts whether any such vote was 
taken in Congress—any such withdrawal wit­
nessed—or any such meeting took place. The vote 
if taken at all must have been on Friday last, the 
22d inst.—in fact, thati« the date which is set down 
for the meeting of the Southern membeis. Now 
the Charleston Courier of the 23d of December has 
a telegraphic dispatch from Washington dated the 
22d, It F. M., which contains the following as the 
whole proceedings of the House of Representatives : 

" la the House, Iber* were several private bills brought 
up, ont there )>enig no quorum, they were not acted on. 
The usual uisiribuuoi; ot books to the membeis was then 
made." 

The dispatch of the Charleston Mercury is half 
an hour later, and is as follows : 

"The House of Representative!, immediately after the 
reading ol the Journal, resolved itself into Committee of the 
Whole, and resumed the consideration ol' the caleu. ar of 
private bills. Having parsed upon severai. the Committee 
rose, and the House adjourned until Tuesday next." 

It would be strange if anything of the kind set 
forth in the Picayune's dispatch had occurred that 
it should not be immediately communicated to 
Charleston, and more strange still that these dis­
patches, sent after the adjournment, should be alto­
gether silent upon the subject So far from any 
such action having been taken by either House on 
Friday last, it would appear that the Senate on 
that day adopted the resolution of Mr. Douglass in 
favor of retroceding the remainder of the District 
to the State of Maryland. This course, if adopted 
by both Houses, and we have the strongest hopes 
that it will be, puts at rest the vexed question of 
sl&yery in the District at once and forever, £nd 
leave»the surplus valor of the land to shed its ink 
or something else in a better cause than civil war. 

In relation to the news in the Picayune, we scarce­
ly know what to think ; in the case of any other pa­
per the whole affiiir would be promptly pronounced 
a humbug ; but the intelligence of the Picayune is 
always so far above suspicion that we are almost 
inclined to believe it, whether true or not. An 
acquaintance of ours, However, accounts for* the 
intelligence in a rather ingenious manner : he 
thinks that the report was sent to the Picayune in 
order to draw out our friend Buliitt, who is regarded 
at the North as the confidential friend of Gen. 
Taylor. If so the trick succeeded—but it was a 
vile one notwithstanding. 

ARKANSAS CONFERENCE.—This body closed its 
session at Pine Bluff, Asks., on the 27th ult. The 
minutes of the Conference show a very gratifying 
condition of the Methodist Episcopal Church in 
this young and flourishing State. The whole num­
ber of members connected with the Methodist Epis­
copal Church (South) in Arkansas i« 11,157, being 
an increase over the returns of last year of 1431. 
The next Conference will be held at Batesville, and 
will commence on the 8th of November, 1849. 

A SWINÖL«. — The Augusta Constitutional^ 
say* that a merchant of that city received a quan­
tity of cheese, hard and well-tasted, for abnut an 
inch' in depth — but the interior was made up of 
nothing but slush. The manufacturer apparently 
nwde up two cheese-nans, about an inch in thick 
ness, glued them together, opened an aperture at 
the top, and then poured in his slops.

And then this " beautiful 
theatre," has a corps ot management as big as any theatre in 
the country has—it has a " Lessee," a " Manager," an 
" Architect." a "ßeonic Artist," a " Costumer." an " Or-
chestra Leader," etc.. etc.; all of whose names appear in the 
bills, bnt singularly enough the bills do not give the cast of 
the pieces b> be performed, nor the name of a perlörmer. 
To-morrow night we are to have " Perfection," " The Jeal­
ous Husband" and " Catching an Heires»," all for 25 cents. 

1 hope this small effort will lead to something better, and 
that Brooklyn people will soon have a theatre of their own to 
patronize.

I am sorry to report that Odd Fellowship is s'ill in a snarl 
in this Slate. The recent decision of the Grand Lodge of 
the U nited States have given great encouragement to the 
Old Constitution party, and they carry things on with a high 
hand. Oat of three hundred and fifty lodges which exist in 
this State, two hundred and fifty are in favor ef the Consti­
tution adopted in the November session of the Grand Lodge 
in lt47 ; and yet they eue bumbled and threatened by the 
minority, favored with the recently hasty decision of the 
Grand Representatives at Baltimore. The New Constitu­
tion—that under which the seceding lodges work—was 
adopted by a vote in fall lodge, of 202 to 77. as amended 
by direction of the Grand Lodge of the United Sûtes, 
alter having been regularly and legally formed by a 
Convention of Past Grands, dnly elected and qualified, for 
that purpose. Under ihis Constitution the Grand Lodge 
worked for some time, until the Grand Master, Jos. R. Tay­
lor, was induced to issue a proclamation annulling iu Ali. 
except a few city lodges, denied the power of the Grand 
Master to annul the Constitution ; and as the officers of the 
Grand Lodge persisted in restoring the once abandoned rales 
of .a prior organic law, the great majority of representatives 
refused to work under them or to participate in the proceed­
ings. The upshot was a double organization—D. P. Barnard, 
Esq., was elected Grand Mas.er under the New Constitution; 
a Grand Lodge was formed by representatives fiom a large 
majority of the lodges in the State ; Grand District Com­
mittees and District Deputies were appointed, and returns 
made to the new Grand Lodge. The old Grand Lodge, in 
the mean time, composed of most of the regularly elected 
officers, and the representatives of some twenty or thirty 
lodges, went ahead as if nothing had happened ; enacted 
laws and new rules, and collected money ; and, at length, 
in some shape or other, made a new Constitution—uot a 
more libérai one than the old, but the reverse. This Consti­
tution was intended to be binding upon all the lodges in the 
State, while no's one-sixth of them was represented in the 
body that passed it. 

Since the remarkable decision of the Grand Lodge of the 
United States, twenty lodges have returned to the old organi­
zation. A lew more wi 1 probably follow their example, but 
at least two hundred lodges will remain under the new or­
ganization. notwithstanding the fact that their so remaining 
beyond the 30Lb of January, prox., is made by the latest con­
stitution, ipso facto, expulsion. The words of the instru­
ment are. "Itshall thereby forint its charier and becosae 
extinct."

" Persons going out to the gold regions are seriously ad­
vised to take, among other necessaries, a good lo: of monu­
ments and tombstones. A great saving can be effected by 
having their inscriptions cut in New York beforehand. 
These aiticles can be had in any variety to su it the told 
country," etc., etc. 

1 have heard of a fallow who guarded his orchard with the 
advice that " all trespassers bring their coffius with them," 
bnt the idea ol including a man's tombstone among the 
" necessary" parts of his baggage, is new lo me.

Gold Fever in New York—Congress — Cholera— 
Park Theatre. 

NKW YORK, Dec. 19th, 1848. 
Eds. Crescent—Imagine the highest state of excitement 

yon ever saw in this city * on the eve of an important elec­
tion." then multiply it by three, and you may realize some­
thing of the California gold excitement now pervading neaily 
ail classes ot our "society." Since the publication of the 
documents accompanying the President's message, the flames 
have spread with tremendous intenseneis, and to a very wide 
extant. Perhaps it is safe to say that at least one-third of 
the mechanics and yonng working-men are trying to go to 
California. Of course many wUl be unable to get the requi­
site means; for two or three hundred dollar in read; cash 
is not as common as " common people" are thenue.ves. Of 
this one-third however, a very large propoition will probably 
succeed, through dint of borrowing, begging, selling off, 
(many times at a sacrifice,) or even by more questionable 
means ; for it has been discovered, in more than a few 
cases, that the California fever blinds tome of its victims to 
the laws of strict honesty. 

Gold ! gold 1 bow thou art worshipped by tbe human 
critter"! What will not man undergo to clutch thee! 

And yet how truly have poets sang and philosophers said, 
since the world began, that thou art unable to make a man 
really happy ! Still, a lew d o, s of thee—say about a hun­
dred aud twenty five pounds, Troy weight, (as it is best to be 
specified,)—woald n't come amiss to one who scribbles for 
his bread and butter. The pen may be mightier than the 
sword ; but, candidly and without clap-trap, gold is a guid 
bit stronger than both pen and sword. Proof ; the two lat­
ter a thousand times doubled, oould n't draw folks half so 
fast toward those distant shores of the Pacific, as the sight of 

few shining little lumps that went off the other day to the 
Pniladelphia Mint But I dare say you see the same thing 
exemplified, in pretty neariy the same way, in New Orleans. 
Hnman nature is just the same ("with a difference ") all 
over the world. It is the same, without the difference, in 
respect to greed iness for the aforesaid gold. 

Thus far, the session of Congress has produced no sensa­
tion. Some significant moves, it is true, have been made in 
tbe House of Representatives ; but it rarely happens that tbe 
Congress which sits immediately before the advent of a new 
Administration takes very important steps. We here think 
not mnch of the doings at Washington. We exhausted all 
our available sympathies during the two months preceding 
the election, and look on politics for a while yet with apathy. 

Still does the cholera linger at Staten Island, like some bore 
of a visiter—stich us will come at times even into the edito­
rial holy of holies. It lingers, and will not be gone, although 
sixty-five doctors have been down to see it. After this, no 
one knows what it will be able to stand, perhaps even the 
severest of frosts. 

The detraction of the Park .Theatre on Saturday night, 
still remains unaccounted for, as to theorigin of the fire. Do 
you know there has long been a standing tradition that a 
deadly enemy or Hamblin has pursued him for years, moved 
thereto by a fiendish oath to incendiarize every theatre the 
said Hamblin shall control. The insurance offices ought 
to offer a reward for that chap, asfie does them more harm 
than he do-s " the old fan." My impression is clearly that 
Hamblin's insurance will covet his losses—though the papers 
state the contrary MABHATTAN. 

DECREASE OF CANADIAN COMMERCE.—The ar 
rival» from sea at the port of Montreal, during the 
past season, number 163 vessels, with a joint ton­
nage. of 41,877 tons. In the year 1847, the arrivals 
amounted to 2*21 vessels—tonnnge 63,308, showing 
a falling off, this year, of 58 ships, and 21,411 tons.

Sent* Fé is considered to be near 
half the distance to the Pacific; so that by making every 
allowance for detentions on the way, the company, it is 
expected, will not be over 100 days in arriving at San Fran­
cisco or Monterey.

Eve» y head of a family must furnish himself with 
a good snb«tantial wagon or wagons, as the circumstances 
ot his family may reqaire, to be drawn by horses, mules or 
oxen, and no wagon to carry over 2000 pounds. Any person, 
will be permitted to take as much p'ock a* he may wish. 
Young men could unite; say five oi six together, and pur-
chai-e a wagon for transportation, which can be done at a 
trifling expense to each one. We would f ay. that the rersons 
who are at the head of this enterprise, are men of ene.rgy and 
experience, and that they are determined to proceed by the 
first of April. 

A few young men, who may wish to go, but are not ab e 
to purchase an ootfit, might find employment as teamsters. 
Every person who wishes to attach him>elf to the company, 
will please forward his name, (if a man of family, state the 
number, and number of wagons,) to either of the undersigned 
agents, who have a register for that purpose. Every emigrant 
to be at this place by the first day of \pril next, when the 
company will be organized and commence the march imme­
diately. Provisions can be purchased here as cheap as at any 
place in the State.
