FA FORK—We are indebted to the officers of the 
steamboat Glencoe for late Louisville papers; to 
the officers of the Latona for late Shreveport papers. 

THE FALCON.—Yesterday morning, the city was 
thrown into confusion by a report that the steamer 
Falcon had returned to the Southwest Pass, with 
the cholera on board, and that a large number of 
the passengers, from fifty to a hundred and fifty, had 
died. It may easily be imagined that such a report 
produced the utmost consternation among our citi­
zens, whose relatives and friends had embarked on 
board the vessel. So soon as we heard the report, 
we set on foot the most diligent inquiries to ascer­
tain whether it had any foundation, and in a short 
time became convinced that the whole story was 
one of those idle, mischievous and malicious lies, 
which fools and scoundrels are in the habit of set­
ting afloat as good jokes, or hoaxes. The author of 
this story has not yet been found, nor is his name 
known ; his person, however, can be recognized by 
some of the gentlemen to whom he told the tale, 
and it would be neither agreeable nor comfortable 
for him, to be caught. We recommend him to 
make himself scarce as soon as possible, and never 
show his face among men of honor or honesty again. 

CORNELIUS G. COOK.—We were pained to learn 
last evening of the death of Mr. C. G. Cook. He 
fell a victim to consumption, in the prime of life— 
having only reached his 28th year. Mr. C. has 
been connected with the mechanical department of 
the "Crescent" from its commencement. His 
amiable disposition endeared him to a large circle 
of acquaintances ; and his death, although not un­
expected, has caused heartfelt sorrow to his many 
friends. The deceased was a native of Pennsyl­
vania, but has resided in this city from early boy­
hood. His funeral will take place thf afternoon 
at 4 o'clock.

THE IRISH RELIEF FUND.—In answer to the 
many inquiries as to this fund, (says the Philadel­
phia Pennsylvanian,) we have been handed the 
following letter from Robert Emmet, the Treasurer. 
It shows the amount received and expended by the 
Directory : 

Niw YORK, December 11,1&Î8. 
My Dear Sir— 1 am itl&d that as inquiry has been made 

as to the Irish fnnd, in a form and from a quarter to which I 
can give an answer withont gratifying idle and impertinent 
cariosity. Among the mass of contributors, none were more 
prompt and liberal than our friends in Philadelphia, and 
none can be tetter entitled to the information which your 
letter calls for. Let me add also that I feel a particular plea­
sure in giving it throusrh one who, from the first, has aided 
and sustained our effort» with great ability and with un 
tiring zeal and energy, for which, as an Irishman. I take 
this opportunity to at:ore him of my sincere respect and 
gratitude. 

You ate sntlicientiy.acquainted with our organization and 
views to know that, as Treasurer. I cannot with propriety 
state the object, or purposes for which any of this fund has 
been already expended. I can only say. that I have dis­
bursed no part of it without the order nt the Directory, and 
that I have vouchers for every cent which I hi ve partetl with. 

The total amount of contributions received by me is, in 
round number,. (44.500, besides which, I hold dne bills for 
several hun-ired dollars more, which may or may not be 
paid—probably never will. The total amount of disbu'se-
nients, is, in round numbers. *10,000, and there are some few 
outstanding claims of inconsiderable amounts to be yet set­
tled. It is impossible therefore to say what the exact balance 
may be, but from present appearances. 425.000 is a fair ap­
proximation towards it, and this sum is to be invested in 
Treasury notes and deposited specially in the joint names of 
at least two members ot the Directory. 

It was my wish to have made such an investment some 
time ago, but I had no authority from the Directory. It was 
considered proper to wait a reasonable time for reclamations 
to be made after issuing our address of the 3d October last. 

In regard to the future use and disposition of this fund, [ 
can only say. tbat I shall endeavor to discharge my dutv 
with fii'eJtr, and that so far as I may have a voice or a vote, 
as a member of the Directory or otherwise, I shall oppose the 
application of it, for any other end or purpose than that for 
which, as I hones'ly believe, it was originally raised. You 
will readily perceive that I can pledge myself for nothing 
more.

Thé Oholera. 
The reports which we publish this morning ex­

hibit, we regret to say, no abatement of the epi­
demic now raging among us ; they, at the same 
time, show that it has not emended its fatal effects 
beyond the class of our population peculiarly ex­
posed to the inclemencies of the weather and pro­
verbially negligent of their health. We see no cause 
to modify the opinion which we have heretofore ex­
pressed, that when attended to properly in the first 
stages of the attack, the disease is not dangerous, 
and the patient easily cured. One reason why the 
deaths are so numerous may be found in the daily 
arrival of emigrant ships from Europe. These 
vessels are crowded with passengers, who, coming 
principally from the north of Europe, are immedi­
ately on landing exposed to a climate unusually 
warm and unhealthy even to the natives of the 
city ; they have few of the necessaries, and none 
of the comforts of life with them ; they have sud­
denly changed a diet of salt meat and hard biscuit 
to one of fresh meats and fruits ; and they almost 
universally drink the water of the Mississippi, 
which operates violently upon the bowels of every 
one unaccustomed to it. Is there any thing as­
tonishing, therefore, that hundreds of them should 
fall victims to the disease, and go to swell the re­
turns of moitality, which, taken in the gross, alarm 
so many of our citizens : but which, when exa­
mined and analyzed, should rather have the effect 
of restoring confidence and inducing a return to 
our habitual vocations ? We have no desire to im­
press upon the minds of others a sense of security 
where there is any real danger, and we feel that it 
would be an almost hopeless task to undertake to 
induce the majority of our readers to view the 
Cholera in the same light that we do ourselves ; 
but while we cannot expect to produce a convic­
tion of its comparative harmlessness, we must pro­
test against the foolish fright and senseless exag­
geration- now so common. Grant that the disease 
is bad enough, no one is the less liable'to attack 
from constantly talking o£ it, nor the more likely to 
recover because he has worked his nervous system 
into an unnatural state of excitement, by an appre­
hension which has no adequate cause. Where 
Cholera kills one, fear will kill half a dozen. And 
hundreds would escape altogether, did they no 
bring on the malady by dreading to meet, or taking 
noxious nostrums to prevent, it.

DEATH OF JAMES DSLLET.—Died, in C.ai-
borne, Alabama, December 26, James Dellet, in the 
60th year of his age. Mr. Dellet was a native of 
South Carolina, and a graduate of the University 
of that State. He removed to Claiborne in 1816, 
where he continued to reside "to the time of his 
death. During this period he occupied a dis­
tinguished position before the country. He repeat­
edly represented Monroe county in the General 
Assembly, and was elected Speaker of the House 
of Representatives in 1819. In 1839 he was elected 
to Congress, -and again in 1843. Both of these 
terms he served with great acceptation to his con­
stituents. In all his public, private and social re­
lations he was noted for energy, decision ' and firm­
ness of character, for an open and frank disposition 
and a probity of conduct above suspicion or re­
proach. His death has created a void in the com­
munity which will not be readily filled; and p. large 
circle of friends will lament his loss as a public 
calamity.—Mobile Advertiser.

mora than i> »enerally understood by that term, when ap-
phed to the relations which ezi»t between lender and borrow-
er manufacturer and laborer, master and journeyman, buyer 
and «eller, landlord and tenant, eto„ may be leen in the fol. 

The Organization of Labor, or of associate industry, form-
ed by free member« mutually attracted toward» a favorite 
employment, is altogether different from that formed by capi­
tal, under the direction of managers, whole internet is in op­
position to that of the laborers; tor the ten honni system 
must necessarily rob them of a part of their wages, which 
they eainefi under the sixteen hour« system; or the rise of 
wages will rob them of the ten hours system; and the compe­
tition of a rival mannfacturer may rob them of both. 

It ù the same with the restrictions which national anti­
pathies and national jealousies interpose by protective and 
prohibitory measures, between national industry here and 
national industry them; for if the hungry laborer of Europe 
ia prohibited to sell his cheap handicraft labor for the cheap 
agricultural produce of American industry, the latter will 
reoeive nothing wherewith to pay for the indispensable la­
bor on the farm. And as with next-door neighbors, the want 
of friendly reciprocity will lead to bad feelings, bad feelings 
to enmity, enmity to blows, to lawsuiu, to oosts and dam. 
age*, and all the train of such evils ad infinitum : so these 
national antipathies will lead to restriotftns, to excitement», 
to breaches of trust, to war, which will exhibit and close the 
catalogue of human depravity and folly. 

It ia the same with landlordry and tenantry; if the first is 
allowed to spread over square miles, the latter must be re 
stricted to square feet. But the restriction of space leads to, 
or is, the restriction of life'» comforts. The restriction of 
these produces bad inclinations and worse habits; bad habits 
generate vicions indulgence«, these engender diseases; the 
crowding together of the poor renders these diseases epidemic; 
epidemics become contagions; the poisoned atmosphere re­
ceive« and mixe« the exhalation« with theii kindred infec­
tion«; infection« assume a form, a name; bekold the Cholera! 
Now it leaves the poor hovei and the narrow lane, away it 
Sie« into its spacious domain; it finds it« way to your odori­
ferous parks, to the palac«« of your merchant princes; it 
mock« the knowledge of your philosophera, the skill of your 
physicians, the quarantines of your civil authorities, the pre­
caution« of yonr board« of health. It presche« to your states 
men, to your mini«ten of religion, to yonr selfish nabobs, the 
great trnth over and over again: That all the sufferings 
which one class of men causes or inflicts upon another class 
by cruelty or negligence, will react on those that came or in 
flict them; that life is dependent on the means of living like 
human beings; that these depend on guarantees, these guar, 
antees on instruments which produce them; theae instruments 
on the manner how they are used, that use on the determin 
ation of some fixed law; that law on the Supreme Lawmaker 
of the Univene, who governs His creation by harmonious at­
traction, or by attractive industry; and that all the blessings 
of life are irrevocably dependent on the proper direction 
of associate industry, which is nothing else bnt the stimulus 
produced by the proper Organization of Labor.
