EPITAPHS.—The scholars of Ninus, the 1 neban 

of their master, in a pitifii- . , _ . 
called from him Olininnm, and afterwards hpita-
phia, because they were sung at burials, and en­
graved on sepulchres, which were called monu-
roenta a memoria "—as they reminded them of the 
instability of human aflkirs, and also excited to a 
P'formation of life. Such as violated these moun-
ments were put to death, banished, condemned to 
the ruins, or the loss of members, according to the 
circumstances of the fact or person. The Lacedse-
monians allowed the honor of epitaphs to those men 
only who died bravely in battle, and to women 
who were remarkable for their chastity. The Ro­
mans erected monuments to some illustrious per­
sons while they were alive, and preserved them 
with a sacred veneration after death. 

ROYAL OATHS —In former times Sovereigns had 
their favorite oaths, which they made use of on all 
occasions when their feelings or passions were ex­
cited. Elizabeth, pious Queen and good mother 
of the Church of England, did notscruple to swear 
by " God's wounds," which became quite popular, 
and was, in time, softened down to " 'Zounds." 
Louis XI swore " by God's Easter Charles VII 
swore by " God's light Louis XII used the oath, " the devil take me but Francis I adopted an 
oath sufficiently polished for the present time, and 
which was, " on the word of a gentleman." 

KISSING THE BLARNEY STONE.—Adjoining the 
Castle of Blarney, about three miles from Cork, 
there was a square tower, with winding stone 
steps to the top : the floors were all gone, but the 
roof, which waB of stone, was entire, in the crevi­
ces of which, and on the battlements, parsley grew 
in great abundance and luxuriance. It was the 
custom of strangers who ascended the top of the 
tower, to creep on their hands and knees to the 
corner stone of the highest pinnacle, and kiss the 
same, by virture of which, the parties were said to 
be endowed with extraordinary powers of loquacity 
and persuasion. Hence it was a common saying 
when a wheedling, prating fellow indulged in ful­
some adulation, that he had " kissed the Blarney 
stone." 

TAG, RAG AND BOB-TAIL.—In an old work, en­
titled " London and the Country Carbonadoed and 
Quartered," it is said, speaking of the mistress of 
an inn—" She must entertain all good and bad, tag 
and rag, cat and long tayle." The meaning of tag, 
rag* is a pitiful fellow, »nd that <jf " bob-tail, ' 
females of ill-character ; therefore the phrase "tag, 
rag and bob-tail," signifies the scum of society, 
male and female. 

ROLAND FOR AN OLIVER.—Although no phrase 
is in more common use, yet few are acquainted 
with its origin. The expression signifies the giving 
an equivalent. Roland and Oliver were two 
knights, famous in romance. The wonderful 
achievements of therone could only be equalled by 
those of the other. Hence the phrase " Roland for 
an Olive»." 

SLEEPS LIKE A TOP.—This familiar phrase, 
which is applied to persons completely under the 
influence of Morpheus, is erroneously supposed to 
be derived from the pause of a pegging-top, when 
its rotary motion is at its height, or, as school-boys 
call it, " when it is asleep." The phrase is derived 
from the Italian topo, which signifies a mouse, and 
is applied as the generic name of the common field 
mouse, from which the Italian proverb, " Ei dorme 
come un topo," is derived. Anglise, " he sleeps 
like a topi" 

DINING WITH DÜKE HUMPHREY.—The origin 
of this proverb is attributed to many causes. By 
some it is attributed to the circumstance of a rat 
being shut up in the Abbey of St Albans, where 
the remains of the Duke Regent are interred, 
while a party of his friends, who came down to the 
borough on a pleasure excarsion from London, 
were enjoying the hospitalities of the White Harp. 
Again, it is said that it owes its origin to the cus­
tom of Humphrey, Duke of Gloster, while a stu­
dent, remaining in the library during dinner time. 
According to another account, " to dine with Duke 
Humphrey" is to go without one's dinner. The 
Duke Humphrey was uncle to Henry VI, his pro­
tector during the minority, and renowned for his 
hospitality and good housekeeping. Those were 
said to dine with Duke Humphrey who walked out 
at dinner time in the body of St. Paul's church, 
because it was believed the Duke was buried there. " But," as Dr. Fuller says, " that saying is as far 
from truth as they fro.n dinner, seeing ihis Duke 
was buried in St. Albans, to which he was a great 
benefactor. "
