VICKSBUR«—Cholera.—The Sentinel of the 27th 
says—" Upon diligent inquiry, we are satisfied that 
but one case, if one, has originated here up to thtf 
lime of penning this paragraph, and that was very 
slight and readily cured. There are one or two 
rases at a hoarding-house on the Levee, with symp­
toms of cholera, and two or three at the hospital— 
ali from New Orleans. This statement may be 
relied upon. All reports to the contrary which 
have gone forth, are entirely false." 

On the 28th the same paper remarks—" The cases 
mentioned from New Orleans have terminated 
fatally. Mr. John Price (proprietor of the ' Texas 
Tonic ') arrived here on Tuesday evening, suffer­
ing with the disease, and died early next morning. 
We hear reports this evening (Wednesday) of sev­
eral cases originating here, but are unable to state 
with absolute accuracy whether or not the disease 
has appeared among us." 

The Whig of the 29th says—"We learn that 
several cases of cholera have recently originated in 
this city—some of which proved fatal. The pre­
cise number of cases we could not ascertain, but we 
are informed that most of them were blacks, who 
had unnecessarily exposed themselves in the damp 
and unhealthy weather which has prevailed for 
some time past." 

AGRICULTURE.—Turnips.—The Augusta Chron­
icle says: Judge King, President of the Georgia 
Railroad Company, received three turnips a few 
days since, that weighed 45 pounds, an average of 
15 each. Mr. Service has two turnips that weigh 
32 pounds. They were grown by Judge Safford. 
It is worthy of remark in this connection that one 
often sees 500 acres in turnips in one field in Eng­
land for feeding sheep. The wool of these sheep is 
largely wrought into blankets and cloth for Geor­
gia consumption ; because wool and turnips can be 
grown cheaper on land worth £100, than on that 
worth but £1 per acre ! While the farmers of Eng­
land raise more wheat than is grown in our thirty 
States, they produce on less land than can be spared 
for sheep-husbandry in Georgia, more than twice 
as many pounds of wool per annum, as ace grown 
in the whole Union. Of all domestic animals 
sheep are the best to enrich lands, and dogs tike 
poorest. is 

INTERESTING TO MERCHANTS AND SHIPMAS­
TERS.—The following extract is from the Circular 
of Coleman, Hutton & Co. of Rio Janeiro, dated 
November 1st, 1848 : 
" A new inspector has taken charge of the custom 

house, and being determined to carry out all the 
laws to the strict letter, has given great trouble, an­
noyance and detention. Almost every vessel has 
lieen fined more or less for errors in their manifests, 
which are oftentimes very incorrectly made out in 
the United Slates. We would, therefore, remind 
our friends that two manifests are required, con­
taining all the marks and particulars in conformity 
with the bills of lading: and should there be a 
shipping mark in addition to the manufacturer's, it 
would be well to obliterate the latter. The mani­
fests should be certified by a Brazilian Consul, and 
tilled for Rio and a market, as without the latter 
clause a vessel cannot proceed to a foreign port 
without paying an export duty, or to a Brazilian 
port, except in ballast. 

"The captain should carefully compare the mani­
fest with the bills of lading, on the passage, and 
should he discover any errors, either in quantity or 
marks, etc., endorse them on the manifest, before 
delivering it to the boarding-officer, acquainting 
him with the same. This will prevent all fines. 
Also, endorsing a certain number of packages in 
dispute, when there is a doubt of the quantity, is 
always advisable." 

GREAT PICKING.—Forty Bags of Cotton Picked 
in Nine Hours.—The twelve hands (all negroes) 
commenced at 6 o'clock, A. M. ; at 11 minutes be­
fore 12 they had twenty-three bales picked, during 
which time they had picked one bale in 9 minutes. 
At 3 o'clock precisely, they had completed the 
fortieth bale, and if there had been cotton they 
would have pi -ked fifty-five bales by 5 o'clock. 
The whole work was performed with twelve ne­
groes and two mules—the mules resting two hours 
during the time, and two others working in their 
places. The hands stopped to eat two meals during 
the time, and not a harsh or loud word was spoken 
by Mr. Cheatham ; he and Mr. Cobb were silent 
spectators. The cotton was weighed in 340 pounds 
to each bale, and but one screw used for the use of 
it.—Abbeville (S. C.) Banner, Dec. 23. 

A NAVAL CHAPLAIN.—A correspondent of Noah's 
Times tells the following anecdote of himself : 

In our war with England, in 1813, we were cap­
tured by the channel fleet, and carried on board a 
ship of 110 guns, a perfect world of itself. They 
all lived like fighting cocks. The ship was at an­
chor. and had every thing on board comfortable and 
luxurious. 

" I will give you a capital salad for dinner to­
day," said the Admiral, Lord Keath, to us. 
" Salad ! Where does it come from ?" 
" We grow it on board in boxes." 
They had artificial gardens, laying-hens, fresh 

butter, plenty of milk, and a table which, for va­
rieties in fish, flesh and fowl, confectioneries, jellies, 
ices and rare wine's, would compare with any ho­
tel in the world, not forgetting even Seltzer waters. 
" Fine times you have, Mr. Chaplain," said we 

to a handsome young fello^" with a lively eye and 
a white cravat. 
" Yes ; very little to do. Play the flute—make 

the punch—mix the salad, and pepper the devils." 
" How do you get on with the sailors in matters 

of religion ?" said we to his young reverence. 
" They are pretty hard characters," he replied, 

"and 1 waste remonstrance on .them. I can n't 
keep them in order. Last Sunday I read prayers 
to them. One fellow winked at the other—another 
changed the position of his tobacco, and rolled it 
about incessantly. I expostulated in vain, and 
urged a more pious feeling, when I caught one chap 
putting his finger in his mouth, popping it through 
his cheeks. So, shutting the book, I said, ' Now 
damn your eyes, no more of :hat ! ' They under­
stood that lingo, and were quiet. Hard fellows, 
•hese old salts ! " 

From Washington. 
Struggle for the Spoils—Florida Everglades—Southern 

Congressional Caucus, etc. 
[Correspondence of the Charleston Courier 3 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 23.—Much has been said 
here of late as to the subject of appointments, and 
the practice of parties and of administrations in re­
gard to the disposition of public patronage. 

It appears that there are propositions before Con­
gress, which, if carried into effect, wi uld give to 
the Executive, directly or indirectly, before the ter­
mination of the present session, about one hundred 
appointments. These offices will all be of new 
creation, and whoever may administer them, will 
be responsible to the Executive or to Congress. 

It becomes a party question, therefore, with the 
whigs, whether they will trust Mr. Polk to fill 
these offices, or whether they would prefer that the 
incoming administration of General Taylor should 
have the appointment to offices created since the 
election of General Taylor. 

As you will see, the Senate has again been en 
gaged upon Mr. Westcott's bill for draining the 
Everglades. The proposition is that the Govern­
ment cede to the Stats of Florida the whole of the 
submerged lands of that Sta'e—one-eighth of the 
area of the State—upon the condition that the State 
should drain and reclaim them—sell them at the 
minimum price of a dollar and twenty-five cents an 
acre, and devote the profits to the purposes of State 
education—a noble fund—a noble object ! 

The Government, has often refused to have any 
thing to do with the matter, and the land office re­
ports that the lands are worthless. Of course, they 
should be ceded to the State of Florida upon the 
conditions above named. 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 24.—By the telegraph, to­
day, I sent you a notice of the proceedings of the 
meeting of Southern members, held in the Senate 
Chamber last night. I repeat the statement, adding 
some particulars, to wit—there were sixty-eight 
Southern members present—every slave State ex­
cept Delaware was represented. Senator Benton 
was not at the meeting. There was much harmony, 
though some difference of opinion as to movements. 
Some of the members wanted an address to the 
people of thé United States. This was opposed and 
overruled. 

The presiding officer of the meeting was Governor 
Metcalfe, and Mr. Venable, of North Carolina, acted 
as Secretary. It was ordered that a Committee, 
consisting of one member from each of the slave-
fcilding states, including Delaware, should be ap­
pointed by the Chair, and the Committee were di­
rected to make their report on the 15th January next. 

The object of the meeting is to unite the South 
in measures for their defence from Northern aboli­
tionism, which has now come to a crisis in legis­
lation. 

I may, without impropriety, say that I am dis­
posed to believe, from what I have heard, that the 
Georgia whig memhers, Stephens and Toombs, look 
a lead in the meeting, and opposed any immediate 
action, and insisted on waiting till the Committee 
should report. This course was unanimously 
agreed to. 

Mr. Calhoun has been appointed by the Chair­
man of the meeting as member of the Committee 
from South Carolina. Mr. Stephens is the member 
from Georgia. 

1 have just learned ttiat Mr. Stephens, the mover 
for the appointment of the Committee, is first named, 
and will, by courtesy, be the Chairman of the Com­
mittee, and make the report. 

It was thought by the Southern democratic mem­
bers that the Chairman should be a whig. If Mr. 
Calhoun was to be first named it would, it was 
thought, prejudice the cause—for the reason that 
lie is already fully committed on the subject, and 
that his aid will be chiefly desired in maintaining 
and supporting the course of policy which the Com­
mitted may recommend. But there is no doubt that 
Mr. Calhoun's views will be very influential with 
the Committee. 

CHRISTMAS AT BOSTON.—The Long Parliament 
gave orders in 1644 that December 25th should be 
observed as a Fast, instead of a day of merry­
making. No public act irritated the common 
people of England more ; and on the next anniver­
sary of the festival the Puritan authorities were 
resisted, and the proscribed service of the day 
openly read in the churches. The Pilgrim Fathers 
brought to our shores this repugnance to the cele­
bration of Christmas ; but they fell into the error 
of arguing against the use of a thing from the 
abuse. In some of the practices and amusements 
which had come into vogue they saw an almost 
heathenish license ; and they went to the opposite 
extreme of marking the day with a black stone, in­
stead of a white. This was a mistake ; and their 
posterity are beginning to find it out. Christmas 
should be the great day of rejoicing of the year. 
The opposition to its celebration which our fore­
fathers entertained is fast dying out. All classes of 
Christians are uniting, more and more cordially 
every year, in the cheerful and religious observance 
of the day. For the first time in Boston, the pub­
lication of the morning and evening papers will be 
suspended on this anniversary. The Banks and 
Custom-House will be closed, and the Post-office 
will be opened only as on Sunday. Here is a sign 
of progress, justifying what we have said in regard 
to the more general recognition of Christmas in the 
metropolis of New England—Boston Transcript. 

TREATMENT OF CHOLERA.—Mr. Dwight, of Con­
stantinople, says : " Of all epidemics or contagious 
diseases, none excites more general alarm than the 
malignant cholera, and yet I know of none that 
gives such timely premonitions of its approach, and 
that is so perfectly under human control, (so to 
speak,) as this in the early stage." 

The same gentleman, in a letter to the New York 
Observer, also says, that in the most violent cases 
in which the attack has been the collapse, when­
ever he has been able to investigate the facts, he 
has invariably discovered that the individual had 
been laboring under diarrhoea for some days pre­
vious. He urges, therefore, the rule in every in­
stance to stop the slightest diarrhea immediately. 
For this purpose, he prescribes six drops of lauda­
num in mild cases, to be repeated every four hours, 
untill the disease stops. Of course, a smaller and 
appropriate dose should be given to children. In 
severe cases of diarrhoea, the dose may be increased 
ndefinitely, without the least injury, so long as the 

effect of checking the diarrhoea is not produced. 
In cases still more severe, where diarrhoea has been 
neglected until pain has come on, tendency to 
cramps, and coldness of extremities, a mixture of 
rhubarb, and tincture of camphor, has been used 
with the best effects. Of this, eighteen drops may 
be given toan'adult, increased according to circum­
stances. This with the application of the spirits of 
camphor by friction to the region of the stomach, 
has proved almost infallible. 

MOBILK ORANGES AND WINE.—Our friend, 
Thoma« S. James, politely sent us a Christmas 
present of a bunch of fine oranges and a bottle of 
delicious wine. The former were grown in his 
garden, within the city limits. From the tree that 
produced this bunch, he bad gathered that day 
1200. This, one might call a large crop for Mobile. 
The oranges were delicious, the flavor excellent. 
One of them measured twelve inches in circum­
ference. The wine was made from the Scupper-
nong grape, and was pure juice—no sugar or alco­
hol had been added. It was very fine, and we 
assure Mrs. James, to whom her husband attributes 
the honor of a successful manufacture, that none 
coud do better, ami her wine needs but age to be 
a choice article. Mr. James says he expects that 
in five years he will be able to produce 1000 bottles 
on his estate.—Mobile Advertiser. 

SILVER MINE IN NORWAY.—In the Swedish 
official paper of October 27, it is stated that, on 
the 14th of September, the workmen employed in 
the King's mine, which is one of the Königsberg 
silver mines, in Norway, found a lump of pure na­
tive silver, weighing 208 pounds, and that, on the 
6th of October, another himp of native silver, 
equally pure in quality, of no less weight than 436 
pounds, was dug out of the same mine. It is a fact 
worthy of being recorded, that about twenty years 
ago this mine was offered for sale in London for the 
sum of .£10,000 ; but the capitalists of that day had 
not sufficient confidence in the treasures it was 
represented ^ possess to give this comparatively 
small price. ^

How insignificant to many the thing must seem 
what is designated by that term, may appear'from 
the smallness of the type in which it comes before 
the people : but if they are told that the Not Organ­
ization of Labor is the principal cause of all the 
evils they suffer and of the oppression they endure, 
if they are informed that with the Organization of 
Labor the ravages of yellow fever and cholera will 
be greatly diminished, or disappear altogether, its 
character then may become more important, and we 
may have the pleasure to see, headed with types 
like these, 

THE ORGANIZATION OF LABOR, 
a million of pamphlets in the hands of diligent 
readers. 

Physicians are wont to say, in regard to the chol­
era, a few things that are true, aqd a great many 
things that are not true. Among the first is, that 
the cholera is not a visitation of God's wrath forthe 
chastisement of the sins of the world, but the effect 
of a cause which—they do not know, but wish to 
know. As much so as that ignorance is the cause of 
bad government, and bad government the cause of 
the suffering of the people. And having said this 
and done that, they have said and done all that 
we can expect from honest men ; but as the chol­
era seems to care little about the sayings, and less 
about the doings of physicians, we, who care much 
about it, wish to say something to a better purpose. 

Most, perhaps all, diseases (the cholera included) 
originate from the disorders which a false organiza­
tion of society produces, and which deprives by far 
the greater part of its members of the means, the 
proper use of which was intended for the comfort 
and happiness of all. These means are not gifts of 
charity, (which I considéras insults offered by man 
to man.) but the right to labor and the instruments 
for laboring to every human being on earth ; with 
these means that abject misery, which now we see 
clinging to the outskirts of society, and infesting 
every nook and corner of our cities, would soon 
vanish, and with it the seminaries of yellow fever 
and cholera. 

For where makes the cholera, generally, its first 
appearance ? Is it not in these dens of vice and 
abodes of misery which contain, what some are 
pleased to call, the lower classes, anil which we are 
used to call the wronged classes? Now I wish to 
say, that Divine Justice forbids the rearing of 
palaces and the possession of square miles to the 
few, while many have no spot to rest their head, 
and if, in spite of that forbidding, palaces do arise, 
and parks are created for those few with the very 
means which were intended for the cultivation and 
beautifying of this great world for all, nuisances 
will appear, the neglected soil will generate p ison-
ed roots, the stagnant pool will exhale psstiferous va­
pors, and the cholera and yellow fever will do their 
work of vengeance, not as the agents of an angry 
God, but as self-created tormentors of foolish man. 

CHRISTIAN BUROHALDER. 

RUSSIAN FIRE DEPARTMENT.—A letter received 
in Portland, Me., from Cronstadt, says : 
" I saw here what a Georgian would call a smart 

chance for a fire, and the way they managed it 
may be of service to you Portlanders. The fires 
here are managed by the police, or intended to be. 
In this case a fire broke out in a small building. 
The first operation was to send a Russian soldier 
out of the town to catch the ho:ses to draw the 
engines to the fire—the said horse» being quietly 
grazing about a mile distant. By the time horses 
and engines were brought, the fire had made de­
cent progress, but nol so much then, but that your 
fire department could have extinguished it in forty-
five minutes at most. By this time cocked hats, 
gold lace, and all sorts of military gentlemen were 
about, all giving orders, and no one to work. At 
last I saw one engine worked by seven Russian 
soldiers, equal to about three Yankees. And the 
old Portland and Vigilant were in comparison to 
these, what your first class engines are to them. 
Certainly, two of these stationed before a baker's 
oven, working with all the power possible for poor 
Russians to put on, would not be the least impedi­
ment to its heating. The consequence was, with 
all the noise, disorder and mismanagement,the fire 
burnt out instead of being put out, destroying about 
forty buildings, when but one, if that, should have 
been burned. The manner in which these power­
ful engines were supplied, was by a horse ar.d cart 
with a cask, containing about 140 gallons, und it 
appeared to me one horse and cart tended each en­
gine, and then went for another caskfull, and so on." 

JEWISH TEMPLE.—The assertion of Major Noah, 
in his Thanksgiving address before the Hebrew 
Society, that substantial remains of the Temple of 
Jerusalem were still in existence, and thus, that the 
prophecy of Christ in reference to the destruction 
of the Temple had not been literally fulfilled, hav­
ing called out queries as to his proofs for such a 
statement, he has furnished them in art interesting 
article to the Journal of Commerce. The original 
temple was erected by Solomon 1012 B. c., arid was 
destroyed by the Assyrians 424 yeirs after. On 
the return of the Jews from Babylon, the temple 
was plainly rebuilt and stood thus until Herod re­
built it with great splendor. This structure to 
which Christ referred, was destroyed by Titus and 
the Romans, seventy years after the death of Christ, 
and the ploughshare was actually passed over the 
ground surface where the temple had stood. 

Underneath, however, a vast sub-slructure with 
vaults, crypts, and massive pillars, remained un­
touched, and for 500 years the earth accumulated 
over it, concealing the ruins from twelve to fifteen 
feet below the surface. When the 1 urks selected 
Mount Moriah as the site of the Great Masque of 
Omar, in levelling the ground, this structure was 
brought to light, and now exists almost perfect un­
der the Mosques of Omar and EL Aksa. The arehi 
tecture is such as to leave no doubt of its having 
belonged at least to the Temple of Herod, the one 
against which Christ prophesied. In this conclu­
sion Mr. Nathan, a Hebrew traveller, and Messrs. 
Catherwood and Tipping, each of whom explored 
and took drawings of the architecture, agree.
