ThsCo"* of Honor extending in Practice.—Val-
mont Decoux made affidavit, yesterdav before Reçprder 
Génois, that he has reason to believe two free men of nolor 
named Mohcre Dnvernay and Ed. Fanchet intend ' to com-
mitt a breach ot the peace, by meeting in the field to light a 
duell." Warrants were issued for the arrest of the belli­
cose " gem men ob oolor." 

Drawing a Pistol.—Valentine R. Jones was yesterdav 
committed to prison for five days.oy Recorder Génois, for 
drawiag a loaded pistol on Fufjencio Lloji&cona. in the coffee 
house of Mr. Fern mdez,on Levee street, b-tween Ursuline 
and St. Philip Ktiee's, of which coffee-house Llojiacona is 
barkeeper, on Thursday night. m 

Sudden Death — A German woman, aged about 23 
.year*, naired Ma>y Justus, emoloyed as a domestic in a 
houae on Canal stiec*, between Franklin and Trémé, whi'e 
washing in the yard of the house ye-terday, and conversing 
in a jocniar n.anner with a fellow servant, suddenly raised 
her arms, fell back and was dead in an instant. She was 
and had been apparently in perfect health. An inque»t was 
he'd on >he body, an i the post obit examination proved that 
ihe died of an affection of the heart. 

Charge or Stealing a Skiff.—A man named Peter 
Miller wa* ye.terd*y arrested by the First Municipality Po-
lice, at the rennest of Henry t-hafF. who charges him with 
stealing his skiff. The accused gave .bail to appear for 
examination. 

A Mistake.—The money and silver-ware found in the 
po.-se s on of a slave of Mrs. Bureau, on Thursday, by Lieut. 
Seicschnaydreof the First Municipality Police is found tobe 
the propeitt of her mispress. The slave ii an old and favorite 
servant, and presum ng she could take better care of the oro 
pert y than her nustre«*, put it in her trunk for safe keeping. 
On the facts being explained to Recorder Génois, he dis­
missed the case. 

An Old Hand Caught.—A somewhat ce'ebrated char 
acter fn $ ale Prison records, named Bill Jones, was caught 
on Thursday night in a state-room on board the steamboat 
Ivanhoe. having broken ootn a door with a chisel or "jiir-
raey * He was s»nt before the First DistrictCourt yesterday 
by Recorder Ba'dwii. to be tried tor attempting burglary 
and for assaulting with a chisel, with intent to kill, William 
Murdock who "aught him in attempting to escape Bi 1 
was in j til in St. Lonis tome mont s since Ob a charge of 
fObb<?ry. but maaagedtoe«capo, andcametothiscity, where, 
ander the irui-«e of driving a t ab, he has been occasionally 
trying his hand at hisold trade. An officer arrived herefrom 
St. t.ouii abont a fo'nis^ht since, with a requisition from the 
Gove I nor of Misfouri tor Bill, but the officer was so terrified 
on arriving, at learning the cholera was in tha city, that ^ 
immediately returned, without having made any search for 
the fugitive. 

The Murder of Fenner.—Recorder Génois yesterday 
went into a partial etammation of the case of John Werner 
charged with stabbing Henry Fenner, on the night of the 
23d uli., on Ro/al s'reet. a«*d inflicting a wound in the ab 
dornen which caused death. Thos fir no witness has 
appeared who was present at the affair. The circumstan­
tial evidence, however, was considered sufficiently stiong 
against the accused by the Recorder, to remand him to prison 
to await a fnil examination on a charge of murder. The 
testimony adduced shows that the deceased died of a wound 
in the abtlom^u, inflicted with some sharp instrument : that 
he and the prisoner had been on unfriendly terms since the 
election, in retia'd to whi- h they haul some difficulty ; that 
on being brought to the Watchnouse on the nieht he was 
wounded, he declared he nad been slabbed by Werner, anu 
repealed the declaration frequently from that time to the day 
ot his death, stating tbat he net Werner between 1 and 2 
o'c'ock in the morning, oppo«;e Mr. Englehard s beer-bouse 
on Royal street ; Werner caught him by »he col'ar, when 
the deceased thrnst him back and he fell, and that on lising 
he drew a knife and made a thrust which onlr cut the pan­
taloons of deceased ; he then made a second stab which 
inflicted the wonad that eansed d^ath. Thé two physicians 
who nttedded the decea*ed. it is alleged, have left the city, 
and tboir evidence cannot therefore be bad at present 

Committed on Two Charges of Lakcent — A Mrs. 
Ro»e Kramer was arreted a few dars since by the Hecond 
M'tnicp .lit y police on the affidavit of Margaret Ryan, who 
suspected he. of st alinf a chest containing wearing appa el 
and mouey, to t^ie am- uut of (her ropertj,) which 
was taken altout two wreks before from he' hon e, at thr 
corner ot Giro«! and Camp street. On sesrehir g the trunk of 
the prisoner, -»t the house oi Mrs Fallon, o > Magaz ne. near 
>• stelle street h small piece of silk, in the form of a handker-
ch'et. and a gc! 1 watch and chain w*re found. On the caae 
being caliel up tor ex&raina'ion, yesterday, before Records 
Baldwin. Mr». R• an identifie ' the pie«-e of si k as her piop-
ertv, and the or se ^ a» >eui be or* the First Dtstrint Cour*. 
The watch was idefttttied by a jouog man named Isaac Dyer 
as one which had been entrusted h>m by Mrs. Ma'ia Woods, 
to have repaired, and which, while he was wearing it, was 
stolen from him in a hoo&e in which Mrs. Kramer and oaem 
two other women were, wuile he was under ths influence of 
hqn°r„ Mrs. Woxls a'so recognized ihe watch as hert^aaa 
Mrs. Krai mer was sent before the First D strict Court. Dyer 
himself wa»proseo ited some time since by Mrs. Woods, who 
charred him with breath of trust, in keeping the watch. He 
was discharged, however, and the recovery of the watch was 
mo donbt a pie—iag circnm>taact to him. . 

Teiaa for Mur dir ov thr Hioh ««ae.—Oa Tues­
day last Antonio Bibelioh, an Italian, and Juan Martinez, a 
Spaniard, were arraigned befom the U. 8. Circuit Conrt, 
Judge McCaJeb presiding, on a cha'ge of murderiag James 
Chapped on board the ship St. Louis, on her passage from 
Ve>a Crvz to this city, on the SBth August last, whea tha 
vessel w^s about two hundred miles from the 8. W. Pass. 
Tuesday : and Wednesday and a short time yesterday morn-
ing w ere ^pent in empannelling a jury. Before the jury was 
complete between forty and fifly jurors were cha lenged by 
the prisoners. The accused pleaded not guilty, and having 
no counMl to defend them, the Court appointed Messrs. 
C. Dnfour and W. M. Randolph to perform that duty. 

After a Wief address to the jury from the Distriot Attorney. 
Mr. Durand, who conducted ;.he prosecution, in relation to 
the charge and the nature of the testimony he expected to 
adduce, the witnesses were called. 

Captain Haley, noom.—Was master of the ship St Louis 
on the passage in whicn Mr. Chappel was killed; Mr. Chap 
pel came on board at Vera Cruz as a passenger; the pri­
soners wer«* shipped as seamen on the vessel at that port: 
they sailed from Vera Cruz on the 21st August; as the vessel 
was being towed to sea a packare of money, containing be­
tween four and five hundreu dollars, was handed witness 
from the steamer along side; all was quiet on board untd *he 
evening of th* 28th. On »hat evening at 8 o clock, when 
the Whtch was being changed, both the prisonen came to wit 
ne>s and requested permission to sleep aft, as the cew, they 
said, had threatened to throw them overboard and they were 
afra'd to sleep forward with them; they appeared to l>e 
frightened and witness gave them permiision to sleep aft; 
the deceased, Mr. Chappel, on hearing of Antonio's fea»s, 
called him and told him there w*s no danger, rot to be 
alarmed, no body on board would hurt him; about 9 o'clock 
Peter (Martinez) who wss at the wheel, was relieved by 
Antonio (Sibeiich) ; about 10 Antonio was relieved by Win. 
Martin, and on being relieved sat a short time on the rail; 
wi ness was at this time on top of the house, and Antonio 
soon left the rail and croeon the house. Mr. Chappel had 
laid down on top of the house, and had nothing on but a 
shirt and light pair of pantaloons, as the weather was warir; 
witness al o laid down and went to sleep; beiore going to 
sleep perceived Antonio creeping a'ong towards the mize -
mast, where he sat down, leaning his back against the mast; 
Mr. Chappe1 was lying so near Antonio that he could lay 
his hand on his body; witness lay near Mr. Chappel. who 
was between him and Antonio. Between 10 and 11 o'clock 
witness was woke up by a no;se, caused it ep ear^d, by An­
tonio making a spring; saw him draw a knilè from Mr. 
Chappel's body: h-» th-n ro bed toward witness and stabbed 
him in front about iheshonlder; the mate, Mr. l'aimer, came 
to assistance of wi ness; Antonio ran aft and the mate pur­
sued him; they clenched and fell together, the mate under, 
when some of the crew came to ^he assistance of the mate, 
and they succeeded in takin« ti e Knife irom the prisoner, 
who was then bound and tied to ihe mast ; two knives were 
found in hi« possession, the one in hia hand, the blade of 
which was broken in wres»mg it from him, and one i. his 
bosom, a common table knife; the one taken out of his hand 
was covered with blood; bo'ii knives looked as it they had 
been sharpened that night, but the one used (a sailor's knilè) 
was the sharpest, and had a sharp point, which the other 
had not: the tab'e knife was sharpened some at the top. A 
broken sailor knife was produced in Court and identified by 
the witness as the one taken from Antonio. . Witness, laint 
from loss of b ood, was nbo-<t to go down to tiie cabin, wnen 
Maitinez cane up on the poop, looked at .witness a moment 
and then returned down the steps; this was a ininute or two 
after Mr. Cftappel had been stabbed; Anton'o was then 
being tied; witness weat down into the cabin; Mr. Chapi^e! 
was airead> down; ihey were followed by the mate, who 
endeavored to ass st witness and Mr. C.; Mr. L. expired 
short v after, reclaring that Antonio had killed him. 

L'ross-rzaviination.—The vessel was then masted. [On 
giving this answer he was asked by the counsel if the vessel 
was not a brig; smiling, it is presumed, at the nautical igno­
rance of his interrogator, he replied. No, brigs have but two 
masts ] She wis of 400 tons burthen : there were on board 
four'een sailors beiore the mast (including »he prisoners), the 
mate, ths cook, one pa^Dger (the deceased) and the wit-
ness; the prisoners were good seamen and conducted them­
selves well, until the homicide was committed: all hands 
were on deck at the t^me witness was handed the money from 
the steamer, on leaving Vera Cruz; they were seating the 
main and mizen top sails; the p isoners were eugaged setting 
the mizen top-sail, and with the other b^nds were about the 
hou»e, and witness thought they were looking at hon when 
he was hanied tie money; the mate tooithe kn'le irom An­
tonio af er the^nnrder was committed, and after he was tied 
gave it to witne s; Martinez was not put under £ue>t for 
thiity-six hours after the occurrence, a» some ot the ;len were 
sick and the vessel was short handed; saw the^vj An­
tonio's hand when the mate was struggling vwh^im; it 
was taken from him by the mate witn the assistance« oi 
Wm. atevens, oneof thesai ors. 

John A. Palmer, sworn—\\as on board ship St. Louis 
on the pa-sage from Vera CrflWto this por, when Mr. Chap- i 
I-el was killed; was first mate of the vest-el; leti Vera Cruz 
the 21st Aoeust ; every thing was s*ill until the evening of 
the 28th ; about »upper time on that day. say half past »ix I 
o'clo> k. the Mexican [a man on hoard who was servant to 
Mr. Chappel. ami who actfd as cabin boy or steward.] told 
Witness- [objecte 1 to hy defence and objection su*»tained by 
'"ourt ] Wune »'s watch was from 8 to 12 on deck ; in the 
early pa*t of the watch, Peter (Juan) Marticez took «he 
wheel, i.e wîis leüeved by Antonio, and about 10 the wheel 
was taken by Wm. Martin, who ielieved Antonio Antonio 
after being relieved got up and sat on the after part of the 
vessel, on the rail on the starboard side of the wheel; in 
abont half an hour he got off the ra'l and went on top of tb« 
House ; * it ness was all this time walking on the house ; the 
attenti *n of witness was directed to the movements of An 
tonio, b- both ^e and Martine/ having come ait during the 
evrning *nd Martinez telling h m he were afraid to sleep 
forward ; he asked them why? they saiu some oi the men 
were goi nir 10 heave them overboard: witness immediately 
went to Capt. Haley and told him th* tircums an e; th« 
Captain ordered him to call all hands ; he did to, and a*ked 
the men, individually, if they had any wo ds w th Antonio 
or P-ter (Mart nez) ; they said they had not ; Capt. Haley, 
w^o was present, then told therpiisoners ihey might stop aft, 
Peter did notcoinë directly back, but stopped about the m*i.i 
mast near the c bin doer, witness ncticed when Antonio 
got on too of the house he was at the lee side of the s. aw li­
er— he vessel wss ou the w.nd—and he crept alontr until he 
got to the m.zen mast ; Mr. Chappel. Capt. Haley and wi:-
ness were all on fop of t ie house, talking aid joking, until 
atout half past 10 o'clock, when witness th nksMr. Chappel 
la d down and went to sseep : he laid with his head on a 
settle, within reach of Antotio. who could put his hand on 
hi» body ; Mr. Chapiiel fai l on his left side, with his back to 
An onio; Capt. llaJer laid town athwart, with his hetd 
toward the fore part of the vessel. Witness continued walk­
ing the deck until about 11 ; then cailed the watch to pnmp 
ship; tie watch came aft to roan the brake«; as the ship 
leaked considerabl y had to work boih ptfmps ; the working 
of both pumps caused considerable noi e ; watched the men 
pumping With my back to Mr. Cnnppel ; in a few mo­
ments witness sat down on »op of the honse ; sat in a way 
'hat he could see the men af the pump without turning. They 
had been pumping about 10 minutes. wh»n witness heard 
Chappel jnmp and s ream'; witness immediately jumoed up 
himself; Antonio thtn.a* witness thought, had a kni.e into 
Mr. Chappel; Mr. C. ru hed fiom Antonio, tore his shirt from 
h.s body and held it to ths wound, and rushed down stairs. 

he noise ronsed Captain Haley; Antonio struck at Capt 
H.; he defended him*eif; strack at witness also, theyc'ench-
ed, witness t>ipped him. and botu fed on deck, witress on 
derneath: witness found Antonio had his knife working un­
der. between witness and the deck, cutting hi« back; witness 
on discovering this canght the arm with which the knife wag 
he'd, and with the assistance of Wm. Stevens who came 
up, t ok the knife f om him, and in taking it. it was broken; 
[witness identified the knife in Co .in; 1 at this time Wi liam 
Miller left the wheel and wiih the assistance of twp or three 
other men Antoni« w >s lashed to the m>zen mast without 
much resist mce. After se uring Antonio, witness went be 
low to assist Capt. Haley, who ^as very weak from loss of 
blood, and on being informed that Mr. Chappel was bleeding 
to (hath, when witness went below he found Mr.C. laying 
on the floor bleeding very profusely; he said to witness " Pal­
mer. for fiiod's sake, stop my bleedine;" in attempting to 
bandaee the wound, witness noticed by bis face and other 
signs that he was dying: witness then went to the Cap'ain. 
wno was fainting, and assisted him to the top of the house; 
he laid down on the house ; witness then looked down 
through the scutt'e and saw Mr. Chappel breathing his la*t. 
Witness received twocnts in the back, and one in the breast, 
the latter was slight, as the blow was partially broken by be-
ing warded off with his arm. The knife was ver/ sharp; an­
other knife, atabl» knife, was taken from Antonio's bosom. 
Witness kept the log, it being his duty, and mentioned these 
circumst-tnces in the !og at the time. # * 

The District Attorney proposed to introduce the loe-book 
as corroborative evidence. Th s was objecUd »o by Mr. Dn­
four, on the ground that the mate was not onder oath at the 
time the memorandum was made. The District Attorney 
urged upon the Court the value given to the rec-ord in a log-
b ,ok by law—so much value that the law made it impera­
tive upon the officers ofa vessel to keep o**e. Mr. Randolph 
replied, sustaining the objection. He put it to »he Court, that 
the introduction of the log-book as testimony, while he who 
kept it was in Court, and did n-1 say he needed it to jefre»h 
bis memory, would be an unusual procedure. The right of 
cross-examinat;On was most sacred to a defendant, so much 
so that the law made it imperative that a witness »hall be 
pre ent at the trial, and shall give his testimony face to fa^e 
with the accused. If any one of the witnesses were abroad, 
the Court could not receive their depositions; nor if all the 
witnesses were dead coud the entry in the log-bo^k be 
brought up as testimony against ihe prisoner; and yet when 
all the witnesses were in Go-irt. and when he who kept the 
fog was present him>e'f. it was proposed to bring it in as tes-
ii mo a y—a record written perhaps in a state of high excite­
ment, and mute as marble to a cross-examination. 

The Conn recognized the value of the log-book, but 
thought it intended for commer< ial purposes, and relused to 
admit it as evidence in a case involving life. 

Toe witness (Mi. Palmer) resnriet! ri's estimony. Jn re­
lation to »he conduct of Martinez 03 the occasion, the wit­
ness said he (Martinez), while wtnoss was struggling with 
Antonio, came up stairs, nut his head ahove the top of the 
house, and immediately went do-vn again. The prisoners 
were employed at the same time at Vera Croz, about three 
weeks before the ship sailed and cam^ on board togethe. as 
< omrades; they requested witufss to put them on the same 
watch when he was dividing bis watches; did not do it at 
that time, but did it afiorwaidf, as two or three of witness's 
watcn were sick of fever; this was done when the vessel was 
about four or five days out. 

Oro88-eza/n*nation.—h was about thiity-six hours after 
Mr. Chappe! wa^ killed befo e Martinez was put under ar. 
rest; be was not arrested immediately because several of the 
men were shk, and »he ship was short-handed. When the 
blow was gi en to Chappel, Martinez was at the pump, 30 
fee* fr »m wiieie Antonio and Chappel were. It was not 
over three minutes after the blow whs given to Chappel, 
when witness secured the two knivas; it was dming the-e 
<hree minutes that Martinez rsn np the steps to them, while 
they were struggling; he pansed when he aw witness and 
Antonio down, and then went back. The Mexican ran 
down in the bold to save himself and covered himself with 
sails. Witness believed "Martinez wa< implicated in the 
murder, because be was it the pump when the scuffle took 
place, and because he came running up the steps when he 
heard the noise on top of the house and fiom other circnm 
stances related by witness in his testimony 

Two se irren on board the vesse', named Wm. Martin and 
Wm. Stephens, and a Mexican, a servant to Mr. Chappel. 
who acted as cabin-boy or steward, were subsequently exam­
ined, and their testimony c'osed the evident^ on both sides, 
as there was none to offer for ihe defence. Their evidence, 
in brief, showed that the prisoners were constant compan­
ions ; that they were frequently noticed whispering together, 
that thev kspt as much a» possible apart from the rest of the 
**rew ; that Martinez in company with An ouio. asked ihe 
Mexican to lend them a ca*e of pi»toii the day of the night 
the homicide was committed that he said they wanted tne 
pistols because some of the persons on board were going to 
tnrow them overboard that night, and that Martinez after 
Antonio had been tied, expresesd his detestation of him for 
tue crime be had committed. 

The Jury was addressed st-ccessively bv the District Attor­
ney. Mr. Randolph and Mr. Dufour. For the prosecution it 
was argued »bat th-< prisoners had combined to commit an 
act of piracy, ana were both equaliv guilty. The defence 
argued the lallacy of the theory of piracy being designed 
with such inadequate ir^ans. It was c aimed that t^e tacts 
did not inculpate Martin«* »n »he least ; anl while it was ad­
mitted that tha hom cide w»s commit'ed by Antonio, it was 
argu'd that it was done in a momentary maduests produced 
bv intensity of far from »he real or imagined threats to throw 
him and his comrade overboa;d. 

The case was submitted to the Jury about 9 o'clock at 
night, ai;d *»10 they came in wo h a verdi--t of acquittal for 
Martin z, repo ting that they were unable to agr»e upon a 
verdict hi relation to the other prisoner. Martinez was there­
fore discharged. Ä 

Up to 9 o clock 1rs* nieht. after a lapse of M hours, they 
were unable »o gree. They are nnanimotnin finding the 
prisoner guilty, but one of the jurors quai nes hi* verdict by 
add'ng, " without capital punishment." This verdict the 
Court refused -o receive, as the laws of the United States do 
not allow a verdict >o qualified. * 

Messrs. Raodo ph and Dufour deserve great credit for the 
seal and ability witn which they defended the prisoner 
ffratuttotaJy. The manner in whi b they performed the duty 
uuffaed to than by the Coait, daes hon^r to the profession.
