Opening of the Dryade» Street Market. 
The new market erected by Mr. P. Irwin, at the 

c(*nor of Dryades and Melpomene streets, was 
opened yesterday. The patrons of the market found 
it, even on the first day, bountifully' supplied with 
"fish, flesh and fowl," and an abundance of the 
great variety of vegetables our soil produces. Mr. 
Irwin invited his friends and fellow-citizen* to join 
tn the celebration of the opening of the market, in 
the afternoon, and had prepared for the occasion a 
sumptuous collation. About four or five hundred 
citizens accepted the invitation, and with the most 
cordial friendship for the upright and public spirited 
proprietor of the market, partook of his good cheer. 

Each side of the middle aisle of the market was 
Itned with a board covered with substantial viands, 
and plentifully supplied with exhilarating bevera­
ges. While enjoying these the great topic of con-
versatiorn and especially among the pioneers in the 
Second and Fourth Wards, was the rapid improve­
ment of the neighborhood. Six or seven years ago 
the very spot upon which the market now stand 
was a common, and the liandsome dwellings and 
shopf surrounding it—a town in themselves—be­
speak the rapid growth of New Orleans. Scarcely 
had the feast commenced when the Perseverance 
Ho«e Company rolled their truck into the market 
and claimed the honor of being the first Fire Com 
pany that had entered.

The Recent Election in France. 
As we surmised, Louis Napoleon is elected Presi­

dent of France by an amalgamation of extremes. 

The vote given to Cavaignac, shows about the real 

strength of the bourgeoisie aristocracy, added to 

those whom the Government was able to influence. 

The number obtained by Ledru Rollin, Rat-pail, and 

Lamartine, is so small as to be scarcely worth con­

sidering, except as proving that there is a certain 

numberof what might be called impracticables, who 

were unwilling to sacrifice the expression of their 

convictions, even when by the exercise of that right 

they incurred the hazard of promoting the election 

of the most dangerous opponent of their views. As 

we have said before, all the extremes of French po­

litics have met in the election of Louis Napoleon, 

yet they have not been brought into such familiar 

propinquity in any spirit of compromise, or from 

any yielding of their peculiar plans or ideas. The 

radicals voted for Napoleon first to defeat Cavai-

gnac!*^honi they hate, and thinking at the same 

time by their energy and determination, to gain 

that influence under the new government which 

they have so far failed in achieving. In this it is 

our opinion they will succeed. Revolutions sel­

dom go backward, at least until the lowest point of 

ihe wheel has attained the summit. The révolu 

tion at its commencement was urged on by the 

bourgeoisie for their own purposes, but in consum 

mating it they found they had raised a spirit which 

might lie fatal to their own power. Thiers, Molé 

and Barrot, were more radical than Guizot, but 

they were not republican, and when they attempted 

to continue the monarchy in the person of the 

king's grand-son, they found they were top late 

Conservatism endeavored to hold back, but a Re 

public was proclaimed. Under this new form of 

government the efforts of the conservatives have 

been directed to the support of all the old abuses in 

society which the radicals wish to get rid of, or at 

least modify, and they have so far succeeded, until 

their failure to elect Cavaignac, who was the head 

of the bourgeoisie party. The legitimists and the 

Orleanists have voted for Napoleon, thinking him 

a less dangerous antagonist than any of the other 

candidates. Th^umber remaining who gave their 

suffrages to the Prince on the ground of personal 

attachment, admiration for his talents, or venera 

tion for his name, must then be very small. Thu: 

of all the numerous parties which have supported 

the successful candidate, he possesses the confi­

dence of none. If, under these circumstances, he 

can form a successful administration, and steer 

clear of the rocks and quicksands which the con­

tentions of parties will surely throw in his way, he 

will prove himself more of a man than we have had 

reason to consider him. We fear nothing for 

France from the anabition of Napoleon himself. 

However boundless that may be, his abilities are 

not of such an order as to enable him to carry out 

any design he might contemplate for the subversion 

of the Republic. Our only fear is that the conser­

vatives may obtain such an influence under the new 

government as will give them the power to direct its 

action. In sucji a case there can lie no stability in 

France. It is not the flame, it is the reality of ty­

ranny, which the people are determined to free 

themselves from, and they will do so, whether op­

pression be exercised in the name of a monarchy or 

of a Republic.
