“ The simplest method of testing nurifierous sand
is o wash over carefully and repeatedly with water,
ngitating the vessel so that the gold particles ma
subside, and decanting the water so as 1o of
the fine sediment ; then to pulverize the residue
finely and wash again, repeating this operation
until all the gangue is washed away, and only gold
remaios.  Vein gold not containing pyrites may be
similarly trented, beginning with pulverization. 1f
the ore abound in pyrites, the best method ix to pul-
verize, roast theroughly, wash over, pulverize and
wash ngain, until the gangue is nearly all washed
away. The former method gives a tolerably close
nnnlym but it is more accurate in both cases to
wash the greater part of the gangue away, dissolve
the residue in aqun regin, by the aid of heat, evapo-
mte toa stoall bulk to get rid of nitric acid, byu i-
