Her bar-keeper, whose name wa9 Snead, 
died before she left this port. 

The Louisville Democrat says there were twenty-
six cases of cholera on board the St. Paul, on her 
trip up from New Orleans to St. Louis, and four 
deaths. Forty persons were attacked on the Alex. 
Scott, six of whom died. 

Three cases of cholera occurred in Cincinnati 
on the 5th of January. 

03- The cholera at NewYork appears to have 
itself died, as for the last several days no other 
death is reported, either at quarantine or in the 
city—not even the occurrence of a single case is 
mentioned. The Board of Health will make no 
further reports, unless there should be a return of 
the disease. 

YELLOW FEVER AT BARBADOES.—The Bar-
badoes Globe, of the 27th Nov., Bays: " The yel­
low fever may truly be said not only to be deci­
mating the regiments in garrison, at St. Ann's, but 
to be hurrying into eternity whole families. In that 
of Paymaster Ross, of the 66th Regiment, Miss Ross 
was interred on Friday, and her father, mother and 
brother, severally breathed their last witldn 24 
hours of her interment." 

LATER FROM MONTEVIDEO.—The New York 
Herald is in receipt of files of the Comercio del 
Plata to the 24th October. The rumors of a French 
expedition of 6000 men against Buenos Ayres, had 
çreated much excitement there, and Rosas was sup­
posed by many to be holding Mr. Southern, the 
English minister, in suspense as to his reception, 
until he could see how French policy towards 
Buenos Ayres would be shaped. Mr. Southern's 
position toward Rosas' Government remained the 
same as at last advices—that is, R >sas refused to 
receive him unless he avowedly came to treat on 
the basis laid down by Mr. Hood, the first English 
commissioner, with the modifications which were 
accepted by the legal Governments of the republics 
of La Plata. Mr. Southern would not accept such 
a recognition, as he does not and cannot bring such 
instructions. He had, however, intimated that, 
though not accepted as minister, he should remain 
in the country in a private capacity. 

LATEST FROM LIBERIA We learn from the last 
number of the Maryland Colonization Journal, that 
intelligence has been received by a New York ar­
rival of the 22d ult., of the Packet's arrival out at 
Monrovia, after a fifty days' passage. It is stated 
that during the voyage the vessel sprung a leak, by 
which the cargo was materially injured, but on the 
weather moderating it was stopped without diffi­
culty. The advices from Cape Palmas are not so 
favorable as usual. The September crop, which 
promised well, proved scanty or failed, from the 
fact of the natives about the colony being engaged 
in a harassing war. The Packet is expected back 
about the 10th or 15th inst. Her cargo, from the 
scarcity of African produce, will be in part ballast. 

The Chesapeake and Liberia Trading Company, 
to whom the vessel belongs, have declared for the 
last year a dividend of 25 per cent, in augmented 
stock, the profits upon which, it is predicted, being 
appropriated to objects connected with the Compa­
ny's enterprise. The assets of the Company are 
$43,961 91, and its liabilities $35,336 08. 

THF. RIVERS, WEATHER, ETC.—The Louisville 
Journal of the 8th says the weather has moderated. 
Yesterday morning it was thawing. Toward even­
ing, however, it froze again and snowed. The 
river is falling rather slowly. Last evening there 
were 8 feet 2 inches water in the canal, and be­
tween 51 and 6 feet on the falls in the Indiana 
cloute.

ANTI-SLAVERY IN NEW YORK.—The following 
are the resolutions of Mr. Wilkin, which passed the 
New York Senate unanimously on the 4th inst. : 

Whereat, th« people of New Mexico hare petitioned Con­
gres» for the establishment of a Territorial government, 
which shall protect them against the*institution of domestic 
slavery, while they remain a territory of the United States, 
and have also petitioned Congress for protection against the 
unioanded claims of the Stats of Texas to a large portion ot 
their territory lyinß east of the Eio Grande,; ana whereas it 
would be nnjnst to the people of New Mexico and revolting 
to the spirit of the age to permit domestic slavery, an insUtn-
tion from which they are now free, to be introduced çunong 
them ; and whereas since the acquisition of New Mexico and 
California by the United States, the people thereof have a 
right to expect the protection of General Government, and 
should be secured in the full possession and enjoy ment ot the 
new territory ; therefore, 

Resolved, (if the Assembly concur,) That our Senators in 
Congress be instructed, and our Representatives be requested 
to uee their best efforts to procure the passage of laws for t he 
establishment of governments for Territories acquired by the 
late treaty of peace with Mexico, and that by such laws, in. 
voluntary servitude, except for crime, be excluded from such 
territory. 

Resolved, (if the Assembly concur.) That the territory 
lying between the Nueces and the Rio Grande, and that 
portion of New Mexico lying ea%t of the Rio Grande, are the 
common property of the United States, and that our Sena­
tors and. Representatives in Congress be requested to use their 
best efforts to preserve the same as such common property, 
and protect it from the Jvfounded claims of the State of 
Texas, and prohibit the extension o\er it of the laws of Texas 
or the institution of domestic slavery. 

Resolved, (if the Assembly concur,) That the existence of 
prisons for the confinement and marts for the sale of slaves 
at the seat of the National Government is viewed by this 
Legislature with deep regret and mortification ; that such 
prisons and marts ought forthwith to be abolished. 

Resolved, (if the Assembly concur,) That our Senators 
and Representa ves in Congress be requested to use their 
streuuous efforts to procure the passage of a law that shall 
protect slaves from unjust imprisonment, and shall effectually 
put an end to the slave trade in the District of Columbia.
