The magnetic principle has been said to reside
but in two metals, iron, and one other found but
very mrely. Time, which develops so many new
truths, has proved this a fallacy ; for gold possesses
the power of attraction, not of inorganized matter
merely, but of living, breathing beings. The whole
world is going 10 Californis, attracted by the power
of the yellow, shining ore. In every part of the
country companies are furming to proceed thither,
some with mare capital, some with less, and some
with none at all. Every little village, ns well as
every large city, is organizing its companies of ad-
venturers.  The emigration will be immense, much
Inrger than we anticipated, and if all go who ex-
press the determination, the United States will be
left minus half their population. From the ne-
counts laat received, the ahundance of the precions
metal in Californin seems to suffer no diminution
from the abundunce already abstracted by the
efforts of 6000 miners. Every day brings to light
some niew deposit, richer than the last, and it does
renlly seem as if the researches already made hav
only served to show where the gold is. Who can
withstand the temptation of abandoning the unva-
rying oecupations of every-day life, and hastening
where u year's or & month's wil may be rewarded
with wealth which ondinarily a life-time could
scurcely suffice to procure ! Thousands upon thon-
sands will seize the glittering bait; but time alone
will show whether their golden anticipations are to
be realized.

Sravery i~ TiE Districr.—We copy the fol-
lowing briel history of the movements in° Congress
for the abolition of slavery in the District of Colum-
bia, from a * Nota Bena” in the Concordia Intelli-
gencer:

“What think you of the slavery agitation in
Congress?  Mr. Gott’s proposition to abolish slav-
ery in the ten miles square, seems to_be viewed as
something new and extra-uwful. He is not the
first man who has tampered with the mater. |
have looked through a series of journals and regis-
ters, and will now glance at the history of this
question, and you will see that it is not the fanaties
of the North only whom we have to blame. In
1816 Joln Randolph, of Reanoke, brought forward
a resolution for & committes * 1o inquire into the
traffic in slaves, in the District, and for Legislative
measunes o put astop to the same,” Tt was adopted
without & division,  On the 12th December, 1827,
Mr. Barney, of Maryland, off:red a memorial for
the restriction of slavery in the District, which, on
his motion, was ordered 1o be printed. Mr.
McDuffie, of South Carolina, ulun-trj to the print-
ing, but expressly admitted the right of Congress,
“1t0 grant the people of the District any measnres
which they may deem nece 10 free themselves
from this deplorable evil!” On the 6th Janvary,
1829, Mr. Minor, of Pennsylvania, offered a resolu-
tion instructing the Commitiee on the Distriet to
inquire into the expediency of abolishing elavery
within the same. And the vote was ayes 114, nays
66! Mr. Mark Alexunder of Virginia reported, in
tanee, that slavery could not be abolished in
the District without the consent of the people thereof.
The sume committee likewise reported a bill, de-
claring negross Lrought into the Distriet for sale,
Sree ! In 1825 0 memorial, signed by 1200 of the
citizens of the District, was presented, praying for
the abolition of slavery there, and the project was

decidedly popular.  On the 234 January, 15336, Mr.
John Tyler, then a senutoe from Virginta, in one of

2 series of resolutions, concaded the right of Con-
gress to abolish slavery in the District, with the
cotsent of the slave-owners therein, * R
The fir u(:ym“rh I know of to the proper ground
on this subjeet] was in 1831, when the commities
on the District, (composed entirely of slaveholders
reported, that * unul the adjoining States act on
the subjeet, it would ba unwise and impolitic, if
not unjust, for Congress 1o interfere, ete.”” The
Report was drawn by the late Mr. Phil. Doddridge,
one of the subtlest and clearest heads that Virgini
ever produced

CovoNizaTion.—About ten years sinee, Col.
Ross of Mississippi, residing near Port Gibson,
manumitted his slaves and gave them ample means
o procesd 1o Liberin. The heirs contested the right
of the owner 1o make such a disposition of his
slaves, but the courts of Mississippi sustained the
will, and their decision was affirmed by the So-
preme Court of that State. Accordingly a portion
of them went out some monthe since under the
auspices of the Colonization Saciety, and yesterdny
143 more, accompanied by 10 from Alsbama, lefi
on the bark Laurs.  During their stay in this city,
10 ur 12 died of the cliolern. On account of the
litigation autending the contesting of the will by
which these people ohiained their freedom, they
have been detained in this country about ten yenrs,
during which time the money left for their outfit
bLias been expended.  Religious exercises were per-
formed on the vessel by the Reve. W, A. Scotut.

— A letter from Georgetown, says the
Charleston Courier of the 17th inst., states that
the steamer Richland was entirely consumed by
fire on Sunday morning, about two miles above
Britton's Ferry; and dreadful 10 relate, several
lives were lost, among them Mr. Johin McFarlan,
of Cheraw. The remains of the late Mr. John Tay-
lor, that were on their way 10 be interred in George-
town, were burnt up.

The extent of the lives lost bad not been ascer-
tuined when the letter was written.

We undemstand the Richland was owned by
Capt. Brock, her commander, and was not insured.

Britton’s Ferry is said o be some thirty or forty
miles above Georgetown, being the last landing be-
fore reaching that place, The Pee Dee river hav-
ing risen recently, there is every probability that
the Richland had considerable cotton on hoard,
which was probably insured.

Another letter says: * 1 have just received the
dreadful intelligence that the steamer Richland,
while on her trip down, at Britton’s Ferry, bumst
her boiler, and was burnt down to the water’s
More melancholy still, it is stated that eight
or ten persons were killed and burnt.
