The past week has been quite an active one for Cotton, 
and prices have still further improved. The Pioduce market, 
however, ha* been depressed by accounts of a considerable 
ri>e ;n the Ohio river a"d its tributaries, bot still more by the 
enhanced rates of freight with us, growing out of the un­
usual scarcity of veiw U in port, and prices of Flour, Grain 
and Provisions have «lightly given way. 

The weather has been rainy for a dav or two back. The 
river «R now over high-water mark, and there are serious ap 
prehensions of an ov* rflnw. 

It is quit«? time row for later telegraphic advices from Eu­
rope to reach us, a* the Liverpool steamer Canada is in her 
lhirt«»enth day. 

COTTON.—In our last weekly review we left the Cotton 
market very firm, prices, after some little fluctuation and 
irregularity, closing folly up to the rates of the week previ-
oos. On Saturday buyers came forward very generally, and 
the sales ran ut> to 14,500 haïes at an improvement of %(a) 
\c. The business of Monday and Tue «day was also large, 
embracing about. 17,000 bales still at extreme rates, factors, 
indeed, generally obtaining their asking figures. But on 
Wednesday and Thursday transactions were somewhat 
checked by the advance in freights, ihougb nevertheless 
Ô500 bales were sold on the two days without any alteration 
in prices. Yesterday was rainy and there was not much 
Cotton offering, so that only about 2000 bales changed hands, 
making a total for the week of 43,000 bales, divided among 
English, French, Continental and Northern buyers. VVe 
have again put up our quotations }^(a)Xc. on all qualities up 
to Fair, the gradw abive being scarce and the rates fcr them 
little more than nominal. The increase in the receipts 
proper at all the United States ports is 349,119 bales, but at 
this port the excess over la»t year to same date is now only 
3173 baits.

However this may be, 
Harper retired some fifteen or twenty leet, and Johnson's 
friends cautioned him to prepare himself for a deadly conflict. 
Although he had a loaded pistol, he disregarded these moni­
tions and was leaning against one of the pillars, conversing 
with his friends, wheu Harper advanced, and coming to­
gether, they clinched. Immediately, IIarper drew a poignard 
and inflicted two blows with it on the breast. A friend of 
John>on's 6tepped in to separate them, aad with this ob­
ject made a blow with a cane, striking between them. 
Johnson fell at the moment and expired immediately. 
One stab of the poignard was directly over the hean, and, 
from appearance, must have penetrated that vital organ. 
The other peuetrated the middle and upper part of the chest. 
Harper instantly fled, and had not beeu arrested, up to a late 
hour last night. The deceased was a yoang man, apparently 
about 25 years of age, and was a native of South Carolina. 
He was a married man, and the father of two children, who. 
with his wife, are now on their way to this city, to join him— 
but what a reception awaits them ! The husband or father 
will not greet their arrival. The affray, we understand, 
spiaug from a business difficulty, in which one or both of the 
parties had spoken disparagingly of the other, and Johnson 
having challenged Harper, the latter refused to meet him, 
because "he was not a gentleman." Harper is of the firm 
Harper i: Caskin, 36 Gravier street, and is a brother of Capt. 
Harper, formerly a' the head of the Second Municipality po­
lice. Recorder Génois and Capt. Youennes were in the Ex­
change shortly after the murder. The Recorder was busy 
taking the names of those present at the affray, and Capt. 
Youennes was dispitchiug the police in search of Harper. 
Capt. Spedden, the Coroner, was also present about half an 
hour afterward, but postponed an inquest until this morning, 
and ordeied the body to be removed to the room of the de­
ceased in the St. Louis Hotel. 

This course on the part of the Coroner is, to say the least, 
of questionable propriety. The law makes it his duty to hold 
an inquest over a body where he finds it. If a man die* by 
violence an immediate investigation finds the witnesses on 
the ground ; the cin-ums.ances are vivid in the memory, and 
no description of the locality is required foi a jury. To-day 
an inqaest will be held, but where are the witnesses ? Who 
can command their presence without knowing them? We 
make these remarks with regret, but they are forced upon u<> 
by an apparent indifférence to the important duties of the 
office. Nor would we base our censures upon a sing'e negli­
gence, but the laws defining the Coroner's duties have been 
so frequently slighted, and the mean^> by which justice attains 
its ends so often lost, that it is incumbent on an independent 
press to give the public note of the conduct of its servant.

l*t. That on ihe first day of the trial, the court, after 
earing and empanelling six jurors, adjourned to the n^xt 
Hiring, allowing those jurors to separat and disperse, and 

go tullv at l.irge through the city. 
2d. That ou the morn'iig of the second day of the trial, 

while the courr was completing the panel, the aforesaid six 
juiors were suffered to read the pubi c newspapers in which 
reports and «peculations concerning the case w^re published. 

3d. Thai in capital trials these irregulariteis are fatal and 
vitiate the verdict of the Jury. 

4th. That the court has admitted improper evidence on 
the part ot the prosecution on 'he question of the nationality 
ot the ship. That national ty has not been proved in a legal 
manner [it was proved by the oral testimony ^f the Cap­
ta u —Rep ] ami w.th the requisite certainty in the evideu-e 
adduced to show the ship was an American vessel, and, 
the eby, to give jurisdiction to the court. The evidence on 
this point is not of such a character as will warrant a verdict 
and permit the court to pass judgement and sentence against 
the defendant.
