Correspondence of the Crescent. 
California Excitement — Speculations — Schemes — Rail­

roads, etc.—Lack of News—Important Decision—An­
other Oold Story, etc. 

NEW YORK, January 17. 1848. 
Eds. Crescent—Every rumor, however idle or however 

improbable, connected with the gold excitement, is caught 
np wi h avidity, and circulated wi'h new exaggerations. 
Staid journalists, heretofore ever cautious, repeat the silliest 
stories with hardly a discouraging comment, and many ed­
itors seem to manufacture such as they deem calculated to 
take with the crowd. 

From all that I see around me, lam induced to fear that 
the country is about being plunged into a gulf of speculation 
from which she will not emerge without the lo.s of much 
that is valuable to a nation, and I should not be at all sur-
prised to find, in the course of a few years, our merchants 
again importing breadatuffs from the European Continent. 

A Government grant—even of mere facilities—to Messrs. 
Asirinwall & Co., will probably pave the way to another to 
Gem Bayard, or some other schemer of his class, and this 
will lead to a series. 

These schemes, of course, will possess all the elements of 
plausibility, and capitalist! will readily engage in thein, not 
in the expectation of the eventful success of the schemes 
themselves, but in that of deriving immense profi s from the 
rise which will be the consequence of an anticipated mania 
for speculation. Such a mania, even with us, 's easily pro­
duced, and many well how Know to produce it. Reporta may 
be manufactured by the speculators, and portions of the pre»* 
be induced to piomulgate them with all due emoelhshments, 
until everybody's interest is enlisted, and the whole country 
becomcs a broker's shop. Even already we have such reports 
tinging in our eais, and eagerly caught up by the press 
They ate, so far, soon dispersed, but not befo e they havt 
done their office, and brought the backward ones within the 
influei.ee of the charm, ( nee within the magic circle, the 
difficulty of retreat is such thai, even when undeceived, the 
victim has lost the disposition lo withdraw. 

Gen. Bayard estimates the cost of Ins projected road at 
fif.y millions of dollars. It is to start from St. Louis, (or 
rather Cairo,) and run across» the wilderness to some undesig­
nated point in California. To build the road a charter is 
required from each State through which it may pass, and 
f rom Congress for oach Territory. The General only requires 
in addition, from the Government of the United States, a 
grant of twenty-five milesof the public lands on each sideof 
his road—that is to say, a »mall strip fifty ruiles wide and two 
thousand long only—say some sixty-four millions of acres, 
including, 1 suppose, a moderate slice of the placero*. 

There seems to be nothing going on to-day in any quarter 
of the city, except, of course, the wharves and fitting-out 
establishment». Provision dealers, bakers, wire-workers and 
machinists are reaping a fine harvest. 

There seems to be a lull in the evil propensities of the 
crowd, and even the courts are nearly deserted; whether their 
patrons have moved for California or not, 1 cannot say. but 
they are much fewer than usual in sight. 

A rather important civil case has just been decided iu our 
Supreme Court. Some years since, eight or nine, I think, 
the Legislature of the State authorized the appointment of 
Justices in our Court of Sessions, and under this authority. 
Judges Noah and Lynch were placed upon the bench of 
that court. When pay-day came, the bills of these judges 
were rejected by the Board of Supervisors, and the former 
we;e obliged at last to prosecute the members of that Board 
for damages, penal ies, etc. The defendants were of course 
cast, and a penalty of two hundred and fifty dollars against 
each was awarded. This penalty was for violation of uuty, 
but the B( ard pretended to interpret it as bting against the 
city, and drew their warrants for its payment on the City 
Treasurer. Just at this time, however, the politics of the city 
changed, and new representatives came into the Common 
Council to put a new face on affair*. The warrants were 
ordered to be paid, and the matter again came before the 
courts. The decision now is, that the old verdict was against 
the Supervisors in their individual capacities, etc. This 
makes quite a difference and gives a good lesson to party 
legislators. 

There is said to be only one case of cholera on board the 
Hero, now at the quarantine ground. What has become of 
the others report saith not. 

The Express says : 44 A rumor states that a merchant in 
this city has received a letter from the Captain of the ship 
John Parker, at San Francisco, which vessel was en'irely 
deserted by her crew. It is said that she has been manned 
by volunteers from the miniug districts, who are coming 
home with their earnings, amounting to the total value of

Trouble among the Financiers—Loss of the Helena—The 
Printers' Festival—Slave Case—The Firemen, etc. 

NBW YORK, Jan. 18th, 1849. 
Eds. Crescent—There is something of a " flare-up" in the 

North River Bank, of this city, one of the results of which, 
so far, is the forced resignation of Mr. A B. Hays, the very 
popular and excellent Cashier. It appears that Mr. Hays has 
discounted seme notes for Stein berger, the celebrated drover 
and speculator, whose failure, some years *ince, produced so 
much noise and loss. At that time the North River Bank 
lost about $40,000 on Steinberger's paper, and one would 
think shouM have been sat sfied to have no farther dealings 
with him ; but such seems not to have been the case. He 
has succeeded in getting about $60,000 more, by convincing 
Mr. Hays of the safety of the speculation in which he was 
engaging. It is now discovered that there is only atout 
$10 000 worth of prorerty that < an be reached in liquidation 
of the debt, and the Directors declare their intention to come 
on the sureties of Mr. Hays for the full amount of their 
bonds—within $120,000. Mr. Hays's fiends contend that he 
had a perfect right, under the rules, or custom, of the bank, 
to lend the money to Steinberger, and su I have no doubt the 
courts will decide, unless an investigation of the affairs of the 
bank, now proceeding, should elicit further unfavorable 
developements. 

The North River Bank is one of our oldest and most sub-
stantiaftnstitutions. Its capital is $65*,000, in shares of $50 
each, while its stock sells at $90—a premium of 80 p»r cent. 

We have nothing important from Washington or Albany 
to-day. From Boston we learn that the schooner Virginian 
arrived there this morning, having on board Capt. Buell, late 
of the English bark Helena, with his wife and fifteen of the 
crew of that vessel. The Helena was bound for Galway, 
Ireland, with a cargo of 19,000 bushels cf com. She sprung 
a leak on the 10th inst., in a heavy gale, in lat. 37°, Ion. 65e. 

The Printers' Festival last night—the Anniversary of the 
Birth of Pranklin—is represented to have been a glorious 
affair, and 1 much regret that my engagements would not 
permit me to be present. Washington Irving, Wm. C. Bry­
ant. N. P. Willis, Geo. P. Morris, Rufus Griswold, Ralph 
Hoyt, and a host of other litterateurs, were on hand, and 
the common language of the crowd was poetry. A printing-
press, too, was on the spot, to print it as it was spoken. 

In Brooklyn, the recent slave abduction case again came 
UP before the Municipal Court. Clayton, one of the officers 
who was employed by Mr. Lee to carry his negro to the sea­
shore, and who was caught there and arrested by Officers 
Wolven and Hülse, charged these last-named officers with 
having acted illegally, ete., they having no other warrant 
than a writ of habeas corpus, upon whioh they were to take 
the negro Belt in custody. They, however, seized negro, 
officer and all, and carried them to the Tombs. The counsel 
for defence contended that the arrest was legal, for the reason 
that the law made kidnapping a felony—a State Prison 
offence—and therefore the kidnappers could be arrested by 
any officer without a warrant. Justice Garrison sustained 
this view of tlie subject, and dismissed the case. Whether 
this is the last of the matter or not, I can not say. Belt is 
no where. 

The Brooklyn Firemen are just beginning to discover that 
they lave gone too far in their meeting. The Common 
Council meet this afternoon in special session, to consider 

injures for adoption in the threatened exigency ; and there 
is but little doubt that their proceedings will involve a lesson 
for the firemen that will answer for those of other cities who 
may fancy the inhabitants at their sole mercy. There is a 
great principle involved in this question, whieh I hope will 
be fully brought out and sustained by the Brooklyn Council.

Crescent : The following decisions rendered yester 
day in the United States Circuit Court, in Admiralty, are 
interesting to persons who served in Government vessels 
during the recent war with Mexico. 

THK UNITED STATI* V S .  THE PROCEEDS or PRIZKH 
TAKEN BY THE SCHOONER BOMITA.—Decree for distribu­
tion of prize money among the captors. Half to the United 
States and half to the officers and crew. 

SAME V S .  PROCEEDS OF PRIZES TAKEN BY T HE STEAMER 
SrorRGK.—Same decree as in the Bonita's case. 

SAME V S .  PROCEEDS OF PRIZES TAKEN BY THE STEAMER 
MCLANE.—Libel dismissed—proceeds paid into the United 
States Treasury—jurisdiction of the case belonging to the 
Mansch usetts Court. 

Held that the captures of the Bonita were legal prizes re 
war. and ordered that the proceeds in court, amounting to 
$19,211, be condemned 

Adjudged that the Mexican vessel, the Guadalupe, was 
of superior force to the Scourge, and the other captured ves­
sels of lesser force. Ordeied that all the proceeds of the 
Guadalupe, and half those of the others, be distributed 
among the captors ; remainder to the United States.

The Tribune of this morning contains a letter from its lone 
lost " Star" correspondent. She writes from Rome, review, 
ing the events of the past six months in that city and the 
country of which it is the political centre. Of Pins IX, she 
has nothing more to say that is good, and thus strikingly 
draws an outline of his circumstances and policy: 41 The 
Pope," she says, " shut up more and more in his palace—the 
crowd ef selfish and insidious advisers darkening around-
enslaved by a confessor—he who might have bt*en the libera­
tor o£ sntlering Europe, permitted the most inlamous treach­
eries to be practiced iu his name. Private leiten* were writ­
ten to the loreign powers denying th« acts he outwardly 
sanctioned—the hopes of the people were evaded or dallied 
with—the Chamber of Deputies permitted to talk and pass 
m easures which they never could get funds to put into execu­
tion—legions to form and manœuvre, but never to have the 
arras and clothing they needed. Again and again the people 
went to the Pope for satisfaction. They got only—benedic­
tion," and so on. 1 have had no doubt that ihe Pope de­
served tobe driven from Rome, but I have as little doubt that 
he will return, increased iu power and disposition to do evil. 
1 cannot join any one in the expression of faith ;n Italian or 
Roman Republicanism. 

The Common Council of Brooklyn held a cal ed session 
yesterday afternoon on the subject of the difficulties in the 
Fire Department. Their action was such as I supposed it 
wo ild be on tire subject, aud the revolted Fi.emen are left to 
make the most of the ugly position that tlv y have chosen. 
The Mayor has to-day issued a proclamation in conformity 
with the instructions of the Common Council, earnestly in­
viting " all exempt firemen in this city, and the citizens gene­
rally, to eurol themselves without delay, and assist in taking 
etiarge of the deserted engine*, hook and ladder trucks, etc., 
for the protection of the lives and property of our fellow« 
ciizens." 

The Chief Engineer and Assistante attend daily at the 
Mayor's office to receive names ot citizens coming forward, 
and to aid in organizing a new Fire Department. 

John Van No»trand has been elected President, and Ar­
thur H. Lowere, Ca»nier of the Pacific Bank, which is abont 
to commence business in South Brooklyn. 

The weather is clea and cold I hear nothing of the 
cholera in the -hip Heto, jet lying at Quarantine, and sap. 
pose no new ce*es have occurred.

The murder was committed by 
striking several blows on the head with a small 
mailet, as the gentleman sat reading by the fire. 
The negro lied at firsi, but confessed afterwards. 

TIIE MISSOURI PENITENTIARY.—The Peniten­
tiary at Jefferson City took fire on the 17th. The 
correspondent of the St. Louis Union writes: 
" The Penitentiary is on fire ! the entire establish­
ment seems to be given to the flames. I learn from 
those who have ju«t come from there, that the 
hemp factory only is on fire ; but view it from the 
distance at which 1 am compelled to write; as the 
mail is about to close, the entire space within the 
walls seems to be covered with the devouring ele­
ment. There is a strong breeze from the North; 
the night is dark, and ihe flame- reflecting upon 
snow and clouds, present a grand but a lerrifio 
scene. 1 am now told that the cooper shop is con­
sumed. yet the element subsists in all its fury, upon 
what, 1 cannot say. Persons are gone to give th» 
convicts the rang« of the space within the walls, 
where it is said they can be detained with safety. 
The fire originated in the hemp factory, but bow I 
know not. The factory, the rope-walk and th« 
adjoining workshop are destroyed. The other 
buildings will tie preserved perhaps." 

P. S.—By the aid of the convicts and citizens, 
the fire was confined, to the building in which it 
originated. Everything was frozen up—not adrop 
of water available. *LOM Mtimatad at $2000.
