IMPORTANT DECISION.—The Supreme Court of 

Louisiana yesterday decided in the case of the 

State vs. Michael Hay*, on appeal from the District 

Court of the Parish of Terrebonne, that, under the 

acts of May 3, \S05, am! March 31, 1807, (Bullard 

& Curry's Digest, pp. 529 am! 530,) Justices of the 

Peace, in this State, are incompetent to grant bail, 

when parties are brought before them charged with 

an offence punishable with death, or imprisonment 

at hard labor for seven years or more, and that 

bonds taken by them in such cases, for the appear­

ance of persons accused, are void, being in contra­

vention of a prohibitory law. The doctrine thus 

laid down doubtless applies to the Recorders of this 

okf, who are committing magistrates in criminal 

matters. We shall publish the decision in full in 

our paper of to-morrow. The same point was de­

cided last Fail, at Ouachita, in the case of the 

State vs. Harper, but is not generally known, ow­

ing to its not having been reported.

|W« are indebted to a friend for the following 
highly intereflting letter, from a gentleman who left 
this city on board the Falcon on her trip to the 
Isthmus : ] 

PANAMA. January 7,1819 
Well, here we are st Panama, that far advanced upon oar 

pasta«« to El Dorado. We had by no means a pleasant pas­
sage from New Orleans. As soon as we eatered the Golf, 
we encountered a high wind and a roagh sea. I have been 
manjr timet on the Gnlf, and always in stormy weather ; so 
begin to believe it has an especial spite against me individ 
nally. 

On the fourth day we anchored off' Cuba, and on the tenth 
arrived at Chagrc*. The steamer Falcon is a fine bea boat 
and her sailing »iaalitie* deserve the highest commendation 
I cannot, however, say so mach for the attendants, who 
were not qnite so accommodating a* they might have been 

After landing at Chaires. I found it impossible to get my 
baggage on *hore node' two da>s. The vessel lay about one 
mile «rid a half from land, with which there was no 
maafc:i ion except in canoe*. 

The natives here we found as black as midnight. They 
imposed on us and took advantage of our necessities in every 
possible way. charging as $1 for a cup of coffee, and $3 per 
day for board, comprising two meals—and such meals ! 

When we wanted to go up the nver, three of as paid $40 
for a canoe to take us to a piace called (*orgona. a dtstanoe 
of about forty miles. To travel this it took two days, during 
all of which time we were »eated m a small canoe. exi>osed 
to the pelting of the rain and the scorching rays of the sun 
At Gorgona we found the same pnees and the same fare 
at Chagres. The natives are honest—that is, they will not 
steal— but they will have their pouad of flesh, and a little 
blood to boot. 

From Gorgoua to this place we were broaght on hoiset. 
For the transports no u of myself, two companions and oar 
baggage, we paid $tiU, the baggage being to follow as on the 
same day. The distance to this place is 21 miles, tor which 
we took a guide. When we had proceeded five miles, the 
road became so bad that ocr horse« were swamped at every 
step, and at last broke down completely. I fell otf my horse 
abont eight times; sometimes I was on top. sometimes the 
horse: while the mad was so deep, that we had to pui! each 
other out. Oar baggage, a'though it was to start on the 
same day, did not arrive for iom so that for nine day; 
1 have not had a change of ci«èfe «or a dry stitch. Afte 
our horses broke down, we gtSfgàM to the guide to lead 
and commenced operations on fli^B^^is. however, was not 
very agreeable My cJothes werefnavr with mud, that 
w^s complied to take otf every iliftg, excepting drawers, 
sliöes and shirt—sinking into the n.ud, every step, above the 
ancle and having to ford three rivers on the way. After 
two days, travelling the twenty-one miles, we arrived hen 
after which, for two days, 1 could scarcely move hand or foot 
You can scarcely conceive what#*suffered on tins journey 
unless yon have a very good stock of imagination on hand 
1 can assure yon that I often wished myself safe back in New 
Orleans. 

Most of the passengers took the Cruces road to Panama. 
Some, 1 believe, died there, but the only name I recollect 
that of J H. Luckett. 

The citizens here give a% glowing an account of the Cali 
forma gold region as is found in the New Orleans papers. 
Passengers are coming in so fast that the steamer will not be 
able to ta»e them all. We have as yet had no news of her, 
and we do not think she will leave here till the middle of 
February, il then. 1 shall go in three days, on a schooner 
which has l»een pnrcl*a*ed by a party. We expect to reach 
San Francisco in fony.five days. 

This is an ancient town, and 1 do not think there has been 
a house bni't m it for fifty years. One of t.'ie churches 
erected in 1683. On the road, we passed o^er part of the 
country traversed by Pizarro and his army in 1505. The na 
tives, as 1 sa'd before, are generally black, but sometimes the 
color of a new saddle. 

There are r»ow lying off here an English rnan-of-war and 
a French brig-of war. 

Flour is worth $40 p bbl.

imity and sympathy among the slaveholding States. 

It says that the want of such harmony and united-

ness has produced the present lamentable position 

of affairs, and urges that the slaveholding States 

should be immovable in defence of their rights, re­

gardless of consequences ; says they would be justi­

fied in using any means to repel so dangerou; 

blow, and that the abolitionists would lie responsi­

ble for ail. The principal feature of the address 

consists in invoking a closer union of the South in 

defence cf its rights. 

Berrien's address is similar to Calhoun's, but is 

addressed to the » hole people, and is more moderate 

in its tone.
