By the brig Irwin, Capt. Robinson, arrived yes­
terday from Vera Cruz, which place she left on the 
20th ult.; we have received papers from the city 
of Mexico to the 13th ult. 

CALIFORNIA.—FU the Monitor Republicano of 
the 11th, we find some intelligence from California, 
which we believe has not hitherto been published. 

Th ; United States ship-of-tiie-line Ohio, Com. 
ap Catesby Jones, and the store-ships Southampton 
arid ],exington, arrived at Monterey on the 12th of 
October with 350 Mexican emigrants. The vessels 
will remain at California during the ensuing sum­
mer. Lieut.-Col. Burton arrived on the Ohio. 

TAMIMCO. — El Monitor announces that good 
order and harmony continue to prevail in Tampico, 
ever since the rei:entrance of the garrison. Only 
a dozen or two persons of the lowest class mani 
fested any dissatisfaction. 

THE TOLUCA REVOLT. — The insurgents of 
Toluca have taken refuge at Temascaltepec, where 
they are under the command of Estevan Leon 
On the 8th, 100 men sent by the Supreme Govern 
ment, joined On. Monigas at the town of Val!e 
It is thought that the insurrection will soon lie-com­
pletely suppressed. The object of these insurgents 
is, we believe, to have the elections for the Legis­
lature of the State of Meiico, declared null arid 
void, and to have another Governor appointed in 
place of the one who now holds the office. 

THE SIERRA CORDA REBELLION.—On the 10th 
the (Jovernment received official dispatches from 
Gen. bustamente, giving an account of various 
successes gained over the revolted Indians of the 
Sierra, by the troops under the immediate command 
of Gen. Lraga. The greatest force of tlu insur­
gents was concentrated at the village of Xichu, 
which place Uraga determined to attack. On the 
march he had two skirmishes, in which he lost 
some men. The enemy's loss amounted to 80 killed 
and many wounded. I raga triumphantly entered 
Xichu. 

PIIEBLA.—Cen Lombardini has been appointed 
Commandant-General of the State of I'uebla 

JALISCO.—A paper for a long time published in 
Guadalajara, called /'. / Hcpublicoho Juhsciense, 
has ceased. A pa|>er called La Armonia Social 
haa been established in its place. As a proof of 
the progress of the age, we note that El Monitor 
says the theories of Socialism are making rapid 
progress in the State of Jalisco. 

DuRANCio.—According to the Rrgislro Oficial, 
1000 Camanches have assembled at Lake Yace. 
(Chihuahua).

COINAGE OF MONEY .—At the mint of Guana-

Public Schools of the Second Municipality. 
The scholastic exercises in our Municipality 

closed yesterday by the examination of the higher 
classes in the respective schools. In the course 
of the morning, we dropped in the Marshall School, 
under the management of Mr. Allis. The accuracy 
which marked the answers of the pupils, it is use­
less to say, were most gratifying to the friends of 
youth : the school spoke most favorably of the suc­
cessful management and auxiliary efforts of both 
Principal and Assistants. In the whole bearing 
of the High School for boys, to which we next 
directed a visit, we found every thing that could 
be expected. The pupils, in their exercises, re. 
vealed a degree of firmness, in accounting for the 
lessons of the term, which testified alike to the 
fidelity of the teachers and application of the pu­
pils. The young gentlemen evidently appeared to 
have been carried, in safe advances, through the 
programme studies, and consequently to have at-
tauied that precision which a well-graduated course 
will seldom fail to secure. 

At the female High School the examination was 
attended by quite a large gathering of pleased vis­
iters, both ladies and gentlemen. Among the latter, 
whom we had already met at the various schools, 
we noticed Recorder Baldwin, Doctors Picton and 
< arey, Mr. Superintendent Shaw, Messrs. Maybin, 
Rawle arid Jennings, and other friends of education, 
enjoying the truly refreshing sight of a bevy of 
young, smiling and hopeful girls, going through the 
intricacies of a really rigorous examination, which, 
while it would have done credit to any class of the 
same grade, told of the zeal and conscientiousnes 
which had trained the pupils over that rugged road 
which acknowledges no royal privilege. We also 
noticed again Mr. Dimitry, the State Superintend­
ent. Mr. D. appears to take a remarkable degree 
of interest in the progress anil success of our public 
schools. Before leaving the room yesterday, he 
made a very appropriate address to the scholars, in 
the course of which he held out encouragement to 
those who remain, and extended his congratula­
tions to those who had graduated after having fin­
ished the course. 

I'o the primary and intermediate schools we can­
not but award our cordial support. They are the 
real nurseries of republican virtue and social use­
fulness. There is a tribute of thanks—one in which 
we are but the echo of an approving community— 
due to the public-spirited citizens, who, it is now 
some seven years, rescued our public schools from 
their abject condition, and, through circumstances 
not altogether propitious, sustained them to their 
present standard of usefulness and efficiency. On 
these schools we have ever looked with an eye of 
civic pride. But we were not fully aware, until 
made so by actual examination, how far the propor­
tions of public education had been so heneficially 
enlarged as to extend the blessings of sound and 
higher knowledge to the children in our midst— 
those of the humble and the proud, ihe wealthy 
and the poor—under the single condition of personal 
merit. Indeed, it was a scene " to make age smile 
and dream itself to youth." 

Could the mass of our citizens have shared, as 
we did, in the pure delight which we derived from 
I he performances of the alumni of our High Schools, 
we are certain, as we have faith in the nobler in­
stincts of man, that not one but would have cor­
dially ratified a system of instruction, which is 
marked by every thing that can define soundness 
and usefulness. 

It is no easy matter to calculate the amount of 
good which an institution like the female High 
School is destined to bring to the welfare of the 
republic. Like the ver sacrum of the Romans, it 
turns from its precinct those who will one day lie 
called to shape the destinies of the generations that 
shall lie our posterity. In the nature of things, iu 
the law of nature, under the control of circum­
stances, the mother is hound to be the first educator 
of the child, and where early education has been 
shaped by competent laws, there is little danger of 
the wholesome developments of after life. Wr would 
therefore bespeak for all our institutions, the off­
springs of public contributions, the properly of the 
w hole community, the safeguards of its welfare and 
prosperity, the regard which they so eminently de­
serve. Give them the patronage w hich they justly 
claim at our hands—extend their influences by every 
lawful means ; and we may put it in the power of 
succeeding generations to realize the empty boast 
of the Meonian bard : " We pray the Gods and 
thank them, that we are better than our sires." 

MR. CLAY IN TIIE SENATE—A further dispatch 
from Frankfort, Ky., says, in relation to the Whig 
legislative nomination just made of Mr. Clay for the 
U. S. Senate: 

"A letter has been received from Mr. Clay, in 
which he expresses his willingness to accept the 
nomination.

Taylor on Ins route to the 
Seat of Government, taking this city in their pro­
gress thither." 

FLOOOINO IN THE NAVY—The House of Rep­
resentatives have, by a vote of two to one, adopted 
the following amendment offered by Mr. Sawyer, 
of Ohio, to the civil and diplomatic bill : 

Provided, That it shall be, and is hereby, made, 
the duty of the Secretary of the Navy forthwith to 
publish an order to abolish the practice of whip­
ping in the Navy.

KENTUCKY LEGISLATURE—'The Senate has had 
under consideration the bill modifying the law of 
1833 prohibiting the importation of slaves, so as to 
allow- citizens of the State to import their own 
laves. The bill was advocated by Mr. Grey and 

opposed by Mr. Helm, the Sjieaker. No vote was 
taken on it. 

RIVER NEWS —On the 23d, at St. Louis, the 
weather had moderated very much, and the river 
opposite the city was nearly free of ice all day. 
The steamer Aleck Scott, arrived from New Or­
leans, reports no gorge in the river below. Seven 
lew water in the channel to Cairo. 

CONGRESSIONAL PRINTING.—The Washington 
>rrespondent of the Charleston News says: "A 

significant advertisement has made its appearance 
in our city papers, signed by the Government 
Printers, Wendall & Van Benthuysen, wherein 
they offer for sale, their entire printing establish-
nent—these gentlemen having come to Wash­
ington all the way from Albany, end by underbid­
ding everybody else, ohtained the printing contrect, 
by which they have experienced a nett loss of about 
S 10,000. They performed their part of the contract 
in the most unsatisfactory manner, and they are 
receiving any quantity of abuse from members of 
both parties. It is now thought that the printing 
will hereafter be given to thçit individual who may 
have the greatest number of friends in Congress." 

MR. MACREADY.—This distinguished actor was 
to appear iu Savannah for the last time on the even­
ing of the 26th, in the character of Hamlet. 

DARING EXPEDITION—Two young men, broth­
ers, James and Henry Thompson, from Portland, 
Maine, left St. Louis on the 22d, on their way to 
the gold region. They go on foot via Indepen­
dence. taking with them only the common prepar­
ation lor a hunting excursion—sending their goods 
by sea to San Francisco. They expect to reach 
< alifornia two months in advance of those who go 
with teams or pack mules. 

THE LARGEST \  ET.— Two "humans" have 
arrived in Boston, from the Old World, measuring 
each imale and female) over eight feet in height, 
ai'd large in proportion. They dress in Quaker 
costume, and call themselves Quakers. 

PRESENT FOR GEN. TAYLOR.—A trunk, contain­
ing a splendid suit of clothes, a present for General 
Taylor, frotn Messrs. Ackerman <fc Mix. of New 
\ ork, has passed through Cincinnati. 

Late from California. 
Intelligence from the. Gold Region—Increase of the Gold 

fever—JJenwralr.atiun of the People—Desertion of 
Oßieers and Men in the United Slates Service—bad 
state of Jiff air s every hour. 

A correspondent of the New York Courier, on 
board the U. S. ship Dale, writing from San Jo­
seph, Lower California, on the 17th of Nov., says 

A vessel sailed a short time before our arrival at 
Monterey for Mazatlan, with twelve hundred 
pounds of this gold, which I found upon our arrival 
sold for over sixteen dollars per ounce, avoirdupois 
weight, "he gentleman who owns this gold came 
out to this country in January, 1847, in one of the 
store shi|w chartered in Boston to bring out pro­
visions for the squadron ; he brought on with him 
between four and five thousand dollars' worth of 
goods, which he bought at auction for aventure. 

He located in San Francisco, and in August of 
the same year, he told me that, with the goods he 
brought out and His purchase of two lot*, he was 
wortli ihirty thousand dollars. Lots bought origin 
ally for fifteen dollars are now worth five or six 
thousand dollars ; all of this took place before the 
i iscovery of the mines. This gold has been as­
sayed and found to lie twenty-three and a half 
caiats fine—pure virgin gold. The largest piece 
found weighs twenty-five pounds, in one Rolid 
block; the next weighs seven pounds, and so on 
down to fine black sand. 

Before I left Monterey I saw Mr. , who 
came out to this country in the store ship as 
purser's steward, He, with four others, went to 
the mines in April last, and in seventeen days, he 
says, the five dug out twenty thousand dollars 
worth, when he was taken sick, and the copart 
nership dissolved. He had fifteen thousand dollars 
worth with him, and does not intend to dig any 
more, but to trade iu goods. 

A cargo of China goods realized $200,000 in a 
week at San Francisco. 

On the 20th October, another correspondent at 
Monterey says : 

Commodore Jones, with a numerous suite, was 
to have taken his departure for the mines yester 
day. The object of the visit it is impossible to im 
agiue. However, in consequence of the uumer 
oils desertiofis in the squadron, he sent a party, but 
remained here himself. A circular letter from the 
Commander-in-chief of the Pacific squadron, wa: 
but recently read on the quarter decks of all the 
vessels, in which he s|»eaks of Ihe placer as a ridi. 
ulous " golden dream," etc. But immediately on 
arriving iu Monterey, and ascertaining that in Àlta 
California, there is a gold deposit of about four 
hundred square miles, the edge of which can be 
reached in three or four days" travel, and that even 
the Governor of the newly acquired territory, was 
among, if not one of the diggers, he prepared for 
a journey to the land of dreams. It must be ad­
mitted that in this case, precept was much better 
than example. 

But you can form no conception of Ihe state of 
affairs here. I do believe, in my soul, every body 
has run mad—stark, staring mad. Officers of the 
army have so far forgotten their dignity, as to com 
mence a system of speculation. I ' pon the road to 
the placer, wagons w ith the brand D. S. U|»on them 
may be seen, traveling at a brisk rale, and sur­
rounded by jiarties of gentlemen in high spirits, 
mounted on fine horses or strong mules, some of 
which are also branded as above, all taking 
northward course. In these wagons are—visible 
saddle-bags, and pots, kettles, and other camp 
equipage ; but if one could have a close examina­
tion, he would find, nicely stowed away underneath 
all these, goods for barter. What I tell you is 
ihe truth, and you need not be surprised at all this, 
for, as I before said, every body is mad. Talk of 
March hares—nonsense !—similitude must be al 
tered to Yankees in California. 

The Lexington (store ship) will leave here in a 
few days for San Francisco, to take in gold, (only 
think of that !) whence she will proceed to the 
Sandwich Islands, and from there to the United 
States wa Valparaiso and Rio de Janeiro. What 
is the destinalion of the rest, of the squadron the 
land-lubbers have not learned, but I beard a rumor 
that another ship would sail for home on the 1st of 
January, taking the route of the Lexington. I 
have also understood that the Commodore hopes to 
obtain permission to return home in the Ohio, by 
way of the East Indies. 

The New Vork Herald says, that by this arrival 
it has received private ail vices which are too won­
derful for belief, and which it consequently sup­
presses. It states on the sirength of thein, that the 
gold region is 800 miles iu length by one hundred 
in w idth, and that a small body of diggers therein 
produce annually one hundred million dollars' 
worth. The Herald gives the lengthy letter, how­
ever, which it has heretofore promised. Its Monte­
rey correspondent gives the following : 
" In my travels I have, when resting under a 

tree and grazing my horse, seen a few pieces of 
pure gold picked up from the crevices of the rocks 
or slate where we were stopping. On one occa-
sion, nooning or refreshing on the side of a stream 
entirely unknown to diggers or ' prospectors,' or 
rather, if known, not attended to, one of my com­
panions, in rolling in the sand, said, 'Give me a 
tin pan : why should we not be cooking in gold 
sands ? ' He took a pan, filled it with sand, washed 
it out, and produced in five minutes $2 or $3 worth 
of gold, merely saying, as he threw both pan and 
gold on the sand, ' I thought so.' " 
" From the 1st of July to the 1st of October, more 

or less, one-half of the people will have fever and 
ague, or intermittent fever, which takes them from 
the first day of digging until they have been 100 
miles from the " placer" fifteen or twenty days, 
lu the winter, it is too cold to work ; but from next 
April to the following July, $1,000,000 of pure 
gold, or more, p-±r month, will be produced from the 
gold region, without digging more than three feet 
leep." 

The Argus of yesterday afternoon has also a let­
ter from Purser Buchnnan, of the Navy, dated on 
board the IJ. S. ship Dale, .Nov. 22, 18-18, from 
which we make the following extracls: 

We will sail to-morrow for San Bias to receive 
$lt'0,000 for the army, and then will sail for the 
Sandwich Islands. We remain at Hilo and Hono­
lulu a short time, and return to San Francisco and 
I pper ('alifornia early in Fehruary. We leave 
about the 20th of February for Valparaiso and Rio, 
and hop« to reach the I ruled States on or before 
Angus 15t. 

When we sailed from Monterey on the 3d of No­
vember, it was said there were about four thou­
sand persons washing, digging and collecting gold 
dust. At the mines labor is from ten to fifteen dol­
lars per day ; board ten dollars per day with the 
privilege of keeping under a tree. A pair of blan­
kets is worth $80; a pea jacket $150. Tea is 
worth $5 per lb., and every thing in like proportion. 

Capt. Halleck, of the Engineer Corps, who has 
been there, says there is no tale in the Arabian 
Nights halfso romantic and golden as these mines, 
or placers, as they are called. An extent of over 
three hundred miles by thirty to fifty broad has 
been explored, and due west from Monterey as far 
south as the City of Angels, an extent of two hun­
dred miles, yet unexplored, contains gold. Nu­
merous vessels from here have gone up loaded with 
goods, money and passengers, and people from all 
parts of the world are flocking there in great num­
bers. There have been many deaths, as many are 
obliged to stand in the waters over their knees, 
with an intense sun on their heads, and many are 
laid up with fevers. 

The store ship Lexington will sail for the United 
States about the 1st of December, with about 
$100,000 in gold. She received at Monterey $50,-
ttOO^ in gold. We expect to receive a large freight. 

The Ohio, line of battle ship, anil Southampton, 
store ship, sailed from Monterey for San Francisco 
on or about the 5th ult. The St. Mary's had not 
arrived when we sailed, although she sailed from 
the United States April 18. and was at Rio July 5. 
By her we hope to receive many letters. 

A NEW ROUTE TO CALIFORNIA.—A company 
is now forming in New Vork for the purpose of 
opening a new route to the Pacific, via the San 
Juan River and Lake Nicaragua. It is said that a 
few thousand dollars w ill make the .San Juan River 
navigable to the Lake, through which steam-ves-

cau pa«,, to Leon, a small town within ten miles 
of the Pacific . oast. Over this ten miles a plank 
road or canal can be easily made, and the route 

then be much nearer than by Chagres and 
Panama. 

BUTLER DIVORCE.—The Butler divorce case is 
set down for trial by jury. The correspondent of 
the N. \ . Herald says : " This disposes of the mat­
ter for the present —perhaps forever. Public 
opinion seems to be in favor of Mrs. Butler, but we 
must recollect that we have heard only one side. 
To the voluminous averments and allegations of 
his wife, Mr. B. has made no answer." 

From the Baltimore Sun. 
Congressional. 

Wednesday, Jan. 24.—Mr. Calhoun was again on 
his feet to-day, having nearly recovered from his 
recent indisposition. 

The civil and diplomatic appropriation bill was 
received from the House, read twice and referred. 

Mr. Butler, from the Judiciary Committee, made 
a report on the memorial of Mr. O'Reilly, in refer* 
ence to the alleged injustice connected with his 
telegraph operations done him by Judge Monroe, of 
the District Court of the United States, iu one of 
the western districts. The report recommends that 
the Committee be discharged from the further con 
sideration of the memorial, and it was so ordered. 

On motion of Mr. Douglass, the Senate then took 
up the bill for the admission of California as a State 
into the Union ; and Mr. D., by permission, offered 
ihe substiiute for the bill, of which he had before 
given notice, and the character of which was at the 
Time of such notice, stated in my report—[providing 
that the law shall go into effect on the lib of July 
next, that a Convention shall at once assemble and 
forrp a Constitution, etc.] 

Mr. Turney offered an amendment to the first 
section, so as to include within the limits of the 
new State the whole of I'pper California, in order 
to avoid the necessity of legislating for a territorial 
government in regard to that portion not included 
by the bill. 

Mr. Foote also submitted his amendment to the 
bill—[before reported.] 

After considerable debate, the bill and amend 
menis w ere relerred to a select Committee of seven 

Mr. Foote asked leave, which was granted, to 
have referred to the same Committee, an amend 
nient which he was preparing, and which would be 
read in the course of an hour. 

On motion of Mr. Niles, the prior orders were 
then postponed, and the Senate again took up the 
bill ''to reduce the rates of jiostage and for other 
purposes." 

The amendment immediately pending was that 
offered by Mr. Cameron, providing that newspapers 
shall circulate free of postage within a circle of 
thirty miles from the office of publication. 

Mr. Allen addressed the Senate at length, iu fa 
vor of protecting the internal newspajier circulation 
of the country. 

0r5" Elihu Burritt has published an article upon 
ihe Peace Congress to assemble in Paris in August 
next. In the abundance of his enthusiasm, he 
thinks the American delegates should be sufficient 
I y numerous to charier a steamship, especially to 
take them out and back.
