Important from Mexico.  
Trouble Anticipated at Taimpico 

By the arrival of the U. S. steamer Telegraph 
yesterday from Tampico, which place she left 
the 23d ult., we have important intelligence con 
cerning difficulties which have arisen between the 
American Quartermaster and the authorities at 

Tampico. Capt. Carr, Q. M. U. 8. Army, it will 
lie recollected, was left at Tampico in charge of a 
quantity of Government stores. According to the 
treaty of peace witii Mexico, a certain time was 
to be allowed for the removal of these effect 
Whether the time had expired or not, we cannot 
say ; but at all events the Mexican commander. 
General Garay, ordered Capt. Carr to leave within 
a H|M'cified time, and if the order was not complied 
with voluntarily iie was given to understand that 
force would be used. Under these circumstances, 
Capt. Carr, Capt. Chase, and the Commander of I . 
S. sloop-of-war Saratoga, then lying at Tampico, 
held a conference, at which it was decided that the 
Quartermaster should not. recede from his position 
Capt. Carr left for Vera Cruz in order to see Com­
modore Wilkinson. It was thought that the whole 
squadron would shortly be at Tampico, prepare 
to enforce respect to our flag. 

These particulars we gather from Capt. Ryan of 
the schooner Arispe, who came passenger on the 
Telegraph. 

We cannot account for these proceedings, except 
ing from the fact that Gen. (I.iray was always an 
ami-treaty man, and may wish to renew the diffi­
culties between the two countries. Cen. LaVt 
recently appointed Commandant-General of Ta-
maulipas, was at the last accounts at Vera Cruz 
on his v\ay to Tampico. Iiis arrival was expected 
to restore harmony and good understanding. 

TEXAS.—By the steamship Palmetto, arrived 
yesterday, we have received a Galveston pap^r of 
the 29th ult. It contains scarcely an item of interest. 

The steamho it De Rosset, concerning the safety 
of which vessel rumors and apprehensions apjiear 
!<• have been indulged, arrived at Brazos St. Jago 
without accident. Some of the passengers have 
returned to Gal veston. 

The goods seized on the schooner Star, in J8J7, 
for an attempt to escape the payment of duties at the 
Rio Grande, when our army was in possession of 
Mexico, were sold at Galveston on the 26th, and 
brought pretty good prices considering the descrip­
tion of the articles and the. time they have l>een on 
hand. The sales amounted to several thousand 
dollars.

CORPUS CHRISTI , Jan. 25,1848.

I was on hand 
and without coaxing, and I'll put them through, or be put 
through the ribs or stomach. If 1 like I hat section ot country 
better than Corpus—and it must be a fine place if I do—I'll 
ride some of those California houses Fremont praises so much, 
back to the Gulf in a jiffy, bid a'-leu to my Atlantic friends, 
and speed back to Uncle Sam's great gold plantation. It's 
only fourteen hundred miles, and what's that to a boy that's 
growing, as Vrs. Fitzwitliams would say ? 

We go by the I'residio Rio Grande, then travel up parallel 
with that stream to El Paso, leaving Presidio del Norte to the 
left. ; then a little north of west, to and down the Gila to the 
Gold Digging, and all the way on I'ncleSam's new grounds. 

C. H. Bears will arrive in your city wiih this, and will 
bring dow n with him a few of the anxious, who will trail 
us up, having made all necessary arrangements. There will 
be plenty ol animals in from the Rio Grande and the rnn-
chos about here, and parties need not be detained Iiere any 
length of time. 

IJtge parties not to go through Mexico, for 1 have every 
rpason to believe their detention will be gieat, and their ex-
pentes enormous.

Pacific Hailioads. 
Now that the discoveries in California hoîfj oUf 

the prospect of unbounded wealth from mihirtg ope 
rations alone, the number of disinterested persons 
who are willing lo undertake the construction of 
railroads or other means of communication with 
the Pacific, if it can bj done at the expense of the 
government for the sole profit of themselves, is 
rapidly increasing. The project of Mr. Whitney 
to build a railrood from Lake Michigan to the mouth 
of the Columbia, for the trifling consideration of 
sixty miles of the public lands on each side of th 
road, through its entire length, has been followed 
by another from a Mr. Bayard, who proposes to 
make a road from St. Louis to San Francisco, for 
only twenty-five miles of public land on each 
side of his route, offering furthermore to deposit five 
millions of lionds with the government, on which 
it shall pay him an interest of six |>er cent., as seen 
rity for the completion of the road. These tw< 
rival projects have hardly come liefore the public, 
when up spring Messrs. Aspinwall & Co., and ask 
for the exclusive permission, or something like it, to 
make a railroad across the Isthmus of Panama, and 
ask I he government only for a contract which w ill 
pay them five per cent, on the capital which they 
expect to expend, or restore the whole of that capi­
tal to them in twenty years, for the transportation 
of troops, stores, etc., of the I 'nited States across 

pace of thirty miles—and they have found a 
committae, at the head of w hich is Mr. T. Butler 
King, to report in favor of the scheme ! 

It is not our intention to enter into any elaborate 
review of the advantages or disadvantages of these 
diffèrent routes, although we think that proposed 
by Bayard the best, and that about to be adopted 
by Aspinwall it Co., as the worst of the three, for 
a permanent arrangement. From St. Louis to San 
Francisco, or from some point between New 
Orleans and St. Louis to the mouth of the Sacra­
mento, will doubtless be the route which will be 
finally adopted for a railroad. It is the shortest—it 
runs Nirough the most fertile and easily traversed 
portion of the country—it runs entirely within the 
limits of the United States—ils latitude renders the 
climate healthy, and exempts it from the ice and 
snows of a more northern and the virulent diseases 

f a more southern route. Of the Panama scheme, 
but one thing can be said in its favor—it is a good 
present "make-shift"—the distance of the land 
•arriage is trilling, can be easily overcome, and 
Vi 11 s nor ten greatly the passage when compared 

with the voyage around Cape Horn. But to 
the Panama Railroad, as a work which is to 
be built by or under the patronage of the Govern­
ment, there are insuperable objections. It is not 
within the limits nor under the permanent control 
of the United State.-, and even the right of transit 
by our citizens may at any time be interrupted. It 
lies w ithin the most pestiferous climate in the world, 
the interior of Africa perhaps excepted. It is, as 
compared with the others, the longest and most 
expensive route. Chagres is ten days from New 
Means, fifteen days from New York; and Panama, 

the otiier end of the road, is fifteen or twenty days 
from San Francisco, with the cost and delay of 

hipment and transportation across the isthmus. 
Die distance from New York to San Francisco, by 
the way of Panama, would, therefore, under the 
must favorable circumstances, be for a passenger 
from thirty to thirty-five days, and for merchandise 
in any quantity, not less than an average of fifiy 
days—for it is by days and not by miles that we 
must count these things—while the distance by 
ailroad across from Si. Louis, or the inouth of the 

Ohio, or Memphis, would not be more than eight 
or nine days. This woui.l he the gain of a national 
railroad, in lime ; the gain in expense of transit and 
profits of Commerce would be incalculable. 

But, as we said belbre, we do not intend lo re-
iew in full the advantages of the different routes, 

but to enter our humble protest against every one 
of the schemes proposed. The Government of the 
United Stales has no right to give ils public domain, 
nor lo pay gratuities in money, under the form of 
contracts, to build up companies or individuals—to 
foster monopolies, for private advantage, at the 
public expense. A communication is wanted w ith 
the Pacific—the necessity of intercourse with our 
people in Oregon and California, the obligations to 
govern them in pjace and to protect them in war, 
demand such a communication—and demand that 
it should be entirely under our own coat roi, and 
by the most direct and rapid route. It becomes, in 
this view, a great national work — one which a 
great nation should, for ils own safety, and with a 
proper regard for its duties, undertake itself, and 
not h° trifling or huckstering with Mr. Whitney or 
Mr. Bayard, or the Messrs. Aspinwall & Co. If 
these individuals can make it profitable to build a 
road, let them build it — ten or a dozen, if they 

ill—but let them pursue their own course, avail-
g themselves of their own enterprise and capita!— 

hut if the roads cannot be built without the direct 
indirect aid of the Government, common sense 

ould dictate that the party in the transaction who 
took all the responsibility and bore all the cxpenso 
hould not do it for the exclusive advantage of 

itln rs. If the Government must build the road, 
fier all, let it take the honor of the work, and 
cure lo the whole people the benefits thereof. 

This is the most dignified, honorable, patriotic, 
and, what may not be without its influence, the 

heapest way in which the desired end can be at­
tained. Such a work would become the people 
Hid the age—it would enable the Government to 
ischarge its obligations, and open a vast field for 

the enterprise, industry and intelligence of our 
people ; would unite the different parts of Ibis great 

•miry in the closest bonds for ever ; and would 
place us at once indisputably at the head of the 

at ions of the earth. Rome could build the. Ap-
pian and Flaminian roads, to bind her provinces 

ige!her, yet Rome had neither our power, means, 
nor motives for the undertaking of such great 

-and here is one which would cost less than 
tiler of Rome's famous highways, but which 
ould far outdo, in utility and real greatness, all 

the monuments of her power and splendor. It 
would give us the command of two oceans, and 
make Euro)** and Asia alike tributaries to our 
people, and sources of our wealth and power.

morrow. He says this correspondent, has been a resident of 
California for many years, and his naine, " if known, would 
command the belief of the most incredulous commuuity the 

er shone upon." His letters "confirm in every par 
ticuiar the accounts hitherto received, privately or officially 
from this wonderful regio 

ys that Governor Ma^on and all Iiis officers, men 
mu'es and wagons, exoept two or three inen who were 
obliged to remain at headquarters, have be^n three tiuie& at 
the gold digging!«, engageJ in the most active manner, col 
lecting gold, which has been found in the greatest abun 
dance. He is of opinion that if operations continue as they 
have begun, upwards of a hnndred millions of dollars will be 
collected annually in California. Col Stevenson's regiment 
is disbanded ani all its members are digging gold. Sncli 
are some of the statements of this responsible correspondent 
who may be a resident of California rof New York—1 will 
not pretend to say which. Some very excellent and well 
formed California letter-writters live in Wall and Houth 
streets, and from them we derive much valuable information 
as to tlie facilities and cheapness of transportation, and 
es pecially the productiveness of the miues. These letters 
will probably till up a half dozen of the ships now waitin 
for their complement of passengers, and bring forward some 
hundred doubtful crises that have been hanging hack, 

Let "er postage seem» to be a small matter, and really is a 
small matter to people who write or receive a letter every 
week or two, which costs them ten cents ; or to those whose 
income does not require them to count dimes, but to a large 
majority of the community it is felt as a heavy tax at the 
present rates, particularly when it has to le paid several 
times during a week. Many people who feel thus under th 
operation of the ten cent, rates would not think of it if tiie 
postage were reduced to one-third of that amount, although 
their weekly postage bill might be doubled. These facts are 
getting to be obvious to our legislator?, aud it is to be hoped 
that gome of them will forget their indignation at the expo­
sures made by the demagogues with whom they are su 
rounded, long enough to favor the country with a vole for a 
low-postage bill. 

Neither of the bills now before Congress is such as 
the country reallf requires. The difference bet ween pre 
payment and after payment—forty per cent.—is too gieat 
and the newspaper branch of both bills shows a want of 
judgement in the projectors of them. Mr. Niles, following 
Cave Johnson's bright recommendations, wants a law that 
will keep wet newspapers out of the mail bags, and Mr. Gog. 
gin requires that all newspapers be pre-paid, but which can 
only have the effect of putting clogs on newspaper circula­
tion. New York is the only city that has seemed to take any 
prectical interest in this matter, as a geueral thing, in seve­
ral places a petition or two has been got up and forwarded, 
and then forgotten. Here we get np the petitions, have peo­

ple to collect signatures, an.i then send them with somebody 
to jog the memory of Congressmen, to Washington. If 
every city had done so we should now have a good postage 
law. I take it to be a matter in which the welfare of the 
country is deeply involved, aud think it hard to say too much 
in its favor. 

It is to be hoped that Gen. Taylor will give us a Post-
Master General who will not have the habit of regarding the 
interest of the Post-Office Department as sepaiate from and 
superior to, that of the country at large. 

Much interest is felt and expressed here with regard to the 
failing health of Mr. Calhoun. He is said to be verv seriously 
ill. and there is uo exception to the expression ofsympathy in 
in his case. Deep, indeed, would be the sorrow ofthe coun­
try at Iiis loss, for even tho>e who are the most ready to de-
nonnce his cour-e on some of the leading questions of the 
past, and present day, are equally ready with their admiia-
tion of his eminent qualifie; as a man and a* a statesman.

the sold sto'ies that the newspapers are telline us to-day, 
and many are the hesitating and doubting that now press 
forward to enrol their names on the California lists. Lumps 
of the metal weighing twenty-five pounds, seven pounds, 
three poinds—raw-hide bags weighing a hundred ounces— 
coat-pcckets full—four thousand dollars a month—gold half 
a dollar an ounce—who can write grammar on such a sub­
ject? I am decidedly feverish. Awful, is n't it? Every 
body's crazv. 

Gotham is "up in arms" at the expectation of mealing 
Gen. Taylor this evening, as some wag has started the ruinor 
that he left New Orleans in the Fa.'con for this port. The 
wharves are crowded wi«h «»\i»ectants awaiting the arrival of 
the steamer, and anxiou* for a peep at the old hero. 

Neither the Falcon nor the United States arc yet in sight. 
The latter has now been out—unless she has been again de­
tained—fourteen days. 

We have nothing of the legislative proceedings to day from 
Albany, on account of some difficulty with the wires 
From Washington, we learn thatfMr. Dix laid before the 
Senate the resolutions recently parsed in the Legislature of 
this State, instructing our representatives to go 8gaiust rhe 
extension of slavery in the new Territories, against the Texan 
claim to New Mexico, and against the slave traffic in the W 
District. 

Mr. Dix very properly moved to lay them on the table, 
where they might have slept in peace with the riles ofsimilar 
documents already (constructively) there, but Mr. Rusk, 
apparently fond of discussions of this character, made a mo­
tion to print them, upon the strength of which he based a 
s pee j ii of denunciation. Mr. Levy, or Yu!ee, as he now 
call» himself, took up the strain, and in the course of his in­
vert iv«-pronounced the resolutions an insult to fifteen States 
o( the I nion. Mr. Foote, also, of course, had to " speak his 
speech," and there was nobody to venture a word in favor 
ofthe insolent Yorkers, except Mr. Dickinson, ft ia to be 
hoped the resolutions are now buried beyond all reach of re­
surrectionist* from North or South. 

It is not well to designate the proceedings of the Legisla­
ture of New York as iusolent. The State certainly must 
possess the right to express her opinion on matters of public 
poli, y, and to instruct her representatives to carry out that 
expression in passing upon the great questions ofthe day.

fully weighed. 

The representatives of the State of New York do many 
things wrong. Many laws art* pasted without due delibera­
tion, or through undue influence, but for all such cases a 
remedy is devised, and, in most cases, within reach. 

There is now an unconstitutional measure before the State 
Senate,which may pass and become a law, but if it should so 
issue, there is a constitutional remedy—the Supreme Court— 
at hand. I allude lo the proposition to impose a fine of one 
thousand dollars upon every officer of the State who shall 
aid or assist in capturing runaway slaves. The bill, I think, 
will not pass, but should it do so, it woukl only place the 
State m the same category with Virginia or South Carolina, 
on the statute books of which unconstitutional law» have 
stood for years past. All these thing?, however, I repeat, are 
easily remedied.

He gave it the name of 
de Lina, because, having found there the remains of 
two unfortunate victims, he asked the natives 
why they sacrificed men To which they replied, it 
was by order of the King of Acolhua, or Mexico. 
The Spaniards, who had uo other interpreters than 
the Yucatan Indians, misunderstood the reply, and 
believed that de Ulna was the name of the island."
