We have less activity to notice in oar market during the 

past week, owing in a good degree to the continued scarcity 
of vessels and the higher rates of freight which have been 
insisted on. Prices ot most article« have be*n in consequence 
further depressed more particularly for Grain, Provisions, 
etc. Toe river continues very high, bat has only risen two 
or ihroe inches since our last. 

COTTON.—Our last Saturday morning's review left the 
Cotton market quite active, and prices firm at an advance 
of 'n(a)%c. upon the opening rate* early in the week. The 
inquiry continued good on Saturday and 4&>0 bales were dis­
posed of at these improved ligures, but on Monday, and the 
two days fo owing, the anticipation of the Canada's news 
rather restricted the business, which did not exceed 6500 bales 
for the three days, on terms generally more favoiab'e to pur­
chasers than hitherto. The reception of the steamer's ad. 
vices by telegraph on Thursday brought forward some buy­
er«, being considered favorable, as showing a sustained ad 
vançe of *#d. in Cotton at Liverpool, ami also encouraging 
prospects for buiines» both in England and France. It was 
published too late in the day. however, to produce much ef­
fect, and only 2500 bales changed hands, though ag°Jn at 
full price«. Yesterday the demand was fair in the moaning, 
but as it was soon known that telegraphic dispatches were 
in town, contradicting the statement of an advance at Liv­
erpool brought by the Canada, buyers withdrew, and only 
about 1500 bales changed hands—making a total of 15.000 
bales, taken for England, the Continent and the North. 
Prices yesterday were so unsettled by the report above 
alluded to that our quotations are for the time nominal. 
The increase in the receipts proper at all the United States 
ports is 397,ICI bales, but at this port there is an inert ase of 
only 3071 bales, as compared with the same period last year.

As to 
prices, though in some cases and for certain qua'ilies slightly 
eruier for buyers, we do not consider that there is any de­
cline sufficient to require a change in our last quotations,

SUGAR.—The Sugar market has been affected rather 
unfavorably by the high rates of fieight to the Atlantic 
ports, and buyers have accordingly obtained an }Rc. decline, 
though it has not been of so permanent a character as to 
induce any change in our <inotations. The sales of the 
week have reached about 4000 hhds., taken for the North 
and West. We quote as before—Infenor and Common,

On Plantation nearly 2600 hhds. have been sold at 3}2fa)4c., 
chiefly, however, at the highest rate. •«* 

MOLASSES.—A fair demand has prevailed throughout 
the week, and the sales comprise 4000 bbls. at an entire range 
of 90021)40., the ruling rates for Good to Prime, which are 
scarce, being 20\72)21 '4o # gallon. Prices are lower on Plan 
tation, and we notice about 35.000 gallons sold at 19^13) 
l'JKiC., above and below the city. 

FLOUR.—Prices fell off in the early part of the week 25(a) 
40c. tf bbl., owing mainly to the advance in both Foreign 
and Coastwise freights, though within a day or two they 
have been rather firmer. During the five business days end­
ing on Thursday, the sales reached about 6000 bbls. at irreg­
ular rates, varying from $4 10^)4 18 for Ohio on the Levee, 
and $4 25(a>4 37tf bbl. on tiatbout, with some sales of Ex­
tra St. Louis and Illinois brands at $4 15(a)5 £' bbl. Yester­
day the market se 'med heavy again, and only about 1800 
bbls. changed hands, including 1000 bbls. Ohio at $4 20 on 
the Levee. Ariived past week, 33,585 bbls.; exported, 
25,472 bbls. 

GRAIN.—The Corn market has also given way under 
the advance in freights, and prices are 6 to 8c. below our 
closing quotations of last week. The sales altogether amount 
to about 35,000 sacks, only at a range of 35fâ)45c. for Infe­
rior to Prime, the ruling rates for the best parcels being now 
40/®43c. $ bushel. Of this quality 9000 sacks sold yesterday 
at 38f2>43c. tf bushel The only large >aie of Wheat was 
3500 bnshels Prime some «'ays since at 92c.—also a considera­
ble decline Oats have be«n selling at 25fâ)27c. iu bu'k 
and ïiï(at24c. in sacks....Bran dull at SSfo)4Uc. in bulk end 
45la)52c tf 100 lb in sacks Corn Meal nominal at $2 50 
for Yellow kiln-dried.

REPORT OF THE GRAND JURY, 
To the HON. JOHN MCHENRY, Judge of the First District 

Court of Nt w Orleans: 
SIR—We the undersigned, members of the Grand Jury, 

who«e term of office is about to exnire. submit to your Honor 
the following report of their visits to the Jail«, Work-house* 
and House of Refuge for juvenile offenders, and make such 

•suggestions as they deem necessary for the better observance 
of the laws and the promotion of the interests of the parish. 
It was oar endeavor to keep secret the time of our viiitations 
that no preparation?: might be made to receive us. and that 
we might examine the prisons in their ordinary conditions. 

On the morning appointed, our firit visit was made to the 
Third Municipality work-honse, which we found in a s»ate 
of i»erfeet cleanliness—the yard and sh°ds under which the 
persons were at work large and airy. The floor of the shed 
bei*1 g stone and the dav unpleasant, the prisoners were suf­
fering with cold, which, however, was not the fault of the 
keeper, whom we commend for the faithful discharge of his 
duty. The clo'hing of the prisonecs in this establishment, as 
we were informed, has tieen in use some ten years and needs 
renewing. 

The jail near the work-house appears to be in as good con­
dition as it could possibly be kept, the food wholesome and 
but few prisoners. We recommend that this establishment 
be united to and kept under the control of the keeper of the 
work-house, as in the other Municipalities. 

We next visited the lock-up house in Chamo Elysées street, 
which we found >n the most filthy sta/e, sufficiently so. we 
judge, with the effluvia from the yards in the rear.to produce 
cholera, or some other disease, in those who remain there one 
night. 

We next visited the pa'ish jail in the First Municipality, 
which was in as eood conditional the dilapidated state of 
the building, and the health of it« crowded inmates, during 
the existence of the cholera, would admit. The physicians 
having recommended that the upper rooms should not be 
washed, the floor being so much decayed ft ad broken that the 
water would run through and keep the whole establishment 
damp, risking the lives of the occupants. The food was 
wholesome and abundant, and the sick cared for. So far as 
the Sheriff and those employed by him as keepers are con­
cerned, every thing appeared as it should, and the establish­
ment well conducted. The building is entirely unfit for the 
purpose for which it is used. but. as the suggestions and com­
plaints of former Grand Jurors in this particular have bepn 
unheeded, we cannot hope that any'hing we can say will 
produce a better effect, and thfrefore leave the subject. 

We next rmted the First Municipality Workhouse, adjoin­
ing the Parish Prison ; found it in verv good order, with but 
two or three prisoners. If this department could be added to 
and occupied as a part of the Parish Prison, by a pa*sage 
through the wall which now separates them, it would be an 
improvement. 

We next examined the Negro Jail, which was tolerably 
clean, and the food of good quality. This department also 
requires repairs. 

Our next visit was to the Second Municipality Workhouse, 
and we can not but express our decided approbation of the 
manner in which this establishment is conducted. Order and 
cleanliness are observed, and much care appears to be taken 
in seeing that the inmates are properly clothed and suitable 
nourishment provided. We were shown a financial state­
ment of the affairs of this establishment, and were highly 
gratified to learn that so far from being an expense to the 
Municipality, it more than realizes the disbursement necesl 
sary to its support from the healthy labor of those confined 
within its walls. The keepers of this prison also deserve com­
mendation. 

We can not, howex'Pr. leave this subject without c*l'ing 
the attention of your Honor to, as we are informed, the un­
lawful detention in this establishment of free persons of color, 
sent thee by the Recorder for safe-keeping, until th»* vessel 
on which they came is ready to leave our port. The vessel or 
boat le-ves without taking them, and they remain withont 
any effort being made to release or send them home. One of 
these i>ersoiis had been confined th°re more than three months, 
and others a much longer time than necessary. We under­
stand that the law requires that they should be placed in the 
handsof the Sheriff, and makes it his duty, if the vessel leaves 
without them, to send them by the first vessel that will take 
them back to the place whence they came. We trust that 
this abuse mav be speedily corre ted. 

Our next visit was to the House of Refuge. This admira­
ble institution is well conducted, and those in charge appear 
to take n deer» interest in the moral and intellectual improve­
ment of the inmates They are well clothed ; their food is 
the liest of its kind, and their bleeping apartments neat and 
comfortable. They aretanght the elementary branch«^ of an 
English education, and we have little reason to doubt that 
many wi; I leave this house reformed and prepared to become 
useful members of society, who, were it not for this insti­
tution, would become vagabonds and inmates of our prisons. 
We hope our Legislature (to whom we understand applica­
tion has been made, or will b° made, at its next session) will 
so amend the law as to enable the Directors to retain those 
committed to their charge, or have the power to apprentice 
them, until they are of a?e, that they may have an opportu­
nity to learn some useful trade, and thereby perfect the noble 
obiect of its founders. 

We next visited the Guard-house on Baronne street, which 
might be kept cleaner and in better order, and answer as well 
all the purposes for which it is used. 

We subsequently went to the so-called Bayou St. John 
Watch-house, or lock-up house, which is a small cabinet, 
about eitfht feet square, entirely insufficient for the purposes 
for which it is intended. A more suitable and secure building 
ought at once to be provided, «-ith separate apartments for 
males and females. We n*xt visited the First Munisipalitv 
lock up ho"se, which is kept in very good order, and is all 
thr t is required to accomplish the object for which it is used. 

This completes the official examination reqnired bylaw 
The Grand Jury cannot but be aware that the lawsag"inst 

betting on elections, and the sale of lottery tickets, are con­
stantly violated, but have bepn unable to obtain sufficient 
evidence to convict any parties thereof, and hope their slices-

in office may be more successful iu bringing the guilty 
to justice, and suppressing these crying evils. 

They recommend that a law be passed by our Legislature 
requiring foreigners to exhibit at the polls evidence of their 
bavin? been naturalized, and the adoption of a registry law, 
that the sacredness of the ballot-box may be more effectually 
preserved. 

The Sheriff, by constant and polite attentions of himself 
and Deput es, has made the discharge of our duties agree­
able for which we fee! much indebted to him.

our thanks to the Court for the kindness and respect which 
has been manifested in all its intercourse with us.

WIIITK MKN VS. DARKIKS .—A negro named Leonard, 
the property of Alexander Baggett, was yesterday bronght 
before Recorder Baldwin to be examined on a charge of as­
saulting and striking with an axe" (a plasterer's hatchet) 
a white man of the name of Buck'ev. The testimony of 
Buck ey «imself was. that he was working as a laborer in 
the erection of a building on which the negro was employed 
as a bricklayer; that they had a dispute—the negro called 
him a damned Irish son of a . Buckley retorted in equally 

language, and pushing the negro from him, telling 
him to go about his business, he received a blow of the 
hatchet on the neck. This testimony was corroborated by a 
white mechanic who worked on the same building. The 
Recorder cross-examined Buckley severely, apparency, from 
the questions propounded, with the object of ascertaining 
whether he was not the aggressor, and endeavored to prove 
by ocular demonstration to the witness and all in Court, that 
à b ow from the front (the witness and the prisoner were 
tanding face to lace at the time of the difficulty) could not 

be given—it was an impossibility—on the part of the neck 
(the side) in which the mark of the wound remained. Al! 
these things betokened a disposition on the part of the Re­
corder to place black and white on a legal equality ; but the 
testimony of two white mpn, whose evidence was not con­
tradicted or impeached, to the same fact, prevailed upon the 
Recorder to send the case before Justice Bright for trial. 

ATTEMPT TO CONCEAL THE BIRTH OF A CHILD.—A 
woman named E. Edeli gave birth to a stillborn child early 
yesterday morning in th#» bo irding-house No. 55 St Peter 
street, kept by J. Klein. Mrs. Reiss. accoucheur, was called 
u.pon by Mr. Klein, about 9 o'clock in the morning, and re­
quested to visit his boarder. She did so, and, on entering the 
room, fourni signs about Mrs. Edeli (she is married) of hav­
ing given b:rth to a child. But her offspring was not to be 
seen, and. after having repeatedly denied that she had given 
a birth, Mrs. Reiss insisting she had, she confessed the fact 
at last. Notwithstanding this confession, it. was impossible 
to extort from her information as to where the child was con­
cealed, but. on examining a trunk, the infant was found in 
it, wrapped in a sheet, and dead The Coroner h«dd an in­
quest over the body, and the jury was of opinion the child 
was stillborn. The acc-mchcur is of the same opinion. The 
motive for the attempt to conceal the birth can only be con­
jectured. Her husband has been absent several months, and 
is expected to return soon. The unfortunate woman was at 
once arrested, and, her situation requiring medical attention, 
she was sent to the Charity HbspitaJ.
