Mas«., 
has »old $80,000 worth of revolving pistols since 
tlie gold fever broke out. They go off very well. 

Our transatlantic brethren, who some time since 
expressed the skepticism natural to the English 
character in regard to the existence of such vast 
quantities of gold as the Americans professed to 
have found in their newly-acquired territory of 
California, have at last consented to yield a reluc­
tant belief. At first they asserted that the golden 
stories of the new Dorado were only the product 
of Yankee exaggeration and self-glorification, or 
else an elaborate scheme to deceive the world as to 
the costliness of the Mexican war, by loud boast­
ings of the amount of treasure which the war so 
unexpectedly threw into our hands. The London 
Times, however, has endorsed the California stories, 
and where the Times points the nation must of 
course follow. The transition from the extreme of 
skepticism to the utmost latitude of credulity is 
easy and natural, and our English cousins have 
given an additional evidence of the truth of the 
assertion. The latest accounts from across the 
water state that the inhabitants of the British Isle 
have been so violently attacked by the California 
fever, that a kind of delirium lias supervened. 
Nothing is heard of on 'Change but golJ, gold, 
gold. Companits are bting rapidly formed to pro­
ceed to El Dorado—vessels innumerable are 
chartered for the same attractive place—and, in 
fact, if we may believe newspaper accounts, the 
days of the South Sea bubble have returned, and 
the scenes of that period are being reëiiacted. 
This time, however, there is some more substantial 
basis for the speculation. The gold of California 
will lind its way into the channels of commerce 
and the coffers of the capitalist«. 

It cannot lie doubted that in the next few year« 
the number of persons proceeding to California from 
all parts of the civilized world, will be unprece­
dented in the history of the world. Rapid as has 
been the increase of population in many of the 
American States, they present no parallel to what 
will lie witnessed in California. The result of this 
must be to throw an immense amount of gold into 
circulation ; but whether it will be enough mate­
rially to affect the present condition of commercial 
affairs, can scarcely at present be determined. Of 
late years the quantity of the precious metals used 
as a circulating medium has rather diminished than 
increased, while the greater facilities of commer­
cial intercourse, and the immense increase in the 
products of industry, have cauted, within the last 
thirty years, a corresponding decrease in prices. It 
would take a vast amount of gold to swell the 
amount of coin in circulation to a quantity suffi­
cient to raise price» to their former standard. But 
we think even this effect will not be produced. 
Each year sees the industry of the world, and its 
consequent wealth, immensely augmented, and the 
gold of California will do well if it can sustain the 
present relative value of the precious metals with 
that of other commodities. Viewing the subject in 
this light, we do not apprehend the great danger 
feared by some as the result of the discovery of the 
mines of the Sacramento. One thing, we think, is 
certain, we will never starve from an abundance 
of gold. 

From Texas. 
The steamship Galveston which arrived yester­

day from Galveston, having left that place on the 
6th, has brought us dates to the 5th inst. 

The San Antonio Western Texian notices the 
departure of a company of six person? from that city, 
for California; and states that they intend going 
by way of Presidio, San Fernando and perhaps via 
Chihuahua. Another party was getting ready to 
lea\e about the first of February. They will pro­
ceed to a point lower down on the Rio Grande, 
thence by way of Monclova, etc. A company will 
leave Galveston in a day or two, with the same 
destination. 

Health of Houston.—The Presbyterian of the 
27th uit. says : " We have the satisfaction to an­
nounce that every trace of the Cholera has entirely 
disappeared from this place, and there is a prospect 
that we shall have a good spring trade." 

PENNSYLVANIA—Francis R. Shunlc.—The recent 
unanimous vote of the Legislature, (says the Penn 
sylvanian,) upon the bill to pay to the widow and 
family of the lamented Shunk, the balance of the 
Gubernatorial salary for the current year, and the 
terms in which the sense of the representatives was 
expressed, are well calculated toexcite attention all 
over the country. The testimonial thus voluntarily 
rendered is in the highest degree ju*t. It is the 
verdict of all parties upon the character and ser­
vices of a man, who, no matter how regarded, 
whether as the citizen or the statesman, was a 
model worthy of the imitation of his countrymen 
He passed through a long life without once falling 
under the shadow of suspicion, and when he came 
to die, he was as poor in this world's goods as he 
was rich in the virtues of the Christian and the 
patriot. 

OHIO—Repeal of the Black Laws. — The bill re­
pealing the black laws (says the Columbus State 
Journal,) makes a clean sweep of all statutory dis­
abilities on account of color, leaving but the Con­
stitutional declaration as to w hat constitutes a voter. 

Senate.—A bill to repeal the charter of the Nor-
walk Bank was lost on engrossment—yeas 13, nays 
15—Swift (free soil) voting with the whigs against 
the repeal. 

House.—The bill repealing the registry law was 
passed. 

KENTUCKY—Emancipation.—The meetingat the 
Court-house last evening, (says the Louisville Dem­
ocrat of the 2d,) in favor of emancipation, was quite 
large. How many attended for the sake of the 
cause, and how many attended for the novelty of 
the thing, we can not say. The meeting was or­
ganized by appointing Mr. Worsley Chairman, and 
Reuben Dawson Secretary. Mr. Thomas S. Smith 
and Mr. Thornasson addressed the meeting. Bland 
Ballard, Esq., on behalf of a committee, made a 
report. The Rev. W. L. Brcckenridge was called 
for, and read some resolutions of his own, as a sub­
stitute for the resolutions of the committee. The 
main point he insisted on was, that the resolutions 
of the committee contained too much. He wanted 
the single point, emancipation, and nothing else. 
The Rev. Mr. Humphrey, Mr. Speed and Mr. Jacob 
Wetter followed. We do not know how the sub­
ject was finally disposed of, as we left, but most 
likely the whole was referred to a subsequent 
meeting. 

NORTH CAROLINA LEGISLATURE.—At the ad­
journment of the Legislature of North Carolina, 
Mr. Graves, Speaker of the Senate, resigned his 
seat, and Col. Joyner was unanimously elected to 
fill that office. It will be recollected by our read­
ers, that the two parties being equally divided in 
that body, it wa> several days before the Senate 
could be organized for business—that Mr. Graves, 
the democratic candidate, was finally elected—and 
now. at the end of the session, he resigns, and his 
whig opponent, Col. Joyner, is unanimously elected 
to 4111 his place. It would seem that this was done 
in consequence of an understanding at the time ol 
Mr. G.'s election. The Speaker of the Senate is 
ci-ojjieio Lieut. Governor of the State. 

ARKANSAS.—Col. J. S. Roane, of Pulaski coun­
ty, is the democratic candidate for Governor, to fill 
t tie vacancy occasioned by the resignation of Gov. 
Drew. He was one of the democratic Presidential 
electors last year. 

OCT" The Senate have appointed as a committee 
to count the votes for President of the United Slates, 
the following gentlemen, viz : Messrs. Clayton, 
John Davis, and Jefferson Davis..The House Com­
mittee not yet announced. 

PENNSYLVANIA SCHOOLS.—The report of the 
Su|>erintendent of Common Schools, in Pennsylva­
nia, shows that there are at present in the State, 
7,845 schools, which are attended by 360,605 scho­
lars, at an annual cost of $701,732 26.

Condensed Decisions NEW ORLEANS, Feb 5,1849. 
I Continued.] 

An estate can not be cons dered hereditas Jacevs. when the 
heirs have, by an instrument ot writing, appointed an 
agent and advocate to liquidate the succession of their 
ancestor. No prescription runs in favor ol such an es­
tate. VVhen a suit has been commenced against an 
aient and advocate, so constituted, the appointment of 
an administrator, obtained by the agent, will not destroy 
the effect of the interruption of prescription created by 
the snit. 

D. L. R. ORILLION ET ALS. V S .  ZENON LABAUVE, AD­
MINISTRATOR Appeal from the Sizth District Court, 
(.Parish of Iberville) — No. 1199 in the Supreme Court.... 
SLIDELL, J — Per curiavi : " The District Judge properly 
rejected the plea of prescription set up against the note of 
$5000, payable ;n March, 1840. The present suit against La-
bauve, as administrator of the succe;sionof Joseph Orillion, 
(appointed in 1847.) was not instituted until May, 1848. But 
it appears that in 1845, the plaintiff brought suit upon this 
note against the heirs of Joseph Orillion. Citations were 
served upon thf-m, and service of the petition was aNo ac­
cepted on the 14th March, 1845. by Labauve, styling himself 
attorney of the defendants, who we-e described as heirs in the 
petition. The authority under which he acted, is a document 
signed by them on the same day, which is headed * Conven­
tion et Contrat entre Zenon Labauve, Ar oc it et les Héri­
tiers de feu Joseph Orillion.1 It declares that they have 
constituted him their aeent and advocate, to settle, liquidate 
and make a final partition of their ance>tor's succession, and 
to prosecute and defend a!l I aits concerning the suecess;on. 
It also author1/es him " to obtain the appointment of admin­
istrator. to the end th tf lie may proceed with greater facility.' 
It was also agreed that he should be allowed a certain sum, 
as a compensation for his services as advocate and adminis­
trator. After the execution of such a power by the heirs, the 
action ot Labauve under it, and the subsequent acts of the 
ht-irs corroborative of the position they originally assumed, it 
cannot be said that the sut cession of Onl on could be con­
sidered as hereditas jacent. and that prescription could run 
in its favor, as in case of a vacant estate. See Civil Cc'e. 
982. The appointment of administrator, which Labauve 
subsequently obtained for the purpose of facilitating the ac­
complishment of his duties, did not destroy the effect of the 
interruption of prescription created by the suit. 

There is no evidence before us to establish the payment of 
the $15.000, the price of the land sold by the plaintiff to the 
deceased, and which became due in the years 1839, 1840 and 
1841. The presumptions suggested by the counsel, are not of 
that grave character which the Code eontemniates, (Art. 
22t57.) We can not extinguish right« established by wnfen 
contract, upon mere conjecture and uncertain inference. If 
the settlement of the partnership which existed be1 ween the 
plaintiff and defendant, and is now in progress of judicial 
settlement in anoiher »uit, should exhibit a balance atrains» 
the plaintiff, the succession of this deceased will have the 
benefit of it in that suit. An item of credit, probab'y grow-
ing out of the unliquidated par neship affairs, was allowed 
by the Court below upon the note of $5000. As the objec­
tion to this allowance is waived in argument by the plaintiff \ 
counsel, we will not disturb the decree, except by correcting 
an error in the date of the credit, as stated by the I district 
Judge. It is unnecessary to consider the disallowance of an 
item of $69 15, the prayer for an amendment not having 
been seasonably filed. It is therefore decreed that thejudge-
ment of the Court below be corrected, by allowing the credit 
of $1031 9Uj4. as of the 30th May, 1840, instead of 30th May, 
1845, and that, soconected, the judgement he affirmed, the 
plaintiff paying the coats of this appeal." Deblieux for 
plaintiffs and appellees; Z. Labauve in p. p. lor defendant 
and appellant. 
A surety on the bond of a tutor is not one of the cases iu 

which courts of justice have power to release the surety, 
and substitute another person, for the pur, Ofe of remov. 
ing lus disability to testify — The community of acquest» 
and gains exist* between a hn&band who resides in Lou 
isiana and a w l'e who, after residing a few months ii 
this ritate, removes to another State selected by her h-is 
band, tor the purpose of enjoying superior ad vantage# in 
the education of their children Where courts of jus 
tice have any discretion they will notdiregard an illegal 
act, if they cannot do so without enabling pâlies '< 
commit a fraud.... Where persons h^ve constituted them 
selves syndics of an insolvent estate, without opposit'on 
from the creditors, the heirs will be bound by the pay­
ment of any just claims made by them, not prescribed at 
the time of payment — A receipt under priva'e signa­
ture to an administrator, in payment of an acceun\is 
not evidence that the account was due. 

WIDOW J. H. MOORE, tutrix vs. BANVON G. THIBO-
PAUX, et al Appeal from the Fifth District Court 
Parish of Terrebonne... .No. '168 in the Supreme Court 
ROST, S Per curiam : " This is a suit to compel the de 
fendant to account as tutor of the minor children of Emm 
Moore, deceased. The defendant filed an account WIIM 
was opposed by the plaintiff, and upon that opposition 
judgement was rendered in their favor for the amount 
claimed. The defendant has appealed. It is in evidence 
that the succession of Emmor Moore was opened in 1833, 
and that shortly after the defendant was appointed tutor ad 
bona to the minor heiis, Jeffries. Emil , Mary, and Emmor 
Moore, who were at the time in the State of Ohio, with their 
mother, the surviving wife of the de .-eased. After the death 
ot Emmor Moure, aud before the defendant was appointed 
tutor, James Mooie, another minor heir, died : Joseph 
H. Moore and Mrs. Jeffries were the only heirs of age. No 
administrator was appointed to settle the succ£Sfion; but on 
the application of the defendant, acting as tutor, the pro­
perty was sold lor cash to pay the debts, and the proceeds 
paid over by him to the heir of age, Joseph II. Mo «re, who 
bound himself to apply them to the payment of the debts. 
In 1836, Sarah W. Baker, the surviving widow, was ap­
pointed guardian of three of the minors, in the State of Ohio 
and gave Joseph II Moore a power of attorney to manage 
the affaire of the minors in Louisiana. Joseph 11. Moore 
was himself appointed in the State of Mississippi gi.ardian 
of Emily Moore, the rMn°.ining minor heir. Jeffries Moore 
subsequently died, leaving as his heir Ella Moore, who it 
represented by Evelina Applegate, her mother aud tutrix. 
Mary and Emily subsequently married, and with the tutrix 
of Ella, are the pJaintifls in this suit. They allege that their 
lather left at his death the undivided half of the plantation 
and slaves described in their petition, as his sole property, his 
wife never having resided in Louisiana, and no community 
having existed between them. That the defendant caused 
said property to be sold, and received as the price of it 
$28.84/, of which they claim their portion a» heirs of their 
father and of their brother James. Tiiey pray that the tutor 
be made to account and pay over to them their respective 
shares, with interest. The answer states that the property 
was in community; that the succession of Emmor Moore 
being insolvent, a syndic should have been a -pointed by the 
creditors, but that, instead of this, the defendant and Joseph 
H. Moore constituted themselves syndics, without opposition 
from the creditors. That the defendant paid over the 
amount of the sale to Joseph H. Moore, who applied it faith­
fully to the payment of the debts of the succession, as appears 
by the account annexed to the answer. The plaintiff» op­
posed the account filed on the following grounds First, That 
Moore had no authority to receive the proceeds of thesa e 
from the defendant Second, That the claims against th« 
success on placed on the account as having been paid by Jo­
seph II. Moore, were prescribed before such payment, if any 
there was, and further that they were prescribed before they 
were presented to the heirs. 

The plaintiffs also asked proof of the existence of a portion 
ot the debts mentioned in the account as having been paid. 
There were several bills of exceptions taken during the trial, 
one of which it is necessary to notice. The witness, Jesse 
liatey, was offered to prove the item No. 4 in the account, 
and his testimony having been objected to on the ground 
that he was the surety of ihe tutor on his bond, the defendant 
applied to have the witness released from his obligations as 
security, in order that he might testify in ni* behalf, and on 
condition that ».he said defendant should furnish new and 
sufficient security in the amount required by law. The court 
granted the application ; new security was given, and the 
court ordered that Jesse Batey be released. The counsel 'or 
the plaintiffs properly excepted to these proceedings. This 
is not one of the cases in which courts of justice have power 
to re le âne a surety for the purpose of removing his disability 
to testify. Thehabil.ty of the surety to the heirs for the pre­
vious mal administration of the tutor was fixed, and could 
be neither increased nor diminished by the act ot the couit. 
On the merits, the first question presented to our considéra 
tion is, whether there was a community of acquests and 
gains between Emmor Moore and lus wife. It is not denied 
that Moore resided in Louisiana, and the evidence shows 
that his wife came to this State, and aller remaining here a 
tew mouths, went with her children to the State ot Ohio, 
and did not return. Ii is contended by the plaintiffs' coun­
sel that the property left in Louisiana bv Emmor Moore was 
acquired by his sole exertions, unassisted by his wife, and be­
longs exclusively to ins heirs. We are of opinion that the 
law as well as the facts of the case are against that conclu­
sion. As a general rule the domicilof the wife ii that of her 
husband, and she can have no other, without a legal cause 
shown. It is proved that the mother of the p ainiiffs removed 
to Ohio, in conformity with the desire of her husband, oil ac-
count of the superior advantages which he supposed that 
location to possess for rearing and educating his children. 
V\ e could not say that in discharging the duties of a mothe: 
at tha place selected by her husband, she was rendering him no 
assistance. The performance of those duties out of the State 
cannot be made a pretext for cutting her off from her share 
in the community. 

The claims against the succession were not prescribed at 
the time they purport to have been paid by Joseph H. Moore, 
and it the payments made by him on account of the succès 
sion were valid, the plaintiffs are bound by them. It is urged 
that those payments are not valid, because Joseph II. Moore 
had no warrant of law to receive the funds of the succession 
or to pay Us debts. It is true, he acted without authority : 
but, having acted, the first question to be determined now is 
whether the funds were applied by him as the law would 
have applied them. Many things are forbidden bv law to be 
«lone, which, when done, become valid and binding. Where 
courts of justice have any discret on. they will not disregard 
an illegal act, if they cannot do so without enabling parties 
to commit a fraud. On that ground, married women and 
minors claiming the benefit of resolution for the illegal alién­
ation of their property must reimburse the sums received for 
It, when it is proved that those sums have accrued to their 
benefit. Civil Code, 2226. Without goiug into any inquiry 
as to the manner in which the payments were made, if the 
debts paid were due by the succession, the defendant must be 
credited with those pav meats in his settlement with the heirs. 
We feel bound to state, however, that the proceedings of th -
defendant in this succession have been extremely irregular, and 
lhat no credits can be allowed him for payments made un e»» 
the existence and realitv of the debts paid .re placed beyond 
ail reasonable doubt. Items 5, 6, 7. 8 9. 10. 1» aud 12 of the 
account amount together to the sum of $1,788 The.*a 
deb s are not denied, and prescription is the only plea filed 
in relation to them. Prescription had not accrued, when they 
were paid by Moore, and we have already said that this plea 
cannot avail the plaintiffs. It is proved that the firm ot 
Hoops & Moore was a creditor of the su -cession for $25,087. 
rhu debt Is acknowledged to have been paid, except a small 
balance, for which Moore, one of the partners, is bonnd to 
at count to the firm. Items 1 and 2 of the account were paid 
by Hoops & Moore, and are no doubt included in their claim. 
Item No. 3 is not proved ; a receipt under private >ignature 
to an administrator, in payment of an account, is not evi-
denee that the account was due. Item No. 4 is not proved, 
the testimony ot Jesse Batey being inadmissible. The de­
fendant has proved payments to the amount of $26,875 42. 
The sum deducted from the price of adjudication leaves a 
balance of $1951 58, one-half of which belongs to the heirs 
ot Lminor Moore. Out of this half, each of the plaintiff's is 
entitled to the sum ol $156 78, with interest at 5 per cent 
from the 29th of June, 1835, till paid. Judgement is theie-
tore reversed and decreed accordingly.—W. IIall for plaintiff 
and appellee ; Beatty and Cole for defendants and appellants. 

Where the verdict of a jury is rendered in French, and as­
sesses the compensation of a Sheriff for keeping property 
while under seizure, the case will not be remanded when 
the evidence in the re ord enables the Supreme Court to 
render a final decree.
