THE ST. CHARLES HOTEL .—We have been in­
formed by a gentleman thoroughly acquainted with 
the facts, that our report of the case of u Hindes 
vs. Mudge & Wilson," proprietors of the St. 
Charles Hotel, did not contain all the facts con­
nected with the case. It appears from his state­
ment, that Mr. Mudge, at an early day, found the 
practice of allowing porters the sums received from 
the visiters of the hotel, was annoying to travelers, 
from the importunity of the persons dependant on 
such sources for compensation, substituted the sys­
tem of regular wages for the purpose of correcting 
the abuse. It appears, also, that Judge Beverly 
gave judgement for only $12, or wages for the time 
he had served, at the rate of $20 per month, instead 
of for tlie five months claimed. We make this 
statement that all the facts of the case may be 
known. In publishing the proceedings of Courts, 
it is utterly impossible, in a condensed form, to give 
all the facts^ 

A HIGH-HANDKD ACT.—A most extraordinary proceeding 
took place yesterday in the First District Court. In July last, 
some passengers on the steamship Fanny, from Vera Cruz, 
to this city, were roLbed of al>out three thousand dollars. 
Four men, named McClane, Baxter, Stewart, and Brown, 
were arrested, and ir.oney found in their possession amount­
ing to near the sum stolen was seized. McClane, Baxter and 
Stewart were tried before the First District Court and found 
guilty, Brown having decamped before the trial came on and 
forfeited his bonds. On motion of counsel, a new trial was 
granted to Stewart, and he was acquitted. Jesse Mcllenry, 
brother of Judge McHenry, of the First District Court, was 
emp'oyed by'he prisoners as counsellor, or advising attorney. 
A few days since he obtained from them a confession of 
judgement for the sum of six hundred dollars for professional 
services. He obtained an execution from the First District 
Court for the sum. and levied upon the money taken in the 
possession of his clients, which was then in the hands o? the 
Clerk of the Court. Alfred Rousseau. He called upon Mr. 
Rouueau and demanded of him the amount. Here it is 
necessary, for a proper understanding of the case, to state 
that attachments and seqnestratious had been already made 
b? the persons who were robbed and otheis, before the seizure 
in favor of Mr. McHenry was made, to an amount exceeding 
the sum in the hands of Mi. Rousseau by $1600. Mr. 
Rousseau therefore refused to pay Mr. McHenry theaeinand. 
The latter then cited the Attorney General to show cause 
on a given day why the money should not be paid. The 
Attorney General replied that he bad nothing to do with 
the matter. Mr. McHenry then brought the case before the 
Court, aud the Judge ordered Mr Rousseau to pay the 
money. Mr. Rousseau refused, giving as a reason thaf 
claims to a larser amount than was in his possession had 
legal priority, and that if he obeyed the order, himself and 
his securities would be held reiponsible to the parties first at­
taching the money. When the Court opened yesterday. 
Judge McHenry asked Mr. Rousseau if he was prepared to 
obey his order. Mr. R. replied in the negative, observing 
that it was nof from a disposition to commit a contempt of 
Court he refused, but because he felt that he would be vio­
lating the law, and rendering himself amenable to a charge 
of malfeasance in office. The Judge at once told him lie 
bhould punish him for contempt of Court, and ordered him 
to be sent to prison for ten days. He was accordingly com­
mit ted to prison, where he now is. Able counsel have taken 
the case up for Mr. Rousseau and will bring it before the Su­
preme Court this mcrning, to sne out a writ of habeas 
sorpus. 

LARCENY.—^Wm. Horn^by, charged by E. A. Mitchell 
with stealing tlie sum of three hundred dollars from the firm 
of Mitchell & Hornsby. in July last, was yesteiday arrested 
by the Third Municipality police. 

ROBBING A FFLLOW-BOARDER.—A warrant was yester­
day issued by Recorder Génois, for the arrest of a man 
named McDermott, charged by Geo. Goodman with break 
ing open his trunk, IU the house of Martin Larson, corner of 
Levee and Barracks streets, in which they bofh boarded, and 
stealing a quantity of wearing apparel. 

INQUIST.—1The police of the Second Municipality found 
a man dead on St. Charles street, near Tivoli Circle. He 
was conveyed to the Baronne street watch-house, where an 
inquest was held on the body yesterday. He was found 
with his face lying in the gutter, and the jury was of opinion 
that he fell in a fit and was suffocated by the mud in which 
bis face was buried. Iiis name is unknown. He wore a 
blue blanket coat, check shirt, blue cloth vest, black cloth 
pantaloons, grey woollen socks, and black hat with crape 
on it. 

ATTEMPT AT BURGLARY.—Watchman McDermott. of 
the First Municipality, surprised some fellows in the act of 
entering the dry goods store at the corner of Canal and 
Royal streets, yesterday morning about 5 o'clock. On hear­
ing his approach they ran and escaped. The door was broken 
open, and a large chisel with which they had been at work, 
was found on the banquette opposite the budding. 

CHARGE OF SWINDLIN».—II. F. Stiircker yesterday en­
tered a complaint before Recorder Génois, charging Henry 
Munz with obtaining two dollars and a half from him, 
under false pretences. A warrant was issued. 

SECOND MUNICIPALITY COI NCIL— Tuesday Evening, 
Feb. 13, 1841*.—Present, Recorder Baldwin, and Messrs.

LARCENY.—George Robinson, charged by Frank Gillson 
with entering the cabin of the sloop Bright, lying at the 
New Basin, on Monday night, and stealing a looking glass 
and a powder-llask belonging to him, was yesterday commu­
ted for trial, by Recorder Baldwin. 

UNITED STATES CIRCUIT COURT.—Antonio Sibbilich, 
convicted of the murder of James Chappel. was yesterday 
brought to the bar to receive sentence, but other business 
having precedence, it was deferred to this morning. 

Two MEN DROWNED—On .Saturday week 
while three individuals were securing a floating 
piece of timber in the river, opposite Grand Gulf, 
the steamer St. Joseph, in ascending, ran between 
the log and the skiff, to which it wac tied, com­
pletely running over the latter. One of the persons 
in the skiff, Mr. Goodall, saved his life by springing 
upon the bow of the steamer, and grasping the jack-
staff, at the moment of collision.

Three of 
the prisoners were wounded, one very severely, 
when they all desisted and gave theinSfclves up.
