used. The carts of the contractor were bringing 

the scrapings of the street* and filling up these lots, 
and this has been customary heretofore. A portion 

of the cart' carry offal, and others the street scrap­

ings from the streets, and there is nothing objec­
tionable in the use of the latter for filling lots. We 

no'.iced some lots directly in the rear of the above, 
with about a foot of water on them, and it 
occurred to us that this was an evil in direct viola­
tion of the ordinances. Whenever any of our 
citizens have complaints of this kind to make, it is 
only necessary to go to the Surveyor, who is 
charged with such business, and we are satisfied it 
will receive intm-diate attention.

Ikitf from 

Arrkal of Ike Isthmus—Calif ornia lej'l Panama^ 

Gen. Smith and all the passengert departed, etc. 

The steamer Isthmus arrived yesterday from 
Ciiagres by way of Havana. She left Chagres on 

the 27th ult., and Havana on the 9th inst, We 

learn from Capt. Baker, of the Isthmus, that the 
long expected steamship California had at last 

arrived at Panama. She (ailed on the 27th, taking 

Gen. Smith, and 100 passengers. Three more large 

vessels had also left Panama, taking all the passen­

gers, BO that the Isthmus is now entirely clear. 
The agents of the Company have succeeded in 

procuring abundance of transportation across. The 

Orus is running on the river to Graces. The Isth­
mus brought $12,000 in gold bars to Havana, which 

was shipped at that place on the Isabel for Charles­
ton. The mails were also sent to the same place, 

by the same vessel, and no letters were brought 

here. The steamship Falcon arrived at Havana 

on the 8th and left again on the 9th. Nothing had 

yet been heard of the steamship Crescent City, 

which sailed from New York on the 5th. 
The agents have received positive information 

that ten or twelve vessels have left various places 

on the Pacific coast for Panama, in order to take 

passengers, so there will be no want of transporta­

tion from that point. The Isthmus will meet the 

California on the 15th proi., at which date the lat­

ter vessel will again leave Panama. The Isthmus 

will take no freight so as to afford all accommoda­

tion for baggage. Capt. Baker says that the gold 

stories have not been at all exaggerated, hut are 

rather below the truth. 

JOHN II. PEOPLES.—The Army Press.—We no­

ticed a few days since the departure of Mr. Peoples, 
editor of the Corpus Christi Star, for the region ol 
Gold. Wherever adventure is to be found, there 
will be Mr. Peoples. At the breaking out of the 
Mexican war—when Gen. Taylor called on Gov. 
Johnson for troops, and that call was so nobly re­

sponded to by our citizens—Mr. P. was one of the 
earliest to enrol himself. On the discharge of the 
Louisiana Volunteers on the Rio Grande, he pub 

lished the " American Flag " at Matamoros. As 
soon as Gen. Taylor moved on Monterey, he accom­
panied tiie army, always on hand for any service-

even to ride fifty miles over the guerilla range, to 
carry an order from one section of the army to an­

other, or on the field of battle. The cannon of 
Vera Cruz had hardly grown cold, before the 
"American Eagle" — which he (in connection 

with Mi. Jas. R. Barnard) published and edited— 
was issued from the press ; the retreating foe from 
Cerro Gordo had scarcely passed Jalapa before the 
"American Star" was shining upon our victorious 

army ; in Puebla the same " Star" was seeking to 

light the vainglorious eneiny to the honor of peace, 

by admonishing them of the consequences of further 
resistance ; and w hen, at last, the capital was 

taken, and, as the " Star " foretold, the enemy scat­
tered to the four winds, it appeared daily in that 
capital; and towards the last at a sacrifice to its 

publisher, until the treaty of peace was signed and 

ratified by both nation», when it set with the riseol 
the Mexican colors upon the National Palace. 

Whilst the "Star" advocated an honorable 

peace, it fully maintained the honor of our Country 

and Army, and none attacked either without meet­

ing a champion in its editor. Mr. Peoples had but 
few enemies in the army, and those few were prin­
cipally from the ranks of those who sought ephem­
eral fame by attempting to forestall public opinion 
at home, and converting solely to their own brows 
the laurels won by the whole indomitable host. 

Nor was the Star without its influence upon the 
Mexican people. It gave them an idea of our insti­
tutions and the operation of our wholesome laws. 

A series of articles against the military and ecclesi­
astical rule of the country appeared some time be­
fore the treaty of peace was ratified, exposing to 

the people the abuses of the military and clergy, 
which created such an excitement amongst the 

clergy, that money was loaned the peace party 
through their influence. The Archbishop of Mexico 
was prevailed upon to take a place in the Congress 

of Querctaro, and by his influence changed the 
sentiments of some of the most violent opponents 
of peace. The Star's articles had been copied into 

the Mexican papers before those editors were aware 

of what the result would be, and so excited became 

the people, that the clergy, who had been the bit­
terest opponents of peace, became its strongest ad­

vocates, in ordpr to get rid of a people w hose influ­

ence was causing an inquiry into the abuses of the 

Church—not, however, shaking their faith in the 

purity of its doctrines.

There is ii"to good sleigh­
ing in the uppar wards and in Brooklyn, but the joyonsness 
of the season is not fully developed until the Broadway Om­
nibuses exchange their wheels for "runners," and their 
ho9L*sdon their jingling necklaces. 

Tiie C.escent City has got off, well filled with pr.asengers, 
a* fine and as joyous a crowd as I ever saw congregated— 
full two hundred and fifty, and perhaps more. She does not 
seem »0 mucii crowded as the Falcon was, but I judge her 
passenger list will pay better. 

There have been no clearances for San Francisco to day, 
but three or four vessels that had anchored in the lower hir. 
bor have sailed. 

People are auxiously awaiting news of the arrival of the 
fsthmus, which vessel is expected to bring intelligence from 
San Francis JO of a lat« date. You have no conception of the 
interest with which this news is looked for. I have never 
seen it equalled in the instance of an arrival from Europe at 
the most interesting periods of steam packet history. Anxi-
e'y for the èîeamcr United States (now by-the-by just re­
ported as coming np) is lost in the all-aUorbing subject of 
the Isthmus. 

{Strange it is, that strong as confidence is as to the character 
of M«r expected news, fear ha* a greater practical force, and 
the pulse of Wall street goes pit-a-pat at ererv breath from 
Now Orleans or \Va«hington. 

Treasury Notes sold to-day at 107 (only $500 bone fide how­
ever) and U. S. 6V €8 *t 10854, the lat er of which was yes­
terday's closing late. If 1 had th* fund», I would buy half 
a million of each at those prices and run the risk of the next 
news f om San Francuco. 

Money is by no means so easy as it has been for a month or 
two past. An immense amount ia locked up in the Sub-
Treasury vault, and no inconM»ierable sum is taken from the 
general circulation by emigrants for California. Still busines* 
u brisk, and m nil remain so for some time to come ; and, as 
a gent*.al thing, prices are rai&ing. Rents average about 10 
per cent, higher for the coming year than those of 18^8, and 
houses are readily taken at the ad.vance. My impressjon U 
tiiat ihere are not so many building? to-day, in this cuy, a& 
there were on the 5th of February last year, and the increase 
of rents is reasonable. 

The report of the Chief ol Police, for the last quarter, ex­
hibits the following conation of city morals, habits, &c. : 
Number of arrests during the quarter 6,166, of which 746 weie 
for petit larceny and 97 for prand larceny, 31 for burglary and 
33 for passing counterfeit money. l2,v&o iodgers were pro 
vided for in the station houses : 3u6 lot-tch Idrtn were restored 
to their parents ; 24 persons were rescued from drowning ; 
43 firts were extinguished, and 212 tiores and dwellings, 
found open and exposed at night by carelessness, were taken 
in charge by policemen. 

The arrival of the steamer United Stages diffuses an extra­
ordinary degree of pleasure throughout the city. Deep alarm 
for her had begun to take po.-^e-s on of every body interested 
in her passengers or cargo, a state of feeling which enhance» 
the pleasure with which she is now hailed. The pas«enper* 
represent her as a glorious craft, she having carried them 
safely through weather that few ships could hav<? I'ood 
From the hour she left Cowes until s-he arrived at Halifax, 
where she stopped for a supply of coal, she had not been 
fieefi 0111 storms, some of them of a terrific character. About 
half way across the Atlantic she encountered a regular hur­
ricane, which tested her capabilities to the utmost, but she 
proved too itrong for the tempest. No part of her machinery 
has been put out of order by her labors, and she is in as per 
feet condition as when she Jefl > ew York. Her cargo is even 
more valuable than I represented it to be the other day, 
exceeding, it is said, a million of dollars. She reached Hali­
fax on the 31st ult., and *ai ed from thence on the 2d inst.
